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THE Directorate of Investment 
and Company Administration 
(DICA) recently released a dis-
claimer regarding a Facebook 
posting under the name of Syn-
ergy service, using the symbol 
and logo of DICA, which cannot 
be used by anyone besides DICA, 
when providing service for com-
pany registration and re-regis-
tration on Myanmar Companies 
Online (MyCO). 

DICA has not allowed any 

private organization to provide 
service for MyCO electronic reg-
istry system. Synergy service 
advertisement on Facebook can 
make people misunderstand as 
it misused DICA’s logo. There-
fore, DICA notified them to take 
caution in choosing words used 
in their service advertisement. 

Companies can re-register 
electronically online through 
MyCo system at the offices of 
the DICA, without any service 

charges. 
Those who face hurdles 

in the registration process can 
enquire by calling 01-657891, 01-
658105 and 01-658103 (extension 
103,104,105). 

There are over 60,000 reg-
istered companies, according to 
data from DICA. All companies 
are required to re-register elec-
tronically online through MyCo 
system or in person  using the 
prescribed forms for re-registra-

tion by 31 January 2019. Those 
companies which fail to re-reg-
ister within the set time period 
will inevitably be cancelled from 
the list. 

Over 100 new companies 
are daily registering on MyCO 
electronic registry system. In 
August, over 1,500 new compa-
nies and 5,500 old companies 
have registered or re-registered 
through the MyCO system.—

Supply planning workshop for procurement of 
medicines, medical products held

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MYANMAR’S border trade with 
China through Chinshwehaw 
gate from 1 April to 24 August, 
during the six-month interim 
period prior to next fiscal-year 
2018-2019, is worth US$126.7 
million, which is a decrease of 
$90.9 million, compared to the 
similar period of last FY 2017-
2018, according to data released 
by the Ministry of Commerce.   

In the past five months, 

export through Chinshwehaw 
was worth $106.4 million, while 
import was valued at $20.3 mil-
lion. Both export and import 
decreased compared to those 
of last FY.  Myanmar mainly 
exports pulses, corns, sesame, 
rice, rubber, fisheries, sugar 
and sugarcane to China, while 
fertilizers, construction mate-
rials and consumers goods are 
imported into the country. 

Myanmar’s border trade 
with China, the world’s most 
populous country, is registered 
at $2.35 billion at Muse gate, 
$76.7 million at Lwejel, $126.7 
million at Chinshwehaw, $80 
million at Kanpikete and $80 
million at Kengtung.  Sino-My-
anmar trade in the past nearly 
five months amounted to $2.63 
billion, an increase of $384 mil-
lion against last FY. —GNLM      

CHIN STATE’S apples had 
a poor yield this season be-
cause of unfavorable weather 
conditions and weaknesses in 
cultivation technology. Apples 
from Chin State usually yield 
high every season. But this 
year, there were lower sup-
ply of apples compared to the 
same period of last year.

Apples are grown mostly 
in Tiddim Township, and this 
year’s yield produced most-
ly small and sour apples be-
cause of unfavorable weather 
conditions, such as heavy rain 
and high temperature, adding 
to poor cultivation technology.

“At present, local people 
do not grow Chin Hills apples, 
which were popular over the 
past years.  The Chin Hills 
apples are no longer compet-
itive in the market in terms of 
price and quality, to imported 
apples. Therefore, local farm-
ers need agricultural tech-
nical assistance to produce 

quality apples,” said U Doh 
Za Nang, an apple farm owner 
from Bwin village in Tiddim 
Township.

Apples are cultivated 
mostly in Haka, Falam and 
Tiddim townships. Apples 
from Tiddim Township are 
annually supplied to India’s 
Mizoram State at the Myan-
mar-India border Kalewa, 
Monywa, Mandalay and Yan-
gon through Kalay, Sagaing 
Region, and the apples are 
also supplied to upper Chind-
win River area.

Currently, other kinds of 
apples, such as Aik Wah, Ruby 
and Koriko, sell well in Tid-
dim apple market. The price 
of Aik Wah apple is Ks3,500 
per viss (3.6lb), while the price 
of Ruby and Koriko apples is 
between Ks 2,500 and Ks 3,000 
per viss. The price of other 
kinds of apple is around Ks 
1,500 and Ks 2,000 per viss.

EXPORTS through Muse border, 
a major trading point between 
Myanmar and China, in nearly 
five months this year, valued at 
US$1.68 billion, an increase over 
$450 million matched against the 
same period in the last year, ac-
cording to the Ministry of Com-
merce.

The total value of trade 
through the Muse border gate 
reached $2.4 billion, covering $675 
million in imports. At this time 

last FY, the border trade value 
at the Muse trade station was 
$1.9 billion, with exports worth 
$1.2 billion and imports $674 mil-
lion. Myanmar-China bilateral 
border trade is conducted chiefly 
through Muse, Lwejel, Kanpikete, 
Chinshwehaw and Kengtung land 
border gates. Of these, the Muse 
gate sees the largest volume and 
value in terms of border trade.

Usually, Myanmar exports 
agricultural, marine and forest 

products, minerals and manufac-
tured goods to China, and imports 
consumer goods, raw materials, 
construction equipment, auto-
mobiles, motorbikes and capi-
tal goods from the world’s most 
populous country.  According to 
the ministry, the value of trade 
from all borders between April 
and August this year exceeded $3 
billion, registering an increase of 
over $500 million from this time 
last year.—Khine Khant

Allow me to extend my 
heartiest greetings and best 
wishes for the health and hap-
piness of all.

Whenever a po-
litical party is being formed, 
it is quite natural to take part 
in every election. 

Taking part in an election 
means a resolution has already 
been made to serve the state 
and the people to the best 
of one’s ability. At the same  
time, it is to apply efforts to 
train and equip ourselves with 
qualified skills in striving for 
the people. 

Since my childhood, my 
parents had imparted me 
with valuable words of advice. 
They are the preaching and  
words of the Lord Buddha. A 
person must train and main-
tain not only to be talent-
ed, but also to be worthy in  
character. 

In Myanmar, we have 
many  good  po l i t ic ians . 
However,  due to wrong  
p e r c e p t io n s ,  t h e r e  a r e  
a lso  many others  who  
chase after power, money, 
drinking and gambling, and 
therefore, they cannot become 
good politicians. Only when 
politicians are talented and 
decent, they could lead and 
guide the people and serve 
the national interests of the 
country.

Esteemed and respected par-
ents, brothers and sisters,

When an election is held, 
there is a customary and usual 
saying, which I always remem-
ber: “During an election cam-
paign, never give promises to 
the people, but ask the people 
what they actually want”. A 
party candidate should know 
this saying. In fact, it is not 
necessary to ask the people 
what they actually want. Just 
by observing the environment, 
one can see ugly scenes every-
where, such as damaged roads, 
blocked drainages, stinking 
garbage, ramshackle bamboo 
huts built across smelly drain-
ages, tangled and dangerous 
overhead electric wire lines, 
negligent rubbish dump, side 
walls of buildings dirtied with 
red saliva of beetle quid, and 
stairways with red dirty patch-
es. These ugly images could 
not be taken up lightly. These 
situations are to be addressed 
and fixed by each and every cit-
izen, and politicians have more 
responsibilities in doing so.

Due to lack of civic sub-
jects in the school education 
curriculum, obligatory dis-
ciplines that every student 
should follow have been un-
necessarily shattered. Instead 
of forming many committees 
for the reformation of the edu-
cation system, it would be wise 
to take up suggestions from 
the bottom to the top levels 
in creating a new system of 
education.

Compulsory free edu-
cation for the primary level 
should be effectively imple-
mented. In some villages, it is 
found that there are only five 
to six students in the fourth 
standard. Similar instances 
are seen all over the country. 

The worst happening is the 
rising number of drug abuse 
and addiction cases in the 
country. According to infor-
mation received from friends 
in border areas, the number of 
illicit drug producers is rising 
and they are making a huge 
amount of money.

“If Bagan is listed in UNESCO, 
we will receive technical assis-
tance/methods in conservation 
of cultural heritages. Interna-
tional experts on conservation 
will help conserve the cultural 
heritages. We’ll get more inter-
national support both technically 

and financially. That is why we 
are striving towards nomination. 
If we can do these properly, we 
wouldn’t need to go for nomi-
nation,” said Daw Sandar Khin, 
chairman of Myanmar Archae-
ology Association.

UNESCO adopted World 
Heritage Convention in 1972 in 
order to protect and maintain 
cultural and natural heritage.

Police fire on two suspected robbers in 
self-defence in Twantay Canal

Police shot dead two suspected 
robbers in self-defence on early 
morning of Tuesday as the two 
men attacked them with ma-
chete in an incident in which 
the police deterred the suspects 
from robbing a ship in the Twan-
tay canal.

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Investment, 
technical assistance 
key to Myanmar’s 
sustainable 
agricultural 
development

A
GRICULTURE is the mainstay of the economy 
for many of us. It further contributes to regional 
sustainable development in terms of food security 
and nutrition. 

One of the daunting challenges of the world is to ensure 
food and nutrition security for the rapidly growing population, 
which is estimated to reach 9.6 billion by 2050. There is no 
exception for BIMSTEC region which is home to 22 % of the 
global population. 

While appreciating the excellent work done by the BIM-
STEC Expert Group Meeting on Agriculture recently, Pres-
ident U Win Myint has informed the member countries that 
Myanmar, as a Lead Country of the Agriculture sector, will 
host the first BIMSTEC Ministerial Meeting on Agriculture 
in Myanmar in 2018/2019 to address the emerging challenges 
and further enhancement of the cooperation.

Agriculture is an area where Myanmar has a significant 
comparative advantage, with abundant land and water re-
sources. Myanmar’s highest export volume comes from the 
agricultural sector, but we need to have more cooperation 
with ASEAN and BIMSTEC member countries to remove 
modern farming technology and capital constraints. 

We hope that the coming ministerial meeting on agricul-
ture would improve the prospects for agricultural growth of 
Myanmar.

The meeting is expected to produce good outcomes for 
promoting investment not only in the agricultural sector but 
also in the livestock sector among member countries.

Myanmar has placed emphasis on the development of 
agricultural interconnectivity since all member nations of 
BIMSTEC focus primarily on agriculture.

We should not forget the fact that small farmers are 
playing a crucial role in ensuring sufficient food and nutri-
tional supply, abolishing poverty, and promoting inclusive and 
sustainable agricultural development operations.

To achieve the sustainable development goal in the agri-
culture sector, Myanmar is encouraging  Public-private-part-
nership while assessing the strengths and weaknesses of 
rice and other crops, and making efforts for improving the 
agricultural technologies.

Meanwhile, we are facing some challenges in transfor-
mation from  traditional farming to mechanized farming. In 
addition, a shortage of farm labourers is another obstacle of 
the agricultural sector. 

There are several ways to solve that issue. Mechanized 
farming is one of the answers to overcome the manual labour 
shortage, which is a major problem in the country.

Also, modern processing machinery and technologies are 
beyond our farmers’ means. There are many other obstacles, 
including lack of storage facilities.

Attracting investment is high on the government’s list 
of priorities, but foreign direct investment in agriculture is 
still low.

Hence, investment and technical assistance from the 
ASEAN and BIMSTEC member countries are invited to the 
agricultural sector. Now is the perfect time to bring your 
investment to Myanmar.

Prioritizing the spread and 
development of school libraries

A library is a knowledge bank
A library can be defined as a 

knowledge bank where collections 
of books about knowledge and lit-
erary fiction, CDs and newspapers 
are kept. Men have to learn a lot in 
their respective careers. Whatever 
work you happen to get engaged 
in, it will be difficult for you to suc-
ceed, unless you have experience, 
knowledge and ideas. You get them 
by reading books which are nor-
mally kept in libraries. That is the 
reason why libraries are greatly in 
need not only in schools, colleges 
and universities but also in villag-
es, towns and cities. 

In the 21st century, most peo-
ple in developed countries get in-
telligence, knowledge and ideas 
by reading books; they are eager 
to read books and take much inter-
est in the study of literature, mu-
sic, art and culture. In developed 
countries, such as the US, Russia, 
England, France and

Germany, millions of books 
concerning knowledge, literary 
fiction and classic literature are 
kept in century-old libraries for the 
public to read or borrow in order 
to develop a reading habit. Now, 
they are transformed into digital 
libraries, so that readers can easily 
access them through the internet. 
School libraries, from basic schools 
to universities, are established to 
get students associated with books 
and to help build a reading habit 
among them. Parents as well as 
teachers are obliged by law to send 
their children to schools. They are 
also obliged to instill a reading hab-
it in their school children so that 
they take delight in that habit when 
they are grown up.

People from Asia’s developed 
countries, such as China, Japan, 
South Korea and Singapore, have 
read a lot; they are seen reading 
books or newspapers while waiting 
at bus-stops, airports and railway 
stations. We should emulate their 
way of spending invaluable time.

Weakening  of library culture
Among Asean countries, all 

have focused on the development 
of public libraries and those in uni-
versities, colleges and schools, ex-
cept Myanmar, Laos and Cambo-
dia. Myanmar was under military 
rule for about 50 years, experienc-

ing closed-door policy, which kept 
the people in the dark. The culture 
of using libraries has diminished 
with time. Young and old persons 
alike are not willing to read in 
libraries. It is considered that 
rote-learning system has made 
students lack interest in books of 
knowledge, literary fictions and 
classic novels, or rather, they take 
their exams seriously.

With the spread and devel-
opment of libraries across the 
country, the standard of that 
country will improve considera-
bly. The high standard of educa-
tion, health, social economy and 
culture is closely related with in-
tellectual pursuits of the general 
public of a country. High intelli-
gence and good ideas are directly 
related to a high standard of a 
public library. The increase of 
school libraries in the country 
will make primary students get 
familiarized with books, journals 
and

newspapers, in addition to 
school books. The high intelli-
gence of school children will help 
make a right decision in their 
lives. Students who have not de-
veloped a reading habit in their 
young days are reluctant to go 
and read books in libraries, when 
they continue their studies in 
colleges and universities. Gradu-
ates who lack literary knowledge 
and brilliant ideas will put our 
country with a heavy heart.

No chance for students to use 
libraries

As there are not enough li-
braries in schools in the country, 
students have no chance to study; 
there are only 20,000 school librar-
ies for a total of 46,000 schools 
across the country. It is regret-
table that most school libraries 
remain closed throughout the 
academic year. From primary to 
high schools, students have to run 
between schools and private tui-
tions, having burdened themselves 
with much homework. It is time to 
find a solution for schoolchildren.

Literary campaigns and the 
culture of mobile phones

Even though there are many 
libraries in wards and villages as 
well as private ones, the number 
of readers or users is decreasing 
day by day. When we were young, 
there were small book-borrowing 
shops in wards, and now they have 
disappeared due to a decline in 
the number of readers; sadly, they 
have been replaced by the culture 
of mobile phones. In Myanmar, 
18 million out of a population of 
54 million use mobile phones, ex-
tremely exceeding the number 
of readers in the country. From 
children to adults, including civil 
servant, street vendors, manual 
workers and trishaw drivers, use 
mobile phones for playing games 
and wasting their time. Literacy 
campaigns were launched to erad-

icate illiteracy, but it was of little 
avail. Social media has flourished, 
forcing people with negligible in-
telligence and weak ideas to breed 
hatred and harassment among 
themselves. Fake news and reck-
less disregard through Facebook 
will prompt unintelligent persons 
to create negative causes for the 
future of our country. People will 
have to solve this problem by col-
lective efforts under the supervi-
sion of the government.

How to fulfill the need of li-
braries

First, the existing libraries 
must be revived. Since 2015, the 
Myanmar Library Association 
has carried out a project for the 
revival of libraries across the 
country, with assistance from the 
Asian Foundation. Now ten high 
schools have been chosen with a 
purpose of revitalizing the libraries 
in their schools. Books on educa-
tion, furniture, computers and ac-
cessories are added, according to 
their need. From primary to high 
schools, students are required to 
go to the libraries twice a week for 
studying, making it a compulso-
ry requirement to be included in 
their respective class schedules. 
Accordingly, instructions should 
be sent out by the Ministry of Edu-
cation to all schools in the country, 
in order to succeed.

The school principals and 
teachers, in turn, should bring 

students to libraries in order to 
get them familiarized with books 
they should read or to gradual-
ly develop a reading habit. The 
parents should also see to it that 
their children’s time is organized 
so that they can read books on 
general knowledge and ideas, 
without having to interrupt their 
school lessons and note-taking. 
Because of rote-learning system, 
it is not surprising that parents 
have become worried that their 
children will pass the exams with 
low marks. The government, on 
its part, has exerted its utmost 
efforts to transform the education 
system so that it would soon reach 
its international standard.

State Counsellor’s guidance
In a literary roundtable talk 

in Mandalay, the State Counsel-
lor has urged school authorities 
to include in their curriculum a 
requirement of sending students 
to libraries once a week to instill 
a reading habit in them. There 
could still be a library period, even 
if there is no library. Even if there 
is no reading room, an interesting 
book that has nothing to do with 
school lessons could be picked 
out from a book cabinet to be 
discussed. In addition, the State 
Counsellor has urged teachers 
to try to include reading in the 
hobbies of their students, so that 
they can enjoy reading books. She 
also urged parents to do the same.

Try on a self-help basis
When compared to private 

schools, government schools are 
short of libraries and modern 
books. This is a major defect in 
the development of school librar-
ies due to stringent education-
al budget; primary and middle 
schools do not have libraries of 
their own. Also, libraries in high 
schools are not open regularly. 
Here, the principals and teach-
ers are kindly advised to rely on 
themselves. The teachers are in-
structed not to ask for financial 
donations, but they are allowed to 
ask for periodicals, journals, news-
papers, CDs, and so on. Consulting 
with the PTA on the development 
of a library, furniture and mate-
rials requirement is suggested. 
If closely linked to private and 
university libraries, school librar-
ies will greatly benefit on the ex-
change of books, journals, CDs and 
newspapers. In this context, the 
State Counsellor’s advice is really 
encouraging, in that the Ministry 
of Education and the Ministry of 
Information should cooperate for 
the speedy development of school 
libraries.

Creating a learning environ-
ment

“Creating a consistent learn-
ing process and suitable and com-
fortable libraries built for students 
to enjoy reading and develop a 
reading habit” is a basic educa-
tional principle. In an international 
aspect, the role of libraries is seen 
to be in keeping with the changing 
times. For instance, budget alloca-
tion is put aside for the develop-
ment of libraries. At the same time, 
the Ministry of Education will have 
to cooperate with other ministries 
concerned, such as the Daw Khin 
Kyi Foundation, Asia Foundation, 
Japan International Cooperation 
Agency and Korea International 
Cooperation Agency. It is time to 
accelerate the development of li-
braries in the country by linking 
up with libraries from Southeast 
Asian universities, colleges and 
schools for further cooperation. In 
conclusion, the spread and devel-
opment of school libraries should 
be given a top priority under the 
guidance of the Ministry of Ed-
ucation.

Japan’s 2nd-largest opposition party 
chooses chief amid low support

TOKYO — Japan’s sec-
ond-largest opposition par-
ty, the Democratic Party 
for the People, elected one 
of its two co-leaders as its 
sole head on Tuesday as it 
struggles to boost its low 
support ratings ahead of 
key elections next year.

Yuichiro Tamaki, a 
four-term member of the 
House of Representatives, 
beat challenger Keisuke 
Tsumura in the first lead-
ership contest since the 
party was formed in May 
through a merger between 
two splinters of the now-de-
funct Democratic Party of 
Japan, which was in power 
between 2009 and 2012.

“Let’s join hands 
to create politics for the 

people. I will make ut-
most efforts to lead” the 
move, Tamaki told party 
members shortly after be-
ing elected. Tamaki, who 
worked for the Finance 
Ministry before winning 
his parliamentary seat, 
had led the party together 
with House of Councillors 
member Kohei Otsuka, 
who did not compete in the 
election. The 49-year-old 
Tamaki will lead the party 
until September 2021.

A total of 61 lawmakers 
across both Diet chambers 
belong to the party, mak-
ing it the second-largest 
opposition force after the 
Constitutional Democratic 
Party of Japan, which also 
emerged from the Demo-

cratic Party of Japan. The 
Constitutional Democratic 
Party of Japan has 75 seats.

Tamaki will be tasked 
with broadening the party’s 
support base and promot-
ing cooperation with other 
opposition parties in the 
run-up to the unified local 
elections and the upper 
house election next year.

In a press conference, 
Tamaki expressed his par-
ty’s readiness to coordinate 
fielding candidates with 
other opposition parties, 
in particular in single-seat 
constituencies, to challenge 
the ruling bloc led by Prime 
Minister Shinzo Abe’s Lib-
eral Democratic Party in 
the upcoming national elec-
tion. —Kyodo News     

Deadly ‘rat fever’ in flood-ravaged Indian state
KOCHI (India) — ”Rat 
fever” and other diseases 
have killed 14 people in 
the southern Indian state 
of Kerala after the worst 
floods in almost a century, 
authorities said on Tues-
day.

The separate death toll 
from the monsoon floods 

that forced more than a 
million people from their 
homes in Kerala last month 
has meanwhile risen to 486, 
the government said.

“We had anticipated 
leptospirosis (rat fever) due 
to contaminated water and 
are taking all measures to 
distribute preventive drugs 

in camps,” Kerala health 
director Sarita R L told 
AFP. 

Leptospirosis, trans-
mitted in water containing 
urine from rodents and oth-
er animals, has killed six 
people and infected more 
than 100 while other dis-
eases have left eight dead.

Cases of malaria, den-
gue fever and chicken pox 
have also been reported. 
More than 5,100 people 
have acute diarrhoea, au-
thorities said.

The floodwaters have 
now receded and fewer 
than 10,000 people remain 
in temporary camps, down 

from 1.4 million at the 
height of the crisis.

The monsoon, which 
lasts from June to Septem-
ber, causes widespread 
death and destruction 
across South Asia each 
year. The death toll in 
India this year currently 
stands at 1,400 across 10 

states, and heavy rainfall 
is forecast in several are-
as in the coming days. In 
the north-eastern state of 
Nagaland, 11 people have 
died and 50,000 others are 
stranded across some 530 
villages, with roads includ-
ing the national highway 
into the state cut.—AFP

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Typhoon makes landfall in western Japan

TOKYO — The most pow-
erful typhoon to make land-
fall in Japan in 25 years 
arrived in western Japan 
on Tuesday afternoon, with 
the weather agency warn-
ing of heavy rain and strong 
winds in both western and 
eastern regions.

Typhoon Jebi hit the 
southern part of Tokushi-
ma Prefecture, the Japan 
Meteorological Agency 
said, prompting the can-
cellation of flights and train 
services, and closure of 
commercial facilities such 
as a popular theme park 
in Osaka. 

The agency, which also 
warned of high waves, has 
called on the public to be 
vigilant against flooding 

and mudslides caused by 
the typhoon.

Categorized as “very 
strong” based on its top 
wind speeds, Jebi is the 
strongest typhoon to make 
landfall in Japan since 1993.

As of 11 am on Tuesday, 
Jebi was packing winds of 
up to 216 kilometres per 
hour with an atmospheric 
pressure of 950 hectopas-
cals at its centre.

Japan has been hit by 
a succession of typhoons 
recently, with western 
parts of the country dev-
astated by massive flood-
ing and landslides that left 
more than 220 people dead 
in July.  The agency said 
the typhoon is expected to 
pass over the Sea of Japan 

by late Tuesday and move 
northward, and by Wednes-
day morning, weaken to an 
extratropical cyclone.

The imminent arrival 
of Jebi in western Japan 
affected the operations of 
transportation systems and 
commercial facilities.

Domestic airlines have 
decided to cancel more 
than 600 local and interna-
tional flights mainly sched-
uled to depart and arrive 
in airports in western and 
central Japan. 

All Nippon Airways 
Co and Japan Airlines Co 
have canceled 289 and 180 
flights, respectively.

Railway operators 
also halted some services, 
including on the Tokaido 

Shinkansen and Sanyo 
Shinkansen lines.

Some parts of express-
ways are also expected to 
be closed. 

Department stores in 
western Japan including 
Osaka and Kyoto prefec-
tures decided to close for 
the day. USJ Co, the oper-
ator of Universal Studios 
Japan in Osaka, also closed 
the park.

In the 24-hour period 
through 6 am on Wednes-
day, up to 500 millimeters 
of rain may fall in central 
Japan and up to 400 mm 
in western Japan. 

The typhoon is un-
likely to come close to the 
Japanese capital.—Kyodo 
News      

Indian Ocean tsunami 
warning system to be tested

PARIS — The UN Educa-
tional, Scientific and Cul-
tural Organization (UNES-
CO) on Monday announced 
24 countries bordering the 
Indian Ocean will take part 
in two tsunami warning ex-
ercises on 4-5 September to 
test their local systems and 
implemented mechanisms 
to cope with such disaster.

Promoting scientific 
exchanges and efforts to 
set up warning systems 
for various types of natu-
ral disasters, UNESCO, 
in cooperation with Inter-
national Oceanographic 
Commission, had put two 
scenarios to simulate the 
countries being put in a 
tsunami warning situation, 

the UN body said in a press 
release.

The first test is sched-
uled for Tuesday with a 
magnitude 9.0 earthquake 
off the coast of Iran. The 
second scenario of 9.3 
earthquake will be applied 
on Wednesday off the west 
coast of Northern Sumatra, 
it said.

“These exercises will 
be an opportunity for the 
participating countries 
to test their operational 
procedures, the commu-
nication channels between 
the various actors involved 
as well as the population’s 
readiness and the evacua-
tion procedures, said the 
press release.— Xinhua 

Sri Lanka probes deaths of wild elephants
COLOMBO (Sri Lanka)  
— Sri Lankan authori-
ties on Monday began 
investigating the deaths 
of wild elephants in the 
east of the island after 
pulling seven carcasses 
out of a marsh, a minis-
ter said.

Wildlife Minister 
Palitha Thewarapperu-
ma said six out of the 
seven animals found in 
the swamp were young 
— below the age of 12 — 
and he suspected that 
many more may have 
died there.

“We have wildlife ex-
perts and vets who are 
investigating the cause,” 
Thewarapperuma told 
AFP from the district of 

Polonnaruwa, 220 kilo-
metres (135 miles) east 
of Colombo.

He said a possible 
reason was that the 
swamp is currently 
strewn with water hya-
cinth, an invasive plant 
known locally as Japan 
Jabara.

The swamp is locat-
ed on a migratory route 
and the animals may 
have become bogged 
down and exhausted bat-
tling through the plants 
and then drowned. 

Japan Jabara was 
introduced to Sri Lan-
ka at the turn of the last 
century and has spread 
rapidly since World War 
II.

Allied forces sta-
tioned in Sri Lanka 
planted the free-floating 
species on waterways in 
a bid to mislead Japa-
nese pilots on bombing 
missions into thinking 
that they were grassy 
fields suitable for land-
ing in emergency.

“It is heartbreaking 
to see so many young 
elephants killed here. 
We are trying to see 
how we can flush out 
Japan Jabara and make 
this area safe again,” 
Thewarapperuma said.

Sri Lanka consid-
ers elephants a national 
treasure and they are 
protected by law. 

However, human-el-

ephant conflict near 
wildlife sanctuaries have 
led to the deaths of 375 
people in the past five 
years, according to offi-
cial figures.

Enraged vi l lag-
ers have retaliated by 
slaughtering nearly 1,200 
of the beasts.

Last month the gov-
ernment said authorities 
would begin construct-
ing 2,651 kilometres 
(1,556 miles) of new 
electric fencing to keep 
elephants away from vil-
lages bordering wildlife 
reserves.

The Sri Lankan el-
ephant population in 
the wild is estimated at 
7,500.—AFP

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UAE postpones Da Vinci 
unveiling at Louvre Abu Dhabi

DUBAI (United Arab Emirates)  
— The UAE said on Monday it 
had postponed the unveiling of 
the Louvre Abu Dhabi’s most 
prized acquisition — a painting 
attributed to Leonardo da Vinci, 
bought for a record $450 million.

The painting, which was 
bought last year, had been due 
to be unveiled on 18 September.

But Abu Dhabi’s culture and 
tourism department on Monday 
announced “the postponement 
of the unveiling of Leonardo 
da Vinci’s Salvator Mundi” in 
a tweet.

“More details will be an-

nounced soon,”  it said.
The “Salvator Mundi”, a 

portrait of Jesus Christ painted 
in 1500, was the only one of the 
fewer than 20 paintings believed 
to be the work of the famed Re-
naissance Old Master still in pri-
vate hands when it went under 
the hammer, and sold, at Chris-
tie’s in November.

The painting was declared 
authentic six years ago, after 
long being dismissed as a copy 
by one of Da Vinci’s students.

The Louvre Abu Dhabi has 
kept tight-lipped over the identi-
ty of the painting’s buyer, saying 

only that the emirate’s Depart-
ment of Culture and Tourism had 
“acquired” it. 

Last December, the New 
York Times identified the buyer 
as an obscure member of the 
Saudi royal family, Prince Badr 
bin Abdullah. 

The Wall Street Journal lat-
er reported Bin Abdullah was 
acting on behalf of Saudi Arabia’s 
powerful crown prince, Moham-
med bin Salman. He has never 
confirmed or denied the report. 

Prince Badr was appointed 
to head the kingdom’s culture 
ministry in a government shake-

Van Gogh was murdered 
claims new film at Venice
VENICE( Italy ) —  A new film 
about the artist Vincent Van Gogh 
claims that he was murdered 
rather than having shot himself.

“At Eternity’s Gate” starring 
Willem Dafoe as the tortured ge-
nius, was premiered on Monday 
at the Venice film festival.

In it the painter is shot after 
a struggle with local youths near 
the village of Auvers-sur-Oise out-
side Paris, where the artist spent 
his final months in 1890. 

He died 36 hours later after 
staggering back to the local inn 
in the dark. While most histori-
ans agree that Van Gogh killed 
himself, renowned painter and 
Oscar-nominated director Julian 
Schnabel fuels a theory that he 
was killed in the film.

Legendary French screen-
writer Jean-Claude Carriere 
— who co-wrote the script with 
Schnabel — told AFP there “is 
absolutely no proof he killed him-
self. Do I believe that Van Gogh 
killed himself? Absolutely not!” 
“He came back to the auberge 
with a bullet in his stomach and 
nobody ever found the gun or 
his painting materials,” Carri-
ere added.

“What we have been fighting 
against is the dark romantic leg-
end of Van Gogh. 

In the last period of his life 
Van Gogh was working constant-
ly. Every day he made a new 
work,”  he said.

His final weeks, when he 
painted the “Portrait of Dr Ga-
chet” — which set a world record 
when it sold for $82.5 million (77 
million euros) in 1990 — were 
“not at all sad”, the writer argued.

Not suicidal 
Schnabel insisted that a man 

who had painted 75 canvasses in 
his 80 days at Auvers-sur-Oise 
was unlikely to be suicidal. The 
theory that Van Gogh did not 
commit suicide was first raised in 
a 2011 biography of the painter by 
Steven Naifeh and Gregory White 
Smith. Schnabel said neither the 
gun nor “the painting material he 
had that day were ever found. It 
is strange to bury your shit if you 
are committing suicide.”

“At Eternity’s Gate” is also 
likely to open a new front in 
the row over Van Gogh’s “lost” 
sketchbook, which purportedly 
resurfaced after 126 years in 2016 
and was authenticated by two 
eminent art historians last year. 
Veteran British expert Ronald 
Pickvance claimed the book was 
“the most revolutionary discov-
ery in the history of Van Gogh” 
studies.

But the Van Gogh Museum 
in Amsterdam hotly disputes its 
provenance and dismissed the 
drawings as fakes. The book, orig-
inally a ledger from the Cafe de 
la Gare in Arles where Van Gogh 
stayed at various times between 
1888 and 1890, features promi-
nently in the film.

Schnabel and his team ex-
amined the drawings for them-
selves with the director pressing 
Dafoe’s hand down into them, he 
told AFP, to “force a transmission 
— a connection between me and 
Van Gogh.” It clearly worked, with 
Defoe, who looks uncannily like 
the Van Gogh the film, already 
tipped for the best actor prize at 
Venice.—AFP

London design biennale offers 
sensory exploration of the world

LONDON — Filled with sounds, 
smells and interactive installa-
tions, the second London Design 
Biennale offers visitors a sen-
sory exploration of the world, 
intended as an antidote to the 
“island mentality” of Brexit.

“We obviously live in a very 
emotionally turbulent and po-
litically polarized time and the 
choice of theme was intended to 
reflect and confront that,” said 
Christopher Turner, artistic di-
rector of the exhibition, which 
this year has the theme “Emo-
tional States”.

Barely a few months before 
Britain leaves the European Un-
ion in March 2019, the biennale is 
“intended as a corrective to that 

island mentality”, Turner said.
He said the event, which 

opens at Somerset House on 
Tuesday and runs until 23 Sep-
tember, shows that “London is 
open, not only to business but to 
the creative community”.

The exhibition includes 
installations from 40 countries, 
from China to Canada and Saudi 
Arabia, allowing visitors to take 
the pulse of the world.

One uses video projections 
to put them at the virtual centre 
of an indigo production site in 
India, accompanied by the noise 
of the workers and the earthy 
smell of the indigo.

Another exhibit, inspired 
by the humid climate of Riga, 

allows visitors to write on a win-
dow covered in condensation, 
listening to the sounds of a bat-
tering storm and the smells of a 
Latvian forest.

It is intended to “show the 
existence of nature in our dai-
ly lives and hopefully make us 
re-evaluate the importance of 
it”, said curator Arthur Analts.

The Hong Kong exhibit 
includes painted paper which, 
when scratched, unleashes 
smells of opium or roast duck.

It highlights the link be-
tween smell and memories, in 
a nod to novelist Marcel Proust, 
for whom the taste of a Made-
leine cake brought childhood 
memories rushing in.—AFP     
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ALEXANDER GERST— The 
United Arab Emirates has se-
lected its first two astronauts 
to go on a mission to the Inter-
national Space Station, Dubai’s 
ruler said on Monday.

Sheikh Mohammed bin 
Rashed al-Maktoum named the 
new astronauts as Hazza al-Man-
souri, 34, and 37-year-old Sultan 
al-Neyadi.

Writing on Twitter, he said 
the duo “raise the bar of ambi-
tions for future Emirati gener-
ations”.

Sheikh Mohammed, the 
UAE’s vice president and prime 
minister, last year vowed to send 
four Emirati astronauts to the 
space station within five years.

The UAE has its sights set on 
space with a programme worth 
20 billion dirhams ($5.4 billion), 
according to Sheikh Mohammed.

The oil-rich Gulf nation 
has already announced plans 
to become the first Arab country 
to send an unmanned probe to 
orbit Mars by 2021, naming it 
“Hope”.

The astronaut programme 
would make the UAE one of only 
a handful of states in the Middle 
East to have sent a person into 
space, as it looks to make good 
on a pledge to become a global 
leader in space exploration.

The first Arab in outer space 
was Saudi Arabia’s Sultan bin 
Salman Al-Saud, who flew on a 
US shuttle mission in 1985. Two 
years later, Syrian air force pilot 
Muhammed Faris spent a week 

aboard the ex-Soviet Union’s Mir 
space station.

Mansouri and Neyadi, who 
were among more than 4,000 Emi-
ratis to apply for the programme, 
were chosen after a rigorous six-
stage vetting procedure.

In the long-term, the UAE 
says it is planning to build a 
“Science City” to replicate life 
on Mars and aims to create the 
first human settlement on the red 
planet by 2117. —AFP     

UAE announces first astronauts to go to space

BERLIN (Germany) — For 
many consumers, rewinding 
cassettes, carefully placing a 
needle on a record or shaking 
dry a Polaroid photo may all 
feel like long-forgotten gestures 
from a bygone era. 

But they’re everywhere to be 
seen again at Berlin’s IFA tech 
show, albeit it with an unmistak-
able digital touch. 

The “new trends” section of 
the fair, which often showcases 
upcoming Christmas-season 
blockbusters, is dominated by a 
stand belonging to Polaroid, the 
household-name camera firm 
that not so long ago appeared 
near death. Known as the One 
Step+, the snapper looks exactly 
like a traditional Polaroid from the 
outside — but offers Bluetooth 
connectivity to sync up with An-
droid and iPhone apps.

Competitor Kodak also has 
an instant camera, the Printo-
matic, on offer, claiming less than 
40 seconds to develop a photo in 
colour or black-and-white.

“For the new generation, it’s 
totally new. They have no idea 
how to take a picture like this, 
without a screen, or to wait a week 
for it to get developed”, said Po-
laroid spokesman Tobias Henze.

Unlike digital photos trapped 
under smartphone glass, “you 
can frame it, put it on the wall, 
offer it or put it in a scrapbook,” 
he points out.

Audiostalgia
In the music world, audio 

purists and those looking for a 
more “instagrammable” way to 
listen are met with ever more op-
tions for playing cassettes and 
vinyl records.

Manufacturers have hard 
data to back up their turn to the 
past, with 33 RPM discs account-
ing for some 14 percent of US 
album sales in 2017, compared 
with 11 percent the previous year.

That’s why IFA visitors can 
lust after Yamaha’s Vinyl 500 turn-
table, which nods to modernity 
with a Wifi connection that also 
allows users to stream music.

Meanwhile, a slew of startups 
offer portable turntables that can 
be lugged around in a satchel or 
even clipped onto the edge of a 
speaker or a shelf.

For those with enormous 

digital collections, Sony vaunts 
the ability of its DMP-Z1 player — 
priced at $13,000 — to restore the 
sound quality and audio “grain” of 
a vinyl pressing. Debate may rage 
forever in the audiophile world 
about whether the traditional 
discs truly offer superior sound.

But the trend towards the 
black record is firmly established 
across Europe, with small-scale 
publishers popping up in disused 
factory buildings across the conti-
nent. Outside the air-conditioned 
halls of the IFA, hip young Berlin-
ers are spoiled for choice among 
shops offering vinyls and cas-
settes. 

“Old formats, in audio, video, 
photo negatives or records have 
a very large user base, almost 
50 per cent of the market,” says 
Klaus Boehm, of consultancy 
Deloitte. —AFP     

Tech nostalgia on show at Berlin’s IFA

BEIJING — Chinese scientists 
have developed a new kind of 
adhesive antibacterial hydro-
gel that can be used in wound 
healing treatment.

A wound dressing is essen-
tial for skin wound healing, and 
designing wound dressing ma-
terials with antibacterial prop-
erties, therapeutic effects and 
suitable mechanical properties 
has practical significance in 
health care.

Hydrogel wound dress-
ings have gained popularity 
in recent years, but they have 
shortcomings such as an ina-
bility to fit the skin and a lack of 
antibacterial properties.

Researchers with Xi’an 
Jiaotong University in north-
west China’s Shaanxi Province 
have designed a self-healing, 
injectable hydrogel that has 
multiple functions as a wound 

dressing, especially for joint 
skin damage.

With high adhesion, the hy-
drogel can quickly seal wounds 
of any shape and bonds with 
the wound’s edge, providing a 
physical barrier against con-
taminants while simulating 
moist skin conditions.

The hydrogel can help stop 
bleeding and prevent wound 
infection, promoting rapid heal-
ing of the wound.

Also, the skin-like material 
exhibits stretchable and com-
pressible properties, which sig-
nificantly reduce the discom-
fort associated with traditional 
wound dressings.

The hydrogel has great po-
tential as an effective bioactive 
wound dressing.

The research was pub-
lished in the journal Biomate-
rials. —Xinhua     

Chinese scientists develop 
new antibacterial wound 
dressing material

PARIS (France) — A superbug 
resistant to all known antibi-
otics that can cause “severe” 
infections or even death is 
spreading undetected through 
hospital wards across the 
world, scientists in Australia 
warned on Monday.

Researchers at the Uni-
versity of Melbourne discov-
ered three variants of the 
multidrug-resistant bug in 
samples from 10 countries, 
including strains in Europe 
that cannot be reliably tamed 
by any drug currently on the 
market. 

“We started with samples 
in Australia but did a global 
snapshot and found that it’s 
in many countries and many 
institutions around the world,” 
Ben Howden, director of the 
university’s Microbiological 
Diagnostic Unit Public Health 
Laboratory told AFP. 
“It seems to have spread.”  

The bacteria, known as 
Staphylococcus epidermidis, 
is related to the better-known 
and more deadly MRSA. 

It’s found naturally on hu-
man skin and most commonly 
infects the elderly or patients 
who have had prosthetic mate-

rials implanted, such as cath-
eters and joint replacements.

“It can be deadly, but it’s 
usually in patients who al-
ready are very sick in hospi-
tal... it can be quite hard to 
eradicate and the infections 
can be severe,” Howden said.

His team looked at hun-
dreds of S. epidermidis speci-
mens from 78 hospitals world-
wide.

They found that some 
strains of the bug made a 
small change in its DNA that 
led to resistance to two of the 
most common antibiotics, of-
ten administered in tandem to 
treat hospital infections. 

“These two antibiotics 
are unrelated and you would 
not expect one mutation to 
cause both antibiotics to fail,” 
said Jean Lee, a PhD student 
at Melbourne’s Doherty In-
stitute, and co-author of the 
study. 

Many of the most power-
ful antibiotics are extremely 
expensive and even toxic, and 
the team behind the study said 
that the practice of using mul-
tiple drugs at once to prevent 
resistance may not be work-
ing. —AFP     

Drug-resistant 
superbug spreading in 
hospitals: study
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BARCELONA (Spain) — Lionel 
Messi has admitted he was sur-
prised by Cristiano Ronaldo’s 
decision to leave Real Madrid 
and join Juventus.

Messi also believes the 
transfer will leave Madrid worse 
off and says Juve are now among 
the clear favourites to win this 
season’s Champions League.

Ronaldo swapped Spain for 
Italy in a deal worth 100 million 
euros ($117 million) in July, after 
securing a third consecutive Eu-
ropean crown, and his fourth in 
five years with Real.

But Messi, who missed out 
on a three-man shortlist for FI-
FA’s world player of the year 
award on Monday, feels the bal-
ance may have shifted following 
the 33-year-old’s exit.

“I was surprised, I didn’t 
imagine him leaving Madrid or 
that he would go to Juve because 
there was talk of many clubs 
(interested). The truth is I was 
very surprised but Juve are also 
a very good team,” Messi told 
Catalunya Radio. 

“Real Madrid are one of the 
best teams in the world and they 
have a great squad but it’s ob-
vious the departure of Ronaldo 

makes them less strong while 
Juve have become a clear fa-
vourite for the Champions 
League.

“They already had a good 
team and now they also have 
Cristiano Ronaldo.”

Madrid’s dominance in 
Europe has made failure even 
harder to swallow for Barcelona, 
whose shock defeat by Roma in 
April meant crashing out in the 
quarter-finals for a third consec-
utive season. 

Even winning both La Liga 
and the Copa del Rey last term 
for a domestic double was not 
enough to extinguish the disap-
pointment.

“It’s time to win the Champi-
ons League,” Messi said. “We’ve 
been knocked out in the quar-
ter-finals three seasons in a row 
and maybe the last one was the 
worst of all because of the result 
and how the match was played. 

“I think we have to aim for 
that, as a club, as a team and as a 
collective. We have a spectacular 
squad and we can do it.”

Ronaldo’s move was the 
latest example of increasingly 
lavish spending by Europe’s big-
gest clubs, with Neymar, Kylian

ROME (Italy) — Italy coach 
Roberto Mancini has called on 
the coaches of Serie A squads 
to give younger players more 
playing time as he embarks on a 
program to relaunch the Azzurri 
after they missed the 2018 World 
Cup.

“There have never been 
fewer Italians playing the game,” 
Mancini told a press conference 
on Monday. “This is a low point.”

Mancini has called up 31 
players for his Nations League 
squad for games with Poland on 
Friday and Portugal on Monday.

But Mancini bemoaned the 
fact some of his squad are wast-
ing their talents by sitting on the 
bench.

“Often, the Italians on the 
bench can be better than those 
getting a start at some clubs,” 
he suggested. “They need to be 
playing, especially the young 
ones.”

In Mancini’s squad are five 
uncapped players including Mo-
naco’s Pietro Pellegri, 17, and 

Roma’s Nicolo Zaniolo, who is 
19 and has yet to start in a Serie 
A game.

“At 19 years old if you are a 
good player you have to be play-
ing. We have a lot of interesting 
prospects who need playing 
time to show their worth,” said 
Mancini.

“In other leagues they’re not 
afraid to play 18-19 year-olds. We 
need to show more courage and 
trust them more.

“We are sending the mes-
sage that we believe in good 
young players who can take 
things to the next level, we just 
need to see them on the pitch,” 
he said. “At this historic mo-
ment there are not many Italian 
players playing on a consistent 
basis. Because of this, we have 
included many young players to 
increase the number of players 
so we can get to know them bet-
ter.”— AFP 

Mancini wants more Italians playing 
regular, top-flight football

LONDON (United Kingdom) — 
Manchester United are head-
ing in the right direction under 
Jose Mourinho, insists the club’s 
legendary former goalkeeper 
Peter Schmeichel despite two 
early-season defeats. United 
bounced back from losing to 
Brighton and Tottenham with a 
comfortable 2-0 victory at Burnley 
on Sunday to quell some of the 
mounting tension at Old Trafford. 
Mourinho has routinely clashed 
with the media in recent weeks, 
demanding more respect for his 
managerial record, and his su-
periors at the club over a lack 
of transfer activity. However, 
Schmeichel cited the two trophies 
won by the Portuguese during his 
first season in charge in 2016/17 
and a second-place finish behind 
Manchester City last season — 
United’s highest league finish 
since Alex Ferguson’s retirement 
in 2013 — as signs of progress.

“We are progressing, we’ve 
had a really tough awakening 
since Sir Alex and (former chief 

executive) David Gill left at the 
same time. It left the club with-
out a certain type of experience 
that the biggest club in the world 
needs,” said Schmeichel on Mon-
day. “We’re getting there, we can 
talk about mistakes but we’ve got 
Jose Mourinho, a proven winner... 
he’s won the Europa League, 
won the League Cup, been in 
an FA Cup final, we are doing 
really well and on the way to do 
doing better.” Mourinho has been 
criticised for not getting the best 
out of star signings Paul Pogba 
and Alexis Sanchez, and a neg-
ative style of play not in keeping 
with the club’s traditions under 
Ferguson. But Schmeichel, who 
won five Premier League titles 
during the Scot’s time in charge 
at Old Trafford, believes there 
is still enough for the fans to be 
excited by. “We’ve got players in 
the squad that are inspirational, 
that you want to go to Old Traf-
ford to watch. It all just needs 
to come together and that takes 
time. — AFP

Barcelona signed four play-
ers this summer, with Arthur 
Melo, Clement Lenglet, Arturo 
Vidal and Malcom all arriving at 
the Camp Nou.

Messi singled out Arthur, the 
22-year-old Brazilian playmaker, 
for special praise.

“If I have to say one, I’ll go 
with Arthur, who surprised me 

because I did not know 
much about him,” Mes-

si said.
“He has a style 

very similar to Xavi’s, he 
always wants the ball, does 
not lose it, plays short passes and 
is very reliable. 

“He has the style we always 
look for here.” — AFP
