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Myanmar moves to put thanaka on UNESCO intangible cultural heritage list

EFFORTS are on to put thana-
ka, which is a distinctive fea-
ture of Myanmar culture, on the
UNESCO intangible cultural
heritage list for the first time,
said U Kyaw Lwin Oo, direc-
tor-general of the Ministry of
Religious Affairs and Culture,
at the Thanaka Conference held
in Monywa.

“Nowadays, Myanmar tra-
ditional thanaka is being imi-
tated by some countries. They
wear thanaka as a mark of their
country’s culture. So, we need
to make an attempt to nominate
our thanaka for the UNESCO’s
World Heritage List to be able
to conserve the traditional prac-
tice. We have been coordinating
on this issue for 7 or 8 years.
We have to submit the form not
later than March, 2020. We will
conduct meetings and work-
shops soon in relation to this
effort,” said U Kyaw Lwin Oo.

The Ministry of Religious

Affairs and Culture is upgrad-
ing the list of tangible heritage
sites, such as pagodas and oth-
er ancient buildings, while con-
serving the country’s intangible
heritage, such as the practice of
wearing thanaka and perform-
ing arts (commonly abbreviated
Sokayeti), in cooperation with
international organizations like
the UNESCO.

“Thanaka is a tangible
product, but the practice of
wearing thanaka forms a part
of our intangible heritage. The
practice of wearing thanaka
started at the end of 11" century
AD. Myanmar people have tra-
ditionally loved to wear thana-
ka,” said U Kyaw Lwin Oo.

According to the list com-
piled by the ministry, there are a
total of 2,502 intangible cultural
heritages in Myanmar. But, it
expected Myanmar would have
more intangible cultural herit-
ages. “There are more than 200

countries in the world. Among
them, 198 countries are mem-
bers of the UNESCO. A total of
508 intangible cultural herit-
ages from 122 countries have
been named in the UNESCO
world heritage list. However,
Myanmar hasn’t named any-
thing yet for UNESCO although
the country has more than a
hundred thousand intangible

cultural heritages. About 33
intangible cultural heritages
from seven ASEAN countries
have been named by UNESCO.
Last year, the Thai traditional
massage was listed as an intan-
gible cultural heritage by the
UNESCO,” said U Kyaw Lwin

Yangon ferry services operate regularly despite storm warnings

WITH an aim to ensure public
transportation, Yangon ferry
service (Pansodan/ Dala) is op-
erating as usual, despite the
current storm warnings, said
Daw Khin Khin Nu, Manager
of Pansodan Jetty. “The Pan-
sodan and Dala ferry service
is operating as usual. Related
to the storm warnings, we keep
life jackets on board Cherry ves-
sels. It is raining this morning
because of the storm, but the
wind is not blowing. Author-
ities issued a warning that if
it rains with strong winds, the
ferry should not be departing
from the jetty. The staff are ob-
serving the weather conditions
and taking necessary measures
to ensure the safety of passen-
gers,” she added.

Moreover, authorities is-
sued instructions on 4 Novem-
ber that small motor vessels are
not to leave for the sea while
the weather remains severe.
Authorities want small motor
vessels to obey all rules and
regulations and keep life jack-
ets on board their boats, or
face legal actions. Authorities
had earlier taken legal action
against them due to violations,
said U Kyaw Nyein, chairman
of the Township Boats Super-
visory Team.

There are 484 sampan
boats with outboard motor and
20 sampan boats in Dala Town-
ship, according to the Township
General Administration Depart-
ment. Severe rains throughout
the states and regions have

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Land bank set up to tackle land use problems, clear obstacles to investment

MYANMAR has established a
land bank to deal with land use
problems that can hinder invest-
ment, said U Thant Sin Lwin, Di-
rector-General of the Directorate
of Investment and Company Ad-
ministration (DICA).

“Land bank is a tool that
makes it easier to process data
about land. Local and foreign
entrepreneurs can select land
location to make investments and
process matters with the related
ministries. The government has

released the procedures for that,”
he added.

‘As Myanmar practiced a so-
cialist economy, the government
owned and controlled land. There
are many state-owned assets
such as factories, buildings, and
lands. Under the ministries’ plan,
vacant land will be surveyed in
the respective regions and states.
The land bank will provide data
on vacant land, buildings, and fac-
tories. For example, if investors
want to invest in Bago Region,
we will notify them of the vacant
land and factories in the region

and the ministry holding them.
The investors would have to meet
with the related government to
proceed with the project, as per
anotification issued by the Pres-
ident’s Office,” said U Thant Sin
Lwin.

“Regarding land utilization,
there are two types of land —
private and public. To invest in
privately owned land, unneces-
sary stages can be skipped, but
property value is higher. To invest
in state-owned land, investors
cannot avoid a lot of processes
and some processes through

the data bank and the tendering
process,” said U Thant Sin Lwin.

“Myanmar is concerned
about the impact of land own-
ership on agricultural business-
es. Thus, the authorities are not
allowing agricultural land to be
used for purposes other than
farming in Yangon Region. There-
fore, investors are investing in
other places,” U Thant Sin Lwin
added.

“Myanmar is the largest na-
tion in South East Asia by area,
and the country has many vacant
lands for industrial businesses.

However, I admit that land-use
problems are obstacles to invest-
ment. The Myanmar Investment
Law also covers land types and
land acquisition rules and reg-
ulations for investors. The gov-
ernment will set up a land bank
to resolve land problems,” said
U Thaung Tun, Union Minister
for Investment and Foreign Eco-
nomic Relations.

At present, the ministry is
endeavoring to promote invest-
ments and liberalize time-con-
suming processes. (Translated

Rubber price increases slightly in Thaton market

THE price of rubber has in-
creased slightly compared to
the opening price quoted earlier
in the local market of Thuwana
Town, Thaton Township, Mon
State, due to a large demand.
“We are earning well from
tapping rubber latex. Some
owners have agreed to share
half of the profits. A total of 30
rubber sheets are being sold per
month for rubber tapping with

the labor. High price of rubber
benefits growers and workers.
We prefer to use sulfuric acid
instead of formic acid for co-
agulating rubber from latex as
we cannot afford formic acid,”
said a rubber sheet seller from
Ngaringyi village.

“Many sellers can be seen,
especially in the festival season.
A pound of rubber fetches K755,
and we purchase between 15,000

Ibs to over 20,000 lbs per day,”
according to the Shwe Letsaung
rubber trading depot.

Mon State is the main pro-
ducer of rubber with the highest
yield in the country. Price fluctu-
ation is the main problem faced
by rubber growers and traders
in Thaton Township. — Khun

“There are many steps
involved in weaving longy-
is for women. We have to go
step by step. High demand for
handwoven fabrics creates job
opportunities for local women
in these regions,” said Daw Eh
May, a local weaver from Kine

village.

The raw materials used for
weaving are India cotton and
China cotton. They are pur-
chased from Kalewa Township.
The finished products are dis-
tributed in Kine, Zeedaung in
Kalewa Township, Kalay Town-
ship and Haka, Tiddim town-
ships in Chin State. A Weav-
ing Enterprise Association has
also been formed in Kalewa

URING the ARSA terrorist attacks in 2017 in

Rakhine State, local people fled their homes, and

since then there have also been people who sought

shelter in the homes of their closest relatives, but
did not flee to the neighbouring country. Work has been ongoing
to try and resettle these people.

The Committee for Accepting and Resettling Returnees,
along with a working committee, was formed in July 2018 to
carry out resettlement and socioeconomic development in
the state after the 2017 ARSA terrorist attacks. They have
conducted many works in the field to collect true informa-

tion, as part of the efforts in

This reflects Myanmar’s
commitment that it will not
shirk its responsibilities to take
care of the rights and securi-
ty of all those whom it must
protect.

Khine is a most complex one,
which is why the UN and its
agencies, which have been
present in the region for ten
times longer than the present
Government has been in office,
must have some idea of the
extent of the complexities of
the problem.

based on the bilateral agreement signed with Bangladesh and
the trilateral agreement signed with the UNHCR and UNDP.

We thank ASEAN, the ASEAN Secretariat and the AHA
Centre for their constructive contributions to our efforts in
creating the most suitable environment in which displaced
people can return in peace, security and voluntarily.

As the national level strategy for closing the IDP camps
in Myanmar has been approved, we will move forward, as we
have vowed, to address the issue.

With the help of our friends who approach the problems
in Rakhine in a practical and balanced way, we will continue
our work while considering the complexities and sensitivities
of all communities in Rakhine.

Manaung Island’s traditions gradually
become almost extinct

ANAUNG Island

is separately situ-

ated in the Bay of

Bengal with a pecu-
liar custom. Ancient people who
would become Manaung Island-
ers had probably crossed from
the nearest Yanbye town and the
Rakhine coastal regions. In addi-
tion, a few Pyu, Mon and Bamar
people had settled down on the is-
land. Nowadays, Manaung people
have descended from the ancient
people of mixed blood.

Ancient peoplefromdifferent
areas

They had come ashore with
their respective traditions to ac-
cept the Island cultural traditions
readily. The outstanding example
to worship without importing any
reverence nor copying . They
have their own styles even in
worshipping Nats. What people
from Manaung have created are
not evil spirits; they worship their
nats for their generosity.

The people from the Island
put much value on the Lord Bud-
dha’s admonition” Rely on your-
self.” Manaung Island is known as
absconding island or man-hiding
island; that saying may be true. In
ancient times of difficult transpor-
tation, those who had committed
theft, robbery, murder and jail
breaking sought shelters on this
island. At the same time, those
who fought against stupid rulers
had to give in and absconded with
own properties and those who
were financially ruined in their
old places became adventurers
who wanted to lead a new life in
anew land. And they crossed the
wavy Manaung Sea at the risk
of their own lives in whichever
way they arrived, they tended to
have a strong personality, be it a
lawless person, king’s counselor
and a farmer; they left behind old
traditions to lead a new life with
anew culture.

That is why the ancient
Manaung Islanders didn’t bring
cultural traditions from their old
places to the Island; upon arrival
on the island, they tried to ac-
climatize cultural traditions to
life on the island. That is why the
ancient Islanders controlled the
administrative, judicial, passing
laws and social affairs under
the supervision of the Buddhist
monks. As it is simply assumed
as the village disciplines, but for
the Islanders, it overwhelms all
social lives. It controls all social

affairs from birth to death. Nois-
es frightening are not allowed at
birth. The bridegroom must pres-
ent a suitable jewelry to a bride
depending on the living standard
of the bride.

Death outside of a village

If a person dies outside of
a village, his corpse is not al-
lowed to bring into the village.
The corpse must be put in a
wayside public rest house near
the grave and should be buried
by carrying from the resthouse.
However ,Manaung people don’t
take it granted. In accordance
with the changing times, they act
accordingly. It shows symbols of
higher standard of living in con-
sideration.

Most basic limits

There are the most basic lim-
its set for bachelors and young
unmarried young girls in their
social societies. A bachelor head
rules a group of bachelors and
a chaperon controls a group of
young girls. Bachelor head and
a chaperon who become a con-
firmed bachelor and a spinster
get closely associated with young
men and at the same time , they
happen to be middle-age men who
lead the youth and serve the ben-
efits of the villages at the expense
of young men. If a young man has
come of age, he to unavoidably
join the group of bachelors and
spinsters.

Generally, a young man of
15, he or she has already been
included in the group. If there
are occasions of joy and griefin a
village, the middle-age men, bach-
elors, chaperons and youth acted
under the supervision of the ward/
village elders. For instance, if a
village is going to make a gener-
ous donation to charity, the elders
invite monks respectively to have
alms food and quids of betel and

lectively; they meet their parents,
brothers and sisters in order to
glance at their traditions. Realms
of bachelors and young unmar-
ried girls get involved in social
affairs such as roofing, reaping
and planting paddy in addition to
donations and social occasions of
joy and grief.

In ancient times, a rich
economy on cultivation of pad-
dy and tobacco leaf, breeding of

do other sundry matters.

Construction of Pandals
Married men of middle age
are responsible for constructing
pandals, cooking and accommo-
dation for town or village elders.
Bachelors and young unmarried
girls headed by their heads dec-
orate pandals, furniture used in
these pandals; hiring of household
utensils and dancing happily at
the donation and serving for the
guests have been implemented by
them. This leads parents to test
that the youth live and work col-

draught cattle led to the compet-
itive construction of large hous-
es with shed-roofed annexes. As
houses are required to change
thatch-roofing once in a period
of three years. If there are 40-
50 households in a village, about
4 or 5 houses need to change
thatch-roofing. If house has to
change thatch-roofing, about 20
bachelors have to climb on the
roof of a house. About 4 or 5 mid-
dle age men below the house
will pass thatches, bamboo and
bamboo pattern wickerwork to
keep the thatches in place. Young

unmarried girls have to get en-
gaged in cooking for these peo-
ple. A change of thatch-roofing is
somewhat like a donation. Young
men gather happily to have a feast
showing goodwill and solidarity.

Cultivationin turn

In cultivating season, young
unmarried girls help in turn in
planting a rice paddy. During
winter time of reaping, bachelors
contribute labor on a reciprocal
basis. In every area, there are sev-
eral kinds of relationship between
bachelors and young unmarried
women. In Manaung Island, too,
there are kinds of strange civi-
lized relationship among them.
Bachelors from Manaung Island
tour in turn from a village to a vil-
lage at their leisure time. During
their tour, at the request of young
unmarried men and as well as
showing friendliness to the guests
by the local villagers, the young
men are allowed to have a chance
of talking to local unmarried girls.
When the local unmarried girls
are presented to the guests, the
bachelors present the matter to
their head. Their head must seek
permission from the girl’s par-
ents through a chaperon. With
the consent of her parents, the
young man has a chance to talk
to her. During the talk, a girl sits
behind the side screen and the
young man will have to sit in the
faintly-lighted annex. A chaperon
or a girl’s relative will wait in a
shady annex.

Prohibitions

According to a prohibition,
whether a young unmarried girl
would like a young guest or not,
she will have to give a chance to
talk to her once at least. In this
way, a realm of young unmar-
ried girls show respect to that of
bachelors while social societies
show their solidarity of their vil-
lage. Young unmarried boys and
girls from Manaung Island have a
chance to talk to one another until
thedir married life. They are not
jealous in love affairs.

Talking to a girl about love

If an unmarried guest asks
for talking, local young man
doesn’t hesitate to provide his
lover to the guest. As for the girl,
she is unable to refuse for the first
time. She could refuse a chance
of talking if it is for the second
time. In this way, young unmar-
ried boys and girls of the Island

could choose a marriage partner
by observation.

There is sometimes belle
in a village. However beautiful
she is , she has to abide by the
rules and regulations of realms of
young unmarried boys and girls.
If not, she will be expelled from a
realm of young unmarried girls ,
abandoning her in occasions of joy
and grief. In social societies of the
Island, wealth and government
power do not overrule the prohi-
bitions of the Island.

Theroles of the elders
Manaung elders have man-
aged all affairs of the Island, in
addition to the realms of young
unmarried boys and girls for thou-
sands of years. But these tradi-
tions have been facing gradual
disappearance upon onset of 21st
Century. As the Island depends
on agriculture, animal husbandry
and fishing, young men do not
stand on their own feet and they
have to leave their beloved Island
due to astonishingly advanced
technology. As the islanders love
their tradtions, they try to main-
tain them as much as they can.
They have to give up their prohibi-
tions to the ones they have faced.

Loss of young people

Due to lack of young people,
there is no contributing system
on a reciprocal basis in the field
of planting and reaping paddy and
thatch-roofing , thus turning into
the payment system. There are no
longer occasions of joy and grief.
In some ways, village human so-
cieties are somewhat like those
of urban areas. During the era
of hand phones, touring from a
village to a village, writing love
letters in ballpens and sending
them to the loved ones is some-
what ridiculous.

During fast-changing 21st
Century, the Cultural traditions
which lasted for thousands of
years might disappear completely
in coming few years. In the world,
the old ones should be replaced
with the new ones. In this way, old
traditions of every society could
disappear in order to be replaced
by the new ones. Anyway, social
lives of the Island in accordance
with traditional prohibitions must
be recorded in history as the pre-
cious cultural heritage.

Russian goat who made unlikely
friends with tiger dies

MOSCOW — A Russian goat
named Timur whose unusual
friendship with a tiger won him
nationwide fame, has died, the
director of the safari park where
the pair lived, said Friday.
“Timur’s heart stopped
beating on November 5,” Dmit-
ry Mezentsey, director of a safari
park outside the Pacific port of
Vladivostok, told AFP. The billy
goat, believed to be around five
years old, was cremated and will
be buried “with full honours”, his
keeper Elvira Golovina said in
a statement. The goat died of
natural causes but his health
deteriorated following an alter-

cation with a male Siberian tiger
he unexpectedly befriended in
2015, Mezentsev said. In a story
that captivated Russia, Timur
was sent to the safari park as live
prey for Amur the Siberian tiger.

But the tiger did not touch
the billy goat when it entered the
enclosure in late 2015 because the
goat did not show any fear.

The two quickly became
inseparable. Mezentsev, who
studies tigers and leopards, at
the time described the unlikely
friendship as nothing short of a
miracle and a “sign from above”
for people to be kinder to each

Like roads, many genetic lineages
led to ancient Rome

archaeological and historical record, but relatively little genetic work had
been carried out untilnow.

ROME — At the height of
its empire, the inhabitants of
ancient Rome genetically re-
sembled the populations of the
Eastern Mediterranean and
Middle East, according to a
DNA study published Thursday.

The paper is based on ge-
nome data of 127 individuals
from 29 archaeological sites in
and around the city, spanning
nearly 12,000 years of Roman

prehistory and history.

Rome and central Italy’s
antiquity is well-documented
in the rich archaeological and
historical record, but relatively
little genetic work had been
carried out until now.

Writing in the journal Sci-
ence, researchers from Stan-
ford and Italian universities
said people from the city’s
earliest eras and from after

the Western empire’s decline
in the 4* Century CE geneti-
cally resembled other Western
Europeans.

But during the imperial
period, Romans had more in
common with populations from
Greece, Syria and Lebanon.

The earliest sequenced
genomes, from three individu-
als living 9,000 to 12,000 years
ago, resembled other European
hunter-gatherers at the time.

Starting from 9,000 years
ago, the genetic makeup of
Romans again changed in line
with the rest of Europe follow-
ing an influx of farmers from
Anatolia or modern Turkey.

Things started to change
however from 900 BCE to 200
BCE, as Rome grew in size and
importance, and the diversity
shot up from 27 BCE to 300 CE,
when the city was the capital
to an empire of 50 million to 90
million people, stretching from
North Africa to Britain to the
Middle East.

Of the 48 individuals sam-
pled from this period, only two
showed strong genetic ties to
Europe.— AFP &
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Hundreds of Indian Sikhs make historic pilgrimage to Pakistan
.

KARTARPUR (Pakistan) —
Hundreds of Indian Sikhs made
a historic pilgrimage to Pakistan
on Saturday, crossing through a
white gate to reach one of their
religion’s holiest sites, after a
landmark deal between the two
countries separated by the 1947
partition of the subcontinent.

Cheering Sikhs walked joy-
fully along the road from Dera
Baba Nanak in India towards the
new immigration hall that would
allow them to pass through a se-
cure land corridor into Pakistan,
in a rare example of coopera-
tion between the nuclear-armed
countries divided by decades of
enmity.

Some fathers ran, carrying
their children on their shoul-
ders.

Buses were waiting on the
Pakistani side to carry them
along the corridor to the shrine
to Sikhism’s founder Guru
Nanak, which lies in Kartarpur,
a small town just four kilometres
(2.5 miles) inside Pakistan where
he is believed to have died.

“Generally people say that
God is everywhere. But this
walk feels like 'm going to di-
rectly seek blessings from Guru

At 78, he is older than India
and Pakistan, who have fought
three wars already and nearly

ignited a fourth earlier this year.

For up to 30 million Sikhs
around the world, the white-
domed shrine is one of their

Brazil’s freed leftist leader Lula to

rally supporters

SAO BERNARDO DO CAMPO
— Brazil’s left-wing leader Luiz
Inacio Lula da Silva returned to
his trade union stronghold on
Saturday to address throngs of
celebrating supporters, a day af-
ter walking free from jail.

Lula’s visit to the metalwork-
ers’ union he once led near Sao
Paulo, Brazil’s biggest city, comes
after his arch-nemesis, far-right
President Jair Bolsonaro, brand-
ed him a “scoundrel.”

Bolsonaro told his Twitter
followers Saturday that Lula was
“momentarily free, but guilty.”

Lula’s release came after
a highly politically-sensitive Su-
preme Court ruling on Thurs-

day that could free thousands of
convicts.

A 6-5 decision overturned a
rule requiring convicted crimi-
nals to go tojail after losing their
first appeal. Those convicts would
remain free until they had ex-
hausted their rights to appeal —
a process critics say could take
years in cases involving people
able to afford expensive lawyers.

Lula’s criminal record
prevents him from running for
political office, at least for now.
His freedom is likely to reinvig-
orate the rudderless left that has
floundered since the charismat-
ic 74-year-old was jailed in April
2018 for corruption— AFP

On Wall anniversary, Merkel urges
Europe to defend freedom

BERLIN — Chancellor Angela
Merkel on Saturday urged Eu-
rope to defend democracy and
freedom as Germany marked 30
years since the fall of the Berlin
Wall, warning that such gains
must not be taken for granted.

At a solemn ceremony in a
church standing on the former
“death strip” that divided East
and West, Merkel said the Berlin
Wall reminds “us that we have
to do our part for freedom and
democracy”. “The values upon
which Europe is founded... they
are anything but self-evident. And
they must always be lived out and
defended anew,” she told guests
from across the continent.

On November 9, 1989, East
German border guards, over-

whelmed by large crowds, threw
open the gates to West Berlin,
allowing free passage for the
first time since the Berlin Wall
was built. The momentous event
would end up bringing the com-
munist regime crashing down,
and led to German reunification
ayear later. But the euphoria for
liberal democracy that character-
ised the epochal event then has
somewhat dissipated three dec-
ades on, as the Western alliance
that helped secure those achieve-
ments is riddled with divisions.

Cracks have appeared within
the European Union as former
eastern bloc countries like Hun-
gary or Poland are accused by
Brussels of challenging the rule
oflaw. — AFP H

Seven dead in Iraq as
security forces clear
protest sites

BAGHDAD — Seven protesters
were killed Saturday in Iraq as
security forces cleared protest
sites in Baghdad and Basra after
political leaders agreed to stand
by the embattled government by
any means.

The leaders, sources told
AFP, also agreed to put an end
to rallies rocking Iraq's capital
and its south since October 1and
demanding an overhaul of the
political system. The crackdown
began in the moming when
security forces wrested back con-
trol from demonstrators of three
bridges spanning the River Tigris
in the heart of Baghdad.

Iraqi forces then moved to-
wards Tahrir (Liberation) Square,
ground zero for the month-long
movement demanding regime
change, firing live rounds and
tear gas. Three demonstrators
died from bullet wounds and a
fourth when a tear gas canister
pierced his skull, medics and
police sources told AFP.— AFP

Seven suspects
arrested for
rebel attacks in
Thailand’s south

BANGKOK — Seven suspected
rebels have been arrested in
Thailand's violence-wracked
south, authorities said Saturday,
as a manhunt sweeps through
remote villages for gunmen who
killed 15 in an ambush consid-
ered the deadliest attack in the
yearslong insurgency.

Thailand's three southern-
most provinces have been in
the grip of a simmering 15-year
conflict that has killed more than
7,000 people, the majority civil-
ians, as Malay-Muslim militants
fight for more autonomy from
the Thai state.

The fighting is character-
ised by tit-for-tat attacks that
usually target symbols of the
mostly Buddhist Thai state and
its security forces. But Tuesday
night's ambush in Yala province
was on two checkpoints manned
by civilian defence volunteers —
villagers trained and armed by
the Thai state — which left 15 of
both Buddhist and Muslim faith
dead.— AFPH
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Chinese inflation
hits highest rate
since 2012

BEIJING — China’s
consumer prices grew

at their fastest rate in
almost eight years in
October driven by a spike
in pork prices caused by
an outbreak of African
swine fever, according to
official figures released
Saturday.

The consumer price
index (CPI) — a key gauge
of retail inflation — hit 3.8
per cent last month, the
National Bureau of Statis-
tics (NBS) said, up from
3.0 per cent in September
and the highest annual
rate since January 2012.

Analystsin a
Bloomberg News poll had
forecast a rate of 3.4 per
cent.

Prices of pork, the
staple meat in China,
have more than doubled
in the past year, accord-
ing to the NBS.

More than a million
pigs have been culled
due to the widespread
outbreaks since African
swine fever appeared in
August 2018, according

Japan aims to keep elderly in driver’s seat
with compact EV subsidies

TOKYO — Japan is con-
sidering subsidizing pur-
chases of ultracompact
electric vehicles to pro-
mote their use as an al-
ternative to full-size cars
amid an increase in traffic
accidents involving elderly
drivers, officials said Sat-
urday.

The industry ministry
is weighing a maximum al-
location of around 100,000
yen ($915) per purchase,
the officials said, as the
one- to two-seater EVs
are looked at as a way to
provide Japan’s rapidly
aging population with an
easier and safer means
of mobility, particularly in
rural areas where public
transport is limited.

Ultracompact EVs,
which are smaller than
normal automobiles, are
considered easier to drive

Americans have more debt,
need family help to buy

homes: report

WASHINGTON — Amer-
icans are waiting longer to
buy their first homes, have
more debt and more often
need family help to make
the purchase amid a supply
crunch that is pushing up
prices, according to a new
data released Friday.

But African Ameri-
cans and Hispanics con-
tinue to make up a very
small share of homebuy-
ers in the United States,
far below their share of

African Americans and
Hispanics make up a

Yangon Motor Vehicles
Supervisory Committee
more commonly known in
Myanmar as Ma Hta Tha
was the predecessor of
YRTA and served the ma-
jority of city’s commuters
daily. After some small-
scale reforms of the bus
network to improve the
city’s bus network, a com-
plete overhaul of the city’s
entire network was made
by changing Ma Hta Tha to
YRTA as well as reducing
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Quantitative and qualitative

development of YBS

the old network’s hundreds of
lines to just 71 lines. In addi-
tion to this, modern brand new
air-conditioned city buses were
introduced.

The reduction of the old
network’s hundreds of lines
that were all going in a messy
overlapping ways everywhere
to a systematic combination of
short haul routes that connect
people within a district (sev-
eral townships) and long haul
routes that connect people

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sonnel all being employees
employed by the company with
set salary and wages with set
duties and responsibilities.
City buses in such system were
properly driven caring for the
convenience of commuters as
well as other road users that
include the pedestrians, other
city buses and private vehicles.

Quantitative and qualita-
tive change from many bus
routes operated with most
buses individually owned, driv-
ers and conductors being em-
ployees of the individual bus
owners to a single company
owned bus line and route could
not be made in the case of YBS
due to shortage of modern air
conditioned city buses as well
as lack of entities or companies
capable of taking up the work.
With the old compensation or
remuneration system of set-
ting a portion of the city bus
ticket sales of the individual
city bus to the bus owner, driv-
er and conductor, city buses
of not only different routes
but even on the same route
were seen to be racing with
one another to get the most
commuters.

Introducing Fleet Manage-
ment System to control, moni-
tor and manage the city buses
as well as changing over to
Card Payment system instead
of cash are some qualitative
developments for YBS even if
the old system of individually
owned and operated city buses

from satellite towns to down
town and major urban areas
was a qualitative development
received with a mix reaction
by the public. As the change-
over was to how every modern
city’s bus systems were being
operated all over the world, the
positive reactions outweigh the
negative reactions. The nega-
tive reaction was mainly due
to the inconvenience faced
whenever a new way of doing

things was introduced.

The qualitative change
over from outdated routes go-
ing in all direction to more sys-
tematic routes was made suc-
cessfully with proper planning.
But due to limited resources
that include not only financial
and technical resource but
human resources which were
the norm in most developing
countries, much still need to
be done for both qualitative

and quantitative development
of Yangon Bus Service. Lack
of modern air conditioned city
buses was the first reason for
many old, outdated and inap-
propriate buses remaining in
many routes.

In any modern cities of the
world with modern city bus
transport system, the city bus-
es are owned by a single entity,
a company, with bus drivers,
conductors and support per-

However, all need to be
aware of the fact that a com-
plete and a successful develop-
ment of any system, including
YBS involve both qualitative
and quantitative develop-
ments.

Klopp rules out move for France superstar Mbappe

LONDON — French star Ky-
lian Mbappe is out of Liverpool’s
price range, the Premier League
leaders manager and long-time
admirer Jurgen Klopp says.
The 20-year-old Paris Saint
Germain striker — who was in-
strumental in France’s lifting of
the 2018 World Cup — has been
linked with Real Madrid. This
gathered momentum earlier
in the week when Real’s coach

Zinedine Zidane remarked
that Mbappe had always said
it was his dream to play for the
Spanish side. Klopp, speaking
ahead of Sunday’s clash with
second-placed Manchester City,
had been keen to sign Mbappe
in 2017 and met with the player
and his entourage.

However, he opted to join
PSG for £158 million ($202 mil-
lion). PSG are seeking to extend

his present contract and if they
were reluctantly to allow him
to leave are believed to want
more than the record fee of £198
million they paid Barcelona for
Neymar in 2017. “Buying this
calibre of player is difficult,”
Klopp was cited in Saturday’s
The Times as saying. “I don’t
see any club at the moment who
can buy Kylian Mbappé from
PSG. —AFPH

Chelsea up to second as
Tottenham falter once more

LONDON — Chelsea beat Crys-
tal Palace 2-0 to move up to sec-
ond in the Premier League on
Saturday, while Tottenham’s trou-
bles continued with a 1-1 draw at
home to Sheffield United.

League leaders Liverpool
host Manchester City in a high-
ly-anticipated clash between the
champions of Europe and cham-
pions of England at Anfield on
Sunday.

Chelsea took advantage of
kicking off a day earlier to move
a point ahead of City and close
to within five of Liverpool with
a patient performance to break
down a defensively dogged Crys-
tal Palace at Stamford Bridge.

Tammy Abraham moved lev-
el with Leicester’s Jamie Vardy
as the top scorer in the Premier
League with 10 goals as the Eng-
land striker pounced on a deft
flick through by Willian seven
minutes into the second half.

Christian Pulisic then se-
cured all three points when the
American headed home his fifth
goal in his last three Premier

League games.

“We won the game relatively
comfortably,” said Chelsea boss
Frank Lampard. ‘A nice, solid win
with a clean sheet.”

Leicester can leapfrog Lam-
pard’s men on goal difference and
open up a nine-point gap between
fourth and fifth with victory at
home to Arsenal later on Satur-
day.

Tottenham, West Ham woe

Tottenham slipped to 12th
and were lucky to even escape
with a point as Sheffield United
impressed once more to move
up to fifth.

“The reality is that for differ-
ent reasons we are not showing
the performances that we ex-
pect,” said Spurs boss Mauricio
Pochettino.

drug dealer is an individual who sells or transports drugs of any type and
quantity, illegally. They can be small-time dealers who sell small quantities to
offset the cost of their own drug use, or they can be highly organized groups and
businessmen with operations that run like a serious business.

I remember these
words which I have read in a book.

How many lessons are still left in our

brains or what is left there? Do not we

need to study other things again after we
have already learned our school lessons?

Why do not youths of today read books?

Why do they assume smartphones are

more interesting than books? In My-

anmar which has a population of over

52 million, why is a book printed in the

numbers of 500 copies when it happens

to be published? There are so many ques-
tions that have been making me puzzled
for ages.

A few years ago, I was in middle
school as a Junior Assistant Teacher.

The school was 10 miles away from the

town but transportation was not easy. I

encouraged some of my students who

had passed the Grade IX to establish a

library in the village. With the donations

of books and cash from each student
and their parents, it appeared a library.

Already we had not studied library

science, we had had the well-coordinated

experience to implement the measures
of alibrary. First, we collected books.

After that, we built the building of the

library. After all the preparations were

completed, we started hiring the books
free of charge.

When the sports season of the vil-
lage came, which fell in December, it al-
ways was a hustle and bustle festival. At
the end of the sports, we piled the books
on the tables at the one corner of the
sports ground so that anyone who want-
ed to read the book could bring what
they liked. There was no guard at the

table of the books. We
did not have fear of
the loss of the books.
We had an opinion,
the books must be
lost, because the

one who took the
book wanted to

read and keep it.

that book at least
once.

However, it did not happen as we
expected. Very few people came close to
the pile of books except some children
who wanted to view pictures and to
read stories. We thought whether books
could not attract the people as much as
smartphones. Our group got disappoint-
ed but I did not resign it. If we could not
make the adults read, we would make
the children do so. As I was a teacher, it
was not strange for me to concentrate
on the children. Then we donated our
library building and books to the school.
The solution to my queries in the first
paragraph dawned upon me. I became
realized that people were not interested
in reading books.

If the one who can read books does
not read them, he is similar to the blind
man, I have noted for long.

Although people can read books,
why do not they read them?

Let us think about our childhood
days. When we were young, we were
forced to do our lessons only. When
we read other books that were not the
school textbooks, we were scolded by
our parents and our teachers. When we
could not recite our lesson by heart, we
were punished with cane-beats. We were

afraid of it a lot and so we
did just our school lessons. The main
cause was that we were not attached

to the habit of reading books and our
teachers and our parents did not make us
attached to do so.

Now, it is my turn. We become the
guides of the children. In other words,
we become the architects who will the
shape of humans. I do not want my
children to encounter the happenings of
my childhood days. I decided to establish
alibrary at my school. There is no spare
room for a library. Therefore, I manage it
in a wide classroom. A partition about 10
feet is made at the opposite end of black-
board. I persuade my students explaining
the benefit of reading daily. Whenever I
get a chance to make a speech in the as-
sembly ground, I explain it to all the stu-
dents of the school. I also tell them about
the well-known and famous people who
became famous for reading books a lot.
In the people whom I tell them, there
include General Aung San, U Thant, U
Ohn Pe, Ibrahim Lincoln, etc.

The measures of a library are various
and I cannot implement it alone. I,
therefore, ask for the aids of the teachers

but a must

who have the same hobby as me. They
also willingly give me an active hand. We
can emphasize to develop the library and
to gain the practices of reading of our stu-
dents. We buy weekly and monthly jour-
nals and magazines for them. We make
debates and also make them participate.
We occasionally make discussions about
books that have been read and share the
knowledge with the others. When the
students who always play in the recess
get to be able to love the books, we let
them hire the books to their houses.

W. Wordsworth said, “The Child is
the father of the Man” in his well-known
poem entitled “The Rainbow”. I want
my children to be an adult who owns
all-round development. This is my wish.
Therefore, we have to concentrate on the
children. Then, we have to concentrate
on the schools where they are. We have
to develop school libraries as resource
centres nationwide. Reading habits must
be nurtured from schools. This is not a
dream but a must, I solemnly resolve.
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B Taunggyi hot air
balloon festival

marks end of rainy season

he Tazaungdaing Festival, also known as the
Festival of Lights and Tazaungdine Festival,
held on the full moon day of Tazaungmon dur-
ing the eighth month of the Myanmar calendar,
is celebrated as a national holiday in Myanmar and marks
the end of the rainy season. It is during the month of
Tazaungmon when hot air balloons lit with candles, along
with fireworks, are seen in the skies.
When it comes to the Tazaungdaing festival, Taung-

gyi's hot-air balloon festival and competition is widely
publicized in the media. It is also the annual gathering
point for local and foreign photographers.

Taunggyi's hot-air balloon and fireworks competi-
tion reflect the unity of all ethnic people residing in Shan
State, as they work in unison to celebrate the festival and
competitions. Shan, Pa-O, Inntha, Danu and other ethnic
people reside in Shan State.

The 2019 festival began on 4th November and con-
tinues until 12th November.

The origin of Taunggyi's hot air balloon contest dates
to 1894 when the British first held hot air balloon compe-
titions in Taunggyi, soon after the annexation of Upper
Myanmar.

The huge balloons, made by teams and created in the
shapes of animals, are the focal point of the Taunggyi fes-
tival. The activities begin every day in the early afternoon
when teams release their balloons.

The balloons reach an altitude of several hundred
metres, after which their fireworks burst into an ex-
traordinary, multicoloured shower - which lasts up to 15
minutes.

Brightly coloured balloons with hundreds of home-
made fireworks woven into their frames are sent soaring
into the night sky, showering cascades of sparks down-
wards onto enthusiastic crowds.

About 115 hot-air balloons with fireworks will be
released at night, along with some 280 released during
the day.
