YANGON, 11 Oct- Nun Education School (Women), first of its kind in Myanmar, was
  opened at Dhammaythaka Nunnery in Ward 5, Mayangon Township this morning.

 Present were Secretary-2 of the State Law and Order Restoration Council Lt-Gen
 Tin Oo and  wife Daw Khin Than Nwe, Minister at the Office of the Prime
 Minister Col Pe Thein, Deputy  Minister for Religious Affairs U Aung Khin,
 member of Yangon City Development Committee Col  Thaung Wai, Director-General
 of General Administration Department U Aung Thein,  Director-General of
 Religious Affairs U Arnt Maung, Director-General of Department for  Promotion
 and Propagation of the Sasana U Sann Lwin, Director-General of Basic Education
  Department U Bo Win and officials.

 Member of the State Sangha Maha Nayaka Committee Presiding Sayadaw of Kalaywa
 Tawya  Sarthintaik Agga Maha Pandita Bhaddanta Zagarabhivamsa delivered
 ovadakatha on opening of  the school.

 Next, Nun Daw Dhammaythi (Dhammacariya) supplicated on objectives of the
 school and efforts  to open it.
