The closure at the Basra-based South-
ern Oil Company is the first significant
shutdown in Iraq’s main southern oil sec-
tor since the handover of power to the
interim government on 28 June.

WasHINGToN, 10 Aug — Polish Prime Minister Marek Belka told President|
George W Bush on Monday that Polish troops will not “stay in Iraq forever” and they
discussed circumstances that would allow Poland to reduce its presence.

Poland has been leading amultinational
force of 8,000 troops in south-central Iraq,
including 2,500 Polish troops.

As Bush and Belka met, however,
Pentagon officials said Poland had turned
over command of Najaf and Qadisiya
provinces to US Marines on Monday due to
a deteriorated security situation in the holy
city of Najaf.

The multinational force, led by Poland,
said in a statement it would continue to be in
charge in the provinces of Babil, Karbala
and Wasit.

The statement quoted Polish Major-
General Andrzej Ekiert as saying he agreed
with the decision by US General George
Casey — commander of all multinational
forces in Iraq — in view of the situation in
Najaf, where a firebrand Shiite cleric on
Monday defied demands fromIraq’s interim

government that his militia pull out of the
city.

Confronted with growing public
opposition to Poland’s military presence in
Iraq, the Polish Government has repeatedly
said it expected to be able to scale down its
military presence in Iraq.

“At this moment, borders are being rein-
forced by air, seaand land,” Defence Minister
Otto Romero said. El Salvador’s legislature
last month narrowly approved a plan to send
380 new troops to join US-led forces in Iraq.

L onpon, 9 Aug — British military police have opened investigations into 48 cases‘hat~” — MNA/PTI
of Iragis who died in incidents involving British troops in Iraq since last May, the
Independenton Sundaynewspaper reported.

The latest figures, a jump of nearly a
third in the previously disclosed official
statistics, were set to climb even higher, the

paper said.

The paper said the British Ministry of
Defence (MoD) still has no clear figure of
Iraqis who died in incidents involving Brit-
ish troops since the US-led occupation be-

gan on May 1 last year.

The MoD admitted on Friday that Armed
Forces police have investigated, or are still
looking into a total of 94 cases of alleged
deaths in custody, illegal shootings, injuries
and suspected ill-treatment involving Bri-

tish troops in Iraq.

In face of mounting allegations from
lawyers and human rights groups that abuses
of Iraqis by British troops were being ig-
nored, the Armed Forces Minister, Adam
Ingram, ordered all military units that have
served in Iraq to check their records and
produce a full list of every incident where an
Iraqi was killed.

According to the paper, the MoD’s search
for unreported Iraqi deaths, expected to take
several months, was the latest in a series of
concessions being made by the British Gov-
ernment over the Armed Forces’ rules and
policies in Iraq.

UN inspectors complete Iraq
nuclear inventory

VIENNA, 9 Aug — Inspectors from the UN nuclear
watchdog have completed an inventory of Iraq’s declared
nuclear material and the agency’s head said UN arms
experts should return to the country to finish their job.

ElBaradei said last month
that Iraq’s interim govern-
ment had requested the re-
turn of IAEA inspectors to
verify the status of Iraq’s
nuclear material.

ElBaradei repeated that
he hoped this would be a step
towards the resumption of
full inspections ordered by
the UN Security Council,
aimed atruling out the possi-
bility thatIraq under Saddam
had restarted a clandestine
nuclear arms programme.

“This week’s mission was
a good first step,” ElBaradei
said. “Now we hope to be in a
position to complete the man-
date entrusted to us by the Se-
curity Council, to enable the
Council over time to remove
all sanctions and restrictions
imposed on Iraq,” he added.

In four months of inspec-
tions before the war started
in March 2003, the IAEA
never found any signs that
Saddam had revived his nu-
clear weapons programme
— despite US and British
assertions that he was pursu-
ing nuclear arms.

But in its prewar reports
to the Security Council, the
IAEA never ruled out the
possibility that US and Brit-
ish charges were true.

Thailand unveils plan to generate
more scientists

Promotion of Teaching

revenue from research.

Pornchai Matangsombat
said that at the initial level,
the target would be to
ensure that children
undergoing compul-sory
education would learn to
think like scientists by
using reasoning and analy-
tical skills, the Thai News

Agency reported on
Monday.
Pornchai said that

children would need the
potential to study science
within higher education,
reserving the current
situation in which around 70
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per cent of higher education
students spurned science
subjects.

Young people with
high potential should be
encouraged to research and
invent, going on to achieve
masters and doctoral
degrees, he added.

We aim that by the
Year 2020, the annual
university intake of students
for science-related subjects

Contaminated food sickens one
million Thais yearly

BanGkok, 10 Aug—
More than one million Thais
suffer disease borne from
tainted food a year, local
Press quoted official sources
as saying Monday.

The Thai Government
last year announced to set
this year as Year of Food
Safety in a bid to campaign
for food safety in the
kingdom with a population
of more than 60 million.

Related government
agencies and officials were
required to keep a close
watch over safety of fresh
food.

As a result, the food
safety of fresh food had

increased from 67 per centin
March 2003 to 98 per cent in
March this year, Deputy
Public Health Minister
Anuthin Chaanveerakul was
quoted by newspaper The
Nationas saying.

Six  dangerous
substances — salbutamol,
salicylic acid, borax,

formalin, sodium hydro-
sulfite and pesticide — had
been less used in food
industry, he said.

However, salbutamol
and pesticide were still found
in 6 per cent of samples.

Meanwhile, about 74
per cent of food-processing
factories in the country

passed the Good
Manufacturing Practice
(GMP) standard for food
production.

The Public Health
Ministry in June declared
results of a survey of 10,000
food samples, which showed
that 92 per cent were
uncontaminated but the rest
8 percentcould pose adanger
to consumers.

Food and water-borne
diseases kill more than three
people a minute or about two
million a year around the
world, according to a report
of the World Health
Organization.

India modifies import ban on meat,

New DeLhHi, 10
Aug— Indian Government
has lifted the ban on import
of processed meat and to
facilitate import of breeding
stock for poultry industry.
It also allowed import of
eggs and chicks from
countries which have not
reported the outbreak of
highly pathogenic avian
influenza or bird flu.

However, as a
precua-tionary measure, the
ban on import of a series of
live-stock, meat and poultry
products has been extended
by another six months to
prevent the spread of the
deadly bird-flu or fowl
plague into the country.

According to a
notification issued here by
the Department of Animal
Husbandry and Dairying,
the ban on import of
domestic and wild birds has
been extended by another
six months.

Similarly, import of
live pigs and pig meat
products, meat and meat
products from avian species
including wild birds is also
banned but an exception has
been made in case of
processed meat.

To ensure adequate
grand parent stock for
poultry breeding, import of
day-old chicks, ducks,
turkey and other newly

e poultry, livestock products

hatched avian species will
be banned into India from
only those countries
reporting the outbreak of
bird-flu.

Similarly partial ban
will be imposed on the
import of hatching eggs,
eggs and eggs products,
feathers, pig meat products,
pathological material and
biological products from
birds. A total ban, irre-
spective of the country of
origin has been imposed on
the semen of domestic and
wild birds and products of
animal origin (from birds)
intended for use in animal
feeding or industrial use.

British rowers rescued after Atlantic

Lonpon, 9 Aug — Four
Britons trying to break a
world Atlantic rowing
record were rescued on Sun-
day after storms split their
boat in two off the coast of
Britain.

A Scandinavian vessel
pickedup the Pink Ladycrew
who had been clinging to a
life raft about 300 miles
west of the Scilly Islands,
Britain’s Coast Guard said.

The rowers had set off
from Newfoundland,
Canada, at the end of June,

aiming to make the 2,100-
mile Atlantic crossing to
Britain in 35 to 40 days and
beat the current 55-day
record.

The crew alerted Coast
Guards just after 0130 GMT
and remained inregular con-
tact with Falmouth Coast
Guard by hand-held satellite
phone.

A Coast Guard spokes-
man said a Royal Air Force
helicopter was on its way to
winch skipper Mark Stubbs,
Pete Bray, Jonathan Gornall

and John Wills aboard and
take them back to Britain.

Coast Guards had sent a
marine patrol aircraft to fly
over their position and broad-
cast Mayday signals to alert
passing vessels.

Heavy storms had forced
the rowers to go 45 miles
out of their way, while in
the first days of the chal-
lenge they encountered
twice as many icebergs as
usual off the Canadian coast-
line.

Bahraini royal tortured
at Guantanamo

MaNaMA, 9 Aug— A
Bahraini rights group said on
Saturday it had received re-
ports a member of the coun-
try’s royal family had been
tortured at Guantanamo Bay.

It is the second report of
abuse of a Bahraini national
at the US naval base in Cuba
where hundreds of people
seized during the 2002 US-
led war in Afghanistan are
held.

The Bahrain Centre for
Human Rights (BCHR) said
an Arab recently freed from
the base had said Sheikh
Salman bin Ebrahim al-
Khalifa, a distant relative of
Bahrain’s King Hamad bin
Isa al-Khalifa, had been tor-
tured but did not elaborate.

The charge comes a day
after Bahrain said it would
ask its close ally the United
States to investigate allega-
tions US troops in
Guantanamo tortured another

Bahraini detainee Juma al-
Dossary. A report by BCHR
quotes three Britons freed
from the base as saying al-
Dossary was repeatedly
beaten by US soldiers.

“One of the Arabs who
was recently freed from
Guantanamo told our centre
that Sheikh Salman was also
tortured,” BCHR’s presi-
dent, Nabeel Rajab, told
Reuters

“He said Sheikh Salman
was mistreated because he
was not cooperative...,”
Rajab said, declining to give
the name or nationality of his
source. Bahraini Foreign
Ministry official Youssef
Mahmoud told Reutersthe
Gulf Arab state’s query to
‘Washington would also in-
clude Sheikh Salman and four
more Bahrainis who have
been held at Guantanamo for
more than two years.

World champion Young tested positive
for EPO in Paris

Paris, 9 Aug— World 400 metres champion Jerome Young tested positive for th
banned endurance booster erythropoietin (EPO) at last month's Paris Golden LeagU
meeting, French sports dailyL'Equipe reported on Sunday.

The newspaper said the American's 'A'
sample tested in a Paris laboratory showed
traces of the blood-boosting substance. The
'B' sample was sent to another lab in
Lausanne.

If the 'B' sample confirms the results of
the tests in Paris, 27-year-old Young could
face a lifetime ban and may also be stripped
of his world title.

The tests were performed during the
International Association of Athletics Fed-
erations (IAAF) Paris meeting at the Stade
de France on July 23, where Young came

sixth. The TAAF could not be reached for
comment on Sunday morning.

Young, who failed to qualify for the Ath-
ens Olympics, had already tested positive for
the banned anabolic steroid nandrolone in
1999.

However, he was cleared by the Ameri-
can governing body USA Track & Field
(USATF) and competed at the Olympics in
Sydney where he won a gold medal as a
member of the 4x400 metres relay team that
included five-times Olympic champion
Michael Johnson.—MNA/Reuters
