Myanmar is like a garden where a large variety
of species of flowers are in full bloom. Very high and
silvery snow-capped mountain ranges in the northern
part of Myanmar are still and serene. The rivers and
creeks that rise in these mountain ranges meet in
Kachin State to form the Ayeyawady River flowing
rightdown to the delta region, then to the ocean in the
south of the nation.

The Taninthayi Coastal region comprising
Myeik, Dawei and Kawthoung in the southern part of
Myanmar is located between mountain ranges and
the sea. So, one can enjoy natural scenic beauties of
the forests, mountain ranges and the sea at the same
time. The islets in the Myanmar waters look like huge
jade stones floating here and there in the sea.

Many regions close to the Ayeyawady River
are covered with valuable forests, and the regions in
the delta, with mixed and multi-cropping.

From time immemorial, national races such as
Kachin, Kayah, Kayin, Chin, Bamar, Mon, Rakhine
and Shan have been living in amity and harmony in
the Union of Myanmar sharing joys and sorrows.

The history of the nation has indicated that
national races have different customs according to
the locations they live in. But, in truth they are all
national brethren living in the same land and belong-
ing to the same background history, traditions and
culture.

So, national races are national brethren
in essence.

Hailing the 59th Anniversary Union Day:

Dating back to the history of the Union of
Myanmar, the spirit of national solidarity, Union
Spirit, and the anti-colonialist spirit to repulse alien
intrusion have rooted deeply in the hearts of national
races. Such fine spirits and traditions are indeed the
nationalistic vigor of national people that has enabled
the Union of Myanmar to stand tall among the nations
of the world.

Since yore, Myanmar has stood tall with its own
monarchs as a sovereign nation with independent
people. Unfortunately, national races disintegrated
owing to the wedge driven among them by the devious
colonialists, and fell under alien subjugation for more
than one hundred years.

However, national patriots with nationalistic
fervour who resented living under the rule of the
colonialists fought the invaders at risk of their lives,
and the nation thus regained independence. In trying to
regain independence, Myanmar had to overcome a lot
of difficulties and hardships and to build the founda-
tion of the spirit of cherishing the motherland and its
own lineage, and Union Spirit.

During the time of servitude, the entire na-
tional people rose against the colonialists through
political, military and economic means. The intrud-
ers employed the divide-and-rule policy to prolong
their rule on Myanmar. When they had no other
choice except to grant independence to Myanmar, the
colonialists sowed doubts and suspicions among the
national races.

In the independence struggles, Myanmar had to
grapple with the colonialists so that hilly regions and
plains could gain independence in tandem. Entire
national people expressed their unanimous stance on
independence. Panglong Conference was therefore
convened to prove the unanimous consent of the entire
people. The conference of representatives of various
national races held in Panglong, Loilem District, Shan
State (South), was called Panglong Conference as a
gesture of hailing national solidarity.

The Panglong Conference comprised two ses-
sions. The first session was held from 1 to 12 March
1946 with leaders of Shan, Kachin, Chin and Kayah
national races, AFPFL leaders, and other political lead-
ers. At the first session, all those present had built
friendship, mutual understanding and trust, and an agree-
ment was reached to seek brighter future of the nation
through broader discussions in the following year.

The second session of the Panglong Conference
was held on 3 February 1947. National race leaders
signed the Panglong Agreement on 12 February.

The British Commissioner for hilly regions and
the secretary for colonies of British Government also
attended the conference to observe and study the
attitude of national leaders. During the period of the
conference, they lured national leaders from hilly
regions to remain as dominions instead of regaining
independence together with the mainland.

Even though the wicked drove a wedge among
the national races during the period of the conference
to break up national unity, national race leaders who
loved independence unanimously signed the Panglong
Agreement on 12 February 1947. It was the day on
which the new chapter of consolidated unity of na-
tional races of the Union was opened. In other words,
it was the day the Union and Union Spirit were
conceived and the heritage of the Union was handed
down.

The colonialists were amazed and shocked by
the achievement of the Panglong Conference and
absolute unity of national races. They had been bent
on sowing discord and hatred among the national
races for more than one hundred years, but in the end
they conceded in despair to the Panglong resolution
to build the Union of Myanmar.

In retrospect, Myanmar faced various adversi-
ties and dangers at a time when it lost national
cohesion, and sometimes disunity of national races
served as an invitation to alien instigation and inter-
vention. So, the nation once lost its independence.
However, itis anoteworthy point that when the nation
restored national solidarity, it could regain its sover-
eignty and independence.

The 12th of February that depicted Panglong
Spirit, Union Spirit, and the spirit of national solidar-
ity was thus designated as Union Day. Now, national
solidarity has been restored for 59 years. The Union
Day is an auspicious day for all the national races as
it gave birth to the sovereign and independent Union
of Myanmar.

So, the essence of the Union Day is to be
enhanced and handed down to the posterity.

Kuwait signs contract
with Philippines in
oil exploration

Kuwair City, 6 Feb — Kuwait Foreign Petro-
leum-Exploration Company (KUFPEC), Shell and
South China Resources (SCR) have signed on S
urday a contract with the Philippine Energy De-

partment on offshore oil and gas explorations ir|

northeastern Palawan, Philippine.

Philippine Secretary
of Energy Raphael Lotilla
signed the contract on be-
half of the Philippines,
while head of operations
Abdallah Baroon repre-
sented KUFPEC, reported
the official Kuwait News
Agency(KUNA).

KUFPEC announced
that the contract covered
an area that exceeds 10
millionsquarekilometres,
30 per cent of which is

per cent to Shell and the
other 15 per cent to SCR,
according to the report.

The contractincludes
exploration and drilling of
three oil wells within the
next seven years and if oil
or natural gas is discov-
ered there, the production
contract will be extended
for nearly 25 years, said
KUNA which did not re-
veal the exact value of the
contract.

The CDMA tele-
phone lines will be dis-
tributed to the applicants,
who are in waiting list
of the Telecom, from
Sundhara Exchange in the
first phase, Managing Di-
hector of the Telecom
Sugat Ratna Kanshakar
said.

The service will be
extended  gradually
throughout the kingdom
in a phase-wise manner,
he said.

Necessary construc-
tionand installation works
have been completed for
distributing a total of one
million CDMA telephone
lines throughout the king-
dom under five different
phases, he said.

According to
Kanshakar, around
250,000 phone lines will

be made available in the
first phase across the coun-
try including Kathmandu
Valley, central Narayani
Zone, eastern Janakpur
and Biratnagar cities,
western Pokhara and
Bhairahawacities and far-
western Dhangadi Town.

Around 50,000 lines
will be available in the
valley alone. “The total
demand of phones in the
valley is estimated at
100,000 while the total
demand of phones across
the country is around
400,000,” Kanshakar re-
vealed.

The NT plans to
spend 1.83 billion Nepali
rupees (26.14 million US
dollars) on making avail-
able one million lines
throughout the country by
2008. — MNA/Xinhua
