Try to meet the target
yield of crops

Development of agriculture can create
higher social and economic status for farmers
who constitute the majority of the population.
Theagriculture sector accountsfor 41 per cent
of the national economy and 11 per cent of
export.

As Myanmar is an agricultural country,
it is very practical to strive for all-round de-
velopment of other sectors of the economy
through development of agriculture asthe base.
Therefore, priority has been given to reclama-
tion of vacant and virgin land, cultivation of
mixed and double crops and boost in per-acre
yield.

Water is essential for cultivation and
ther efore dams and sluice gates ar e being built
wherever possible in the nation to ensure suf-
ficient water supply to farmland. With the
emergence of dams and sluice gates, more
monsoon paddy and summer paddy can be
grown. In addition, other crops, including beans
and pulses, are also cultivated.

The Mayangon sluice gate inaugurated
in Thaton Township, Mon State, on 27 May,
can irrigate more than 10,000 acres of farm-
land. The sluice gate is built on Mayangon
Creek and, as aresult, there have emerged ar-
ableland in the low-lying area around Sar and
Mayangon Creeks. Moreover, the sluice gate
saves freshwater for cultivation of summer
paddy.

At present, the number of dams and
sluice gates in the entire nation stands at 186
and these facilitiescan irrigate 2.6 million acres
of farmland. Efforts are now being made to
meet the target yield of paddy, groundnut,
sesamum, sunflower, long-staple cotton, corn,
sugar cane and beans and pulses.

We believe that, with reclamation of
more arable land, supply of sufficient water
and use of quality strainsand agricultural tech-
nologies, crop production will become remark-
ably high and thus contribute to development
of agriculture.

Moscow, 30 May—
Russia, the United States
and China were ready to
guaranteelran’ srighttothe
peaceful use of nuclear
energy if Teheran answer-
ed the questions raised by
the UN nuclear watchdog,
Russia stop diplomat said
here on Monday. “Russia
supports the efforts to
resume talks between Iran
and the world community.
The United States and
China also support them,”

Russian Foreign Minister
Sergei Lavrov was quoted
by the ITAR-TASS news
agency assaying. Lavrov's
remarks camejust one day
before a teleconference
between diplomats of the
five permanent members
of the UN Security Coun-
cil and Germany. The
meeting, grouping Britain,
China, France, Russia, the
United Statesand Germany,
was aimed at finding
common ground over “a

package of stimuli” for
Teheran if it suspends
uranium  enrichment
activities, as well as
penalties if it does not,
ITAR-TASS quoted a
Russian Foreign Ministry
source as saying. The UN
Security Council demanded
that Iran suspend uranium
enrichment by the end of
April, but Teheran defied
thedeadlineandannounced
last month that it had
succeeded in enriching

Study says global warming

boosts poison ivy

WasHINGTON,31 May—
Another reason to worry
about global warming:
moreanditchier poisonivy.
The noxious vine grows
faster and bigger ascarbon
dioxide levels in the
atmosphere rise, resear-
chersreport Monday. And
a CO2-driven vine also
produces more of its rash-
causingchemicd, urushiol,
conclude experiments
conducted in a forest at
Duke University where
scientistsincreased carbon-
dioxide levels to those
expected in 2050.
Carbon dioxide is a
greenhouse gas — a
chemical that traps heat
similar to the way a
greenhouse does— that's
considered a major
contributor to global
warming. Greenhouse
gases have been steadi-
ly increasing in the
atmosphere since the
Industrial Revolution.
Poison ivy is common
in woods around the
country, making it a bane
of hikers, campers, fighters
of forest fires, even
backyard gardeners. Its
itchy, sometimeshlistering

Poisonivy sitchyrashisoneof themostwidelyreported
ailmentsto US poison-control centres—INTERNET

rash is one of the most
widely reported ailments
to poison-control centres,
with more than 350,000
reported cases ayear.
Compared to poisonivy
growninusual atmospheric
conditions, those exposed
to the extra-high carbon
dioxide grew about three
times larger — and
produced more alergenic
form of urushiol, scientists
from Duke and Harvard
University reported. Their
study appearsinthisweek's
ProceedingsoftheNational
Academy of Sciences.
“Thefertilization effect
of rising CO2 on poison
ivy ... and the shift toward

amore alergenic form of
urushiol have important
implicationsfor the future
hedlth of both humansand
forests,” the study con-
cludes—Internet

New York, 29 May—
Vitamin D is needed to
help the body absorb
calcium and build strong,
healthy bones. The
vitamin is particularly
important for growing
children, who need plenty
of calcium for good bone
health. Lack of vitamin D
can lead to rickets, a

Death toll from flood, mudslides
rises to 77 in Thailand

Banckok, 30 May—
The confirmed dezath toll
from flood and mudslides
in Thailand's north has
risento 77 while38people
are still missing, the
government said Monday .

Flash floods swept
through five northern
provinces of Nan, Phrae,
Lamphang, Uttaradit and

Sukhothai last week,
triggering mudslides that
buried homes after
torrential rains hit the
region the weekend
before. About 555 houses
weredestroyed and 3,120
weredamaged, thelnterior
Ministry said.

The ministry said the
disaster has affected at

least 170,600 residents.
About 1,240 people were
evacuated.

Initial economiclosses
from the floods were
estimatedat about 1billion
baht (about 25 millionUS
dollars), theministry said.
Floodwatershavereceded
in the four provinces till
Monday.— MNA/Xinhua

Attackson British forcesin Iraq increase

Lonpon, 30 May—
British forces in Iraq had
been attacked by guerillas
nearly 60timesonaverage
per month since the start
of 2006, according to a
report in the Independent
newspaper on Monday.

The paper said that, in
January, there was 36
attacks on British forces
inthefour British-control -
led Iragi provinces. In

February, therewere4l,in
March, 57, and in April,
103, making atotal of 237.
This averages out at more
than 59 a month.

But during 2005 as a
whole, there were 562
atacks in the same four
provinces, a monthly
averageof lessthan47,the
report said.

The revelation
coincideswith areport of

a sharp increase in the
number of Britishsoldiers
who have been absent
without leave for more
thanamonthandwhomay
have deserted to escape
the long running lrag
occupation.

The BBC reported on
Sunday that more than
1,000soldiershaddeserted
theArmedForcessincethe
Iragwar brokeoutin 2003,

and around 900 had not
been found.

The sharp increase in
attackson Britishforcesin
Iraq is expected to prompt
more calls for the British
troops to be pulled out
quickly rather thankeeping
them there in the hope
that the violence could
eventualy be controlled,
analysts say.

CHENNAIL31 May—The government of the Indian state of Tamil Nadu said on Tuesday it would
float a global tender for colour television sets that will be given free to tens of thousands of poor

people.

New state Chief Minister M Karunanidhi said the
14-inch (35-cm) TV sets, which he had promised to
people living below the poverty line in the run-up to
local assembly elections this month, would be
distributed from mid-September.

The 83-year-old leader, who wrested power from
his opponent J Jayalaithaa in the elections, aso
promised rice at 2 rupees (2.3 pence) per kg for the
poor.

Two British soldiers
killed in Basra

L onpon, 30 May — Two British soldiers have
been killed in a suspected roadside bomb attack in
Basra, southern Irag, a spokesman for Britain’s
Ministry of Defence said on Monday.

The two soldiers were from the Queen’ s Dragoon

Guards regiment. Two others from the same regiment
suffered minor injuriesin theblast on Sunday evening.
“Theincident took placein North-West BasraCity
and appears to be an improvised explosive device,”
Defence Minister Des Browne said in a statement.

The deaths bring the British death toll in Iraq to
113. Britain has about 7,000 troops in Irag, mostly
patrolling the mainly Shiite south.

Basra had been relatively cam compared to the
more volatile Baghdad but five British military
personnel were killed in a helicopter crash on 6 May
and two were killed by aroadside bomb aweek later.

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Report says poor diet asbad as

smoking for health

Awmsterbam, 30 May — Eating too little fish, fruit and vegetables is as bad for human health as
smoking, areport by the Dutch public health agency said on M onday.

The study, which the
European Food Safety
Authority saysit will use
when analysing food and
diet risks, concluded that
“of all dietary factors,
insufficient consumption
of fish, fruit and vege-
tablescurrently causesthe
most cases of serious
illness and death in the
Netherlands’.

“Taking into account
not just deaths but aso
years spent living with
serious disability, un-
healthy dietary habits
cause as much health loss
asdoessmoking,” saidthe
Dutch Nationa Institute
for Public Health and the
Environment (RIVM).

“Unhealthy diet com-
position currently re-
duces the average life
expectancy of a 40-year-
old Dutch person by 1.2
years, while obesity
claims 0.8 years.”

Some 75 per cent of
the Netherlands' 16
millionpeopleeat fruitand
vegetables below the
recommended level, said
thereport, whichuseddata
from existing Dutch
studies on public health
and food habits to reach

the conclusions.

Each year in the
Netherlands, poor diet
causes about 13,000
deaths due to diabetes,
cardiovascular diseaseand
cancer, while obesity
claims 7,000 lives by
causing heart disease and
cancer, it said.

RIVM researchers
recommended that gov-
ernmentsaroundtheworld
should start encouraging
ahealthy diet to improve
public health.

The Dutch researchers

also say that about 25 per
cent of deathsand serious
illness caused by over-
weight and obesity would
be avoided if all adults
shed 3 kilogrammes.

“Inparticular, attempts
at reducing saturated
andtransfatty aciduptake
and increasing fish, fruit
and vegetables con-
sumption could save
many lives,” the report
said.

Saturated and trans
fatty acids—which come
from animal fats, tropical

oils such as coconut and
palm oils as well as
processed vegetable oils
— raise the levels of
cholesterol and therisk of
heart disease.

The head of the
European Food Safety
Authority, Herman
Koeter, who received a
copy of thereport, said in
the RIVM statement that
it would be a leading
documentin Europewhen
making risk analysis of
food and diets.

CaRracas, 30 May— The OPEC cartel will decideat
talks this week to keep pumping oil at current levels,
Qatar’s Energy Minister Abdullah bin Hamad
al-Attiyah said.

Asked if the Organization of Petroleum Exporting
Countries would change its official production quota
at Thursday’s meeting here, he told reporters: “No, |
don’t think so.

“1 think OPEC has nothing (to do) except to roll
over at thistime,” hesaid, indicating that OPEC would
prolong its total quota of 28 million barrels of oil per
day.

The purpose of World No -Tobacco Day 2006
isto raise awareness about the existence of deadly
tobacco products in order to help people get accu-
rateinformatin, removethedisguise, unveil thetruth
behind the tobacco products-traditional, new and
future. Thisyear’sslogan reads as* Tobacco: Deadly
in any form or disguise”. It is crucia to empower
people and organi zations with knowledge about the
different tobacco productsand their many formsand
disguisein order to implement more effectively con-
trol tobacco and global health.

World No-Tobacco Day 2006 is observed
around theworld, with the objectivesto raise aware-
ness about all forms of tobacco which are deadly in
any form, to raise awareness about all types and
names and flavourswhich are deadly in any disguise
and to raise awareness about the need for strict
regulatin and encourage itsimplementatin. Tobacco
products are deadly in any form, whether as smok-
ing tobacco productsin the forms of cigarettes, che-
roots, pipes, bidis, kreteks, clove cigarettes, cigars,
waterpipes or as smokeless tobacco productsin the
form of snus, snuffs, chewing tobacco, betel quid
with tobacco etc. They are aso deadly in any dis-
guise: tobacco companies are launching new weap-
onsin the form of products disguised to appear less
harmful and more attractive. Nowadays, tobacco
companies continue reassuring health concerned
smokers by offering their new products theillusion
of safety. They are selling their new products dis-
guised under healthier names, fruity flavoursor more
attractive looking packaging. Tobacco products
whether they are sold as mild, light, low tar, full
flabour, fruit flavored, chocolate flavored, natural,
additive—free, organic cigarettes, PRPS (Potentially
Reduced-Exposure Products), harm-reduced—they
areall deadly.

A study conducted in 2004 by the Ministry of
Health in collaboration with the World Health Or-
ganization showed that laboratory examinations of
some cigarettes and cheroots produced domestically
contained much higher contents of nicotinethanin-
ternational standards. The nicotine content of smoke-
lesstobacco (betel quid with tobacco) wasalso found
to be very high.

Myanmar Tobacco Free Initiatives

Inthe eraof globalization, marketing and pro-
motion of harmful products such astobacco had been
identified as one of the major transnational determi-
nants of ill-health which would qualify as global
bads. Globalization of the epidemic restricts the ca-
pacity of countries to regulate tobacco through do-
mestic legislation alone. In response to the globali-
zation of the tobacco epidemic, the 191 member
States of World Health Organization unanimously

adopoted the WHO Framework Convention on To-
bacco Control (WHOFCTC) at the 56th World Health
Assembly in May 2003, as a global complement to
nationa actions. THE WHOFCTC is a major global
development for addressing the globalization of the
tobacco epidemic.

Theinitiation and adoption of WHOFCTC had an
enormous impact on the world-wide anti-tobacco
movements. Gettinginvolvedinthenegotiating process
itself moved thetobacco control measuresof countries
forward; in countries like Myanmar, delegates who
had participated in the Intergovernmental Negotiating
Bodiesreported back to the policy makerswith strong
recommendations to enhance the momentum of anti-
tobacco activities and public awareness campaigns.
The whole process of adopting, signing and ratifying
the WHO FCTC was a chalenging and exciting
experience and having the national tobacco control
legislation adopted wasahugesuccessinthehistory of
public health in Myanmar. In many countries,
WHOFCTC had been used asastrong advocating tool
to fight against the powerful tobacco industries.

Myanmar and the global movement for tobacco
control

InJuly 1998, WHO reorganized itstobacco control
efforts within a new structure, the Tobacco Free
Initiative (TFI) and this movement greatly enhanced
the momentum of the anti-tobacco activities in
Myanmar. The National Health Committee which is
the highest inter-ministerial advisory group of all
concerned ministries at the national level issued
guidelines for prevention and control of smoking
related diseases at its 26 meeting held in September
1998. The National Programme on Tobacco Control
was officially launched in January 2000 with the
drafting and approval of the National
Policy on Tobacco Control and Plan of Action. The
National Tobacco Control Committee was formed in
March 2002, headed by the Minister for Health and
included headsof rel ated departmentsand chairpersons
of several national NGOsasmembers. Thecommittee
set guidelines for the tobacco control measures to be
implemented in the country.

The Ministry of Information prohibited
advertisement of tobacco on television and radio and
from al electronic mediain the year 2000. Tobacco
advertising billboards were banned from the vicinity
of schools, hospitals, health facilities, sports stadiums
and maternity homes in May 2002 and from other
places in April 2003. Tobacco advertisements were
also been banned from the newspapers, journals and
magazines in early 2003. Smoking was prohibited at
al hospitals and health departments, at al basic
education schools, al sportsstadiumsand sportsfields
and at some workplaces.

In May 1999, the World Health Assembly—the
governing body of the World Health Organization,
adopted a resolution (WHA 52.18) which paved the
way for starting multil ateral negotiationsonthe WHO
FCTC and possiblerelated protocols. Myanmar along
with fellow member states actively participated in the

Myanmar delegates
expressed their strong commitment towards
comprehensivetobacco control measuresand voiced
for the need of acomprehensive ban on al forms of
tobacco advertisements including cross-border
advertising. Myanmar proudly hosted the 4 Inter-
country Consultation Meeting on Framework
Convention on Tobacco Control in August 2002,
wherethecountriesof South-East AsiaRegionissued
the"Y angon Declaration” . Myanmar becameaproud
signatory to the FCTC on the 23rd October 2003 and
became a Party to the Convention on the 20th of
April, 2004; it was 11th country to become Party to
the Convention. Minister for Health, Professor
Dr Kyaw Myint, received the “World No-Tobacco
Day 2004” award for his excellent leadership in the
area of tobaccco control in Myanmar.

National Legislation on Tobacco Control

The Control of Smoking and Consumption of
Tobacco Products L aw was adopted on 4th May, 2006
as the State Peace and Development Council Law
5/2006. The adoption of the law was a very signifi-
cant milestone in the history of public health of
Myanmar and was highly appreciated by the World
Health Organization and anti-tobacco advocates.

According to this law many public placesin-
cluding hospital buildings, officers, medical treat-
ment centresand clinics; stadiums and indoor play-
ing fields; children drill sheds and play grounds;
teaching buildings, classrooms, offices, compounds,
opera houses, cinema halls, video halls and other
buildings of entertainment; marts, department stores,
stores and market sheds; museums, archives, public
libraries and reading rooms, elevators and escala-
tors, motor vehicles and aircraft for passenger
transoprt; air-conditioned public rooms; public au-
ditoriums etc are non-smoking areas and places to
which the public have access in certain buildings,
vehicles and crafts are no-smoking areas except the
private offices and rooms. However, specific places
where smoking isallowed, shall be arranged in such
areas which include buildings of offices and depart-
ments; buildings of factories and workshops; build-
ing of hotels, guest houses and lodging houses; build-
ings of railway stations, airports, ports and highway
busterminals, restaurants, trainsand vesselsfor pas-
senger transoprt.

Thetobacco control law which will comeinto
force oneyear after its adoption strictly prohibitsto-
bacco advertisement in all forms; it also prohibits
sale of tobacco to and by minors, sale of cigarettes
singly or in apackage containing less than 20 to en-
able easy purchase and smoking. Thelaw also states
that it isan offenceto produce, distribute or sell ciga-
rette and other smoking tobacco products without a
health warning in Myanmar language.

Thenational |egislation had also incorporated
the issue of product regulation and disclosure stat-
ing that it is an offence to cigar and tobacco prod-
uctsfraudulently mentioning that the toxic chemical
potency is less than the amount prescribed by the
Central Board in cigar and tobacco production, dis-
tribution or salethereof in spite of knowing such fact
mentioned. The Control of Smoking and Consump-
tion of Tocacco Products L aw, adpoted on the 4th of
May, 2006 was very comprehensive as it had incor-
porated many essential elements stated in the WHO
FCTC. Withthelaw coming into forcein May 2007,
we sincerely believe that the tobacco consumption
in Myanmar will be signficantly reduced, especially
among the youth. Thiswill greatly uplift the health
and fitness of the entire nation as stated in the four
socia objectives of the country.

Victory gives England World Cup lift

M ancHEesTER (England), 31 May— England ground out a 3-1 victory over
Hungary in a World Cup warm-up on Tuesday, with teenage striker Theo

Walcott making history for the hosts.

Early second-half headers from
Steven Gerrard and John Terry put Eng-
landinfront after Frank Lampard'spen-
alty was saved in the closing stages of
thefirst period at Old Trafford.

Hungary captain Pal Dardai pulled a
goal back with asuperb 25-metreshotin
the 55th minute before substitute Peter
Crouch rifled home England's third in
the 83rd.

It was a specia night for Walcott,
who cameon asasecond-half substitute
to become England'syoungest player at
17 yearsand 75 days.

Striker Wayne Rooney, whose foot
injury sent shockwaves through Eng-
land's World Cup preparations, set the
previous record at 17 years and 111
days.

England coach Sven-Goran Eriksson
used the match to try out midfielder
Gerrard in an advanced role behind

Real Madrid as part of their joint bid for the club's
presidential election on 2 July.

At the launch of their campaign the duo said they
wanted to appoint ageneral manager inoverall control
of the football section, with the power to purchase
players.

They cited Wenger's role with the North London
club as agood model to follow.

When asked at the Press conference if they had
spokento Wenger, former worldrally champion Sainz
said: "We are in the process of trying to do that."

But Sainz and Villar Mir, a construction magnate,
will find it hard to secure the Frenchman's services as
he has stated on a number of occasions he is happy
where heis.

Sainz, who would be vice-president to Villar Mir,
added: "We want a complete overhaul of the whole
club."

It hasbecometraditional to bolster acampaign with
promises of abig new signing if acandidateis elected
but Villar Mir refused to play that game.

"You can't start building house with the roof first.
We need to secure ageneral manager and acoach first
who will be at the heart of the club," he said.

Earlier on Monday another potential candidate,
Ramon Calderon, hinted that hewould bethrowing his
hat into the ring.

Calderon told Spanish state television he would
appoint aforeigner who had helped Real win a Euro-
pean Cup to the post of sports director.

Serbia & Montenegro striker Predrag Mijatovic,
who scored Real's winner in the 1998 Champions
Leaguefinal, isthe favourite in the mediato take that
post.—MNA/Reuters

Gerrard's usual position went to cen-
tral defender Jamie Carragher, pushed
forward into a holding midfield role in
the evening's other experiment.

Rooney's hopes of going to the World
Cup hinge on a scan he will undergo on
his broken right foot on June 7. Under
FIFA rules, Eriksson can replace himin
thesquad up to 24 hoursbeforethe open-
ing game against Paraguay on June 10.

Gerrardwaspushedinto Rooney'srole
because of hisgoal sense, underlined by
his two strikes in Liverpool's FA Cup
final triumph over West Ham United
earlier this month.

It wasnot aninstant success. England
lacked penetration against well-organ-
ized opponents in a dour opening half
which only burst into life in the closing
minutes. Owen, short of match fitness
after along-term injury, missed a close-
range header from a superb cross from
theright by captain David Beckham.

Many young adults in US
lack health insurance

New York, 31 May — Americansin their 20s
are one of the largest segments of the population
lacking health insurance, and new research sug-
gests the problem is growing.

In 2004, nearly 14
million Americans be-
tween 19 and 29 years
old were uninsured, an
increase of 2.5 million
since 2000, according to
areport by the Common-
wealth Fund, a private
research foundation that
focuses on health and
social issues.

The findings, based
on data from government
and Commonwealth
Fund surveys, suggest

that the age of 19 or just
after graduation from
high school or college
are crucial turning points
in young Americans'
health coverage. At these
ages, private and public
health plans often cut off
