Lonpon, 15 June—The number of UStroopskilled in Irag has reached 2,500
with the death of a marine, the Pentagon has announced.

It did not identify the 2,500th casualty, in line with US policy not to release
details until 24 hours after the family has been informed.

A Pentagon statement said 1,972 of those who died were killed in action.

The campaign group Irag Body Count estimates that the number of civilians
killed since the outset of the conflict ranges between 38,355 and 42,747.

Elephantsdrive hundreds of
Bangladeshis onto hoats

RanGamATI, 15 June—Hundreds of villagers have
taken refuge on boatsin Bangladesh after their homes
weredestroyed by aherd of rampaging el ephants, local
officials said on Wednesday.

The elephants repeatedly raided their village at
Barkal on the fringe of a forest in southeastern
Bangladesh’'s Chittagong Hill Tracts, pulling down
houses and plundering crops.

Attempts to scare the beasts away by setting fires,
blowing trumpets and setting off crackers failed.

“They come back almost every night and romp
through human habitation, forcing many to flee,” one
forest officia said. Terrified, some 300 villagers —
including children — took refuge on boats in the
sprawling Rangamati Lake, coming ashore only in
daylight hours for food and other provisions.

“These people are farmers and loggers. Now they
have no work or money,” one Barka officia told

GuwaHaTi (India), 15 June — Nearly half amillion peoplehavebeen mar ooned
by floodingin Bangladesh thisweek, whilein neighbouring northeast Indiaat least
10 people have been killed by overflowing rivers, landdidesand lightning.

OfficialsontheIndian
side said on Wednesday
that thousands of people
in the state of Assam had
moved to higher ground
asrivers, swollenby heavy
monsoonrains, burst their
banksandinundated more
than 50 villages.

"We have asked flood
control officials to
strengthen embankments
to prevent breaches and
areconstantly monitoring

thesituation," said Assam
Chief Secretary SKabilan.

Police said deaths had
beenreported over thepast
two days from western
Assam and the
neighbouring state of
Tripura.

In  Bangladesh,
officials said torrents had

WasHinGTON, 15 June — Eighty-oneper cent of
China'spopulation is satisfied with the way things
are going in their country, an increase of nine
per centage pointsfrom last year, a new poll about
global attitudes and views released on Tuesday
showed.

Theannual survey, conducted by the Pew Research
Center in 15 countries in April and May this year,
found most samplesof citizensfromdifferent countries
surveyed were dissatisfied with their national
conditions.

In the United States, for example, only 29 per cent
of those surveyed said they were satisfied with theway
things were going in their country, down from 39 per
cent last year and 50 per cent in 2003.

InBritain, thelevel of national satisfactionfell from
last year's44 per cent tojust 35 per cent thisyear, while
inFrance, only 20 per cent said they weresatisfiedwith
their national conditions, down from 28 per cent in
2005.

Publicdiscontent waseven higherinNigeria, where
only 7 per cent of Nigerians had apositive view of the
state of their nation.

Inthe 15 countrieswherethesurvey wasconducted,
apart from China, theonly countriesto show amajority
expressing satisfaction with their national conditions
were in Egypt (55 per cent), Jordan (53 per cent) and
Spain (50 per cent). besides China.

The poll of some 17,000 people in 15 countries,
including China, Egypt, France, Germany, Britain,
India, Indonesia, Japan, Jordan, Nigeria, Pakistan,
Russia, Spain, Turkey and the United States, had a
margin of error ranging from two to six percentage
points. — MNA/Xinhua

The force was
reduced to 2,900 in
September 2005 and a
further 300 troops were
pulled out in January this
year.

who narrowly beat Silvio
Berlusconi in the April
general election, has
recently condemned the
Iragwar asa” graveerror”
which created “new
pretexts for terrorist
actions’. His centre-left
government pledged to
bring all troops home by
autumn thisyear.

SINGAPORE, 15 June — Singapor € spopulation isgrowing older with residents aged 65 yearsand above
accountingfor 8.4per cent of thepopulationin 2005, up from 7.3 per centin 2000, accor dingtothelatest results
of General Household Survey.

Released by the
Singapore Department of
Statistics (SDS) Wed
3nesday, the survey results

showed that the ratio of

residentsaged 65yearsand
above to those aged 15 to
64yearswas12per hundred
in 2005, as compared with
10 per hundred five years
ago.
The survey aso found

that more Singaporeans
chosetodelay marriageand
family formationwhilethe
averagenumber of children
born per ever-married
resident female dropped
dightly from2.5in2000to
2.4 in 2005. Singapore's
resident labour force saw
an annual expansion of 2
per cent from year 2000 to

Scientists who com-
pared the food
preferences of identical
and fraternal twinsfound
that some tastes are
inheritedwhileothersare
acquired. “ Thisisthefirst
study to include
significant numbers of
proteinfoodsandthefirst
to show a high
heritability for these,”
said Professor Jane
Wardle of the charity
Cancer Research Britain.

Mothers of 103 pairs
of four and five-year-old
identical twins and 111
pairs of non-identical
twins were given lists of
77 foods in different
categoriesand told to rate
how much their children
likedthem. Identica twins
share all the same genes
whilefraterna twinsshare

only half, so comparing
their food preferences
highlightswhichtastesare
inherited and which are
influenced by environ-
mental factors.

The scientists deter-
mined the heritability by
looking a how similar
theidentical and fraternal
twins' liking for foods
were.

The World Cup is typicaly the most-watched
event in the world, with an audience of more than 5
billion expected over the month-long tournament this
time.

While time zones are not an important factor
affecting TV audiencesthisyear, thebroadcastersthat
acquired the rights have been.

SiNGAPORE, 16 June — Smoking at food outletsin
Singaporewill berestrictedto certain designated areas
from 1 July thisyear, Channel NewsAsiareport saidon
Thursday.

The new rules stipulate that a food outlet can
designate 10 per cent of its sheltered seating capacity
and 20 per cent of itsopen-air seating spaceassmoking
corners.

While non-smokers welcome the implementation
of such restrictions, food outlet owners expect adrop
of up to 30 per cent in their businesses at the initial
stage. They fear that there may not be enough spaceto
accommodate their customers as most of them are
retirees and smokers who usually hang out for along
time.

There is aso concern that the move can hardly
prevent second-hand smoke from blowing around to
affect non-smokers, which is one of the main reasons
for the action, said the report.

There are more than 7,000 food outlets including
cafes, coffee shops and hawker centres throughout
Singapore. About 2,000 of them have already marked
smoking areas and another 200 have chosen to be
smoke-free. Smokers who violate the rules will be
fined 200 Singapore dollars (about 126 US dollars)
whilefood outlet managerswill befined 200 Singapore
dollarsforfirst-timeoffenceand 500 Singaporedollars
(about 314 US dollars) for subsequent offences.

Singapore has banned smoking at bus sheltersand
interchanges, publicpoolsandtoilets, community clubs
and open-air stadiums since October |ast year, and the
ban will be extended to entertainment outlets such as
pubs, clubs and karaoke lounges in July next year.

For
them, cancer risk climbed in tandem
with recent body mass index (BMI), a
measure of weight in relation to height.

Among childless women, those who

were obesein recent yearshad 2.5 times
therisk of ovarian cancer compared with
the thinnest women. The same pattern
emerged when the researchers|ooked at
the women’s weight gain since age 18.

Dr Julia Greer and her colleagues at
the University of Pittsburgh Medica
Centre report the findings in the journal
Cancer.

A number of studies have looked at
the relationship between body weight
and ovarian cancer risk, with conflicting
results.

Acupuncture reduces symptoms of
severe musculoskeletal disease

Los AnceLEs, 15 June — The traditional Chinese acupuncture could reduce the symptoms of a
musculoskeletal disease that disables many people, a study released on Tuesday said.

The disease, called
fibromyalgia, is chara-
cterized by chronic,
widespread  muscu-
loskeletal pain and
symptomssuchasfatigue,
joint stiffness and sleep
disturbance. No cure is
known and available
treatments are only
partialy effective.

But according to a
research team led by Dr
David Martin, an
anesthesiologist at the
Mayo Clinic, fibrom-
yalgia patients who
received acupuncture
reported improvement in
fatigue and anxiety,
among other symptoms.

Acupuncture was also
well tolerated with
minimal side effects, the
researcherssaidintheJune
issue of the Mayo Clinic
Proceedings. This work

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100 dead in
suspected Congo
plague outbreak

GENEVA, 16 June —
One hundred people are
reporteddeadinasuspected
outbreak of pneumonic
plague in the east of the
Democratic Republic of
Congo, the World Hedlth
Organization (WHO) said
on Wednesday.

It said 19 of the deaths
were around the northeast
Ituri District, which is
known to be the most ac-
tive area of human plague
in the world with 1,000
cases each year.

Somecasesof bubonic
plague had aso been re-
ported, theUnited Nations
health agency added, but
there were no figures.

A team of specidists
from the WHO, the
Medecins sans Frontiers
(DoctorsWithout Borders)
relief agency and the Con-
golese Ministry of Hedlth
were in the area to assess
the situation, it added.
