A deadly week for US forces in Iraq
WASHINGTON, 24 June—A look at 16 deaths of American troops reported by

the US military in the past week in Iraq:
• Tuesday: The US military recovers the brutalized bodies of two missing

soldiers not far from where they were kidnapped four days earlier in the volatile
Sunni triangle south of Baghdad. Four Marines are killed in separate attacks in
Anbar province west of the capital.

• Wednesday: A soldier dies south of the capital, and another Marine is killed
in Anbar Province.

• Thursday: A Marine is killed in Anbar Province and a soldier dies elsewhere
in a non-combat incident.

• Friday: Three soldiers of the Multi-National Division in Baghdad are killed
by roadside bombs in separate attacks. Another soldier from the same division
dies in a non-combat incident.

UN Rights boss slams abuses in war on terrorism
GENEVA, 24 June —  UN High Commissioner for Human  Rights Louise Arbour, taking aim at the

US-led war on  terrorism, reminded all states on Friday of their duty to ban  torture and give all security
detainees a fair trial.

 In a speech to the
United Nations Human
Rights Council,  Arbour
also voiced concern at the
alleged existence of secret
detention centres, saying
they facilitate abusive
treatment.

 Her remarks —
clearly aimed at the
United States and its
allies in their “war on
terror” launched after
the11 September  attacks
that killed nearly 3,000
people in 2001 — drew a
quick reply from the US
observer delegation.

 "It is vital that at all
times governments
anchor in law their

response to terrorism,”
Arbour told the 47-
member state body ahead
of the UN’s International
Day in Support of Victims
of Torture, being observed
next Monday.

 International human
rights and humanitarian
law imposed a series of

constraints on all states
“with no exception”, said
Arbour, a lawyer who
formerly served as UN
war crimes prosecutor and
a Canadian Supreme
Court judge.

 “These include the
absolute ban on torture
and the right to a fair trial,”

she said.
 The United States is

holding some 460 security
detainees at Guantanamo
Bay in Cuba on suspicion
of belonging to al-Qaeda
or the Taleban. Most have
been held for years
without charges.

“She’s hanging in
there,” said Lisa Birkle,
assistant wildlife director
at the Wetlands and
Wildlife Care Center in
Huntington Beach.

Though toxicology
tests take several weeks,
the odd bird behaviour
was likely the result of
poisoning from domoic
acid, which has been found
in the ocean in the area,
Birkle said.

Pelicans have excellent
eyesight and are unlikely
to fly into cars when sober,

Birkle said.
The center has received

16 calls of strange bird
behaviour in the past
week, and was holding
three other birds found
disoriented and wandering
through yards and streets.

Zarqawi, a Sunni
militant, was killed in the US air raid on 7 June.

the German Embassy in
Skopje in January 2004.

 But until recently there
was no evidence that
German intelligence
authorities were involved
in or had inside knowledge

of the affair, said Martin
Hofmann, one of the state
prosecutors examining the
case.  Recent develop-
ments could “shed a new
light on the situation”, he

Getty Museum agrees to return contested items
ROME, 25 June—The J

Paul Getty Museum says it
has reached a tentative
agreement with the Italian
culture ministry to return an
unspecified number of
contested objects to Italy.

“The Italian Govern-
ment will receive from the
Getty a number of very
significant objects, including
several masterpieces,” a
statement from the museum
said. “In return, as a sign of
fruitful dialogue and
collaboration among the
parties, Italy will provide
loans of objects of
comparable visual beauty
and historical importance.”

The Californian
museum’s directors have
since Monday been involved
in negotiations with Italian

cultural officials over the
return of objects allegedly
stolen from Italy.

The museum has not
said how many objects will
be returned, but the Los
Angeles Times reported on
Tuesday up to 21 objects
were listed, including a
marble statue of two
mythical griffins, a 2,600-
year-old cup and a statue of
Apollo.

The institution says its
“tentative agreement” with
Italy is aimed at far more

than the return of art works.
The statement said “the

parties expect to conclude a
final agreement, which will
include mutual collabora-
tion, research and the
exchange of important
antiquities, in the early
summer.” The Getty
Museum, the only US art
museum dedicated to the art
and culture of ancient Italy
and Greece, declared in
September it did not
knowingly purchase any
stolen items.—Internet

Hepatitis E infects thousands
annually in Kathmandu

KATHMANDU, 24 June—  The Hepatitis E, also
identified by the name Jaundice, infects some 10,000
to 20,000 persons in the Nepali capital Kathmandu
Valley during summer and rainy season  every year, an
expert said here Saturday.

 “Majority of those infected by this disease comprise
youths  between the age group of 16 to 35 years,”
Santosh Man Shrestha,  president of Liver Foundation
of Nepal (LFN), a Non-Government  Organization,
said in a Press conference.

 The pregnant women were extremely vulnerable to
the Hepatitis E virus, which put both the mother and
unborn child’s lives in peril, Shrestha noted, adding,
“The women bearing child for the first  time are even
more susceptible to the disease.”

 About 2 per cent of the population in the valley
suffers from  some form of liver ailment throughout the
year and the disease is spread by the use of contaminated
water.

 “Water pipes supplying drinking water in the valley
are old,  leaky and remain empty for a long time,
leading to water  contamination,” Shrestha said.

 The improvement in the quality of drinking water
could largely  prevent liver infection, he added.

 Montenegro voted in a
21 May  referendum to end
an 88-year partnership with
Serbia, completing the
breakup of the former
Yugoslavia. Serbia in-
herited the UN seat left by
the union it formed with
Montenegro.

 The latest country to gain
membership in the United
Nations was East Timor,
which became the 191st
UN member in September
2002.— MNA/Xinhua

 BEIJING, 24 June— The
world's most populous
nation is building a

national network to
monitor and prevent
possibly harmful side-
effects of contraceptives.

 About 100 monitoring
stations are expected to
be operating across China
by 2010, Xinhua learned
at a national population
and family planning
science and technology
conference on Thursday.

 The government had
initiated monitoring and
evaluation research on
contraceptive medicines
and instruments over the
past five years in Anhui
and Sichuan provinces and
the two municipalities of
Shanghai and Chongqing.

 The pilot programme
is expected to see a
monitoring station in each
of 10 counties of 10
different provinces by
2007.

 Research had shown
that contraceptive medi-
cines possibly contributed
to cardiovascular diseases,
while some people using
hypodermic medication
reported headaches.

 Researchers would also
visit contraceptive users
through the family
planning network that
covers almost every village
in China to gather more
samples.—MNA/Xinhua

 Researchers say India

Wan Twenan, Wonnin, Onhe  Nayan Kyaing and Din
Nyan. Many more famous women are also described in
the pamphlet. These are all common knowledge and
they cannot be concealed by anyone.

But, did those famous leaders from Asia and
Myanmar famous leaders try with egoism to designate
their birthdays as an auspicious day representing the
mass of women? It was found that even the most
influential and powerful Myanmar women from the
period of feudalism didn't show such egocentric spirit.
Their ladies-in-waiting did not do any acts either to
flatter them to be famous. Even generous Shin Saw Pu
did not try to be remembered by posterity.  Only after
centuries had passed, Shin Saw Pu Road had to be
designated as a remembrance.

There is also a lop-sided statement found in the
propaganda pamphlet. It said that there are those who

are trying to play down and tarnish the sector of
women who dared to sacrifice for their country and
the people. In fact, those from NLD Women Work
Committee who wrote their one-sided  statements  in
the pamphlet should know facts that have already
gone down in the annals of history can no way be
discarded. It is sure that one who sticks to one's own
interest cannot be the one who has positive attitude.

The statement is also devoid of rejoicing  at the
success and prosperity of others. It  seems to promotes
an individual. In fact, it holds no water.

At the end of the statement, there included a
poem, entitled, permanent flower, which says certain
person remains in the hearts of all. It continues to say
that the person is the rose as well as the garland of
jasmine that is fragrant forever.

The poem likens the person to a hawk, an eagle
and a kite. It also compares the person to ruby,
diamond and gems; it says that the person is the
future, the permanence, and the principal. It wishes
the freedom of all the political prisoners including
the person.

True, it is readable.
But please answer a question. Could the person

build the nation alone? Of course, without relying on
the external assistance. If the foreign assistance is to
be sought, they should compose a poem referring to
such nations which are confronted with hardships
and sufferings due to their reliance on foreign
assistance.

A review of the NLD statement will show that it
is totally devoid of the basic requirements of Myanmar
women.

The theme proclaimed by the United Nations
Office on Drugs and Crimes (UNODC) this year for
countries around the world to deal with the crisis of
drugs they all are being faced with is “Drugs are not
child’s play”.

The spirit of this message is never to try out
drugs as it can have disastrous consequences on the
interconnected web of individual’s education, health,
economic and social well being. It is not intended
only for young people but for people of all ages as
drugs, once addicted to it, can drag a person along
the stream of peril.

In his message to the International Day Against
Drug Abuse and Illicit Drug Trafficking in 2005, the
UN Secretary General highlighted that there are al-
most 200 million individuals who are abusing illicit
drugs. To try out modern drugs with fancy and inter-
esting names like CRACK, POP, JUNK, CRYSTAL,
METH and DISCO BISCUITS that has different ad-
dictive powers, is nothing but acquiring a fast ticket
to shorten our lives. That is the reason why he has
urged individuals to steadfastly refuse to be caught
in the vortex of drugs through the lessons learnt from
those who were dragged under.

All throughout different Governments era,
Myanmar has strived to combat the menace of illicit
drugs using its own resources. We have launched a
15-year narcotic drugs eradication program since

1999-2000 and the first five-year phase was a success.
The fact that there is an annual decline in both poppy
cultivated areas and in narcotic drugs production as
reported by the joint surveys on illicit crops cultiva-
tion undertaken between Myanmar and the United
States and Myanmar and UNODC is a particular proof
of our successes.

On the demand reduction side as well, various
working groups on drug dependency treatment, on re-
habilitation and on mass educational campaigns, con-
stituted under the Central Committtee for Drug Abuse
Control are implementing relevant programmes. With
an emphasis on youth-to be void of drugs — we are
organizing group discussions against the use of drugs
at schools together with teacher and Myanmar Anti
Narcotic Association complemented by delivering edu-
cational talks. As part of our strategy to eliminate il-
licit drug use, we have been encouraging students to
actively participate in literary , music, painting, car-
toon and poster competitions held on 26 June annu-
ally, the International Day Against Drug Abuse and
Illicit Drug Trafficking.

By the same token, 26 major drug dependency
treatment centers and 40 minor treatment units have
been established under the direct supervison of the
Department of Health. In those townships where such
centers or units cannot be established yet, respective
Township Health Departments are providing treatment
facilities. Those who completed treatment can take part
in the rehabilitation programmes provided at 6 States
and Divisional level rehabilitation camps managed by
the Department of Social Welfare. The Central Com-
mittee for Drug Abuse itself is running two youth re-
habilitation centers namely “Shwe Pyi Thar” and

“Shwe Pyi Aye” where both dependency treatment
and rehabilitation programmes are available. These
are part of our undertakings to eliminate illicit drug
use in Myanmar.

The survey conducted in 2003 at States and
Divisional levels indicate that there are a total of
68,230 durg addicts and compared with a total of
58,134 addicts resulting from surveys conducted in
January 2006, we find that number of drug addicts
decreased by more than ten thousand within this three
year period.

Through the joint enforcements measures of
the Tatmadaw, Myanmar Police Force and relevant
Government Departments, we managed to destroy
10249.85 acres of poppy during 2005—2006 culti-
vation season that is 409.54 acres more than 2004-
2005 season. This is due to the increased capabilities
of our enforcement teams as well as the enhanced
cooperation received from international organizations
and neighboring countries. This also contributed to-
wards taking legal actions against those who com-
mitted drug related crimes transnationally and are
being brought back to be tried here in Myanmar.

Iranian negotiator says US wants to topple govt
 LONDON, 24 June  —

Iran’s chief nuclear
negotiator said the United
States is intent on toppling
Teheran’s Government

whatever happens in talks
over its nuclear plans,
Britain’s Guardian
newspaper reported on
Friday.

 “The nuclear issue is
just a pretext. If it was not
the nuclear matter, they
would have come up with
something else,” the
Guardian quoted Ali
Larijani as saying. The
United States, which
suspects Iran is trying to
make highly enriched
uranium for nuclear
weapons, says it wants a
diplomatic solution but
has not ruled out military
action. Iran says it needs
atomic technology for
power generation.

 Larijani accused
Washington of relying on
force to achieve its aims
in the Middle East, and
said US policies in Iraq
and the Palestinian

territories had also
complicated efforts to
reach a deal over Iran’s
nuclear ambitions.

 “If they continue on the
same path, the price of oil
will skyrocket and it will
strengthen our resolve.
They want to set fire to the
region,” Larijani said.
“The American strategy
is to use force to secure
their interests.”

 The United States,
Russia, China, Britain,
France and Germany have
presented Iran with
proposed incentives,
including access to
advanced civilian nuclear
technology, aiming to
contain its nuclear
programme.

 Larijani described the
offer as a “sermon” and
rejected suspension of
uranium enrichment as a
precondition for negotia-

tions, the newspaper
said.

 He said Iran would
present extensive and
detailed counter-pro-
posals to the major
powers’ offer, which he
described as ambiguous
“from the beginning to the
end of the package”.

 President Mahmoud
Ahmadinejad said Iran
will respond to the
proposals by 22 August,
but Washington is pushing
for an earlier reply.
European Union foreign
policy chief Javier Solana
expects to meet Larijani
in the next week to explain
the proposal.

 Larijani denied Iran
was planning to block oil
exports through the Strait
of Hormuz, the conduit for
two fifths of all globally
traded oil.

 PANAMA CITY, 24 June  — Venezuelan President
Hugo Chavez, a left-winger at odds with
Washington, said on Friday he was willing to work
to better deteriorated ties with Mexico regardless
of who wins that country’s 2 July election.

US secretly collects overseas
banking data

 WASHINGTON, 24 June  — Under a secret Bush
Administration programne initiated weeks after the
11 September attacks, US counterterrorism officials have
gained access to financial records from a vast international
database, The New York Times reported on Friday. The
officials have also examined banking transactions involving
thousands of Americans and others in the United States.

 They are allowed to review records from the nerve
centre of the global banking industry, a Belgian cooperative
known as SWIFT that routes about 6 trillion US dollars
daily between banks, brokerages, stock exchanges and
other institutions, government and industrial officials were
quoted as saying.

 The records mostly involve wire transfers and other
methods of moving money overseas and into and out of the
United States. Most routine financial transactions confined
to the country are not in the database, the report said.

 The programme has played a hidden role in domestic
and foreign terrorism investigations since 2001 and helped
in the capture of the most wanted al-Qaeda figure in
southeast Asia, the officials said.

 The programme, run by the Central Intelligence Agency
and overseen by the Treasury Department, “has provided
us with a unique and powerful window into the operations
of terrorist networks and is, without doubt, a legal and
proper use of our authority”, Stuart Levey, an undersecretary
at the Treasury Department, told the newspaper.

EU disappointed by lack of progress on US visas
 BRUSSELS, 24  June  — The European Union expressed disappointment on

Friday at a lack of progress towards US visa waivers for new EU members and
complained of a lack of transparency in the criteria used by Washington.

 A self-styled re-
volutionary who calls
Cuba his closest ally,
Chavez clashed with
conservative Mexican
President Vicente Fox late
last year in a dispute over
US free-trade deals that
ended with the govern-
ments withdrawing their
ambassadors.

 “It all depends what
happens now with the new

government. We are
waiting. Whatever the new
government, we are
willing to work to better
diplomatic, trade, political
and economic ties,”
Chavez told reporters on a
brief visit to Panama.

 Mexican leftist
presidential candidate
Andres Manuel Lopez
Obrador has a small lead
over his conservative rival
going into the final days
of the campaign, two polls
showed on Friday.

 Lopez Obrador, a
former Mexico City
mayor who promises to
fight poverty and roll back
free-market reforms, had
36 per cent support.
Rightist candidate Felipe
Calderon trails with
34 per cent, the polls
said.

 A Lopez Obrador
victory would strengthen
a shift to the political
left across much of
Latin America in recent
years.

 Chavez, a former
soldier who has become a
magnet for anti-US
sentiment in Latin
America, has openly
supported left-leaning
presidential candidates in
Peru and Nicaragua. But
he has been more cautious
in his comments about
Lopez Obrador.

its population growth.

 The report blamed
illegal foetus gender
identification and non-
medical abortion for the
skewed figures, but it
urged the government not
to change “current
population policies”, the
paper said.

 HARARE, 24 June — Zimbabwe is expected to
produce more than 300,000 tons of cotton in 2006,
which would represent a  significant increase from
the 190,000 tons produced last year, a cotton expert
said on Thursday.

 Kenya to host global meeting
on health next week

 NAIROBI, 24  June — Researchers, academicians and
politicians are due to meet in Kenya next week to
address social   factors affecting health of the world’s
population, Kenyan Health   Ministry announced on
Thursday.

 The week-long Third
International Commis-
sion Meeting on Social
Determinants of Health,
which opens in Nairobi
on Monday next week,
will discuss causes of ill-
health, poverty, food
security, social exclusion,
inappropriate housing and
unsafe employment
conditions.

 “The commission aims
to lever policy change by

turning existing  public
health knowledge into
actionable global and
national policy agenda,”
said a statement from the
Ministry of Health.

 “The meeting will
compile evidence on
successful interventions
and formulate policies that
address key social
determinants, particularly
for low income countries,”
it said. —  MNA/Xinhua

 The expert attributed
the big jump in
production to good rains
as well as timely planting
and improved supply of
inputs. “The other
contributory factor is that
unlike other crops, the
cotton industry is the only
agricultural sector that
has not been affected by
the ongoing land reform
programme,” Obert Jiri,
a former  official of
Cottrade, said.

 He said cotton was
mainly produced by small-
holder farmers who are in
areas where there has not
been any resettlement. “The
farmers produce the seed and

land is also available for them
to produce cotton,” he said.

 The government of
Zimbabwe embarked on the
land reform programme in
2000 and the practice saw
some tobacco, citrus and
sugar cane farms being
acquired for resettlement of
Black people.

 Production of these crops
has significantly declined
due to, among other
factors, the disturbances
associated with the
acquisition process as well
as lack of skills and training
among new farmers. Cotton
is one of Zimbabwe’s major
foreign currency earners.

Iran to halt gasoline
imports, impose rationing

 TEHERAN,  24  June — Iran will halt gasoline
imports from 23 September. and start rationing
gasoline supplies to motorists because of budget
constraints, Iranian Oil Minister Kazem Vaziri-
Hamaneh said on Friday.

 But in a confusing
development, at least one
of the researchers asked that
the letter reporting the case

be  withdrawn from
publication in the New
England Journal of
Medicine. Editors of the
medical journal said they
were trying  to find out why.

 The letter was available
to journalists before its
withdrawal, and describes
the case of a 24-year-old
man who died from
pneumonia and respiratory
distress in November 2003.

 “Because the clinical
manifestations were
consistent with those of the
severe acute respiratory
syndrome (SARS) and
occurred when sporadic
cases of SARS were
described in southern
China, serum and lung
tissue from the patient, as

well as fluid  aspirated from
his chest, were examined
for SARS coronavirus,” the
researchers wrote. “All
tests were negative for
SARS.”

 The World Health
Organization said it was
asking China’s  Ministry
of Health for clarification.

 “This has been signed
by eight scientists from
very prestigious insti-
tutions. It certainly adds
weight to the inform-
ation,” said Roy Wadia,
WHO spokesman in
China.SARS first broke out
in China’s southern Guang-
dong Province in 2002 and
spread as far afield as
Canada before it was
brought under control in

2003. It killed close to 800
people  out of the 8,000
known to have been
infected.

 Ironically, experts at the
time assumed the then-
mysterious  illness making
people sick in China was
H5N1 avian influenza,
which broke out in Hong
Kong in 1997 and then
disappeared.

 Wadia said: “It re-
inforces what we have
known for a very long
time which is that the H5N1
virus has been in the
environment of this part of
the world for a while and
it’s therefore not surprising
that you would have these
sort of cases”.

a low shot on the turn from
eight metres, forced an
athletic low save from Jens
Lehmann.

 But the Germans, bu-
oyed by their two-goal
blitz, were in command
and this allowed Torsten
Frings and Michael
Ballack to dictate the pace
and shape of their game
from central midfield
where the Swedes were
mostly outnumbered.

 The opening goal was
made by Klose who won a
ball in the air, collected it
again and turned past two
defenders. His shot was
blocked, but Podolski fol-
lowed up and though
Lucic dived to try to head
clear the shot flew in.

 The second came when
Klose drew three defend-
ers with a diagonal run
and then played a reverse
pass across the area for
Podolski to fire in his third
goal of the tournament.

 Apart from the goals,
the German fans, heavily
outnumbering the Swedes
in a 66,000 sell-out crowd
at the Allianz Arena, en-
joyed a series of near-
misses by their team as
they basked in warm sun-
shine and the 32 degrees
Celsius heat.

Argentine defence time and again.

  With just three days
