Mobile phone emissions excite brain cortex
WASHINGTON, 27 June

—  Electromagnetic fields
from cellular and cordless
phone excite the user’s
brain cortex adjacent to
it, which may have
implications for patients
with some neurological
diseases, according to
Italian research released
on Monday.

More than 500 million
people in the world use
mobile phones that emit
electromagnetic fields
(EMFs), known as Global
System for Mobile

communications. Many
studies have looked at the
effects of EMFs on the
human body.

Italian researchers,
led by Dr Paolo Rossini of
Fatebenefratelli hospital
in Milan had 15 young
male volunteers exposed
to EMF signals from a
GSM 900 cell phone for
45 minutes and checked
the excitability of cells in
their brain cortex before,
during and after the phone
use.

Results showed that
in 12 of the 15 volunteers,
an excitability change
occurred in the cells of the
motor cortex adjacent to
the phone, and these cells

returned to normal con-
dition within an hour after
the exposure. The re-
searchers reported their
findings in the latest issue
of Annals of Neurology
published on Monday.

The cortex is the
outside layer of the brain
and the motor cortex is an
area of the brain where
movement is controlled.

The researchers said
it would be premature to
conclude that cell phone
use is bad for the brain in
any way, but it may affect
people with neurological
conditions such as
epilepsy, which is linked
with brain cell excitability.

Bolivia to sue ex-Enron execs for fraud
 LA PAZ (Bolivia), 26 June—Bolivia's Government

said on Friday it would sue former executives of US
energy company Enron as well as ex-government
officials for fraud in relation to a natural gas pipeline
to Brazil built in the 1990s.

Among the approximately 40 people to be included
in the charges are former President Gonzalo Sanchez
de Lozada and several US citizens, Energy Minister
Andres Soliz told a news conference in La Paz.

“The country has suffered one of the biggest frauds
in its history,” said Soliz, a key figure in the leftist
government’s 1 May energy nationalization.

Soliz said the state would seek to recover profits
made by Enron and its subsidiaries in Bolivia, accusing
the bankrupt US company of having paid bribes and
illegally made profits from the natural gas pipeline.

Soliz alleged that Enron used irregular means to

make itself the owner of a 40-per cent stake in the main
Bolivia-Brazil pipeline, which allowed it to charge for
transport costs even though it never invested in the
project.

He said Enron, which first arrived in Bolivia in
1994, carried out business deals in the country on the
basis of a contract signed in Miami under US law but
invalid in Bolivia. Sanchez de Lo zada kept the dealings
under wraps, Soliz said.

It is the latest in a string of accusations made by the
government of President Evo Morales against Sanchez
de Lozada, who has lived in the United States since his
government collapsed amid bloody protests in 2003.

Pervasive follows Apple out of India

Unless a company is doing
work that is highly skilled or highly differentiated in
India, it needs to have at least a 1000-person operation
in India as the fixed costs for such an operation are

WASHINGTON, 25 June— Americans have a third fewer
close friends than just two decades ago, a sign that
people may be living lonelier, more isolated lives than in
the past, the USA Today newspaper reported Friday.

The newspaper, citing a study in the American
Sociological Review, said the average American in
1985 had three people in whom they could confide
matters that were important to them, but in 2004, that
number dropped to two, and one in four had no close
confidants at all.

“You usually don’t see that kind of big social change
in a couple of decades,” study coauthor Lynn Smith-
Lovin, professor of sociology at Duke University in
Durham, North Carolina, was quoted  as saying.

Close relationships are a safety net, she said. “Whether
it’s picking up a child or finding someone to help you out
of the city in a hurricane, these are people we depend
on,” she added. The study found that fewer contacts are
from clubs and neighbours, and that people are relying
more on family. The percentage of people who confide
only in family members increased from 57 per cent to 80
per cent, and the number who depend totally on a spouse
was up from 5 per cent to 9 per cent, the study found. If
people face trouble in that relationship or if a spouse falls
sick, that means these people have no one else to turn to
for help, Smith-Lovin said.—  MNA/Xinhua

MOSCOW, 25 June —  Russia will deliver more
stationary and mobile missile complexes Topol-M to
the Strategic Missile Troops, Deputy Defence Minister
Alexei Moskovsky said on Saturday.

“The Topol-M complex is continuously included in
the state order. Six or seven such complexes are
ordered every year. The state programme provides for
the increase of the number of Topol-M complexes, to
be delivered to the Strategic Missile Troops,”

“The development of the strategic nuclear troops is
the priority task of the state armament programme. All
that is connected with the strategic deterrence force is
planned practically without deficit in the armament
programme,” he said.

As to the development of heavy liquid-fuel
intercontinental missiles with multiple warheads,
Moskovsky said, “All that enhances the efficiency of
the strategic troops is being designed and will continue
to be designed.”

“Quality, and not quantity characteristics are
important for the maintenance of strategic parity ...
We should plan effective steps and take asymmetrical
measures, in order to ward off the threats that may
emerge in the future,” he added.

Every student has a bright future. He can become
an intellectual, a technocrat, a scientist or an academic.
Today’s youths who are being brought up within the
environment of knowledge, wisdom and patriotism will
serve the nation in the future. They are in the embrace of
the government, parents and teachers nurturing and
developing them.

All anti-colonialist struggles of patriotic
nationalities, the organizations including YMBA that
led the independence struggle, workers strike, peasants
uprising and students activities were pure national politics
to drive out the alien occupiers for independence.

As all those struggles were free from political,
ideological, factional and power extremes, they were
pure national political endeavours serving the interest of
the nation and the people. However, various isms from
the right and the left were spreading among Myanmar
youths when the nation was about to regain independence.
Everyone saw only their party and ideology as correct.
They wanted to grab power just for the prevalence of
their own ism. Power struggles became fierce without
taking into consideration the interest of the public.

The people had to suffer from the internal strife
because of the extreme passion for power, self-interest
and ideology. People had to run for their lives and lots of
public property and lives were lost, due to the armed
insurgency. People were living in fear in black areas
where insurgents ruled and brown areas where the rule
of law could not be ensured totally. The armed insurgency
lasted for a long time that only in about 1990 did armed
groups return to the legal fold one after another making
the Union a peaceful and secure place for the first time
after internal strife began to break out in 1948. The neo-
colonialists tried to bar the remaining insurgents from
returning to the legal fold.

In addition, the neo-colonialists are branding
those who wish to incite unrest and terrorism and break
away from the Union as democracy activists and
providing a large amount of dollars for them in
implementing the schemes to help the persons who run
away from the nation, and cause unrest and terrorism in
the nation under the guise of democracy.

The prospects of a dark age loomed large in the
nation because of sectorial and political divides and
insurgency. Aboveground unrests broke out one after
another. Leftists and rightists were creating commotion
in turn and sometimes they both joined hands temporarily
to cause an unrest to attack the government. Opportunists
who joined the unrest burnt down cars and destroyed
traffic lights and looted shops.

The split in ideologies, isms and groups led to
struggles for area domination and public organization
and power. In this way youths were divided by factions
such as the Red Socialists, the Red Flag, the Burma
Communist Party, the AFPFL (Clean), the Pa-hta-sa
and the AFPFL (Stable). Because of their sectorial
differences they became rovals. There were struggles
for power and leadership within the student organizations
including Ba-ka-tha, Ta-ka-tha, Ya-ka-tha and Ma-ka-
tha. The ruling group tried to manipulate the entire
students through the Students Union.

When the Revolutionary Council Government
assumed the State duties in 1962, the Ba-ka-tha
headquarters supported it. U Thein Pe Myint tried to set
up a student body to organize all the students. A student
organization “DSO” were trying to oppose the
government as much as it could according to the policy
of the AFPFL (Stable). Leaders of Tat-Oo student
group, who were underground elements (UGs) of the
BCP, were trying to erupt commotions in the nation.

During the pre-independence times, the history

of Myanmar youths were bright with struggles to oppose
the colonialists and regain independence they launched
with pure patriotism, nationalistic fervour and national
outlook.

Youths were clean in their childhood days. When
they were overwhelmed by any kind of colour, the colour
is hard to be brushed away.

Youths became addicted to politics dangerously in
a way they were addicted to drugs and love because of
their surroundings, clever tricks of politicians, little
political knowledge, or personality cult. Not only love
but also drugs, politics and gambling could make a person
blind.

Youths can be influenced by one of the above-
mentioned reasons. Some organized and used youths
by flattering them that youths could not be
underestimated as they knew more about politics
than any other person. Even the so-called ghosts of the
politics have to change political ideologies time and
again, because what they thought correct first, proved
to be wrong later. According to the words of advice of
Shin Maha Ratthasara, youths should accept an
ideology only after studying it thoroughly and
consulting about it with the learned persons. If youths
accepted an ideology without any due consideration,
they would fall prey to the political predators.

If we study any commotion and unrest during the
disturbances, we can see the trend more clearly. All the
unrest occurred during the post-independence era had the
hand of leftists or rightists or both. The ones who wanted
to see an unrest were the neo-colonialists, national traitors
who covetted power and extremist insurgents.

When the BCP (north east command) fell, the
Tatmadaw got a video documenting the BCP activities
during the 1988 unrest, and the report submitted by UG
incharge Yebaw Tun (a) Bo Kyin Maung to BCP chairman
Ba Thein Tin. The government showed it to all the school
teachers and on the TV. The footage shows Bo Kyin
Maung sending Yebaw Kyaw Mya to create disturbances,
and the daily communication links between the two.

At the special press conference held on 5 August
1989, the State Law and Order Restoration Council
explained with concrete evidences of the penetration of
BCP UGs in many political parties to cause unrest and to
grab power. The clarification was compiled into a book
later. The book was published again and again that it
became the highest circulation record holder of the nation.

On the page six of the book reads, “It was in
January 1988 that BCP UG leader Tin Aung met with Dr
Zaw Min, and Htay Thein, tutor of Myanmarsar
Department, Yangon University. The meeting decided to
revitalize the spirit of the student union, publication of
announcement for setting up the student union, and to
spread a student unrest if occurred like the one that caused
by demonitization of currency notes.”

On the pages seven and eight are as follows:
“The unrest broke out unexpectedly resulting from

the death of Phone Maw on 13 March 1988. It was a
correct moment and good opportunity the UG leaders
were waiting for. The UG leaders made a decision to
order their cells to make activities in many places as they
wished to make use of the incident without fail and spread
the results of the incident to Yangon University and other
schools, without limiting Yangon Institute of Technology
as the single base for all activities. The main characters in
the movements were tutor U Htay Thein of Myanmarsar
Department, Yangon University, demonstrator U Thiha
Latt of Textile Engineering Department, YIT, Engineer
U Tin Myint, Doctor Zaw Min who lived in the compound
of Agriculture Research Centre in front of the YIT, and
YU students Nyo Tun (Ba-ka-tha) and Khin Maung Yin

(a) Tin Aye (Ba-ka-tha).”
They made contacts with Moe Thee Zun, Min Ko

Naing, Thet Tun (Lubaungthit) and Dr Zaw Min to
incite the unrest.”

“Through coordination, Tin Aung and Dr Zaw
Min on 26 Agust 1988 published and distributed the
propaganda pamphlet under the name of the All Burma
Students Union, that featured a call for formation of a
general strike committee and an interim government.

“On 28 August 1988, the All Burma Students
Union was formed on the lawns of Yangon University
with Min Ko Naing as chairman, Ko Ko Gyi as vice-
chairman, Moe Thee Zun as secretary and BCP UGs
Zaw Tun, brother of Dr Zaw Tun, Nyo Tun and Tin Aye
as members.

“On the stage on the lawns of Yangon University,
Min Ko Naing and party used political (leftist) words
and expressed abusive language a lot levelling at the
government. So, some simple students cried out, “Talk
about just students affairs and stop talking about
political affairs”. Then, a group of BCP UGs took these
students to the back of the University Library and
fisted them”.

With the assistance of embassies rightist countries,
U Ye Tun, son-in-law of former chancellor Dr Ba Maw
and husband of Daw Ohnmar Maw and brother-in-law
of expatriate Zali Maw played an active role in the
attempts to incite the 1988 unrest. The clarifications
made at the special press conference held on 9 September
1989 were printed into a book namely “Affairs of
traitors in Myanmar and those in exile encouraging own
enemies”. It carries conspiracies plotted by Ye Tun and
embassies in collusion with renegades, aboveground
axe-handles with the relying-on-west policy, to surrender
the motherland to the colonialists.

Since December 1989, Ye Tun had plotted a scheme
to rise against the government after forming groups of
UGs. He had expatriate Zali Maw and Tin Myint Oo raise
funds by collecting cash assistance from international
organizations to provide cash assistance for the groups of
students he had organized. Among the students exploited
by Ye Tun were Min Zeya and Zaw Myo Aung. Bertil
Lintner who was writing articles to tarnish the image of
Myanmar, asked Ye Tun for help to meet students’ leader
Min Ko Naing. Officials from certain foreign embassies
met and incited leaders of students.

In the daily paper “Our Cause” dated 8 August
1988, it was stated that MP of the US Senate Stephen
Solarz arrived at Yangon on 4 August to launch
instigation to worsen the unrest of Myanmar into a civil
war. At 8.15 am on 4 August, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi
and three members arrived at the residence of the
American ambassador and held discussions with Mr
Solarz at the breakfast. At about 9 am the same day,
leader of the students union Min Ko Naing and a
companion arrived and held a private meeting with
Solarz, who then met with President Dr Maung Maung,
U Tin Oo, U Aung Gyi and U Nu.

It was the persons claiming themselves as leaders
of democracy movements who exploited the students in
the unrest but, after the 18th of September 1988 when
the Tatmadaw assumed State responsibilities, they
pushed the youths to the border lines and entrusted them
to the insurgents so that the artless youths changed
themselves into expatriates. Respective parents deeply
felt inconsolable when they learnt about a news story
that more than 80 girl students were arrested at a brothel
in the neighbouring country featured in the Nation and
the Bangkok Post newspapers. There, girl and boy
students came to a dead end. Only some students who
would be useful to the colonial schemes were brought to
Western countries and helped become dollar-earning
national traitors.

Therefore, the government had to open 27
reception camps and in October 1988 it invited the
students on the wrong path for the reunion with their
parents. Old expatriates and KNU insurgents resorted to
a wide range of means to prevent the students from
returning to the legal fold. Up to 7 March 1991, 3,859

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Personal data of US
sailors found

on website

Tsunami workers shocked
by state of New Orleans

US hit by high number of fires

WASHINGTON, 26
June— US Navy officials
discovered this week that
personal information on
nearly 28,000 sailors and
family members appeared
on a website, fuelling more
concerns about the
security of sensitive
information belonging to
federal employees, The
Washington Post reported
Saturday.

 Five spreadsheet files
of data, including names,
birth dates and Social
Security numbers of
sailors and their relatives,
were found exposed on a
website Thursday night
during routine internal
sweeps of the Internet
for sensitive materials,
Lieutenant Justin Cole, a
spokesman for the chief
of naval personnel, was
quoted as saying.

 The material was
removed from the website
within two hours and there
was no indication it was
being used for illegal
purposes, he said.

 The potential security
breach is one of several
losses of important
personal data reported in
Washington in recent
weeks, part of an unusual

string of thefts and Internet
hacks that have com-
promised information
belonging to millions of
federal workers.

 Five other agencies,
including the Agriculture
Department and the
Energy Department, and
the DC government have
reported similar problems
since the beginning of
May.

The largest breach
occurred on May 9, when
a Department of Veteran
Affairs laptop computer
and external hard drive
were stolen from an
employee’s home, a theft
that officials said included
personal information on
up to 26.5 million retirees
and active-duty personnel.
There was no indication
the thief was targeting the
information, the report
said.

In the Navy case,
officials are unsure how
the information ended up
on an insecure website,
and the Naval Criminal
Investigative Service is
looking into whether the
person who posted it was
supposed to have access
to the data, the report said.

LOS ANGELES, 26 June
— An unusually high
number of fires have been
reported in the US,
particularly in its Southwest
area, burning large areas of
land, a research report said
on Sunday.

Nationwide as of
Saturday, officials have
reported 54,686 fires,
charring more than 3.2

million acres of land, the
National Interagency Fire
Centre said in a report
available here on Sunday.

A series of fast-
moving grass fires that
roared through Oklahoma
and north Texas this spring
accounted for nearly a
third of the acres charred
so far, earlier reports said.

The figures “are the

highest in at least a decade
for the same period”, said
the report. The 10-year
average for this date is
39,240 fires burning about
1 million acres.

The unusually high
number of fires suggested
that a season of “historic
severity” in forest fire has
come, forestry experts
said.—  MNA/Xinhua

NEW ORLEANS, 26
June— Asian tsunami
relief workers touring
New Orleans were
shocked on Saturday by
the devastation and slow
pace of recovery nearly
10 months after Hurricane
Katrina struck.

The relief workers
were in New Orleans to
share information about
recovering from natural
disasters.

“It looked a lot like
Aceh six months after the
tsunami,” said Tom Kerr,
the publications director
of the Thailand-based
Asian Coalition for
Housing Rights.

The tsunami, which
hit near the Aceh region
of Indonesia in Decem-
ber 2004, killed nearly

230,000 in the region and
left more than 43,000
missing. More than 1,500
in Louisiana died after
Katrina hit on 29 August,
2005.

Katrina flooded 80 per
cent of New Orleans and
only about half of the city’s
residents have returned. In
the Lower Ninth Ward that
the relief workers tour-
ed, many houses were
smashed or knocked off
foundations and few have
been repaired.

Somsook Boon-
yaban-cha, director of the
Community Organiza-
tions Development
Institute in Thailand, said
she was shocked at the
lack of progress in New
Orleans.

NEW YORK, 26 June —
The top US commander
in Iraq has drafted a plan
that projects steep
reductions in the US
military presence there
by the end of 2007, The
New York Times reported
on Saturday.

Citing US officials
with knowledge of a clas-
sified Pentagon briefing
this week by General
George Casey, the Times
said the first cuts would

US drafts plan for steep
troop cuts in Iraq

come in September, and
the number of US combat
brigades in Iraq is then
projected to fall to five or
six from the current level
of 14 by the end of next
year.

The withdrawals are
greater than many experts
and analysts had expected,
the Times said on its
website in a story to be
published in its Sunday
edition. The officials
spoke of the Pentagon
briefing on condition of
anonymity, and some
described the plan as more
of a forecast than a hard
timeline.

According to the
newspaper, the plan
envisions the first
reductions coming in
September, ahead of
November’s US midterm
elections, with two of the
14 combat brigades there
being rotated out of Iraq
without being replaced.
Such brigades generally
have about 3,500 troops
each, the Times said.

A 127,000-strong
American force is serving
in Iraq more than three
years into a war in which
about 2,500 US troops

have died.
The number of bases

in Iraq would also decline
as US forces consolidated,
the Times said. By the end
of the year, the number of
bases would shrink to 57
from the current 69, and
by June 2007 there would
be 30 bases. By the end of
that year, there would be
11, with the United States
having three principal
regional military com-
mands: in Baghdad and
the surrounding area, in
Anbar Province and the
west and in northern Iraq.

The withdrawals would
depend on continued
progress among Iraqi
security forces and a drop
in Sunni Arab hostility
toward the new Iraqi
Government, and assume
that the insurgency will not
expand beyond Iraq’s six
central provinces, the
Times said.

Casey last year forecast
a “fairly substantial” re-
duction in US troops this
spring and summer if
Iraq’s political process
goes well and progress is
made in training Iraqi
security forces.

Arab officials ask for more
Chinese TV programmes

BEIJING, 26 June —  Senior officials from Arab
states have called for more Chinese programmes to be
shown on Arab televisions, complaining the dominant
diet of Western viewing is obsessed with violence.

The Chinese culture was under-represented and
books on China were rare in Arab bookstores and
libraries, said Mohammed Khair Alwadi, Syrian
ambassador in China, at a high-level China-Arab forum
in Beijing.

Jordanian Minister of Culture Adel Tweisi said the
media played  a critical role in cultural exchanges
between China and Arab countries. Films, tourism,
literature and philosophy could help promote contact.
Arabs had few opportunities to see programmes about
the Chinese culture, history and development, or even
to learn about China’s special status in international
trade, Adel Tweisi said. However, Western
programmes, mostly about violence and crime, rather
than those reflecting society and humanity, had
occupied Arab screens.—MNA/Xinhua MNA/Xinhua

LONDON, 26 June –
About 5,000 elderly
British patients die each
year because they are
denied intensive care
treatment by the National

Health Service after
surgery, said the Sunday
Telegraph newspaper.

A six-year survey of 4
million operations found
that 85 per cent  of the

most vulnerable patients
do not get the intensive
care that  could save their
lives or prevent serious
complications, said the
report. It is estimated that
up to 5,000 frail and
elderly patients die  each
year because they are not
put in intensive care beds
for monitoring after their
operations.

The study also claims
that 25,000 more suffer
life-threatening compli-
cations because of failure
in care. A medical con-
sultant referred to the
phenomenon as “a major
public health problem.”

The study confirmed
the existence of a large
population of high-risk
general surgical patients,
accounting for around 13
per cent of surgical
procedures but more than
80 per cent of deaths.

Iranian President dismisses Western pressure on
nuclear standoff

 TEHERAN, 27 June — Iranian President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad on Monday rejected growing
Western pressure to give a speedy response to a new proposal on Iranian nuclear issue, the state television
reported.

President said that Iran
would formally respond
in mid-August to the pack-
age aimed at solving the
nuclear dispute.

 However, Western
leaders said Iran would
not need such a long time
to respond to the “reason-

able deal”, urging the
country to accept the pro-
posal in a few weeks or
face international sanc-
tions.

 Iranian Foreign Min-
istry spokesman Hamid
Reza Asefi called on Sun-

students returned home. Destructive elements were
inciting unrest, and when arrangements were thus
made to take actions, the participants fled to for-
eign countries. In this way, expatriates accumulated
at Western broadcasting stations.

Internal and external destructive elements
who were anxious to willfully hinder peace and
stability and cumulative development of the Union
of Myanmar incited youth students vulnerable to
politics to participate in contests. When the strong-
est national force that protects and safeguards the
nation and the people clamped down on the unrest,
wicked politicians pushed active youth students to
the camps of the insurgents at the border. They also
exploited some students remaining in the country
to destabilize the nation.

When the unrest was brought to an end in
1988, leaders of democracy campaigns living in
their homes kept on pushing youths to the border.
Among the youths, leaders of the students union
Moe Thizun and Aung Din were pushed abroad.
Then, the two were put into the pocket of Western
powers. Min Ko Naing became the one responsible
for inciting demonstrations in the nation. The BCP
UGs would be the ones who knew best why they
were in search of greener pasture after believing
the Western democracy or if they were Trojan horses
that associated with rightist groups taking advan-
tage of the situation, with the intention of creating
leftist domination one day.

Min Ko Naing was put behind bars due to
his violation of laws. Later, the government set him
free from the prison. Just after he was released, he
said as if he would lead a peaceful life. But, his air
and tone soon changed just after meeting with
Western media groups. After he was caught in the
trap of a prize awarded through a scheme by alien
elements, Min Ko Naing began to copy the style of
a democracy figure.

Being captivated by propaganda of Western
elements, he tried to his best to win popularity
through declarations issued under the name of ‘88’
generation students, and interviews with BBC and
VOA. However, he had no followers and support-
ers. No one would know his name unless VOA and
BBC advertised his name. Whether invited or not
invited, he attended the meetings and conferences
held by politicians, and served as a political broker
by arranging interviews and sending news stories
to air fabrications through foreign media such as
BBC and VOA.

Whenever there was a funeral of a politician,
he attended it. While the corpse was being con-
veyed to the cemetery, he gave calls to VOA and
BBC to make himself popular. He could recruit no
followers. So, he said he would enter literary world

to win renown. But, his works could not draw any
readers. So, he has to get in touch with Aung Zaw
of the Ayeyawady Magazine being published by
expatriates abroad.

He also approaches the representatives of
Western media so that his name can often receive
coverage in BBC and VOA. Min Ko Naing also
suggested the NLD should not yield under any cir-
cumstances. He also called on the UN to intervene
in the internal affairs of Myanmar.

On 17 March 2006, when the authorities con-
cerned prevented Thet Naing Oo, 39, (he once
served a prison term due to getting involved in a
riot) of Bawga Ward in Kyimyindine Township,
from urinating in front of the office of the township
Development Affairs Committee, he used swear
words and left the site. Then, he drank more alco-
hol and went back to the site bringing together with
a knife. Then, he attacked fire service members
with his knife, leaving two members injured. He
fled the site and pedalled a trishaw and rode it away.
So, trishawmen chased and struck him. He suc-
cumbed to the injuries in bed in the hospital the
following day.

His funeral services took place on 20 March
2006. Min Ko Naing making a contact with VOA
invented a story as through the fire service mem-
bers and policemen had killed an ex-politician.

The funeral of Dr Thein Win, representative-
elect of Kalay Township Constituency in Sagaing
Division took place in Yayway cemetery at 11 am
on 19 March 2006.

Min Ko Naing, Ko Ko Gyi, Pyone Cho and
Zeya attended the funeral. On his way from the
funeral, Min Ko Naing was fisted by a young man.
Min Ko Naing and VOA exaggerated the incident
and warned saying that ‘88’ generation student lead-
ers came under possible intended murders. In real-
ity, the assailant was an NLD youth member who
was of unsound mind. It is learnt that the offense
was due to his anger with Min Ko Naing.

Min Ko Naing used to be a member of a cell
of BCP UG Dr Zaw Min. Now, he is attempting to
gain popularity, looking forward to awards of
Western rightist imperialists (neo-colonialists), act-
ing what he is asked to do and saying what he is
asked to do. His future is becoming dim. He should
have considered that a prey of a political hunter
will become just the meat in the pot of the hunter.

There is a great difference between the fine
traditions of old Myanmar students who fought the
colonialists for regaining independence and the con-
ditions of today’s so-called ‘88’ new generation stu-
dents who are merely lackeys of the colonialists,
national traitors and internal axe-handles.
