Physical activity heIpS reduce blood pressure

New York, 1 July —
Findingsfromanew study
using 24-hour blood
pressure  monitoring
confirm that physical
activity reduces blood
pressure in patients with
high blood pressure, even
when they're taking
medicationstoaddressthis
problem.

As reported in the
Clinical Journa of Sports
Medicine, Dr. Domenico
Di Raimondo, from
Universita degli Studi di
Palermo in Italy, and
colleagues assessed the
blood pressure effectsof a
6-week fast-walking

program in 168 patients
with high blood pressure.
To be digible for the
study, subjects needed to
have systolic (the upper
number on a standard
reading) and diastolic (the
lower number) blood
pressuresbetween140and
159, and90and 99 mmHg,
respectively. In addition,
al of the subjects were
receiving medications for
their high blood pressure,
were not obese, and did
not have any disease that
limited their mobility.
The  fast-walking
sessions, whichtook place
three times a week, on

average, were conducted
under the guidance of
an experienced physi-
otherapist, accordingtothe
report.

After the exercise
program, the average
systolic blood pressure
fell from 143.1 to 135.5
mmHg, the report
indicates. Atthesametime,
diastolic pressure dropped
from 91.1 to 84.8 mmHg.

Contrary to some other
reports suggesting that
exercise reduces blood
pressuretoagreater extent
in women than in men, no
gender-based differences
were found.—Internet



China becomes popular destination
for Sporean travellers

SINGAPORE, 29 June —
China has become a
popular destination for
both holidaymakers and
business travellers from
Singapore, according to
the findings of the latest
General Household
Survey released by the
Singapore Department
of Statistics (SDS)
Wednesday.

In 2005, China,
the United States and
Malaysiawerethetopthree
countrieswhereSingapore
residentsmadetheir work-
related trips while
Malaysia, Thailand and
Chinawerethe three most
popular destinations for
Singaporean holiday-
makers.

The survey also
showedthat half of the2.8
million Singapore
residents aged 15 years
and over madeat | east one
trip abroad during the last
12 months prior to the
survey with the majority
of them travelling for
holiday.

The average monthly
household income from
work for Singapore
resident households was

5,400 Singapore dollars
(about 3,382 US dollars)
in 2005, according to the

survey.
"With low inflation,
household income

increased in real terms
between 2000 and 2005
by 1.1 per cent per
annum,” an SDS Press
release said, adding that
the  disparity in

distribution of per capita
household income also
increased duringthesame

coefficient rising from
0.49 in 2000 to 0.522 in
2005.

The survey also
found that about 15 per
cent of Singapore
resident households
lived in private housing
while nearly 27 per cent
lived in five-room or
bigger government-
subsidized houses in
2005, upfrom 11 per cent
and 23.7 per centin 2000
respectively.

British teenage qgirl guilty of
murdering pensioner

Lonbon, 29 June— A
millionaire's teenage
daughter who hatched a
blueprint for murder in
prison was found guilty at
London's Old Bailey on
Tuesday of Kkilling a
pensioner.

Kemi Adeyoolawas17
when she stabbed her
former neighbour, 85-
year-old AnneMendel, 14
timesat her Londonhome.

The court heard how
Adeyoolahadwrittendown
plansfor the murder while
serving a sentence for
shoplifting. Unemployed
Adeyoola, 18, later told
police the document was
the plot for a thriller she
intended to write.

Adeyoola, whose
father is a millionaire
property consultant, and a
16-year-old girl who

cannot be named for legal
reasons, were also found
guilty of one charge of
conspiracy to pervert
justice with afalse alibi.
“This was a
premeditated murder
which shows an unusual
level of violencein agirl
soyoung,” said Detective
I nspector Steve Morris of
the Metropolitan Police.

NEw York, 1 July — Warning that prolonged air
journeys could expose the passengers to risk of
contracting diseases like tuberculosis from infected
co-travellers, the United Nations health agency has
issued fresh guidelinesto minimize such risk.

Those infected with multi-drug resistant
tuberculosis must postpone any long distance air
travel, the World Health Organization (WHO)
suggested.

Till now, no case of active TB has been identified
due to exposure on a commercial aircraft, where the
quality of air is high and under normal conditions
cleaner than in most buildings, WHO said. But it said
prolonged journeys of more than eight hours in a
confined cabin may involve an increased risk of
transmission, similar to other circumstances where
people are together in confined places— MNA/PTI

Superbug outbreakslinked to
unlicensed tattooing

New York, 30 June— People who get tattoos from unlicensed sourcesare
at risk of developing a drug-resistant bacterial skin infection, federal health

officialswarn.

Six recent outbreaks of
infections with this
“superbug”, methicillin-
resistant Staphylococcus
aureus(MRSA) havebeen
traced to unlicensed tattoo
artists, according to the
Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention
(CDC).

MRSA infection
typically manifests as
abscesses or areas of
inflammation on the skin,
though it can also lead to

Nepali guerillaleader apologizesfor

KATHMANDU, 30 June

Health officials’
investigations found that
the tattooists in many

cases did not follow
standard hygiene
practices like changing
gloves between clients,
using skin antiseptic and
disinfecting equipment.
Three tattooists had
recently been in prison,
where they could have
picked up MRSA. In
some cases, the amateur
artists used makeshift
equipment like guitar
stringsand computer ink-
jet cartridges instead of
tattoo dye.

“Persons considering a
tattoo should be aware of
the  potential for
community-acquired
MRSA infection and
should only use the
services of a licensed
tattooist who follows
proper infection-control
procedures,” the CDC
advises.

That means using
sterilized or single-use
equipment, including
needles, tattoo guns and
inks. —MNA/Reuters

Study showsjilted chimps, humans similar

KampaLA, 1 July — Male chimpanzees become as aggr essive as humans
when they suspect their female partner of being unfaithful, a nine-year-long

study has shown.
Thestudy, whichwas
done between 1993 and
2004 at Kibaale Nationd
Park in western Uganda,
showed amarked similar-
ity between the behaviour
of chimps and human
male, many of whom ei-
ther deface their partners
or throw them out of their
lives over suspected infi-

delity. According to the
study, therearetimeswhen
the male chimps become
very aggressive towards
femaein their groups, es-
pecially whenthey suspect
them of welcoming ad-
vances of other male, d-
though chimps are peace-
ful animals.

Female chimps only

mate at specific times,
around the ovulation pe-
riod, which makescompe-
tition for them stiff. At the
sametime, female chimps
deliberately practice pro-
miscuity in order to con-
fuse the males regarding
the identity of the real fa
ther of their babies.
