Hu Jintao callsfor studying history of Chinese
revolution

BelyinG, 27 July—
Chinese President Hu
Jintao on Tuesday called
on the peopleto study the
history of the Chinese
Revolution, learningfrom
its successes how to deal
with the problems China
faces today.

Given the need for
arduousreformsin China
and the changing
international situation,
great attention should be
paid to educating people
about Chinese history,
especially the history of
the Chinese Revolution,
Hu said.

Hu Jintao, also the
general secretary of the
Communist Party of
China (CPC) Central
Committee, made the
comments at a study
session of the Political
Bureau of the CPC Central
Committee on Tuesday
when researchers from
Chinese PLA Military

Academy of Sciences
gave a lecture about the

history of theLongMarch.
TheLong March was
a famous military

manoeuvre carried out
by the Workers’ and
Peasants' Red Army led
by the CPCinthe1930sto
combat the Kuomintang

Regime.
Though many
soldiers died on the way,

the Red Army finally
arrived at Yan’an in
western Shaanxi Province
after the25,000-1i (1,250-
kilometre) trek, and later
established the Party’s
new headquarters there.
“It(TheLongMarch)
was a spectacular epic of
the Chinese Revolution

led by the Communist
Party of China,” Hu said,
encouraging people to
treasureandlearnfromthe
experiences of the Long
March and the entire
revolution.

He said the spirit of
Party membersduring the
revolution should be
spread to the present day,
andthetraditionsmoul ded
by the Party during the
revolution should be
passed down.

“Weshouldfirstlearn
how the Party’ s founding
fathers, especially Mao
Zedong, appliedMarxism
toanalyseproblemsinthe
Chinesecontext,” Husaid,
adding that the expansion
of socialist theories to

include practical
experience should also be
studied.

And we must learn
how to explain theories
and policiesto the masses
in plain terms, he said.

While  studying
history, Hu said, we
should also absorb the
absolutehonesty and pure
political belief of Party
members during the
revolutionary period.

Vietnam tightens management over

foreigners-related marriage

Hanoi, 27 July—
Registrationfor marriages
between Vietnamese
peopleandforeignerswill
be rejected if the
applicants’ intended
marriage have forced
factors, said a recent
government decree.

Under the decree
issued on 21 July,
marriage certificates will
not be granted to people
who want to get married
either via illegal
brokerage, or forill-gotten
purposes, including
woman trafficking and
sexual abuse, local
newspaper Youthreported
Wednesday.

Within 20 days of the
date of the receipt of
marriage registration
documents and fees, the
Judicial Department of a
city or province is
supposed to interview
both applicants in person
to check whether they
want to get married of
their own accord, and
how much they can
communicate and under-
stand each other’s back-
ground.

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Study says light to moder ate
drinkersmay live longer

Houston, 27 July —
People in their 70s who
consume one to seven
alcoholic beverages a
week may livelonger with
reduced risk of cardiac
aillments than those who
do not drink, according to
alatest study.

The study, by a team
led by Cinzia Maraldi of
the University of Florida,
showed that when
compared with never or
occasional drinkers, those
who drank lightly to
moderately had a 26 per
cent lower risk of death
over dl and an ailmost 30
per cent lower risk of
cardiac events.

The findings of the
study havebeen published
in the latest issue of
Archives of Internal
Medicine. Light to
moderate alcohol intake
reduces levels of C-
reactive protein and
interleukin-6, compounds
that circulate in the blood
due to inflammation, the
study showed.

The study investigated
the relationship between
alcohol, death and cardiac
events in 2,487 adults
without heart disease of

the 70-79 age group.

Participants (average
age73.5years, 55 per cent
women) were recruited
between April 1997 and
June1998. They answered
queries about disease
diagnoses, medicationuse
anddrinkinghabitsduring
an initial interview.

The participants were
classified based on how
many drinks they
consumed in a typical
week over the past year;

the categories were
former; never or
occasional (less than one
drink per week); light to
moderate (one to seven);
and heavier (more than
seven). During the study,
each individual was
contacted by telephone
every sixmonthsandhada
clinical assessment every
year. Levels of C-reactive
protein and interleukin-6
in blood were & so tested.
