Some of them are multi-purpose
projectsdesigned togener ateelectricity and
benefit farmland. Paunglaung Multi-
pur poseDam Pr oj ect for examplehasstarted
toirrigate some 35,000 acres of arableland
and produce electric power through its
underground power station.

Vietham opposes EU proposal
on shoe anti-dumping duty

Hanol, 3Aug— Viet-
namese Trade Ministry
has opposed a proposal of
theEuropeanCommission
(EC) on imposing ablan-
ket anti-dumping duty of
10 per cent on al Viet-
namese leather-upper
shoes, including children
shoes, local newspaper
Vietham News reported
Thursday.

Thenewspaper quoted
ViceTradeMinister Phan
TheRueassaying that the
proposal, whichwould be
considered by the EC in
September and by the Eu-
ropean Union (EU) mem-
bers in October, is unfair
and groundless, running

counter to the spirit of
trade liberalization initi-
ated by the EU and the
goa of reducing poverty
in Vietnam supported by
the block.

The proposal affects
the smooth development
in the Vietham-EU rela-
tions, he said, noting that
some EU members have
opposed the planned anti-
dumping duty.

Thenew anti-dumping
duty, which would be in
place for five years after
being adopted, would
hamper not only Vietnam-
ese businesses, but aso
EU consumers, he said.

The new duty will re-

place the existing provi-
sional rates of 4.2- 16.8
per cent. The provisional
dutiesarebeing phasedin
over a period of six
months, beginning at 4.2
per cent on Vietnamese
leather-upper shoes, ex-
cluding children ones, on
7April . Vietnamexported
265 million pairs of shoes
of different kindstothe EU
last year, of which 80 mil-
lion pairs were covered by
the provisional duties, ac-
cording to datarecently re-
leased by the EC.

Heat wave wrecks heavy loses on

Los ANGELES, 3Aug—
Besides claiming more
than 100 lives, record-
breakingtemperatureslast
month caused heavy agri-
cultural lossesin Califor-
nia, the most populous
stateinthe United States.

The heat wave killed
tens of thousands of live-
stock and many farmers
were unable to dispose of
animal carcasses due to
the fact that rendering
plantswereover capacity,

the Governor’s Office
said on Wednesday.
Inadditiontolivestock
deaths, farmers have re-
ported significant dam-
ages to tomato, corn,
grape, apple and plum
crops, the office said.
Preliminary losses to
the dairy industry alone
are estimated to exceed
1 billion US dollars
statewide, accordingtothe
office. Thestatehasiniti-
ated a request to the US

Department of Food and
Agriculture (USDA) to
make emergency loans
available to farmers and
ranchersthat experienced
severe economic losses
due to the heat.

“The record-breaking

British scientists provide
new insightsinto brain
organization

Lonpbon, 3 Aug— British scientistshave provided
new insightsinto the brain’s organization after a
sophisticated computer analysis of databases
containing detailed information of worldwide
anatomical studies on primate and worm brains, a
report on the Alpha-Galileo website said on
Tuesday.

ScientistsfromNewcastleUniversity, Britain, found
that long nerve fibre connections are just as vital to
overal brain functions as short ones, debunking the
prevailing theory that only the short fibre connections
in the neural system function effectively.

The scientists said that long fibres are important
because they can send messages quickly over alonger
distance than the short ones over the same distance,
and long fibres are more reliable for the transmission
of messages over longer distances.

Vietnamese man suspectedly
infected with bird flu

Hanol, 3Aug—A 35-year-oldmanfromVietnam's
southern Kien Giang Province has been hospitalized
after eating dead duck meat and thenexhibitingbird flu
symptoms, local media reported Thursday.

The man from Giong Rieng District was admitted
to the Kien Giang General Hospital on 30 July after
having high temperature and respiratory failure and
the doctors said his lung has been severely damaged,
according to Youth newspaper.

The patient’ s relatives said he slaughtered and ate
adead duck offered by a neighbour one week before
hospitalization. Three days after eating the meat, he
had high fever and took medicine at home.

Specimensfrom the patient arebeing tested for bird
flu viruses. To prevent bird flu infections among
people, Vietnam’s National Institute of Hygiene and
Epidemiology, has asked for permission from the
country’s Health Ministry to test bird flu vaccines it

Insecticide-treated clothing
fightsmalaria

Lonpon, 3 Aug—A new research suggests that
spraying clothing with insecticide could provide a
powerful new weapon against malaria.

Researchers of the African Population and Health
Research Centrein Nairobi studied Somalian refugees
living in camps in Kenya, and found that wearing
clothing treated with the common insecticide
permethrin reduced the chances of malarial infection
by 70 per cent, according to areport by New Scientist
on its website on Tuesday.

Permethrin is thought to be relatively benign, and
the researchers reported no side effects among
participants.

In Africa, efforts to prevent malaria transmission
by mosquitoes currently concentrate on the provision
of insecticide-treated bed nets which last up to five
years and have been shown to cut therisk of infection
by half.

However, the average household size in Kenya s
4.4 people, and only 3 per cent of households have
more than one treated net.

Sotheresearchersled by Elizabeth Kimani decided
to investigate the extra personal protection offered by
insecticide-treated clothes — a strategy already used
to protect US military personnel operating in areas
affected by malaria, and made the above-mentioned
finding.— MNA/Xinhua

In particular, women
fromtheEastern Europewereincreasingly trafficked
intotheWestern Europeandit hashad atransnational
impact around the world.

Human trafficking is a sort of crime that
needs small investment but isgreatly lucrative. So,
avaricious people gang up to commit such crimes
irrespective of region. Now, along with terrorism
challenging the world and drug production,
trafficking in personsisposing agravethreat tothe
entire mankind. So, the UN Convention against
Transnational Organized Crime and the Protocols
thereto were prescribed unanimously in 2000 and
arebeingimplemented globally withafirmresolve.

According to researches human tradeisa
clandestine crime, and so it is hard to find out the
exact number of thevictimsand it is estimated that
morethan 27 million peoplehavebeentrafficked so
far; that one million to two million people are
trafficked yearly; that annual total profits from the
human trade would amount to more than US$ 1.5
trillions; that a recent study has showed that the
Asian countries where such crimes occur include
China, Thailand, Bangladesh, Cambodia, India,
Laos, Myanmar, Nepal, Pakistan, the Philippines
and Vietnam and the victims from those countries
are mostly sent to the US, Britain and Japan; that
yearly about 300,000 women and children from
Mekong Regionincluding Myanmar aretrafficked;

Asian countries represents 54 per cent of that of

As the people in
border areashaveeasy accesstoneighbouring countries,
they tend to be easily deceived into sex tradein these
countriesafter they haveillegally entered thecountries
to earn money.

Humantrafficking isatrade, torture, coercion
into prostitution, and exploitation, harming the lives
and dignity of thevictims. Themagjority of thevictims
are women and children who can easily fall into the
tricks of the traffickers.

Traditionally, Myanmar society value self-
esteem and dignity dearly. The events that harm
dignity havebeenreligiously andtraditionally aliento
Myanmar from time immemorial. And human
trafficking is absolutely unacceptable to Myanmar
society and such a crime tarnishes the dignity and
prestige that Myanmar people value and preserve. So,
anti-human trafficking campaigns are being launched
as national duty across the nation.

Peopleinitially became aware of the problem
of trafficking in persons around 1990. And around
2000, it developed to a serious case. Since then,
Myanmar has been aware of such problem. After
attending the World Women's Conference held in
Beijingin1995, Myanmar launcheditsdriveto combat
human trafficking that harms the life security of
women. In the process, the Myanmar National
Committeefor Women’ sAffairswasformed under the
Ministry of Social Welfare, Relief and Resettlement
on 3 July 1996. The committee laid down apolicy on
the development and life security of women and has
beenimplementing it since then.

With the aim of fighting the problem of
trafficking in persons in various aspects, the
National Plan of Action consisting of prevention,
prosecution, protection, rehabilitation and
reintegration was promulgated in 1997 and isbeing
implemented.

In 1997, theNationa Task Forcesmade up of
governmental departmentsand representativesof non-
governmental organizetionswereformed. TheNationa
Task Forces have been educating the public through
mass media such as educative taks, pamphlets, and
videoplays. Thecommitteesat dl levelsarepresenting
educativeplaysthroughMyanmaRadioand Television
and Myawady TV and in thevideo hallsin wardsand
villages. An educative video play with Myanmar and
Shan language subtitlesfeaturingtentruestoriesabout
human trafficking was produced and the play is now
being shown in towns and villages of border areasin
Shan State.

In 2000, the Myanmar National Committee
for Women’ s Affairsin cooperation with UNIAP, a
UN body to curb human trafficking in the Greater
Mekong Region, formed a mobile training team
comprising representatives of various departments.
It has already trained about 500 departmental
personnel in the states and divisions. It has been
disbursing small loans to women to prevent them
against goingtotheother country toearntheir living.
It is aso providing financial assistance to the poor
children to be able to go to shool.

The central committee led by the director-
general of Myanmar Police Force and subordinate
committeesat state/division, district, township and
village levels have been formed to prevent illegal
migrationto other countries, themainreason behind
the cause of human trafficking. The committees
that started their activities on 23 September 2001
have dissuaded 838,541 persons from leaving the
country illegally and aso arrested 1,413 human
traffickers.

Myanmar with her resolve to eliminate
trafficking in persons, successfully held the first
national level meeting on human trafficking in
Y angon on 25 and 26 May 2002. The meeting was
co-sponsored by the Ministry of Home Affairs, the
Ministry of Social Welfare, Relief and Resettlement,
the Myanmar National Committee for Women's
Affairs, UNIAP, UNICEF and Save the Children
(UK). The meeting has been a milestone in
Myanmar’s anti-human trafficking campaign as it
has enhanced the cooperation of the UN agencies
andinternational NGOsin the cause. Thenation has
been in the process of implementing the 11 future
working programmes laid down by the meeting.

In accord with the MoU Myanmar has
signed with Australia, shein cooperationwith Asia
Regional Cooperationto Prevent People Trafficking
(ARCPPT) project held workshop on human
trafficking 14 timesin all the mgjor towns of states
and divisions beginning 2003.

As Myanmar has been giving priority to
international cooperation, she became a signatory
to the ARCPPT project comprising Myanmar,
Thailand, Cambodia and Laos on 22 December
2003. Theproject trained policeofficersand formed
40-member Specialist Anti-Trafficking Unit in
2004. On 3 September 2004, Myanmar organized
the Transnational Crime Department with 99
members to enhance international cooperation.

Myanmar hosted in Y angon on 29 October
2004 aministerial meeting at which ministersof six
countries — China, Cambodia, Laos, Myanmar,
Thailand and Vietnaminthe Mekong region signed
an MoU to collectively combat trafficking in
persons. After the promulgation of the Regional
Actionof Plan, thesix countrieshavebeen promoting
cooperation.

ASEAN countries are cooperating with
oneanother infighting against humantraffickingin
accordwiththedeclarationreleased at the ASEAN-
Summit held in Laos in November 2004.

Extended international cooperation is
enhanced by legal actions taken against the

traffickers on awider scale. The formation of the

Work Committee for Human Trafficking Prevention
on 17-7-2002 isfollowed by sustained effortsto give
special attention to taking severer legal action against
humantraffickers. Subordinatecommitteesat different
levels in 14 states and divisions are gathering
information about trafficking agents, conducting
surprise checks and exposing the agents.
Thecommitteeswereableto exposeand arrest
1,484 persons— 815 malesand 669 females— in 748
human trafficking cases during the period from 17-7-
2002t030-6-2006. Of thecriminal s, twoweresentenced
tolifeimprisonment, 95 to ten yearsand above, 33310
five years and above and 154 to less than five years.
Moreover, thebodieswereableto rescueintime 3,694
persons— 1.904 malesand 1,790 females— who fell
prey to the tricks of the agents, and sent them back to
their families properly. Thefollowing table showsthe

MiLaN, 4 Aug — US sportswear group Nike will
still sponsor Juventus despite the club being demoted
to Italian football's Second Division, a Nike spokes-
man said on Thursday.

Juventus mainsponsors— Nikeand LibyasTamoil
—have been expected to renegotiate their contracts
withtheclubafter it wasrelegated for seekinganunfair
advantage in the appointment of referees.

"We sponsor and we will continue to sponsor
Juventus," the spokesman said. Nike has a 12-year
sponsorship contract, for 12 million euros (15.36 mil-
lion US dollars) ayear, which started in 2003.

However, the spokesman declined to comment on
whether the terms would be renegotiated. Tamoil has
not commented on its deal with Juventus.At 0956
GMT, sharesin Juventus were up 7.8 per cent at 1.82
euros. The stock has been extremely volatile, and
shareshavelost about one-fifth of their valuesincethe
scandal broke, recovering slightly over the past weeks.
