Putin favours immediate

MOSCOW, 6  Aug—Russian President Vladimir Putin said on Saturday he
favoured an immediate cessation of hostilities in the Middle East and called for
international efforts to avert a humanitarian disaster in Lebanon.

“stressed that he is favour of an immediate cessation of the armed conflict and
of finding a political settlement to the conflict with the participation of all sides,”
the Kremlin said in a statement.

Chikangunya fever infects
50,000 in central India

 NEW DELHI, 6 Aug—
Chikangunya, a relatively
rare form of mosquito-
transmitted viral fever, has
infected 50,000 people
and possibly claimed 25
lives in central India’s
Madhya Pradesh, the
Indo-Asian News Service
reported Friday.

 Ajay Vishnoi, Health
Minister of the state gov-
ernment, said on Friday
three districts in the state
were affected with the fe-
ver.  About 35,000 people
are suffering from the dis-
ease in Betul District,

where 12 people have
died. And 13 more have
died in another district hit
by the epidemic.

 The Chikangunya vi-
rus, first found in west
Indian state Maharashtra
in 1965, is transmitted by
the Edis Egypti mosquito
and its typical symptoms
are high fever up to 40
degrees Celsius with a
sudden onset of flu-like
symptoms, including se-
vere headaches, chills,
nausea, vomit and joint
pain.

Bird flu kills one Thai, second death this year
 BANGKOK, 6 Aug—A

27-year-old Thai man has
died of bird flu, the coun-
try’s second death this
year and its 16th victim
since the H5N1 virus
swept across parts of Asia
in late 2003, a senior
health official said on
Saturday.

 The man died on
Thursday in the province
of Uthai Thani, 220
kilometres (135 miles)
north of Bangkok, after
having contact with
sick chickens, Prat
Boonyawongvirot, per-
manent secretary in the
Ministry of Public Health,
told Reuters.

 “It is confirmed that
this man has died of
H5N1,” Prat said.

 Thailand has stepped

up surveillance after a 17-
year-old Thai male died
in late July amid fresh out-
breaks of the disease fol-
lowing an eight-month
lull.—MNA/Reuters

WASHINGTON, 6 Aug—
The American public were
nearly evenly split on Presi-
dent George W Bush’s
handling of the current cri-
sis in the Middle East, a
poll released on Friday
showed. Forty-six per cent
of those surveyed said they

disapproved of Bush’s han-
dling of the crisis, while 43
per cent said they ap-
proved, according to the
poll, which was conducted
by Opinion Research Cor-
poration for CNN and was
released on the TV net-
work’s website.

 Ten per cent of the
1,047 respondents had no
opinion on the question.

 The poll found a slow
climb in Bush's job ap-
proval rating, but the ma-
jority of Americans — 59
per cent — said they disap-
proved of how he was han-
dling his job as President.
Forty per cent said they
approved. In April, only
32 per cent said they ap-
proved of the way Bush
was handling his job, and
60 per cent disapproved.

 Sixty-two per cent of
respondents said they dis-
approved of Bush's han-
dling of the situation in
Iraq, and 59 per cent said
they disapproved of Bush's
handling of the economy.

US military death
toll rises to 2,586

WASHINGTON, 6 Aug —As of Friday,
4 August, 2006, at least 2,586 members of the
US military have died since the beginning of the
Iraq war in March 2003, according to an Asso-
ciated Press count. The figure includes seven
military civilians. At least 2,050 died as a result
of hostile action, according to the military’s
numbers.

The AP count is one higher than the Defence
Department’s tally, last updated Friday at 10 am
EDT.

Spain, 11; Denmark, El Salvador, four each;
Slovakia, three; Estonia, Netherlands, Thailand,
two each; and Australia, Hungary, Kazakhstan,
Latvia, Romania, one death each.

Cuba dismisses US call
for democracy

 In Miami, Cuban exile
leaders who earlier in the
week declared the
beginning of the end of
the Castro era began to
come to grips with the idea
that their nearly half-
century wait for Fidel’s
demise may not be over.

US Secretary of State
Condoleezza Rice, in a
message beamed to Cuba
on Friday night, told the
island’s residents that
“much is changing there”
and now was the time to
push for democracy.

“We will stand with
you to secure your rights-

to speak as you choose, to
think as you please, to
worship as you wish, and
to choose your leaders,
freely and fairly, in
democratic elections,” she
said in a broadcast on the
US-funded Radio Marti
network.

But Cuba’s Minister of
Culture, Abel Prieto, told
reporters at a Havana
event that Rice’s message,
which followed a similar
statement by President
George W Bush on
Thursday, would fall on
deaf ears.

“Nobody in Cuba is

going to listen to a
message that comes from
a functionary of a foreign
government. That has no
value for Cubans,” he said
in some of the first
government comments
since Castro’s surgery.

“I think all these
messages are pure rhetoric
for Miami,” he said.

Prieto also said the
Cuban Government was
functioning well with
Fidel Castro recovering
and his 75-year-old
brother at the helm,
despite suggestions from
the United States that
things were in flux. Castro
has led Cuba for 47 years,
since he swept to power in
a 1959 revolution.

“I don’t feel any
uncertainty. The people
love Fidel a lot and that has
been seen in these days,”
he said.— MNA/Reuters

none.

And those who lived
with two or more smokers
exposed to second-hand
smoke were found to have
a threefold greater risk of
the condition.

Study shows more families hit by
British inheritance tax

house price inflation,”
Halifax Group Economist
Tim Crawford said in a
statement.

He urged the govern-
ment to raise the level at
which people start paying
the tax from 285,000
pounds (539,200 US
dollars) to 430,000 pounds.

The tax is charged at
40 per cent on all assets,
including houses, above
the threshold. Halifax said

HIROSHIMA, 6  Aug— Tens of thousands of people from around the world gathered in Hiroshima on Sunday to pray for peace

and urge the world to abandon nuclear weapons on the 61st anniversary of the first atomic bombing.

 In an annual ritual to mourn the
more than 220,000 people who ulti-
mately died from the blast, a crowd
including survivors, children and dig-
nitaries gathered at the Peace Memo-
rial Park, near ground zero where the
bomb was dropped.

 “Radiation, heat, blast and their
synergetic effects created a hell on
Earth,” said Hiroshima Mayor
Tadatoshi Akiba.

 Lamenting a global trend towards
nuclear proliferation, Akiba called for
a campaign to free the world of atomic
weapons.

 “Sixty-one years later, the
number of nations enamoured of
evil and enslaved by nuclear weap-
ons is increasing,” Akiba told the
crowd gathered under a blazing sum-
mer sun.

 “The human family stands at a cross-
roads. Will all nations be enslaved? Or
will all nations be liberated?”

 The Peace Bell tolled at 8:15 am —
the moment the Enola Gay B-29 war-
plane dropped the bomb on 6 August,
1945 — as the crowd stood and bowed
their heads for a moment of silence.

 The United States dropped a second
atomic bomb on the southern city of
Nagasaki on 9 August.

 Six days later, Japan surrendered.
 Prime Minister Junichiro Koizumi

vowed to abide by Japan’s pacifist Con-
stitution and non-nuclear policy.

 “Japan, the only country that has suf-
fered atomic bombings in the human his-
tory, has the responsibility to keep telling
the international community about its ex-
perience,” Koizumi said.

Indonesia to

Supari said earlier that
Indonesia needs to for-
mulate its own vaccine
suitable to Indonesians, as
the death toll from the virus
has reached 42.

 To make a vaccine
effective, it should be
adjusted to the physical
conditions of the local
people, she said.

Death toll by Typhoon “Prapiroon”
rises to 55 in China

Region.
 The latest increase in

the fatalities was from
Guangxi, where typhoon
Prapiroon has weakened
into a tropical storm but
kept its influence, with
another seven deaths in
typhoon-triggered disas-
ters, according to the
Guangxi regional depart-
ment of civil affairs.

Accident of flash
flood and landslide
brought by typhoon in
Laibin and Hengxian, both
in Guangxi, killed ten. A
flash flood occurred at a
private forest farm in
Fenghuang Township of
Laibin City at 3:20 am on
Saturday, sweeping away
13 migrant workers who
were working on the farm.

Prapiroon brought
along torrential rains and
strong winds after it began
to influence the city from
Friday noon, the depart-
ment said.

The transient workers,
who were all from Hunan
Province, built a temporary
shelter in the nearby valley
for the nights. So when the
flash flood occurred, they
became victims. The
rescuers saved only six of
them and found six
corpses. One more migrant
worker is still missing.

  Three more people
were killed and one more
injured in a landslide
happening in Luming
Village of Hengzhou
Township, Hengxian
County at 7 am on
Saturday as one side of a
civilian house fell, burying
a family of four, said
information from the flood
control and drought relief
headquarters of Hengxian
County.

  The three killed were
all female. And the injured
is the only man in the
family.

3 Chinese UN peacekeepers injured
in southern Lebanon

BEIJING, 7 Aug — Three Chinese UN peacekeepers were lightly injured by a
rocket that landed at their post in southern  Lebanon on Sunday, a Chinese UN
peacekeeper confirmed.

 Luo Fuqiang, head of the Chinese contingent with the UN Interim Forces in
Lebanon (UNIFIL), told Xinhua that at 11:40 am local time (0840 GMT), an Israeli
Army unit passed by a village some 500 metres away from the Chinese contingent
headquarters in Henniyeh Village, south of port of Tyre.

Golden dagger from 3,000 BC found

SOFIA, 7 Aug — A golden dagger dating to 3,000 BC, plus 500 golden
ornaments, have been found in a Thracian tomb in central Bulgaria, an
archaeologist said on Sunday.

discovered two years ago near the vil-
lage of Dubovo in central Bulgaria. Last
year, archaeologists found more than
15,000 golden bits and pieces there from
which the restorers assembled several
necklaces.

 Little is known about Thracians
who lived on the fringes of the Greek
and Roman civilizations, often inter-
mingling and clashing with the more
advanced cultures.

 Some experts say Thracians settled
on what is now Bulgaria, Romania,
northern Greece and Turkey’s Euro-
pean territory from as early as 4,000 BC
until they were absorbed in around AD
45.—MNA/Reuters

 The files are part of
an archive of about 9,000
pages assembled by a Pen-
tagon task force in the
early 1970s, which the
Times said confirmed that
atrocities by US forces had
gone far beyond what pub-
lic records had shown.

 Among the events
substantiated by the
records were seven mas-
sacres in Vietnam from
1967 through 1971 in
which at least 137 civil-
ians died. Those do not
include the notorious 1968
massacre of about 500 ci-
vilians at My Lai Village.

 There were 78 other
attacks on non-combat-
ants in which at least 57
people were killed, 56
wounded and 15 sexually
assaulted. In total, 320 in-
cidents of abuse by US
soldiers are substantiated,
it said.

Report says US atrocities in Vietnam were extensive
SAN FRANCISCO, 7 Aug — Killings of civilians by US soldiers during the Vietnam war were far more

numerous than previously known and went largely unpunished, according to a survey of declassified
Army documents by the Los Angeles Times published on Sunday.

 “Abuses were not
confined to a few rogue
units,” the Times re-
ported. “They were un-
covered in every Army
division that operated in
Vietnam,” the Times re-
ported.

 The Vietnam report
comes as the military in-
vestigates alleged abuse
of Iraqi civilians by US
soldiers, including the
killing of 24 people in
Haditha and a quadruple
murder and rape in
Mahumdiya.

 One quarter of the
203 soldiers accused of
harming Vietnamese ci-

vilians or prisoners were
court-martialled, but only
23 were convicted, ac-
cording to the newspa-
per’s review.

 The report is based
on records of the Viet-
nam War Crimes Work-
ing Group at the National
Archives in College Park,
Maryland. The records
were first released in 1994
— 20 years after the group
closed its probe — and
moved to the archive,
where they went largely
unnoticed, the Times said.

 The collection in-
cludes 241-case summa-
ries that chronicle more

than 300 substantiated
atrocities by US forces and
500 unconfirmed allega-
tions, according to the
Times.

 The newspaper said
it examined most of the
files and obtained copies
of 3,000 pages, or one third
of the total, before gov-
ernment officials removed
them from public shelves,
saying they were exempt
from federal information
disclosure laws.

US Senator opposes sending
more troops to Baghdad

WASHINGTON, 7 Aug — Nebraska Senator Chuck
Hagel, a frequent Republican critic of President George
W. Bush’s Iraq policy, said on Sunday it was
irresponsible and wrong to send more US troops to
Baghdad. Speaking on the CBS show “Face the
Nation”, Hagel said pouring more US troops into
Baghdad would not reverse the rising tide of sectarian
killing there.

“Where we go from here... is a cold, hard
assessment that Iraq is not going to turn out the way we
were promised it would, and that’s a fact, not because
I say it — that’s the way it’s going,” he said.

Hagel said there were no longer any good options
in Iraq for the United States. — MNA/Reuters

DHAKA, 7 Aug — Bangladesh on Sunday began to
vaccinate 24 million children below five years against
polio, as  the virus resurfaced in the country after five
years with the  detection of new cases.

Bangladeshi Government used 700,000 volunteers
to vaccinate the children across the country, Health
Ministry spokesman Golam Kibria told Xinhua
Sunday.

Bangladesh was unofficially declared polio-free
in 2000, but two cases of polio were detected this year,
Kibria said.

The number of polio cases is increasing since
March this year  and the government was worried
about the resurface of the virus.

Coal mine gas leak kills 18 miners in
Shanxi Province

TAIYUAN, 7 Aug —Eighteen miners were killed in a  coal mine gas leak in
Ningwu County, North China’s Shanxi  Province.

A collapse happened in the ground
within the mining area of  Dahuiyao
Coal Mine in Ningwu County around
Friday noon, which  opened a previously
closed area beneath the coal mine shaft
and  caused a fire, producing large
amount of harmful gas, said sources
from Shanxi Provincial Bureau of Work
Safety.

Altogether 34 miners were working
in the shaft when the  accident happened.
Three of them escaped the site of the

accident.
Rescuers later lifted 14 more miners

out of the shaft, of whom, one died in
hospital. By 10 am, the rescuers found
the remains  of the 17 other miners
trapped in the mishap.

With vast coal reserves, Shanxi
Province is the biggest coal  producer in
China. However, a large number of fatal
accidents in  the mining industry occur
in the province each year.

WASHINGTON, 6
Aug— US employers
added a smaller-than-
expected 113,000 new
jobs in July and the
unemployment rate
jumped unexpectedly to
4.8 per cent, Labour
Department data showed
on Friday.

The report implied
softening job markets that
may make it easier for
Federal Reserve policy-
makers to decide to halt
in their two-year-long
campaign of interest-rate
rises when they meet on

Tuesday.
Though average

hourly earnings
continued to rise last
month, the unemploy-
ment rate was the highest
since a matching 4.8 per
cent in February and was
contrary to Wall
S t r e e t . e c o n o m i s t s ’
forecasts that the rate
would be unchanged
from.June’s 4.6 per cent.

Analysts had also
forecast a more robust
142,000 new jobs would
be generated in July. The
department revised

June’s new-job total up
modestly to 124,000 from
a previously reported
121,000 and said that in
May 100,000 jobs were
created rather than
92,000.

Still, average hourly
earnings increased 7
cents for a second
straight month to 16.76
US dollars in July, a 0.4-
per-cent increase, the
same as in June. In the
year through July,
average hourly earnings
rose 3.8 per cent, down
slightly from the 3.9 per

cent year-over-year gain
posted in June.

During July, the
number of people looking
for work and employed
rose more than 200,000,
one reason that the
unemployment rate was
up. Manufacturing shed
15,000 jobs last month
after adding 22,000 in
June and goods-
producing businesses
overall cut 2,000 jobs
after adding 23,000 in
June.—MNA/Reuters

Portugal raises fire alert as temperatures rise

Eight injured

All of the seriously
injured passengers were
rushed to the B.P. Koirala
Health and Science
Academy of the district,
said the statement.

Some others who
sustained minor injuries
were given first aid at the
local clinics, it added.

The bus, heading
towards Rajbiraj Town of
neighbouring Saptari
District from Biratnagar
Town of another
neighbouring Morang
District, overturned after
the driver lost control over
the bus due to high speed.

Landslides creating wave
of Pakistan quake refugees

ISLAMABAD, 6 Aug—
Landslides and floods
triggered by monsoon rains
are creating thousands of
new refugees in parts of
Pakistan that were
devastated by last
October’s earthquake,
local newspaper The News
quoted the UN refugee
agency as saying on
Friday.

More than 6,000
quake survivors have fled
dangerous areas and nearly
20,000 more are set to seek
refuge in camps, said
Kilian Kleinschmidt, the
agency’s senior emergency
coordinator for the South
Asia earthquake.

“The likelihood of

larger displacement due to
the ongoing monsoon is
very grave,” Kleinschmidt
said.“It is very big and we
have already seen more
than 6,000 newcomers into
camps over the last three
weeks in the Pakistan-
controlled Kashmir towns
of Bagh, Garhi Habibullah
and Muzaffarabad,” he
said.

“Currently there are
32,000 people in organized
camps and we estimate up
to 50,000 by the end of the
monsoon,” he said.

Donors and aid
agencies are meeting to
prepare for the feared
second wave of refugees,
Kleinschmidt said.

The officials
confirmed that 6,615 quake
survivors had been moved
from 23 villages in areas
threatened by landslides.

The UN official’s
warning came as 15
earthquake survivors
including eight children
were killed by landslides
and floods on Thursday.
Another 12 died last week.

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BERLIN, 7 Aug—A painting seized by the Nazis,
which was later returned to the descendants of its
Jewish owners, is expected to raise up to $25m
(£13m) at auction.

Ernst Ludwig Kirchner’s Strassenszene, Berlin,
shows a city street scene, and was one of 11 paintings
of his portraying everyday life.  It is “the most
significant German Expressionist picture ever to come
to auction”, Christie’s Germany said. Nearly 600 of
Kirchner’s works were destroyed by Nazis in the
1930s. It is not clear exactly how Strassenszene,
Berlin, was taken from its owners, Jewish collectors
Alfred and Thekla Hess.

“It is believed this was a forced sale which was
not planned with the knowledge of the widow Thekla
Hess,” Andreas Rumbler of Christie’s told the
Reuters news agency.“Money was paid by the
collector in 1937, but we have to assume the widow
never saw the money. We have to assume it was
taken by the Nazis,” he said.

Kirchner was considered a “degenerate” artist by
the Nazis, he added, but they may have seen the
commercial value in selling on his work.—Internet

MOSCOW, 6 Aug—Art dealers estimate the 220 items stolen from Russia’s
famous Hermitage Museum could be worth over $A130 million.

Counterfeit Oscar withdrawn from sale
CHICAGO, 6Aug—An online auction of an Oscar statuette expected to sell for more than $US100,000

has been cancelled after investigators discovered it was a “high quality” counterfeit, the Academy of
Motion Pictures Arts and Sciences says.

The statuette, which
was being offered by
Chicago firm Mastro
Auctions, had been billed as
the one received in 1944 by
director Leo McCarey for
his work on the Bing Crosby
film Going My Way.  The
firm said the best director’s
Oscar was expected to fetch
more than $US100,000.

Mastro Auctions
brought the Oscar to the
Academy to be authenti-
cated after McCarey’s
daughter, Mary McCarey
Washburn, said she still had
all three of her father’s Oscar
statuettes.

The Academy has strict
rules against the sale of
Oscars but they came into
effect in 1951, making

Oscars won before that year
valuable auction items.
Academy executive
administrator Ric Robertson
says the “McCarey”
statuette was made up of
two mismatched parts,
including an authentic Oscar
base.  The statuette top
weighed a pound more than
an authentic one. He says
there are indications the
person who consigned the
statuette to the auctioneers
may have been misled at the
time he acquired it.

He says the Academy
will attempt to identify those
who unlawfully reproduced
its copyrighted award, and it
will pursue its legal options
if those efforts are successful.

Task force formed in California for heat wave response
LOS ANGELES, 6  Aug —  Officials in California said  Friday they are setting up a task force to help the

state’s  response to heat waves like the recent one that have probably  caused over 140 deaths.
“California has a

nationally recognized
emergency response
system developed after
years of earthquakes, fires
and floods,”  said Henry
Renteria, director of the
state’s Office of
Emergency  Services.

He said that the newly
formed task force would
use such  experiences in
responding to extreme
heats, which have been so

far largely shunned by the
emergence response
system in the state.

The task force, which
includes representatives of
state and local emergency
organizations and non-
profit groups, will look at
ways to track people
vulnerable to heat climate
and to provide necessary
help.

The heat wave that
hit last month is believed

as the state’s deadliest
act of nature in years
and has prompted calls for
the  government to
overhaul the way it deals
with the elderly during
periods of extreme
temperatures.

The suspected death
toll from the heat wave
exceeded 160 as of late
this week, far surpassing
the number of deaths
caused by major earth-

quakes in California in
recent two decades.

Most of the victims
were elderly people who
lived alone and in  isolated
areas.

Most of the deaths
occurred in the Central
Valley  and desert regions,
where temperatures often
jumped to over 45  degrees
Celsius during the heat
wave period.

Heat wave claims  at least 20 lives in New York
 NEW YORK, 7 Aug — The death toll from the searing heat that scorched the

city earlier in the week exceeded 20, the city medical examiner’s office said on
Saturday.

 The office confirmed
10 heat-related deaths on
Saturday after autopsies
on the dead. It already re-
ported 10 heat-related
deaths on Friday.

 The new autopsy re-
sults were those of two
Brooklyn residents and
eight Queens residents.

 The new victims in-
clude six women and four
men who ranged in age
from 52 to 99, said Ellen
Borakove, spokeswoman
for the medical examin-

er’s office.The death toll
could rise further as the
medical examiner’s of-
fice continues to conduct
autopsies.

 The city’s Office of
Emergency Management
said it would review its
emergency planning
once all of the investiga-
tions into the deaths are
completed.

 Before the three-day
heat wave broke Thurs-
day night, the tempera-
tures at times hit triple

digits (high-30s Celsius),
causing power outages
throughout the city.

 On Friday, Borakove
confirmed 10 deaths, four
in Manhattan and six in
Brooklyn, as being heat-
related. All those victims
had died Thursday.

 But none of the deaths
confirmed so far occurred
in parts of the city that suf-
fered power outages due to
the persistent heat wave,
Borakove said.

Strong
earthquake

jolts Argentina
BUENOS AIRES, 7 Aug

— A strong earthquake
hit Argentina early Satur-
day, causing damage to
buildings but no casual-
ties, the country’s seismo-
logical bureau said.

 The focus of the
quake, measuring 5.7 on
the Richter Scale, hit at
11:03 local time (1403
GMT) and is located 27
kilometres south-south-
east of Mendoza, Argen-
tina and 190 kilometres
east-northeast of San-
tiago, Chile, the bureau
said.

 The quake shattered
some windows and left
cracks on buildings, caus-
ing panic among local
residents. Some people
were evacuated to shel-
ters offered by the gov-
ernment, the bureau said.

 A quake measuring
six on the Richter Scale
rattled the same area in
August 1985, causing
some 12,500 houses to
collapse and killing six
people.
