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Kremlin warns US arms sanctions
could hurt ties

Moscow, 9Aug—The
Kremlin on Tuesday
branded US sanctions
against two leading
Russian arms exporters
“an unfriendly act” and
warned they could re-
bound onUS-Russiarela-
tions.

The United States an-
nounced sanctionson Fri-
day on seven firms from
Russia, India, North Ko-
rea and Cuba for selling
restricted items to Iran,

which Washington fears
is trying to make nuclear
weapons.

The sanctions were
imposed on Russian state
export agency Rosobo-
ronexport — headed by a
close friend of President
Vladimir Putin — and
state-owned warplane
maker Sukhoi.

“Thislookslikeunfair
competition.

“It was an unfriendly
act towards Russiaand it

was not donein aspirit of
cooperation,” Kremlin
spokesman Dmitry Pes-
kov said.

“If we are to speak
about possible conse-
guences of thisact for bi-
lateral relations, of course
it has not contributed to a
further strengthening of
the partnership.

Amongother thingswe
cannot rule out further
negativeconsequencesfor
thisrelationship,” hesaid.

The US State Depart-
ment said it imposed the
sanctions after Washing-
ton received information
the companies had trans-
ferredmateriastolranthat
could contributetothede-
velopment of weapons of
mass destruction or mis-
siles.

The sanctions took ef-
fect on 28 July and will
beinplaceat |east until 28
July, 2008.

Pentagon seeksto slash
“B-52” bombers

WASHINGTON, 9
Aug— The Pentagon is
seeking to dlash its fleet
of B-52 bombers — a
move which is being op-
posed by Congress, US
media reported on Tues-
day.

The US Air Force's
plan to reduce its
B-52 bomber fleet from
94 aircraft to 33, is part
of a drive to divert more
cash toward high-tech
equipment, including the
expensive F-22 fighter

jet.

However, the House
of Representatives has
maintained its opposition
to the plan in its version
of the 2007 Defence Au-
thorization Act, accord-
ing to the report.

That draft act re-
quires the current fleet to
be kept until 2018, when
anew long-range bomber
comes into service.

The Pentagon has
made several attempts to
reduce the B-52 fleet over

the last decade, but Con-
gress has repeatedly re-
quired the full comple-
ment of 94 aircraft to be
kept.

Although the B-52,
developed in the 1950s,
lacks the speed and
stealth of the B-1 and
B-2 bombers, it has an
enormous bomb bay
that, combined with new,
low cost precision muni-
tions, givesit great abili-
ty on the battlefield.

Scientists say they have
identified a gene that will
alowriceplantstosurvive
being completely sub-
merged in water for up to
two weeks.

Most rice plants die
within a week of being
underwater, but the
researchers hope the new
gene will offer greater
protection to the world's
rice harvest. Farmers in
South-East Asia lose an
estimated £524m ($1bn)
each year from rice crops
being destroyed by
flooding. The findings
have been published in

crop isthe staple food for
more than three billion
people around the glabe.

Many rice growing
regions in southern Asia
are located in low-lying
areas that are at risk from
flooding during the
monsoon season. Plants
submerged in water for
longer than afew daysare
deprived of oxygen and
soon wither and die.

Dr David Mackill, from
the International Rice
Research Ingtitute and one
of the paper’ sauthors, said
scientists had been trying

a water resistant crop.
“Several traditional rice
varieties have exhibited a
greater tolerance to
submergence, but attempts
to breed that tolerance
into commercially viable
rice failed to generate
successful varieties,” he
explained.

Another member of the
team, Dr Pamela Ronad
from the University of
Cdlifornia, Davis, added:
“Our research team anti-
cipates that these newly
developed rice varieties
will help ensure a more

poor farmers and their
families.” Takuji Sasaki,
from Japan’s National
Institute of Agrobiolo-
gical Sciences, said the
researchershad succeeded
where others had failed.
“The particular impact
of this study lies in the
accurate and effective
introduction of SublA-1
into local rice varieties
subject to seasonal
flooding.”

UNiTeED NATIONS, 9
Aug— lIsrael’s airstrike
on the Lebanese village
of Qana could be part of
“a pattern of violations of
international law” in the
fighting between Israel
and Hizbollah in Leba-
non, UN Secretary-Gen-
eral Kofi Annan saidin a
report released on late
Monday.

mitted during the course
of the current hostilities,”
Annan said.

“1 support calls for a
more comprehensive in-
vestigation” into the
Qana attack, he said.

“l have repeatedly
condemned all actions
that target civilians and |
again call on all parties
to the conflict to respect

their obligations under in-
ternational humanitarian
law and, in particular, to
take all necessary precau-
tionsto spare civilian life
and property,” the UN
chief said.

Expressing his grave
distress at the “tragic
events’ in Qana and by
the overall effect of the

conflict on the civilian
populations of both Israel
and L ebanon, Annan said
it was at a “level of se-
riousness that requires
further gathering of infor-
mation, including viola-
tions of international hu-
manitarian law and inter-
national human rights
law”.— MNA/Xinhua

Giant panda gives birth to giant cub,

Belaing, 10 Aug— A giant pandain China hasgiven birth tothe heaviest cub born in captivity
after the longest period in labour and elsewhere twin pandas each gave birth to twins, Xinhua news

agency reported.

Six-year-old Zhang
Kadelivered the baby on
Monday at the Wolong
Giant Panda Research
Centreinthemountainous
southwest, Xinhua said.

Thecubweighedjust
218 grammes (half a
pound), but was still the
heaviest panda ever born
in captivity, where most
cubs are born at between
83 and 190 grammes,
Xinhua said.

“It is very rare for
them to be even near 200
grammes,” it said in a
report late on Monday.

But the size and the
factthatitwasZhangKa's
first meant a“ painstaking
andeventful” birthfor the
mother, who was born in
the wild.

“The whole process
|asted about 34 hours and

twinsto twins

was the longest in the
history of panda
reproduction,” Xinhua
quoted Zhang Hemin,
head of the Wolong
centre, as saying.

Both mother and
baby weredoingwell, the
agency said.

Two twin panda
sisters, alsoagedsix, gave
birth to two pairs of twin
male cubs — with much
less drama— on Sunday
and Monday respectively
in the Chengdu Giant
Panda Reproduction and
Research Centre near
Wolong, Xinhua said.

It brought the
number of panda cubs
bornincaptivity inChina
so far this year to six, it
said.

The giant panda is
one of the world’s most

exotic and endangered
speciesand isfound only
in China, where it is a
national treasure.

An estimated 1,600
wild pandaslivein nature
reserves in Sichuan,
Gansu and Shaanxi
provinces.

It is extremely hard
to breed giant pandas in
captivity. Females only
ovulate once ayear, with
a slim 24- to 48-hour
window for breeding
whenartificial reproduct-
ion methods are usually
adopted. Infant mortality
isalso high.

Pandas eat bamboo
shoots and spend alot of
time sleeping.

They usually wean
their young at around 18
months, and healthy
pandasliveinto their late

20s or early 30s.

Relief measurestaken at
flooded areasin Mon
State, Mandalay Division

NAY Pyi Taw, 10 Aug — The torrential rains
caused flooding in some States and Divisions in the
country recently.

On 9 August, Bayintnaung, Butayon,
Y azadayit and Taninthayi Roads were flooded and
all were under six or seven feet of water in Ye of
Mon State. Family members of five wards and one
village in Y e Township are being evacuated to seven
relief centres. Due to the floods, some schools were
closed temporarily. Township authorities, members
of Myanmar Police Force and socia organizations
are performing security and relief tasks for the flood

Likewise, the railroad between Kamawat
Village in Mudon Township and Thanbyuzayat was
flooded. Therefore, the train running Yangon-Ye-
Dawel route stopped over at Kamawat Village, and
some Dawei-Ye rail services were cancelled
temporarily. Engineers of Myanma Railways are
repairing the some damages to the railroad.

In Mandalay, some schools were temporarily
closed due to flooding water overflowed some roads
due to torrential rains. Residents in flooded areas
were evacuated to the safe area, and provided with
relief items and packets of meal.

Despite flooding caused by torrential rains
in Mon State and Mandalay Division, there were no
death and no one was missing. Officials are
supervising repairing works at damages to railroads
and motorways.

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Amman, 10 Aug— A hugecrater caused by a gigantic meteoritehasbeen
discovered recently intheeaster n part of Jordan, thelar gest meteoritecrater
in the region, the Jordan Timesreported on Tuesday.

The impact site in Jabal Wagf es
Swwan, some 200 kilometres east of
theKarak governorateineastern Jordan,
was discovered by geology professors
of University of Jordan Elias Salameh
and Hani Khoury, along with German
Professor Werner Schneider.

A meteorite struck the areaaround
7,500-10,000 years ago with an impact
diameter of about 100 metres, thereport
said.

“The damage force of such an
impact might equal 5,000 timesthat of
the Hiroshimaatomic bomb,” Salameh
said, addingthat it would havedestroyed
everything within aradius of hundreds
of kilometres.

The crater consists of two
concentric circles. The diameter of the

outer ring measures around 5.5
kilometres, withtheinner ring measuring
2.7 kilometres.

The impact size and velocity,
accordingto Salameh, would haveraised
the atmospheric temperature within a
radius of 10 kilometres to more than
1,000 degrees Centigrade, spewing
millions of tons of rocks, vapour, dust
and smoke into the atmosphere.

The discovery is thought to be the
largest suchmeteoritecraterintheregion,
a statement issued by the University of
Jordan said. Salameh said that the siteis
expected to explain many geologic and
historic features and events such as
calcinated rocks, molten rock, highly
jointed and cracked rocks.

HanGzHou, 10 Aug —
At least 466,000 peoplein
China—266,000inFujian
and 200,000 in Zhegjiang
—have been evacuated
from the path of Typhoon
Saomai, which has
upgraded to extremely
powerful.

Meteorologists said
Saomai, theeighthtyphoon
to hit China this year,
would probably hit the
Chinesemainland between
Lianjiang in Fujian and
Y uhuan in Zhgjiang later
on Thursday.

At around 11:00 p.m.
on Wednesday, Saomai,
which is the Vietnamese
namefor theplanet Venus,

waslocated approximately
480 km southeast the
Zhejiangcity of Wenzhou.

With winds reaching
216 km per hour at its
centre, the typhoon was
moving northwest at a

speed of 30 km per hour.

Li Yuzhu, head of the
Zhejiang  provincial
observatory, said on
Wednesday, “ Saomai has
outpaced forecasts and
outrun the powerful

Typhoon Rananim that
claimed 164 lives in
Zhgjiangin August 2004.”

In Wenzhou alone, 42
people from nine villages
were killed and five were
missing in a landslide
caused by Rananim.
