With the object of increasing theincome
of farmers and enhancing their social and
economic status, the government istaking steps
to extend the cultivated acreage and to supply
sufficient water for agriculture. In addition to
Ngathayauk, Kyauktu, Letpan-Chaypaw and
Lawkanandariver water pumping stations and
Myakan dam, another dam was opened in
NyaungU district on 20 August. The newly-
opened dam is Ngathayauk dam and it is the
188th in the nation.

In the three village-tracts around
Ngathayauk dam, monsoon groundnut wasgrown
asafirst cropon 1,000acr esat thebeginningof the
rainy season and sesamum on another 1,000 acres
inthemiddleof therainy season.

The held British national of Pakistani descent is
believed to have triggered dozens of arrests both here
and in suburbs of London more than aweek ago when
the alleged terror plot was unveiled.— MNA/Xinhua

China’'slegislature adopts cor por ate
bankruptcy law

BelainG, 28 Aug—
China's top legislature,
the Standing Committee
of the National People’s
Congress, on Sunday
adopted a corporate
bankruptcy law, aiming
to protect both creditors
of bankrupt enterprises
and the people who work
in them.

The law will come
intoeffecton1June, 2007.
The current enterprise
bankruptcy law will be
abolishedatthesametime.

The current bank-
ruptcy rules, promulgated
in1986 on atest basis, are
widely regarded as
outdated as they fail to
give sufficient protection
tocreditorsandonly touch
on State-owned enter-
prises (SOE). The rules
allow laid-off workers to
be paid before creditors.

The new corporate
bankruptcy law will apply
to al kinds of enterprises
and financial institutions.

All the country’s

companies and enter-
prises, whether state
owned or private, will
have to follow a unified
corporate bankruptcy law
if they founder.

The new law
stipulatesthat from 1 June,
2007, all insolvent
enterpriseswill pay credit
guarantees to creditors
first, and use other assets

not earmarked as credit
guaranteesto pay laid-off
workers.

“The provision is a
compromise that aims to
protect both creditors and
workers of insolvent
enterprises,” said Cheng
Siwei, vice-chairman of
the NPC Standing Com-
mittee.

“The new law

embodies the notion of
putting peoplefirst, asit
fully considers worker’s
interests. At the same
time it accords with
standard international
practice in better
protecting lenders’ in-
terests,” said Jia Zhijie,
member of the NPC
Standing Committee.

Only few US soldierstried for
killing Iragi civilians

WasHINGTON, 29 Aug — The majority of US soldiers charged with the
unlawful deaths of Iraqi civilians have been acquitted, found guilty of rela-
tively minor offenses or given administrative punishments without trial, a
newsreport said on Monday.

Experts estimate that
thousands of Iragi civil-
ianshavedied atthehands
of theUSforces, but only
39 servicemembershave
been formally accused of
offenses in connection
with the deaths of 20 Ira-
gis from 2003 to early
this year, The Washing-
ton Post reported.Of the
24 Army personnel
charged in connection
withlragi civiliandeaths,
12 were convicted of
crimes and received jail
sentences which range
from 45 daysto 25 years,
four others were tried at

inoneacquittal and three
convictions with no con-
finement.

Charges against two
otherswere dropped. Six
received administrative
punishments, including
four who cooperatedwith
government prosecutions
of their superiors, there-
port said.Some military
officialsandanalystssaid
the small numbers re-
flected the caution and
professionalism exer-
cised by USforceson an
urban battlefield, where
it was often difficult to
distinguish combatants
