NEw Y ork, 29 Aug—Consumer confidence sank to
a nine-month low in August as worries about job
growth and the economy overshadowed apause by the
Federal Reserve in raising interest rates, a survey
showed Tuesday.

The Conference Board said its index of consumer
sentiment dropped in August to 99.6 - itslowest since
November 2005’ s98.3 - from 107.0in July. Sentiment
scaled a high for the year of 109.8 in April.

The median forecast of 86 economists polled by
Reutershad called for theindex tofall to 103in August.
Estimates ranged from alow of 99 to a high of 106.8.

“Less favourabl e business conditions coupled with
a less favourable job scenario have resulted in the
largest one-month decline in confidence since Hurri-
cane Katrinalast year,” Lynn Franco, director of The
Conference Board Consumer Research Center, saidin
a statement.

“Consumers are growing increasingly pessimistic
about the short-term outlook.” The Fed's policy-set-
ting committee voted to leave its benchmark federal
funds rate steady at 5.25 percent on 8 August after
sometwo years of raising official US short-term rates
but left the door open to future rate increases in case
inflation proved tenacious. On Wall Street, stocks
turned lower after the report, reversing earlier mild
gains. Treasury bond prices fell, with the benchmark
10-year note down 10/32, or $3.13 for each $1,000
invested, to yield 4.83 percent, up from from 4.79
percent late Monday.

“They should not redly
be called dwarfs — they
are more like hobbits.”
Thedwarf galaxiesare
thought to bethe building
blocks of large galaxies,
such as our own Milky
Way, which is about
100,000 light years wide.
The pace of dis-
coveries suggests that
many more such satellites
remain unknown, which
would present a serious
challenge to models of
dark matter as “warm”,
fast-moving particles.

Thus, the pathway
could be a drug target
for other diseases,” she
said.

Sleeping sickness,
which is the main target
of Lee's research, is
transmitted through the
bite of the Tsetse fly.

Once the parasite
invades the human nerve
system, thepatientssuffer
confusion, personality
changes, sleep distur-
bance and eventually
coma and death.

"On the one hand, my involvement with
football has been an exhilarating ride and
whilewe'veachieved so much, thepotential to
take the game even further is enormous,” he
added.

"But with our rapid progress has come an
incredibly intensive and demanding workload
and that creates a lot of pressure on personal
time and family life.”

O'Neill, 55, joined the FFA after leaving the
chief executivepost at the ARU in 2003 and was
seen askey totherevival of soccer'sfortunesin
rugby-mad Australia.

He oversaw the appointment of Dutchman
Guus Hiddink to the national coaching post in
2005 and the Socceroos went on to qualify for
the World Cup for the first time in 32 years.
They reached the second round of thefinalsin
Germany thisyear, losing 1-0by eventual cham-
pions Italy.

O'Neill was also instrumental in the
establishment of the domestic A-League
competition, which opened its second season
amid much fanfare last weekend, and in
Australia's switch to the Asian Football

L onpon, 30 Aug— Elderly patientsin hospital are at risk of becoming malnourished becausenurses | |
do not have enough timeto help with feeding, Age Concern said on Tuesday.

Launching a cam-
paign to raise awareness
about the problem, the
charity said six out of ten
older patients suffered
malnourishment or de-
cling health while in hos-
pital.

Age Concern said
malnutrition was esti-
mated to cost the health
service some 7.3 billion
pounds per year because
mal nourished patientsstay
in hospital longer, are
threetimes morelikely to

develop complications
during surgery and havea
higher mortality rate.

“Hospitalsareindan-
ger of becoming bad for
the health of older peo-
ple,” said Age Concern
director general Gordon
Lishman.

“The majority of
older patients are being
denied some of the basic
care they need, leaving
hundreds of thousands of
older patients malnour-
ished.

“It is shocking that
the dignity of patients is
being overlooked, andthat
Age Concern hasto run a
campaign to fight for the
implementation of such
simple measures.”

Age Concern said
nine out of 10 nurses did
not always have enough
time to help patients who
needed assistance with
meals andsaid, asaresult,
patientsover 80 had afive
times higher prevaence
of malnutrition than those
