Reid says Britain faces
“very great” terrorist threat

LonboN, 16 Nov—
Britain is facing a “very
great threat” from awave
of plots among Muslim
extremists and a terrorist
attack on Britainishighly
likely, Home Secretary
John Reid said on
Wednesday.

They are
ongoing, they are
working, and they have
the potential... some will
benearer preparationthan
others.”

Askedhow seriousthe
situation was, Reid said:
“Itisavery great threat”.

MI5 head Eliza
Manningham-Buller said
last week that her agency
wastrackingaround 1,600
suspects, many of them
Muslim extremists, most

of whom were British-born
and linked to al-Qaeda in
Pakistan.

She also said young
BritishMuslimswerebeing
groomed to become suicide
bombers.

Asked why suspects

“I think we have to
give it a chance,” said
Menon, who led thetalks
with his Pakistani
counterpart, Riaz Moh-
ammad Khan.

Survey shows anti-American
sentiment up sharply in Greece

ATHENS, 17 Nov— Anti-American sentiment,
rooted in Greece since Washington backed a military
dictatorshiptherealmost 40yearsago, hasrisen sharply
in the past two years, an international survey showed
on Thursday.

The survey conducted by TNS ICAP jointly with
the Gallup International Association in 63 countries
from five continents showed Greece, a NATO and
European Unionmember, wasthemost anti-American
nation polled.

According to the survey, amost nine out of 10
Greeks consider the United States a negative forcein
maintaining world peace, a rise of more than 7
percentage points from 2004. Also 76 per cent, up by
8 percentage points, believe it is not a positive
contributor to the war against terrorism.

“Themajority of Greekshelievethat theroleof the
United States is negative in al issues polled,” TNS
ICAP said in a statement.

Thestudy showed 80 per cent of Greeksbelievethe
United States is doing little to battle global poverty
while 78 per cent think Washingtonisanegativeforce
in protecting the environment. Greece hasrarely seen
eyeto eyewith Washington over major foreign policy
issues in recent years. — MNA/Reuters
