GENEVA, 17 Nov— TheWorld Health Organization ur ged gover nmentson
Wednesday to crack down on the 30-billion-US-dollar market in fake drugs
which make up 30 per cent of the market in some poorer countries.

“Counterfeit medicines
... can harm patients by
failing to treat serious
conditions, can provoke
drug resistance, and in
some cases kill,” WHO
said in a statement.
WHO launched a
programme, backed by
health bodies and palice,
that aims to promote
greater legal oversight of
the sale of drug products
andconvincegovernments
totreat thefakedrug trade
as a serious crime and
punishit severely.
“Thelatest estimates...
show that more than 30
per cent of medicines in
some areas of Latin
America, southeast Asia
andsub-SaharanAfricaare
counterfeit,” it said.
InAugust, WHO said it

believed the illegal trade
worldwide was worth
more than 30 billion US
dollars ayear or between
5 and 8 per cent of the
annual  market for
medicines. In richer
emerging economies,
counterfeitdrugsmadeup
10 per cent of the market
and in many of the
independent republics of
the former Soviet Union
thefigure went ashigh as
20 per cent.

Fakes aso account for
50 per cent of those
medecines sold on the
Internetbyillegd operators,
as opposed to legd  phar-
maceutical companiesthat
offerdrugsatreducedprices
but demand medical
prescriptions  before
fulfilling Internet orders.

NEw York, 17 Nov —You might want to cook
theholiday turkeyintheoveninstead of onthegrill,
according to results of a study released this week
that found that women who favour flame-broiled
foods may be at much higher risk for developing
breast cancer than women who do not.

Can't give up that flame-broiled taste? Then it
might bewiseto take an aspirin with your char-broiled
meal, as the findings also suggest that aspirin may
negatethe potentially harmful effectsof flame-broiled
foods.

“Cooking meat at high temperaturesin direct heat
over an open flame can lead to the production of
cancer-causing chemicals known as heterocyclic
amines, or HCAs,” Dr Kaa Visvanathan from Johns
Hopkins University, explained at a cancer prevention
conference sponsored by the American Association
for Cancer Research.

By studying the eating patternsof 312 womenwith
breast cancer and 316 women who were cancer free,
Visvanathan's team found that breast cancer was
increased a significant 74 per cent in women who ate
flame-broiled foods more than twice per month
compared with women who never ate flame-broiled

Scientists identify key mutations
In bird flu virus

Hong Kong,17 Nov—Scientistshave discover ed two spotson the HSN1
bird flu viruswhich would need to mutate for thevirusto infect people more

easly.
H5N1 is largely a
disease in animals

because it has surface
proteins which bind
more easily to “re-
ceptors” lining respi-
ratory tracts of birds,
rather than receptors in
humans.

Experts fear HSN1
will infect more humans
and trigger a pandemic
killing millions of people
if the virus mutates to
attach easily to human
receptors.

In the latest issue of
Nature, scientists in
Japan, Britain and the
United States said they
had discovered two
specific spots on the
genes of H5N1 which
appeared to determine if
the virus attached more
easily to bird or human
receptors.

This discovery will
help scientists decide if
any strain of the H5N1
has the potential to

cause a human
pandemic.

“The bottom line is
that the changes (on the
two spots) can be used as
molecular markers to
identify the potential of
the viruses that may grow
well in humans,” said
Y oshihiro Kawaoka of
the Institute of Medica

Science at the University
of Tokyo.

Using 21 samples of
the H5N1 virus taken
from human victims in
Indonesia and Vietnam,
the team of scientists
found that three of them
bound especially easily to
human receptors.

The case now passes to Canada s federal court,
which has a week to review the evidence the
government usedwhenitissuedthesecurity certificate.
