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Favouritism democracy and benefiting democr acy

The term “democracy” originated in Europe,
and it wasintroduced in Athens city state. However,
the practice of democracy was not brought to fruition
at al in Athens city state in Europe. Poppy, which
poses the gravest danger to the mankind, is native to
Europe. At first, it was used for medical purposes
only. Later, Europeansused it asatool in colonizing
other countries.

And the term “democracy” was used with
several words modifying it according to the norm of
the nation concerned, for instance: capitalist
democracy, sociaist democracy, and so on. Up to
now, the motto “democracy wave must overwhelm
theworld” some countriesare crying out isnot found
practical and firm. Theworld hasnot seenyet amodel
country whose democratic norms are in conformity
with thewishesof themajority of itspeople. Anditis
virtually impossibleto create acountry that can bring
the essence of the word democracy cent per cent. For
that reason, a country’s exercise of democracy must
rest on the social life and the standard of living of its
people, and its democracy must be modified by a
suitable adjective.

Itisperceived that in the past poppy was used
incolonizingother countries, and now neo-colonialists
are using the beautiful word “democracy” to expand
their domination over the world. All other countries
have adopted the word democracy into the language
concerned. In fact, the word “democracy” must be
termed a process practised according to the desire of
the magjority.

Anyhow, democracy must be a system that is
practised in the interest of human beings, and it
should not beasystem that ispractised just towin the
support and applause of the mgjority of people. Itis
easy to win thefavour of the majority, but difficult to
serve the interests of the majority.

Favouritism democracy is a system designed
just to win the support and applause of the majority.
Such democracy does not bring any benefits to the
people. However, benefiting democracy is a system
intended to givethepriority to thedevel opment of the
nation and the majority of the people, not just to win
the support of the people.

Favouritism democracy

I would liketo present someweak pointsof the
favouritismdemocracy Myanmar practisedinthepast.
In 1948 Myanmar regained independence and the
AFPFL government came to power, practising the
parliamentary democracy. The AFPFL party, thethen
ruling party, exercised favouritism democracy, as
evidenced by the fact that members of the party were
vying each other for support such as issuing import
licences and presenting capital to the relatives and
friends of the circle concerned. So, they were unable
to pay due attention to the interests of the people. At
the third conference of the AFPFL held in 1958, the
party split into two factions — Thantshin (Clean)
AFPFL (Nu and Tin) and Temye (Stable) AFPFL
(Swe and Nyein). They organized the people and
friendsof thecircleconcernedin scrambleby offering
various kinds of incentives to win victory over the
other faction. They invested money in organizing
parliament members, while offering the imprudent
promise of secession from the Union to asmall group
of peopleaswell asreligiousincentive, culminatingin
thedamagetothefundamental principlesof theAFPFL.
That wasfollowed by political unrest, and inthe end,
ithadtotransfer State power tothe Tatmadaw in 1962.
Benefiting democracy

In the time of the kings, Myanmar saw many
patriotic State leaders who constantly dedicated
themselves to nation-building tasks. King
Anaukphetlun, a member of Bayintnaung Dynasty,
impaled Portuguese Philip Debrito (a) Nga Zinkar in
the presence of the people. He aso sentenced his
famouspoet Natshin Naung, atraitor tothenationwho
won the support of the people, to death penalty. He
made a sharp decision to execute the follower of the
colonialists, instead of yielding to the wish of the
majority.

The administrative system of serving national
interests of U Aung Zeya (a) King Alaung Phaya,
founder of the Konbaung Era, was noteworthy.

The mgjority of Asian nations had to emulate
the system as an example. The administrative
responsibility was shared area-wise. If a person lost
property due to theft, the administrator of the locality

concerned had to pay compensation to the victim. If
a robbery occurred near a village, the head of that
particular village bore the responsibility to pay the
compensation. The system made the administrators
always pay specia attention to their duties. So the
administrative machinery was always run smoothly.
The court personnel had to strive to keep an areafree
from theft or robbery. They had to strictly obey the
ordersof their superiors. They could not hideanything.
The peoplethereforewere enjoying significant peace
and stability. There was no bribery nor personality
cult at al in the country during the time.

There are stories in the religious treatises
concerning the matter. One of the storiessays, “ Once
there was aking who ruled his subjects with justice,
sympathy and goodwill. His court officials were
flattering him. Ashewished to know the nation’ sreal
situation, he secretly |eft the palace in disguise one
night. While on his way to a village, the king was
abducted by agroup of robbers. After robbing him of
hismoney, therobberstold him not to complainabout
the robbery to the local administrator, because, they
said, they had aready bribed him. When the king
asked the robbers, “Are other areas like this?’, the
robberssaid“Yes’. Whentheking arrived back at the
court, he punished the corrupt administrators at all
levels. Theking also promoted and presented giftsto
the sincere and straightforward court personnel.”

The story warns us that corrupt officials and
flatterers may appear in any administrative system;
that the ruler should not be deceived by such persons
asthey aregoingto givetroubletothepeople; that the
ruler should keep in the fore the peopl€e’ sinterests.

Favouritism democracy is used in the interest
of agroup of peopleor aparty. [t will harm thepublic
interest and jeopardize the rule of law. Benefiting
democracy is practised by the persons who love the
nation and dare to make sacrifices in the national
interests. The latter system will lead the nation to
prosperity and progress.

The National Convention has been in session
to draw anew constitution for the people to exercise
the multiparty democracy system. At the National
Convention, the delegates representing the whole
nation are laying down and adopting the detailed
basi cprinciplesfor theconstitution. They havea ready
adopted most of the detailed basic principles. The
new constitution will ensure discipline-flourishing
democracy. The administrative machinery will be
run in accord with the constitution for the benefit of
thenation and the people. Hence, weall should strive
for implementing democracy that serves the public
interest.

WasHINGTON, 10 Dec — With oil prices back
above 60 US dollars a barrel and the global
economy slowing, OPEC islikely torefrain from
further tightening its oil spigots when the cartel
meets next Thursday in Nigeria, The Wall Street
Journal reported on Friday.

But in an indication that oil prices are likely to
remain|ofty, theOrganization of Petroleum-Exporting
Countrieswill be poised to cut output if needed, with
an eye on large stockpiles of crude stored around the
world, the report quoted senior officials of this
organization as saying.

The cartel, which meets about a third of the world
demand of 85 million barrelsof crudeper day, in October
calledfor a4.4-per-cent reductioninitsoutput. It remains
unclear how much has been cut, but even partial
compliance will mean the market is about to feel adrop
in shipments. Some industry analysts say prices could
rise next year because the world will need more ail
from the cartel, not less.

Several OPEC officials said the cartel is likely to
schedule another meeting for late January or early
February to review output levels.
