Russia blames US
for global financial crisis

ST PETERSBURG, 8  June
—President Dmitry
Medvedev blamed
“aggressive” United States
policies on Saturday for
the global financial crisis
and said Moscow’s
growing economic muscle
could be part of the
solution.

“Failure by the biggest
financial firms in the world
to adequately take risk into
account, coupled with the
aggressive financial
policies of the biggest
economy in the world,
have led not only to
corporate losses,”

Medvedev told Russia’s
main annual event for
international investors in St
Petersburg.

“Most people on the
planet have become poorer.”

The Kremlin leader said
investment by cash-rich
Russian companies abroad,
promotion of Moscow as a
major financial centre and
use of the ruble as a reserve
currency were part of the
answer.

These could help solve
problems created by what
he said was a gap between
the United States’ leading
global economic role and

“its true capabilities.”
The Kremlin leader said

economic nationalism had
played a big part in trig-
gering the current crisis,
which he compared to the
Great Depression of the
1930s.

AOMORI, (Japan) 8 June

But the Group of Eight
nations that runs from top

consumer the United States
No 2 oil exporter Russia —
plus non-G8 China, India
and South Korea — could
agree on little more than
expressing “serious con-
cerns” over oil prices,
according to a preliminary
communique given to
reporters.

Amid a growing
acknowledgement that the
group of mainly consumer
nationswill have to find
ways of tempering their
own demand rather than
counting on producers to
pump ever more oil, they
focused on technology,
conservation and
diversification.

“We will continue to
vigorously promote
policies and measures for
improving energy ef-
ficiency,” the 11 nations,
which account for two-
thirds of world energy
consumption, said in the
communique ahead of
their meeting in Aomori,
northern Japan.

They will share best
practice and encourage
more innovation in energy-
efficient buildings, elec-
tronic equipment and tran-
sport through the newly
formed International
Partnership for Energy
Efficiency Cooperation,
they said.—Internet

WASHINGTON,  8 June —
Iran demanded action from
the UN Security Council
about an Israeli threat to
attack its nuclear sites if
it continues uranium en-
richment, according to a
letter released on Satur-
day by Iranian UN
Ambassador Mohammad
Khazaee.

Israeli Transport
Minister Shaul Mofaz was

quoted on Friday in an
Israeli newspaper saying
that an attack on Iran looks
“unavoidable” given the
apparent failure of
sanctions to deny Tehran
technology with bomb-
making potential.

“Such a dangerous
threat against a sovereign
state and a member of the
United Nations constitutes
a manifest violation of

  This 2003 directive
provides for compulsory
initial  qualification and
periodic training of drivers
of road vehicles  for the
carriage of goods or

passengers.
  Under the directive,

member states should
set up a system of
qualification according to
one of two options: a
system based on
coursework and a test, or
a system based on a test
only.

Periodic training is to
be organized by approved
training  centres. Each
driver has to undergo 35
hours of training every
five years.

 The EU imposed the
import ban in 1997 because
US poultry producers use
a low-concentration chlo-
rine wash on chickens, a
practice that is not
permitted in Europe. The
issue has been an irritant
in transatlantic trade ties
ever since.

 In a new move to
get the row resolved,

Washington has said
poultry ban is a test case
for the Transatlantic
Economic Council (TEC),
which it set up last year
with Brussels to smooth
trade and business
between the two giant
economies.

 The European Com-
mission last month
proposed ending the ban,
though with strict con-
ditions.

Therefore, it is required to provide necessary assist-
ance for them.

Next, the Prime Minister and party consoled the
victims from Kyunthaya Village. He presented one
CDMA 450 telephone to the village officials. The
Ministry of Communications, Posts and Telegraphs
donated one set of loudspeaker to them.

At the Relief Camp in Setsan Village of Bogale
Township, the Prime Minister and party heard reports
on reconstruction of the village and accommodation of
storm victims from surrounding villages at the relief
camp.

After hearing the reports, the Prime Minister in-
structed officials to transport the victims from the
relief camp to their respective villages of their own
accord only after building temporary shelters for the

sanitation task and establishing new better environ-
ment.

They visited the village and the relief camp. While
in the village, the Ministry of Communications, Posts
and Telegraphs donated six sets of loudspeakers to
officials.

On arrival at the relief camp in Kadonkani Village,
Pyapon Township by helicopter, Vice-Senior General
Maung Aye and party looked into opening of health
care centres, providing medical treatment to local
people and arrival and distribution of relief items.

With the emergence of Thaphanseik Dam
Sagaing Division is now able to produce over 100
million baskets of paddy yearly. Likewise, plans are
under way to turn Taninthayi Division into another
edible oil pot like Magway Division which is the
edible oil pot of the nation. In that regard, arrangements
have been made for fulfillment of basic commodities
from one place to another, and people no longer need
to worry about it.

MOSCOW, 8 June — Rescue workers found seven

bodies on Friday in the smouldering rubble of a civilian
cargo ship in Russia’s Kaliningrad region, a Navy
spokesman said. Ten workers had been missing
following an explosion and fire on the ship the Yenisei
in dry dock at a naval ship repair factory in Kaliningrad,
a tiny enclave bordering Lithuania, Poland and the
Baltic Sea.

“Ten were missing, seven found.  The excavation is
still ongoing and we expect to find the rest shortly,”

Iraq says it wants to restrict
movement of US troops

 BRUSSELS, 8 June — The
European Commission has
sent   letters of warning to
Estonia and Finland over
implementation of EU
rules prohibiting discri-
mination in employment
and occupation   on the
grounds of sex, said the
commission on Thursday.
The commission believes
that the two countries have
not fully   implemented the

2002 directive on gender
equality.

 “This directive is
crucial to tackling gender
discrimination, one
important goal of the
European Union (EU). It
was agreed   unanimously
by the member states and
adopted in 2002, but EU
directives cannot reach
their full potential if they
are not fully  and correctly
transposed into national
laws,” said Vladimir
Spidla,  EU Commissioner
for Equal Opportunities.

   The warning took the
form of a “reasoned
opinion,” the second   stage
in infringement pro-
ceedings. The countries
have two months   to
respond. If they fail to
reply or if the response
is   unsatisfactory, the
commission can decide to
take them to the   European
Court of Justice.

DONETSK, (Ukraine), 8
June — A gas explosion at a
colliery in Ukraine's Donbass
coalfield on Sunday left 37
miners missing after it
destroyed the mine shaft,
making rescue attempts very
difficult, officials said on
Sunday.

The blast occurred at
about 5 am local time, about
1 km underground,
shattering installations at
the Karl Marx pit in Donetsk

region, the heart of the
coalfield.

Marina Nikitina,
spokeswoman for the
regional mine safety
inspectorate, said 37 men
were missing. Four miners
working on the surface at
the time of the explosion
had been injured.

“The shaft has been
destroyed. It is impossible
to go below,” she said. “The
blast was very powerful. It

shattered windows in the
mine's administrative office
and damaged the paneling
of a lift.”

Gas explosions are a
frequent occurrence in
Ukraine's outdated mines,
many of which are loss-
making and date from the
19th century. The Karl
Marx mine in Yenakiyevo,
northeast of Donetsk, has
been in operation for 110
years.—Internet

Seven dead in Tokyo
knife attack

TOKYO, 8 June —A man armed with a knife has killed
seven people and injured 11 others in central Tokyo, on
Sunday, Japanese media say.

The incident occurred in the Akihabara district, a busy
shopping area known as Electric Town that is popular
with young people and tourists.

A suspect, said to be 25-year-old Tomohiro Kato, has
been arrested near the scene.

The stabbing came on the anniversary of a 2001 knife
attack which killed eight children at a primary school.

A police spokesman, Jiro Akaogi, confirmed Mr Kato's
identity and arrest.

“The suspect told police that he came to Akihabara to
kill people,” Mr Akaogi told reporters.

“He said he was tired of life. He said he was sick of
everything,” he added.

Once rare in Japan, there has been an increase in knife
crime in recent years. —Internet Somali BBC

contributor shot dead
MOGADISHU,8  June— Gunmen in the southern Somali

city of Kismayo have killed a local journalist on Sunday.
Nasteh Dahir, who worked for both the BBC and

Associated Press news agency, was shot in the chest and
stomach outside his home.

The National Union of Somali Journalists said it was
a “targeted assassination” and that the 26-year-old had
received death threats.

Somalia, mired in chaos and violence since 1991, is
among the world's most dangerous countries for
journalists.

At least nine other journalists have been killed in
Somalia since February 2007.

Iraq cracks down on oil smugglers
with new law

Gunmen kidnap two
kids in S-E Nigeria

Blast at Kuwait port
petchem facility

 KUWAIT, 8 June — An
explosion has hit a
petrochemical facility at
OPEC member Kuwait's
Mina Abdullah port, state
new agency KUNA said
on Thursday, but it was
not clear if oil exports were
affected.

 KUNA did not say if
the incident affected
operations at Kuwait's
second-largest oil
refinery, the 270,000
barrel per day Mina
Abdullah plant, which is
located nearby.

 It was not immediately
clear what caused the
blast. Officials at state
refining company KNPC
were not immediately
available for comment.

 Kuwait is the world's
seventh-largest oil
exporter. It plans to boost
refining capacity to 1.415
million bpd from 930,000
bpd with the new plant,
and upgrade its Mina
Abdullah and Mina
Ahmadi refineries.

Mexico seizes
2,900 tons of

drugs, weaponry
in 18 months
 MEXICO CITY, 8 June

—  Mexican authori-
ties have seized  and
destroyed some 2,900
tons of drugs in the first
18 months since President
Felipe Calderon took
office, the Special
Investigation into
Organized Crime (PGR)
said Thursday. The
authorities have also
seized over 15,000
weapons, 900 grenades
and 1.5 million bullets
during the same period.

 During the battle
against organized crime
and drug trafficking,
security forces seized
7,402 ground, aerial and
maritime vehicles used
by drug cartels for
transporting drugs, said
Jose Luis Santiago
Vasconcelos, the PGR's
deputy attorney general.

 The actions left the
Sinaloa Cartel, a Mexican
drug smuggling group,
"without any possibility
of aerial transportation,"
Santiago said, adding that
other illegal cartels in
Mexico were also hit in
the crackdown.

Unidentified armed men

 Emmanuel Ezeozue,
the Commissioner of
Police in Imo state
confirmed the kidnapping
of two sons of the speaker
of the state House of
Assembly.

 Ezeazu said following
the report of the incident,
the police had begun
investigation into the
matter, adding that the
police were acting on a
tip-off and have arrested
three suspected kid-
nappers in a hotel in the
State.

 It was learnt that the
Speaker's sons were
staying with their mother
in Aba, Abia state at the
time of the incident. Effort
to speak to Opiah on phone
proved abortive as his
mobile phone rang with-
out reply.

 Kidnap cases have
been on the increase in
Imo State in the last two
months. — MNA/Xinhua

BAGHDAD, 8 June —
Iraq is to take tougher
action  against oil
smugglers under a new
law passed on Thursday
aimed  at plugging leaks
in its oil industry that cost
it billions of  dollars every
year in lost revenue.

 The Oil Derivatives
Smuggling Law will give
authorities the  power to
seize smuggler’s assets,
including tankers and
other  vessels, impose
fines and jail offenders
for up to five years.

 “This law is essential
to fight the smuggling of
oil which  costs the
country billions of dollars
every year,” the head of
Parliament’s oil and gas
committee, Ali Hussain
Balu, told  Reuters.

 He said current
legislation was seen as too
weak to deter  oil
smuggling, a criminal
activity that has
flourished in the  security
vacuum that followed the
US-led invasion in 2003.

 But enforcement of the
new law may be difficult.
A report by  the Pentagon
in June 2007 said

members of the Oil
Ministry’s own  Oil
Protection Force, res-
ponsible for guarding oil
infrastructure, were
suspected of collusion in
smuggling.

 Iraq is hoping to boost
oil revenues after oil
production  and exports
reached a post-war high
in May. Oil Minister
Hussein  al-Shahristani
told Reuters on Sunday
he expected oil revenue
to  reach 70 billion US
dollars this year if crude
prices stayed high.

 Iraq, whose main
source of revenue is oil,
needs huge  investment
after decades of sanctions
and war. But sabotage and
oil smugglng have robbed
it of billions of dollars
and hampered  recon-
struction.

 “According to official
reports handed to
Parliament, Iraq is  losing
roughly 105,000 oil
barrels a day from the
southern  fields in
smuggling operations,”
Balu said.

  TOKYO, 8 June  —
World governments must
quickly  start a 45-trillion-
US-dollar “energy tech-
nology revolution” or  risk
a 130-per-cent surge in
carbon emissions by 2050,
the  International Energy
Agency warned on Friday.

  In a report com-
missioned by Group of
Eight leaders three  years
ago, the IEA also said that
a goal of halving
emissions  by 2050 would
require that the cost of
carbon rise to 200 US
dollars a  tonne and
possibly as high as 500

US dollars a ton. Carbon
emissions  credits rights
now trade in Europe at
only around 30 US dollars
a tonne.

  Japan is urging leaders
of the Group of Eight rich
nations  to set a global
target to halve greenhouse
gases by 2050, when  they
meet at a G-8 summit in
Toyako, northern Japan,
next month.  The group’s
energy ministers meet this
weekend in Japan.

  The report also said
that oil demand would
rise by 70  per cent if
governments continued

with current policies —
an  increase it said was
equivalent to five times
Saudi Arabia’s  pro-
duction.

  “We are very far from
sustainable development,
despite the  widespread
recognition of the long-
term problem. In fact,
CO2  emissions growth
has accelerated
considerably in recent
years,”  said Nobuo
Tanaka, Executive
Director of the IEA, the
energy  watchdog for
industrialized nations.

 LONDON, 8 June  — A
virus in an outbreak of bird
flu in southern England
this week is the same
subtype, H7N7, which has
led to several other cases
in Europe, including one
that killed a veterinarian
in the Netherlands.

 Britain’s farm ministry
classified the strain on
Thursday as a virulent
H7N7, adding “it is likely
to be related to viruses
which have occasionally
been detected in domestic

poultry and wild birds
elsewhere in Europe”.

 An outbreak was
confirmed at a chicken
farm in Oxfordshire
earlier this week. All the
birds at the farm were
slaughtered as a pre-
cautionary measure.

 The Netherlands had a
major outbreak of a H7N7
bird flu virus in 2003/04.
Many poultry workers
were infected with the
predominant symptom,
conjunctivitis, and one
veterinarian died of
respiratory distress
syndrome.

 Britain’s Farm
Ministry said the health
protection agency be-
lieved the risk to the public
was low and “all necessary
steps are being taken to
protect those people who
may have been exposed to
the virus on the premises
or involved in disease
control activities”.

 The outbreak does not
involve the virulent
H5N1 strain which has
killed more than 230
people since 2003 and
resulted in the deaths of
millions of birds.

 RIO DE JANEIRO, 8 June
—  Brazil’s President Luiz
Inacio Lula da Silva on
Thursday signed a decree
on the World Environment
Day to create three reserves
in the Amazon rainforest
region.  With the three
reserves, two in the state of
Amazonas, the largest in

the country, and the third
in Para, Brazil will have a
total of 292 protected areas
and its territories destined
to environmental protec-
tion will increase by 4.3
per cent.

The setup of the
reserves is part of the
government’s pro-
gramme to build a so-
called “green wall” to
prevent deforestation.
Lula also signed two more
decrees on the same day,
with one being to extend
indefinitely a deadline on
restricting exploitation of
mahogany in the Amazon
forest.

The other is to establish
a working group within
30 days to define the final
details of a fund for the
protection and conserva-
tion of the Amazon.

 PARIS, 8 June  — An
upcoming French defence
review will boost the
country’s presence in
space, Prime Minister
Francois Fillon said on
Thursday, in a lift for
European satellite manu-
facturers EADS and
Thales.  “The White Paper
on defence gives a central
role to capacities of
reconnaissance and
anticipation,” Fillon told a
parliamentary seminar on
the space industry, adding
that France already had
one of the region’s largest
national space budgets.

 Fillon’s remarks were

or Lower House of
Parliament.

 French President
Nicolas Sarkozy is due to
unveil the White Paper on
France’s defence priorities
to 2015 on 17  June .

 Sarkozy has promised
to hold total defence
spending at 2 per cent of
gross domestic product, but
there are growing doubts
over the size or timing of
major programmes such as
a new aircraft carrier and
further Rafale fighter
orders.—  MNA/Reuters

WEATHER

Summary  of  observations recorded at 09:30 hr
MST: During the past 24  hours,  rain  or  thundershowers
have been isolated in  Kayah and Kayin States and lower
Sagaing Division, scattered in Mon State and  Mandalay
Division, fairly  widespread  in Shan State and wide-
spread in the remaining areas with isolated heavyfalls in
Kachin and Rakhine States.   The noteworthy amounts of
rainfall recorded were Nay Pyi Taw (0.55) inch, Sittway
(6.61) inches, Machanbaw (4.06) inches, Bago (2.29)
inches, Toungoo (2.09) inches, Myitkyina and Kalewa
(1.54) inches each.

Maximum temperature on 7-6-2008 was 83ºF. Mini-
mum  temperature on 8-6-2008 was 71ºF.  Relative  humidi-
ty at (09:30) hours MST on 8-6-2008 was 100%. Total
sunshine hours on 7-6-2008 was (Nil).

Rainfall on 8-6-2008 was (1.07) inches  at Mingaladon,
(0.71) inch at Kaba-Aye and (0.51) inch  at Central Yangon.
Total rainfall since 1-1-2008  was  (32.64) inches at
Mingaladon, (39.53) inches  at Kaba-Aye  and  (52.01)
inches  at  Central Yangon. Maximum wind speed at Yangon
(Kaba-Aye) was (10) mph from Southwest at (20:40) hours
MST on 7-6-2008.

Bay inference:  According to the observation at (06.30)
hrs MST today, the  low pressure area  over  Southwest
Bay has moved to West Central  Bay and  still persists.
Monsoon is weak in the  Andaman Sea and Southeast Bay
and moderate to strong  elsewhere in the Bay of Bengal.

Forecast valid until evening of 9-6-2008:   Rain or
thundershowers will be  scattered in Kayah  and Kayin
States,  lower Sagaing and Magway Divisions,  fairly
widespread in Shan and Chin States, upper Sagaing and
Mandalay Divisions and widespread in the  remaining
States and Divisions with likelihood of isolated  heavyfalls
in Kachin and Rakhine States,  Yangon Division.

YANGON, 8 June — Children under

YANGON, 8 June — The Ministry of
Health sent a medical team led by Dr
Moe Hein to Mawlamyinegyun Town-
ship this morning by vessel Pa Pa Win to
provide health care services to the storm
victim patients of villages.
