Breakthrough drug

‘could halt’ Alzhemer’s

CHicaco, 30 July — British researchers say a
new drug could effectively halt the progression of
Alzheimer’s disease, offering hope to millions.

The pioneering research — a joint initiative
between the University of Aberdeen in the UK and
Singapore-based TauRx Therapeutics — was
announced thisweek at the Alzheimer’ sAssociation
International Conference on Alzheimer’'s Disease
(ICAD 2008) inChicago. Theproduct—remberTM
— isthefirstdrugtoact onthe*“tangles’ discovered
by AloisAlzheimer over acentury ago. Tanglesare
made up of the protein, tau, which forms inside
nerve cells in the brain. According to Aberdeen
University, the drug works by dissolving these tau
fibersto prevent abuild up of tangleswhich destroy
nerve cells and neurons critical for memory.

Trialswerecarried out on 321 peoplewithmild
and moderate Alzheimer’s disease in the UK and
Singapore. If further trials prove successful, the
drug could be available by 2012.

Detangling protein is Alzheimer key
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Seven-square-mile ice sheet
breaksloose in Canada

EpmonTton (Alberta),
30 July— A chunk of ice
spreading across seven
square miles has broken
off aCanadianiceshelfin
the Arctic, scientists said
Tuesday.

Derek Mueller, a re-
search at Trent University,
was careful not to blame
global warming, but said
it the event was consist-
ent with thetheory that the
current Arctic climate
isn't rebuilding ice sheets.

“We're in a different
climate now,” he said.

“It's not conducive to re-
growing them. It'sa one-
way process.”

Mueller said the sheet
broke away last week
from the Ward Hunt Ice
Shelf off the north coast
of Ellesmere Island in
Canada’s far north. He
said a crack in the shelf
was first spotted in 2002
and a survey this spring
found a network of fis-
Sures.

The sheet is the big-
gest piece shed by one of
Canada's six ice shelves

since the Ayles shelf
broke loose in 2005 from
the coast of Ellesmere,
about 500 miles from the
North Pole.

Formed by accumul at-
ing snow and freezing
meltwater, ice shelvesare
large platforms of thick,
ancient sea ice that float
on the ocean’s surface.
Ellesmere Island was
once entirely ringed by a
single enormousice shelf
that broke up in the early
1900s.

Out of the 27,288,827 eligiblevoters, 98.12
per cent cast the vote and 92.48 per cent voted ‘yes'.
Therefore on 29 May 2008, it was announced that the
constitution of the Republic of the Union of Myanmar
was adopted and approved through the referendum.

Internal and external anti-government
organizationsled by NL D criticized theapproval of the
new constitution by 92.48 per cent. They said thereis
no free and fair in the referendum that there was some
influence and coercion over the people and that was
why thecongtitutionwasillegal. Althoughthey opposed
the present government, the decision-maker was the
people. Their opposition insulted the decision of the
people and it was against the desire of the people.

Again, U Pu Kyint Shin Htan, U Thein Pe, Dr
Myint Naing, U Nyi Puand Dr Tin Min Htut of CRPP
sent an open letter dated 21 July to UN Secretary-
General Mr Ban Ki-moon and the Security Council.
