Was Stonehenge a health spa?

STONEHENGE, 26 Sept—After an exacavation
earlier thisyear, two British archael ogistsare suggest-
ing asolutionto themystery of Stonehenge’ s purpose.
They theorizeit wasadestination for pilgrimsgoing to
the prehistoric equivalent of Lourdes — or, if you
prefer, a health spa.

The archaelologists, Timothy Darvill and
Geoffrey Wainwright, conducted thefirst dig in more
than 40 years of Stonehenge's inner circle, where
buildersmorethan 3,000 yearsago had placed adouble
circle of rounded rocks called bluestones. These
bluestonescamefrom Carn Menyn, asiteinthe moun-
tains 140 miles away — about seven times more
distant than the source of Stonehenge's most famous
rocks, the enormous flat ones arranged like pillars
outside the inner circle. Why, instead of quarrying
nearby, did the ancient builders go so far to get the
round bluestones?

Because Carn Menyn's bluestones were be-
lieved to have mystical propertiesthat healed the sick,
according the archaeol ogists, whose research is re-
portedin Smithsonian magazine. Theancient tradition
of themedicinal properties of the bluestones at Stone-
henge was noted in the 13th century AD by aBritish
poet named Layamon.

Workshaop helps parentsand
food-allergic kids

NEw Y ork, 26 Sept — Workshops designed to pro-
vide support and coping skills to families with chil-
dren alergic to nuts, eggs, milk, shellfish, or other
foods, appear to benefit both parentsand children alike,
researchers report.

Post-workshop surveys indicated parents felt less
burdened by and better ableto handletheir child’sfood
allergies than they were prior to attending the work-
shop, Dr Jennifer LeBovidge, from Children’s Hospi-
tal Boston, in Massachusetts, and colleagues note.

The children enjoyed meeting peerswith food aller-
gies, learning how to manage their alergies, and ex-
pressing their feelingsthrough play, artwork, and other
activities. Seventy-two percent of the children had ex-
perienced aseverealergic reaction (anaphylaxis), the
investigators report in the Annals of Allergy, Asthma
and Immunology.

The workshops had a positive effect on the parents
and advised them on food allergy risksand safety pro-
cedures; how to help their childrento manage and cope
with their alergy; how to inform peers of these aller-
gies, and how not to pass their own risk anxieties to
their children.—Internet

Global warming : pollution
Increases three percent

WasHINGTON , 26 Sept — The world pumped up its
pollution of the chief man-made global warming gas
last year, setting acoursethat could push beyond lead-
ing scientists' projected worst-case scenario, interna-
tional researchers said Thursday.

The new numbers, called “scary” by some, were a
surprise because scientiststhought an economic down-
turn would slow energy use. Instead, carbon dioxide
output jumped 3 percent from 2006 to 2007.

That's an amount that exceeds the most dire out-
look for emissions from burning coal and oil and re-
lated activities as projected by aNobel Prize-winning
group of international scientistsin 2007.

Meanwhile, forests and oceans, which suck up car-
bon dioxide, are doing so at lower rates than in the
20th century, scientists said. If those trends continue,
it putstheworld ontrack for the highest predicted rises
in temperature and sealevel.
