Sincetheinnovation, the Puqung’ skitchen hasbeen
clean. A cleaner environment and economic profits
have made methane pitsincreasingly popular in rural
areas of Tibet.

An eight-cubic-meter methane pit can provide 80
percent of theannual cooking and heating energy used
by afive-member family. That can save afamily about
1,000 yuan (146 US dollars) ayear. —Xinhua

Scientists call for policy to guide biofuels
industry toward sustainability

WasHingToN, 3 Oct — As the United States and
other nations commit to the path of biofuels produc-
tion, a group of scientists are calling for sustainable
practices in an industry that will “reshape the Earth’'s
landscape in a significant way.”

A laser instrument collecting data on how the

NASA finds snow falling

atmosphere and surface interact on Mars detected
snow from clouds about four kilometres above the
spacecraft’s landing site.

The date found the snow vaporised before
reaching the ground.

“Nothing like this view has ever been seen on
Mars,” said Jim Whiteway, of Toronto’s York
University, lead scientist for the Canadian-supplied
meteorological station on Phoenix.

“We'll belooking for signs that the snow may
even reach the ground.”

Spacecraft soil experimentsal so haveprovided
dramaticevidenceof pastinteractionbetweenminerals
and liquid water, processes that occur on Earth.
Phoenix touched down in the Martian arctic on May
25.

Phoenix data also suggested the presence of
calcium carbonate, the main composition of chalk,
and particlesthat could be clay.
