OtTawa, 22 Nov— Worker ants of theworld,
unite! Y ouhavenothingtolosebutyour fertility. The
highly specialized worker castesin antsrepresent the
pinnacle of social organization in the insect world.
As in any society, however, ant colonies are filled
with internal strife and conflict. So what bindsthem
together? More than 150 years ago, Charles Darwin
had an idea and now he's been proven right.

Evolutionary biologists at McGill University
have discovered molecular signalsthat can maintain
social harmony in antsby putting constraintsontheir
fertility. Dr. Enab Abouheif, of McGill's Department
of Biology, and post-doctoral researcher, Dr.
Abderrahman K hila, have discovered how evolution
hastinkered withthe genesof colonizinginsectslike
antsto keep them from fighting amongst themselves
over who gets to reproduce.

Reproductive constraint comes into play in
theseant societieswhen evolutionary forcesbeginto
work in a group context rather than on individuals,
the researchers said. The process can be seenin the
differences between advanced ant species and their
more primitive cousins. The study was published in
the Nov. 18 edition of the Proceedings of the Na-
tional Academy of Sciences.—Internet

Suspected US missile kills
four militantsin Pakistan

IsLamABAD, 22 Nov — A missile strike by a sus-

pected US drone killed at least four militants early
Saturday in a northwestern Pakistani tribal district
known as a stronghold of Al-Qaeda and Taliban, offi-
cialssaid.

An Al-Qaeda operative was among those killed in
the strike 15 kilometres (ten miles) from the town of
Marali, amid Taliban militant warnings of revenge at-
tacks across Pakistan for the strikes.

“The strike destroyed a militant hideout in the vil-
lage of Alikhel in North Waziristan,” asenior security
official who declined to be named told AFP.

Local officials said the missiles struck the house of
a local tribesman, while a security official said the
house was used as ahideout for Taliban and Al-Qaeda
militants.

The latest strike came shortly after Taliban mili-
tants based in therugged tribal territory bordering Af-
ghanistan warned of reprisal attacks across Pakistan
if there were more suspected strikes by the US.

“We aso have a strong focus on infrastructure projects,” said Y udhoyono. He
cited roads, railways and industrial projects to boost development and sustain
growth in the Southeast Asian archipelago nation.—Internet

The Greek Merchant Marine
Ministry says the 6,765 tonne vessel
was on its way to the United Arab
Emirates and is about 500m (800km)
off the coast of Somalia.

Somali pirates seized the tanker on
26 September inthe Gulf of Adennear
the Horn of Africa, waters that are
highly dangerous for shipping.

The MV Genius was hijacked on
the same day as MV Favina, a
Ukrainian ship that was carrying a
cargo of tanks and weapons, and itis
still being held by pirates.

Pirates based in war-torn Somalia
regularly attack vessels plying major
commercial shipping routes nearby.

Thisyear herehavebeen 95 attempts
at capturing ships by pirates in the
Gulf of Arden, 39 of which have been
successful, according to maritime
organisations. —Internet

The punishments stem from an investigation by the department’ sinspector general, who found therewas*“a
culture of substance abuse and promiscuity” among employees at the department’s Minerals Management
Service, which handles billions of dollarsin oil and natural gas suppliesthat are turned over by companies as
in-kind royalty payments for drilling on federal lands. The scandal shocked Congress, which held several
hearings on the matter and proposed legidlation to clean up the agency. Interior Secretary Dirk Kempthorne
testified at thetimethat hewas* outraged” by the government workersaccused of wrongdoing and their “ abuse

of the public trust”.

The disciplinary measures ranged from a letter of warning and reprimand up to and including permanent
reassignment from the agency’ sroyalty-in-kind programme, suspension without pay, demotion to alower pay

Children of centenarians
live longer, healthier

New York, 22 Nov —
Peoplewho makeit to the
age of 100 may indeed
have some “good genes’
that they pass on their
children, according to a
new study.

The study, of morethan
600 older US adults,
found that the children of
centenarians tended to
live longer and were sub-
stantially lesslikely to de-
velop diabetes or suffer a
heart attack or stroke over
four years.

Theresultssuggest that
children of centenarians
tend to retain a “cardio-
vascular advantage” over
their peers as they age,
note Emily R Adams and
colleagues at Boston Uni-
versity and Boston Medi-
cal Centre.

“These findings rein-
forcethe notion that there
may be physiological rea-
sonsthat longevity runsin
familiesand that centenar-
ian offspring are more
likely to agein better car-
diovascular health and
with a lower mortality
than their peers,” the re-
searchers wrote in the
Journal of the American
Geriatrics Society.

The study included 440
men and women who had
at least one parent who'd
survived to age 100 or be-
yond, and 192 adults
whose parents had lived
an average life expect-
ancy.

Theaverageageinboth
groups was 72 at the start
of the study.

Autumn babies at greater
risk of asthma

CHicaco, 22 Nov —
Babies born four months
before the peak cold and
flu season have a 30 per-
cent higher risk of devel-
oping asthma, US re-
searchers said on Friday,
suggesting that these com-
mon infections may trig-
ger asthma“ All infantsare
exposedtothisanditispo-
tentially preventable,” said
Dr TinaHartert, director of
the centre for Asthma Re-
search at Vanderbilt Uni-
versity, whose study ap-
pears in the American
Journal of Respiratory and
Critica Care Medicine.

She said it has been
known for some time that
infants in the Northern
Hemisphere born in the
fall are at higher risk of
devel oping asthma, but the

study isthefirst totiethis
trend to peak viral activity
in the winter months.

Hartert and colleagues
studied the medical
records of 95,000 infants
and their mothers in the
state of Tennessee.

They found that all ba-
biesinthestudy wereat in-
creased risk if they had
bronchialitis, alung infec-
tionusually caused by res-
piratory syncytial virus or
RSV. But autumn babies
were at the highest risk.

While genetic risk fac-
tors predispose a child to
develop asthma, Hartert
thinks environmental ex-
posure such as winter vi-
ral infection, and particu-
larly RSV infection, may
activate those genes.

New mad-cow rule poses health
dangersof itsown

LiTitz, 22 Nov— A
federal regulation aimed
at preventing mad cow
disease from getting into
thefood supply could cre-
atehealthrrisksof itsown:
many thousands of cattle
carcasses rotting on
farms, spreading germs,
attracting vermin and pol-
luting the water.

At issueisaFood and
DrugAdministrationrule,
set to take effect in April,
that will prohibit the use
of the brains and spinal
cords of older cattle as
ingredients in livestock
feed and pet food.

Some of the rendering
plants that grind up car-
cassesfor useinfeed have

already announced they
will stop accepting dead
cattlefrom farmsbecause
it would be too costly to
remove the banned or-
gans. Other renderers are
likely to raise the prices
they charge farmers.

Asaresult, many farm-
ers — especially now,
with the economy in cri-
sis — may simply bury
dead cattle on their prop-
erty or let them rot in the
open, industry officials
and regulators say.

“1 think there will be
some illegal disposal —
animals that get dragged
into thewoods or into the
back fields,” said Gerald
F Smith Jr, president of

Winchester, Va.-based
Valley Proteinsinc, which
operates 12 rendering
plants in seven states but
will no longer remove
dead cattle from farms
come February. He said
the fee per animal would
have to go from $85
to $200 to cover the
additional expense, and
“I don’t think the farmers
would be willing to
pay.” —Internet

Miami, 22 Nov — Like many other elderly Ameri-
cans, Edie Stark has been hard hit by the meltdown in
USfinancial markets. Sheis 84 and has been worried
alot lately about outliving her savings.

A retired nurse, Stark is a prime example of what
financia planners coldly call “longevity risk,” aref-
erenceto the need for asecureincome and lasting sav-
ings at a time when growing numbers of Americans
can livefor 30 yearsin retirement.

Life expectancy in the United States has already
reached arecord high of 77.8 years, up from 70.8 in
1970, according to the US National Center for Health
Statistics. Fueled by continuing health gains, the US
Census Bureau projectslife expectancy intheworld's
wealthiest country will reach 79.2 years by 2015.

Stark said she and her husband had seen more than
50 percent of their retirement assets wiped out since
the stock market started tanking several months ago.

She still plans to see out the end of her days with
her 88-year-old husband at the Palace, an upscale re-
tirement complex wherethey live on the palm-fringed
southern outskirts of Miami.

retina) and diabetic kidney
disease.Specifically, for
every 1 percentincreasein
hemoglobin A1C, they
found that therisk of retin-
opathy increased more
than twofold and the risk
of diabetic kidney disease
increased nearly twofold.
The findings suggest
that thelong-term stability
of blood sugar, and not just
the average blood sugar
control, predict the risk of
these complications, study
investigator Dr Eric S
Kilpatrick of Hull Royal
Infirmary in Hull, Eng-
land, noted inaninterview
with Reuters Health.
