Obama reiterates plan to withdraw
UStroopsfrom Irag in 16 months

WasHINGTON, 2 Dec— US President-
elect Barack Obamareiterated on Mon-
day his plan to withdraw US combat
forces from Irag in the first 16 month
after he takes office.

Obamatold apressconferencein his
transition office headquarters in Chi-
cago, lllinais, that he still believes 16
months is the “right time frame” to re-
deploy US combat troops from Iraq.

He reiterated the timetable that he
has been insisting during his campaign
as he present to public his national se-
curity team.

The president-elect al so underscored
theimportanceto make surethat Ameri-
cantroopsare safe during transition pe-

curity responsibilities.

When announcing his choice of re-
taining Robert Gates as the Pentagon
chief, Obama said that Afghanistan is
where the war on terror began and
should be where it must be ended.

“Wewill continueto maketheinvest-
ments necessary to strengthen our mili-
tary and increase our ground forces to
defeat the threats of the 21st century,”
he said.

According to a US-Iraq pact, titled
the Status of ForcesAgreement, the US
troops will withdraw from Irag's cities,
towns and villages by 30 June next year
to their bases and will leave the country
on 31 Dec, 2011.

KasuL, 2 Dec — A suicide attack against police
forcesMonday killed 10 peopleincluding two police-
men and wounded another 27 in southern Afghani-
stan, police said.

A suicide attacker detonated explosives strapped
to his body as he walked to a police vehicle in the
crowded main market of Musa Qala district in
Helmand province, provincial police chief Assadullah
Shairzad told AFP.

“Ten people including two policemen were killed
and another 27 including two policemen werewounded
in the suicide attack today,” he said.—Internet

Bush admits“ intelllgencefallure" onlraq

WAasHINGTON, 2 Dec. —
With no more than two
monthsleftin histerm, US
President George W Bush,
for the first time, admitted
in public that “intelligence
failure” on lrag was his
“biggest regret” during the
eight-year administration,
according to a TV inter-
view to be broadcast on
Monday.

“The biggest regret of
all the presidency has to
have been the intelligence
falurein Irag,” Bush told

the ABC TV. “I wish the
intelligence had been dif-
ferent, | guess.”
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The interview was set
tobeairedin“World News
Tonight” later on Monday,
but its content hasbeen re-
leased onthe TV’ swebsite.

“A lot of people put
their reputationsontheline
and said the weapons of
mass destruction is a rea
son to remove Saddam
Hussein. It wasn'tjust peo-
ple in my administration,”
Bushtold ABC.

“A lot of members in
Congress, prior to my ar-
rival in Washington, DC,
during the debate on Irag,
alot of leaders of nations
around the world were

looking at the sameintelli-
gence,” he added.

However, Bushrefused
to speculate on whether he
would still have gone to
war if heknow Irag did not
have wegpons of mass de-
sruction.

“That isado-over that |
can’tdo. It'shardfor meto
speculate,” he said.

Bush is expected to
leavetheWhiteHousewith

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US construction spending
drops larger-than-expected

WAsHINGTON, 2 Dec—
US construction spending
fell by 1.2 percent in Oc-
tober, larger than the 0.9-
percent decline expected
by analysts, the Commerce
Department reported
Monday.

The big drop left total
construction spending in
October at aseasondly ad-
justed annual rate of 1.07
trillion dollars, or 4.6 per-
cent below the year-ago
level.

Construction spending
in September had been re-
vised to 1.08 trillion dol-
lars, up from the 1.06 tril-
lion dollars initially re-
ported.

For October, spending
on private construction
was at a seasonally ad-
justed annual rate of 756.5
billiondollars, 2.0 percent
bel ow therevised Septem-
ber estimate of 771.9 bil-
lion dollars.

Private builders cut

back their spending on
residential construction by
3.5 percent to aseasonally
adjusted annual rate of
338.8 hillion dollars in
October.

Spending by private
builderson arange of non-

'HIV infection rate
In Europe has
doubled since 2000

SrockHoLM, 2 Dec—Therate of HIV infection
has almost doubled in Europe and the epidemic
remainsamajor public health issuein Europe, the
European Centre for Disease Prevention and Con-
trol (ECDC) said here Monday.

48,892 newly diagnosed cases of HIV infection
werereported in 2007 from European countries ex-
cept Austria, Italy, Monaco and the Russia and
the annual rate of infection increased from 39
per million peoplein 2000 to 75 per million popu-
lation in 2007, ECDC said in a report for World
AIDS Day.

The highest HIV rates in Europe were reported
from Estonia, Ukraine, Portugal and the Republic
of Moldova, it added.

Injecting drug useisstill the main mode of HIV
transmission in the eastern part of the WHO
European Region, while in the central and west-
ern European countries, the predominant mode
of transmission is heterosexual contact. The
number of HIV cases reported among men hav-
ing sex with men has also increased, according to
ECDC.

“Our nation’s economic policy must vigorously
address the substantial risks to financial stability and
economic growth,” Bernanke told the Greater Austin
Chamber of Commerce.

On a day when the arbiter of US business cycles
said the United States fell into recession last Decem-
ber, Bernanke said the economy was still under “con-
siderable stress’ and had dipped further since mar-
kets crumbled anew in September. “Households have
continued to retrench, putting consumer spending on
apaceto post another sharp declinein the fourth quar-
ter,” the Fed chief warned.—Xinhua

UAE il company to raise 28.5%
production capacity by 2017

Asu DHaBl, 2 Dec—The Abu Dhabi Company for
Onshore QOil Operations (ADCO) of the United Arab
Emirates (UAE) will raise its il production capacity
by 28.5 percent to 1.8 million barrels per day (bpd) by
2017, local newspaper Gulf News reported on Tues-
day.

“ADCO will respond to the Supreme Petroleum
Council guidelines by raising its sustainable produc-
tion in incremental steps, to up to 1.8 million barrels
per day by 2017,” the company’sgenera manager Abdul
Munim Al Kindi was quoted as saying.

According to Kindi, ADCO will seeincreasesin its
production capacity of 197,000 bpd by 2013, 94,000
bpd by 2014, and 133,000 bpd by 2017 respectively.

ADCO isowned 60 percent by the government-con-
trolled Abu DhabiNationa Oil Company (ADNOC) and
40 percent by international oil giantslike BP, Shell, Total
and ExxonM obil. —Xinhua

CHicaco, 2 Dec—
Almost oneinfiveyoung
American adults has a
personality disorder that
interferes with everyday
life, and even more abuse
alcohol or drugs, resear-
chersreported Monday in
the most extensive study
of itskind.

The disorders include
problems such as
obsessive or compulsive
tendenciesand anti-social

disorder

behavior that can some-
times lead to violence.

The study also found
that fewer than 25 percent
of college-aged Ameri-
cans with mental pro-
blems get treatment.

One expert said
personality disordersmay
be overdiagnosed.

But others said the
resultswerenot surprising
since previous, less
rigorous evidence has

suggested mental pro-
blems are common on
college campuses and
elsewhere.

Experts praised the
study’ s scope — face-to-
face interviews about
numerous disorders with
more than 5,000 young
people ages 19 to 25 —
and said it spotlights a
problem college admini-
strators need to address.

Lee Strayer of the
University of Utah and
colleagues have found in
a series of experiments
using driving simulators
that hands-freecell phones
are just as distracting as
handheld models.

They have demo-
nstrated that chatting ona
cell phone can slow the
reaction times of young
adultdriverstolevelsseen
among senior citizens, and
shown that drivers using

mobile telephones are as
impaired as drivers who
are legally drunk.

For the latest study,
also using a simulator,
Strayer’'s team showed
that driversusingahands-
free device drifted out of
their lanes and missed
exitsmorefrequently than
drivers talking to a
passenger. They tested 96
adults aged 18 to 49.

“The passenger adds
a second set of eyes, and
helps the driver navigate
and reminds them where
to go,” Strayer said in a
statement.

Dirty teeth reveal ancient diet

WASHINGTON, 2 Dec —
Thanksto poor dental hy-
giene, researchersare get-
ting a more detailed un-
derstanding of what peo-
ple ate thousands of years
ago in what is now Peru.

Dental plague scraped
from the teeth of people
who lived as much as
9,200 years ago revealed
traces of cultivated crops,
including squash and
beans, according to are-
port in Monday’s online
edition of Proceedings of

the National Academy of
Sciences.These ancient
people also ate peanuts
and alocal fruit known as
pacay, according to the
report by Dolores
Piperno, astaff scientist at
the Smithsonian Tropical
Research Institute and the
National Museum of
Natural History, and Tom
Dillehay, professor of ar-
chaeology at Vanderhilt
University.

They studied 39 teeth
fromsix to eight individu-

as. Found in northern Pe-
ru's Nanchoc Valley, the
teeth were uncovered in
the remains of round
house structures in a set-
tlement dated to 9,200 to
5,500 years ago.

“Some teeth were
dirtier than others. We
found starch grains on
most of the teeth. About a
third of the teeth con-
tained large numbers of
starch grains,” Piperno
said in a statement.

MoreHIV testing can save babies' lives

UNiTeD NaTions, 2 Dec — The
United Nationson Monday urged coun-
tries acrossthe world to expand screen-
ing of newborn infants exposed to the
virus that causes AIDS, saying it could
save the lives of countless children.

“Without appropriate treatment, half
of children with HIV will die from an
HIV-related cause by their second
birthday,” Ann Veneman, executive di-
rector of the UN children’s fund
UNICEF, said about a new UN AIDS
report launched in New York onthe 20th
World AIDS Day.

“Survival rates are up to 75 percent
higher for HIV-pasitive newborns who
are diagnosed and begin treatment
within their first 12 weeks,” shesaid in
a statement.

The report said there was visible
progress in the fight against AIDS —
some 3 million people worldwide are
currently receiving treatment and the
number of new infections and AIDS
deaths has dropped. But negativetrends
remain.

The report -- prepared by UNICEF,
the UN AIDS program UNAIDS, the
World Health Organization, and the U.N.
Population Fund — warned that preg-
nant women were not receiving suffi-
cient counseling and other services nec-
essary to teach them about contracep-
tion and safer infant feeding.

It said many children lessthan ayear
oldweredying of AIDS-related illnesses
before they are even tested for HIV.
