TEHERAN, 29 Jan—Iran
said on Wednesday it
would welcome President
Barack Obama’s offer of
a change in US policy pro-
vided it involved a with-
drawal of US troops from
abroad and an apology for
past “crimes” against Te-
heran.

President Mahmoud
Ahmadinejad was speak-
ing after Obama offered to
extend a hand of peace if
Iran “unclenched its fist.”
This marked a new ap-
proach from George W

Bush, who had sought to
isolate Teheran, and West-
ern diplomats said the
change in Washington
could offer a “once-in-a-
generation” chance for the
two foes to end three dec-
ades of hostility.

But the diplomats said
that, while some pragmatic
voices in Iran wanted bet-
ter ties with the West, more
hardline voices who con-
trol key levers of power
could block an opening
amid fears that Washing-
ton still wants to under-

mine the ruling system.
“We welcome change

but on condition that
change is fundamental and
on the right track,”
Ahmadinejad told a rally
in western Iran, broadcast
live on state television.

“When they say policy
would change, it means
they would end America’s
military presence around
the world,” he said, refer-
ring to US troops in
Iraq, Afghanistan and
elsewhere in the world.

Army to report record number of suicides

 Cuban leader seeks Russian boost
MOSCOW, 29 Jan—Cuban President Raul Castro has

arrived in Moscow for the first such visit since the end
of the Cold War.

Mr Castro, who officially took over as president
from his brother, Fidel, in February 2008, has said he
wants to expand ties with Russia.

Relations cooled after the Soviet Union collapsed
in 1991 and the flow of trade and subsidies to Cuba
ended.

But relations have warmed recently Mr Castro’s visit
follows one to Havana by Russian President Dmitry
Medvedev.

“Relations between Russia and Cuba are excellent
and this visit will serve to strengthen ties between our
countries,” Mr Castro told the Russian Itar-Tass news
agency ahead of his arrival.

Russia was the first country to send humanitarian
aid to Cuba after two major hurricanes last year, and
the two countries signed major trade deals in Novem-
ber ahead of the visit by Mr Medvedev.—Internet

More than 100
killed in Congo

massacre
GOMA, 29 Jan—Ugan-

dan Lord’s Resistance
Army rebels killed more
than 100 people in a vil-
lage in Congo in an appar-
ent reprisal for army op-
erations against them, the
United Nations said on
Tuesday.

The massacre in Tora
village in northeastern
Orientales  Province on 16
January  brought the
number of civilians killed
by the rebels to 900 since

JERUSALEM, 29 Jan —Israel has expelled Venezue-
la’s Ambassador in response to Venezuela’s expulsion
of an Israeli envoy and the rupture of diplomatic rela-
tions earlier this month.

Venezuelan head of mission Roland Betancourt and
two other diplomats were given until Friday to leave.

“Due to the decision of Venezuela to cut relations
with us a few weeks ago, we told the Venezuelan charge
d’affaires that he and his staff should leave Israel,”
Foreign Ministry official Lior Hayat said. “We told
them they are declared persona non grata in Israel.”

WASHINGTON, 29 Jan—
The US Army will report
Thursday the highest level
of suicides among its sol-
diers since it began track-
ing the rate 28 years ago,
CNN has learned.

Statistics obtained by
CNN show the Army will
report 128 confirmed sui-
cides last year and another
15 suspected suicides in
cases under investigation
among active-duty sol-
diers and activated Na-
tional Guard and reserves.

The confirmed rate of
suicides for the Army was
20.2 per 100,000. Army
officials were reviewing
the suspected suicides
Wednesday. If any of
them are confirmed, the
rate would rise.

Last month, Army of-
ficials said the nation’s
suicide rate was 19.5 peo-
ple per 100,000, a 2005
figure considered the
most recent.

Military officials have
long said it is difficult to

compare the military sui-
cide rate with that of the
private sector because of
demographic differences
and overall human stress
factors. Another factor is
that military suicides tend
to be committed by young
men with access to weap-
ons.

For 2007, the Army re-
ported 115 confirmed sui-
cides, then the highest
level since 1980, when it
began tracking sui-
cides.—Internet

US can’t confirm report on Russia easing missile stance
WASHINGTON, 29 Jan—

The United States cannot
confirm a media report
that Russia will not follow
through on its threat to
deploy missiles near Po-
land in response to a US
plan to place a missile de-
fence system in the east-
ern European country, a
state department spokes-
man said on Wednesday.

“If it is true it’s a posi-
tive step,” spokesman
Robert Wood said at a
news briefing.

The report — from the
Russian news agency
Interfax, which cited un-
named Russian Foreign
Ministry sources — said
Moscow was reconsider-
ing its stance because it
senses a reluctance on the
part of the Obama admin-
istration to proceed with
the Bush administration’s
plan to station the US sys-
tem in Poland and the
Czech Republic.

The United States has
said the system was aimed

at countering a potential
missile strike from rogue
nations, such as Iran.
Moscow sees it as a threat
to Russia.The subject was
a major irritant in US-
Russia relations during
the Bush administration,
which pushed the pro-
gramme forward. Russia
had said it would station
the missiles in Kalin-
ingrad, the Russian en-
clave between Poland and
Lithuania on the Baltic
Sea.—Internet

The president said he
and US military leaders
talked about a range of
issues facing the military
as well as “threats that
face this nation.”

The Pentagon visit
comes as military plan-
ners are looking to draw
down the US troop pres-
ence in Iraq while send-
ing more troops to Af-
ghanistan.—Xinhua

BEIJING, 29 Jan—China’s tourism revenue totaled
1.16 trillion yuan (169.5 billion US dollars) last year,
up 5.8 percent year-on-year, according to the National
Tourism Administration.

The revenue includes 874.9 billion yuan earned
from local travelers and 283.9 billion yuan from over-
seas tourists. The two figures for 2007 were 777.1 bil-
lion yuan and 312.9 billion yuan, respectively.

The data showed that domestic tourism still held
up while inbound tourism declined as the global eco-
nomic slowdown cut travel demand.

Last year China received 130 million inbound
travelers, including those from Hong Kong, Macao
and Taipei, down 1.4 percent from a year earlier.

The number of foreign tourists was 24.3 million,
down 6.8 percent from the previous year. The number
of inbound travelers staying longer than one night
dropped 3.1 percent to 53.1 million.

The global financial crisis cut inbound travel, but
China’s outbound tourism bucked the trend.

Chinese tourists made 45.8 million outbound tours
in 2008, up 11.9 percent from 2007, as the apprecia-
tion of the yuan against most other currencies raises
their purchasing power.—Xinhua

WELLINGTON, 29 Jan —
More than 3,000 late
model Toyota Yaris cars
are to be recalled in New
Zealand due to a potential
seatbelt fault, New Zea-
land media reported on
Thursday.

The move was part of
a global recall by Toyota
of more than 1.35 million
Vitz, Belta, and Ractis
cars. The Vitz is marketed
in New Zealand as the
Yaris.

The potential fault is in
the gas-fired pre-tensioner
in the front seatbelts
which, in a worst case sce-
nario, could cause a fire
after a collision.

There have been no re-
ports of problems in New
Zealand models but there
have been three cases re-
ported overseas.

Archaeologists try to revive daily life of 2,000-year-old
ancient Chinese capital

“After about five dec-
ades of work, we can map
out the city’s clear layout
now, but we still know lit-
tle about how its 240,000
residents lived,” said Liu
Zhendong, the head of an
excavation team from the
Institute of Archaeology
under the Chinese Acad-
emy of Social Sciences
(CASS), in an interview
with Xinhua here.

The 12-gate, walled
city had eight avenues,
each of which were 45 to
55 meters wide and lined
with trees.

Its wall was 12 metres
high, 25,700 meters long
and surrounded by an
eight-metre-wide moat.
To run around it would be
equal to take running half
marathon.

“Archaeologists have
excavated several major
palaces and city gates but
have not discovered the
residences of ordinary
people,” Liu said. “Did
they live in courtyards like
those in old Beijing? We
do not know.”  The city
was divided into 11 neigh-
bourhoods.—Xinhua

Police find remains of suspected
gang victims in well

TONACATEPEQUE, 29 Jan—Police said on Wednes-
day they found the remains of what they believe to be
eight to 10 gang victims at the bottom of a well out-
side El Salvador’s capital.

Five detectives were lowered about 100 feet into
the well, where they found skulls, bones, hair and pos-
sibly the remains of a child, said federal homicide in-
vestigator Israel Antonio Ticas.

Police believe the victims were killed by Mara
Salvatrucha gang members, about two dozen of whom
operate in and around Tonacatepeque, outside San
Salvador. The victims appear to have been stabbed to
death and then tossed into the well over the past two
years, Ticas said.

Ticas said authorities are trying to confirm how
many bodies the bones correspond to, but they believe
they represent eight to 10 victims.

Families searching for missing loved ones went to
the scene Wednesday as detectives carefully extracted
the remains from the well.

“Here everyone is afraid of gangs,” said a woman
who asked not to be identified for fear of gang re-
prisal. “They’ve killed two of my sons just because
they worked. No one is safe.” Authorities said it will
take at least two weeks to extract all the remains, which
forensics specialists will attempt to identify through
DNA testing.

as saying after meeting
Prime Minister Ehud
Olmert.

Meanwhile, the former
US senator added that the
United States, Israel’s
staunch ally, remains
committed to Israel’s se-
curity and to the two-
states-for-two-nations so-
lution to the historic Is-
raeli-Palestinian conflict.

Olmert was quoted as
saying that a durable
ceasefire will come only

if rocket fire and other
anti-Israel attacks from
the coastal strip come to
an end, and that the bor-
der crossings will remain
closed, except for hu-
manitarian aid, until kid-
napped soldier Gilad
Shalit is released.

Earlier in the day,
Mitchell met with Israel’s
mainly ceremonial Presi-
dent Shimon Peres, who
said that Israel and the
United States share a
common interest in foster-
ing peace and fighting ter-
rorism. —Internet

Sony quarterly loss on
weak sales

Obama, Aso agree to meet in June
TOKYO, 29 Jan—Japanese Prime Minister Taro Aso

and US President Barack Obama have agreed to sum-
mit in early June, Japanese Foreign Ministry officials
said.

In a phone call on Thursday, Aso and Obama also
agreed to work together to tackle the global financial
crisis, Kyodo reported. The 10-minute call was the first
time the men have spoken to each other since Obama
took office on 20 Jan, the news service reported.

Since his inauguration, Obama has held telephone
talks with leaders of more than 10 countries, includ-
ing Israel, Egypt, Britain, France, Germany, Russia,
Brazil and Australia.—Internet

TOKYO, 29 Jan — Sony,
set to make its first annual
loss in 14 years, has re-
ported a quarterly loss as
weak sales of goods and a
stronger yen have taken
their toll. The firm re-
ported an operating loss of
18bn yen ($200m; £141m)
for the October to Decem-
ber third quarter, down
from 236.22bn yen profit
a year before.

we found that fast-food
consumption was asso-
ciated with asthma,”
Kozyrskyj said in a
statement.

The research con-
firmed the findings of
many other studies
about the benefits of
breastfeeding in rela-
tion to asthma.
Kozyrskyj and col-
leagues find

breastfeeding for too
short a time was linked
to a higher risk of
asthma, or conversely
that children exclu-
sively breastfed 12
weeks or longer as in-
fants had a lower risk.

“But this beneficial
effect was only seen in
children who did not
consume fast-food, or
only occasionally had
fast-food,” Kozyrskyj
said.—Internet

MEXICO CITY, 29 Jan— Two earthquakes shook
on Wednesday the border regions of El Salvador and
Guatemala and Ecuador, but there were no reports
of casualties or material damage.

According to information reaching here from San
Salvador, a 5.1-magnitude earthquake was strongly
felt across its western regions of Ahuachapan, Santa
Ana and Sonsonate.

The quake struck at 11:24 am local time (1724
GMT) with epicenter in Sonsonate, the capital of
Sonsonate Province near the country’s border with
its northern neighbor Guatemala, said the National
Service of Territorial Studies (SNTE). SNTE said
its epicenter was 47 km in depth.

The Guatemalan National Institute of Seismol-
ogy (INS) measured the quake at a magnitude of 5.2
on the Richter scale. According to INS, its epicenter
was near the country’s border with Salvador, at a
depth of 80 km under the Pacific Ocean.

The quake was felt in much of Guatemala’s cen-
tral, east and southeast regions.  Meanwhile, the Ec-
uadorian Geophysics Institute said that an earthquake
of 4.1-magnitude shook the Guayas province in Ec-
uador’s southwest coast early Wednesday morning.

Khampat and Kanan
villages grow Tamu spe-
cies pineapple on the

commercial scale. Now, a
pineapple is priced 300
kyats there. Kanan Vil-
lage is located in Tamu
Township and it is 60
miles from Kalay, and
over 20 miles from Tamu.
The village sharing the
border with India has
more than 1000 houses
and a population of more
than 6000 of various Chin
ethnic groups. Previously,
it was just a village with
only one house belonging

to U Sao Thawna.
The main business of

the village is agriculture.
Villagers grow banana,
corn and pineapple on the
slopes and sides of moun-
tains. After the harvests of
paddy, they grow cold
season crops such as
beans and pulses, onion,
potato and mustard. We
got a distinct view of large
pineapple fields from
Kanan Village hydro-
power plant. They also
breed fish.

Kanan Village has an
Affiliated Basic Educa-
tion Middle School,
along with Kananthit pri-
mary education school
and two other primary
schools run by the gov-
ernment.

The village has over
2000 acres of farmlands
and 500 of them are put
under summer paddy. It
has many cottage indus-
tries, three video lounges,
and a rural dispensary.
Now, a 180 feet long and
30 feet wide two-storey
school building is under
construction.

An office for Depart-
ment for Progress of Bor-
der Areas and National
Races is based in
Khampat.

On my way home, I

wished all rural villages
of Myanmar easy ac-
cess to electric power.

Hamas officials signal willingness to negotiate

Plums, stone fruit as good as blueberries

Potassium may help lower
blood pressure

CHICAGO, 29 Jan — People trying to lower their
blood pressure should also boost their intake of potas-
sium, which has the opposite effect to sodium, a US
study suggests.

Senior author Dr Paul Whelton, an epidemiologist
and president of Loyola University Health System, and
colleagues found that the ratio of sodium-to-potassium
in subjects’ urine was a much stronger predictor of
cardiovascular disease than sodium or potassium alone.

Researchers determined average sodium and potas-
sium intake during two phases of a study known as
the Trials of Hypertension Prevention. The research-
ers collected 24-hour urine samples intermittently dur-
ing an 18-month period in one trial and during a 36-
month period in a second trial.

COLLEGE STATION, 29 Jan
— One relatively inexpen-
sive plum contains about
the same amount of anti-
oxidants as a handful of
more expensive blueber-
ries, US researchers say.

Dr Luis Cisneros,
AgriLife Research food
scientist, and Dr David
Byrne, Agrilife Research
plant breeder, judged more
than 100 varieties of
plums, peaches and nectar-

ines and found them to
match or exceed the much-
touted blueberries in anti-
oxidants and phyto-nutri-
ents associated with dis-
ease prevention.

”People tend to eat just
a few blueberries at a time
— a few on the cereal or
as an ingredient mixed
with lots of sugar,”
Cisneros said in a state-
ment. “But people will eat
a whole plum at once and

get the full benefit.”
Knowing that we had

all these varieties with
high levels of antioxidants,
then the possibility of pre-
venting these diseases
would also be high with
their consumption, so we
went to the next step —
how these compounds
could actually inhibit
chronic diseases,”
Cisneros said.

One benefit the team
found was that the
phytonutrients in plums
inhibited in vitro breast
cancer growth without ad-
versely affecting normal
cell growth, Byrne
noted.—Internet

GAZA CITY, 29 Jan—
Senior officials in the Is-
lamic group Hamas are
indicating a willingness to
negotiate a deal for a long-
term truce with Israel as
long as the borders of
Gaza are opened to the
rest of the world.

“We want to be part of
the international commu-
nity,” Hamas leader Ghazi
Hamad told The Associ-
ated Press at the Gaza-
Egypt border, where he
was coordinating Arab aid
shipments. “I think
Hamas has no interest
now to increase the
number of crises in Gaza
or to challenge the
world.”

Hamas is trying hard to
flex its muscles in the af-
termath of Israel’s punish-
ing onslaught in the Gaza
Strip, doling out cash,
vowing revenge and de-
claring victory over Zion-
ist aggression. But AP in-

terviews with Hamad and
two other Hamas leaders
in the war-ravaged terri-
tory they rule suggest
some of that might be
more bluster than reality
— and the group may be
ready for some serious
deal making.

That raises the question
of whether Hamas, which
receives much of its fund-
ing and weapons from
Teheran, can be coaxed
out of Iran’s orbit. That
question looks less pre-
posterous than it did be-
fore President Barack
Obama began extending

olive branches to the Mus-
lim world and Israel’s
Gaza offensive reshuffled
Mideast politics.

The militants appear to
be in the throes of an in-
ternal power struggle be-
tween hard-liners and
pragmatists. Which group
comes out on top will
likely depend on who is
able to garner the most
benefits in postwar Gaza.
With hawks urging more
violence, the window of
opportunity to boost the
voices of relative modera-
tion is likely to be short.

How memories form, fade, and
persist over time

Scientists have found mechanisms for
how the brain creates short-term and

long-term memories.— INTERNET

WASHINGTON, 29 Jan — What was the
name of that guy with that stuff in that
place with those things? Don’t you re-
member?

We all suffer occasional lapses in
memory. Some people suffer severe neu-
rological conditions, such as Alzheim-
er’s, that rob them of their ability to form
memories or remember recent events.

Three new studies shed light on the

way the brain forms, stores and retrieves
memories. Experts say they could have
implications for people with certain
mental disorders.

Newly born brain cells, thousands of
which are generated each day, help “time
stamp” memories, according to a com-
puter simulation by scientists at the Salk
Institute for Biological Studies in La
Jolla, California, and the University of
Queensland in Australia. The research
was published in the journal Neuron.

These cells do not record an exact,
absolute date — such as  28 January,
2009 — but instead encode memories
that occur around the same time simi-
larly. In this way, the mind knows
whether a memory happened before, af-
ter or alongside something else.

Neuroscientists believe that if the
same neurons are active during two
events, a memory linking the two may
be formed. —Internet

WASHINGTON, 29 Jan — The maker of
peanut butter linked to a nationwide out-
break of salmonella shipped tainted
product it knew had tested positive for
the bacteria, the Food and Drug Adminis
tration said on Wednesday.

The FDA report said the Peanut Cor-
poration of America’s own testing pro-
gram found strains of salmonella 12
times in 2007 and 2008 at its Blakely,
Georgia, plant. The problem does not
appear to have been resolved. When
FDA inspectors visited the plant this
month, they reported finding still more
salmonella contamination.

According to the inspection report,
posted on the FDA’s Website, the “firm’s
own internal microbiological testing”

found salmonella in peanut paste, pea-
nut butter, peanut meal, peanut granules
and oil-roasted, salted peanuts.

   Biologists find stem cell-like functions
in other types of plant cells

Solar cars still a way off
WASHINGTON, 28 Jan—

US and Dutch biologists
have found that ordinary
cells have the ability to re-
place lost organs in plants
— a function previously
thought to be limited to
stem cells. 

The findings, which
suggest that some roles of
stem cells in organ regen-
eration may be shared by
other types of cells, are
published in the latest is-
sue of the journal Nature.

Stem cells have two
known fundamental prop-
erties: they can renew
themselves and they can
give rise to specialized
cells.

These traits make them
the engines for regenera-
tion, creating new cells to
replace lost organs and tis-
sue. These phenomena are
especially evident in
plants, which continually

re-grow their branches and
roots.

The center of stem cell
activity is a stem cell
niche, where stem cells are
directed to perform these
renewaland regeneration
functions. However, it’s
unclear how significant the
stem cell niche is to orga-
nogenesis — the building
and rebuilding of organs.

The scientists at New
York University’s (NYU)
Center for Genomics and
Systems Biology and
Utrecht University in the
Netherlands studied the
plant Arabidopsis
thaliana.

The species is a good
candidate for study be-
cause researchers have
previously identified all
of the genes expressed in
its individual cells, which
allows tracking of cells’
identity as they regener-

ate.
In the study, the re-

searchers cut off the plant’s
root tip, thereby excising
the stem cell niche, and
examined the return of cell
identities by measuring all
gene activity.

The results suggested
that stem cells returned
quite late in regeneration
after other cells were al-
ready replaced.

The researchers then
used mutant plants in
which the stem cell niche
no longer functions to con-
firm their initial observa-
tions.

Despite the absence of
the stem cell niche, the
plant’s ordinary cells
worked to regenerate all
the major tissues constitut-
ing the root tip — a proc-
ess that began hours after
it had been removed.

Solar Electric Vehicles in California makes a
roof-mounted solar panel for a standard Toyota

Prius.—INTERNET

TOKYO, 29 Jan —
Toyota’s third-generation
Prius, due at dealerships
this spring, will have an
optional solar panel on its
roof. The panel will
power a ventilation sys-
tem that can cool the car
without help from the en-
gine, Toyota says.

But it’s a long way
from the 2010 Prius to a
solar-powered car, ex-
perts told. Most agree
that there just isn’t
enough space on a pro-
duction car to get full
power from solar panels.

“Being able to power
a car entirely with solar

is a pretty far-reaching
goal,” said Tony Markel,
a senior engineer at the
federal government’s
National Renewable En-
ergy Lab in Golden,
Colorado.

In the new Prius, the
solar panel will provide
energy for a ventilation
fan that will help cool the
parked car on sunny, hot
days. The driver can start
the fan remotely before
stepping into the car.
Once the car is started,
the air conditioning
won’t need as much en-
ergy from a battery to do
the rest of the cooling.

“The best thing about
using solar is that regard-
less of what you end up
using it for, you’re trying
to use it to displace gaso-
line,” added Markel.

There were also power outages,
as people turned on their air-condition-
ing units to cool down.

The heat wave in Victoria is expected
to last several days and be the region’s
worst since 1908, according to AFP.

The average temperature in Mel-
bourne at this time of year is 25.8C
(78F).

Play at the Australian Open tennis
tournament in Melbourne was inter-
rupted as temperatures reached 41C
(106F) and organizers for the first time
enacted their “extreme heat policy”.

Carbon dioxide will increase five-fold over next millennia

ocean’s ability to store excessive
amounts of carbon dioxide over

LIVERPOOL, 29 Jan — Scientists at
the University of Liverpool have found
that heating from carbon dioxide will
increase five-fold over the next millen-
nia.

Scientists studied the impact that
current carbon emissions have on the
delicate balance between air and sea
carbon exchange.

They found that the ocean’s ability
to store excessive amounts of carbon
dioxide over thousands of years will
affect the long-term heating of the
planet.

The ocean acts as an enormous car-
bon sink which naturally absorbs any
extra carbon dioxide added to the at-
mosphere.

Its ability to store more carbon di-
oxide than both the atmosphere and
land provides long-term storage for the
carbon dioxide emitted by human ac-
tivities.
