Today, the government is trying to the best of
its ability to exploit as many water sources as
possible for adequate supply of irrigation water
to all the regions where water is scarce, especially
to the three arid regions in central Myanmar:

    TIKRIT, 31  Jan  — An Iraqi militant shot dead a US
soldier and wounded another at a town in Salahudin Prov-
ince on Friday, a provincial police source said.
    “Osama Hashim, a young man fetched his AK-47 as-
sault rifle from his house and opened fire in the after-
noon on US soldiers who dismounted their patrol’s vehi-
cles in front of his house in the town of Baiji, some 200
km north of Baghdad,” the source told Xinhua on condi-
tion of anonymity.
    The US soldiers fired back and killed Hashim before
they stormed his house and detained his brother inside,
the source said. The reason behind the incident is un-
known yet, the source added.
    A US military statement confirmed the incident, but
said that one of its soldiers has been injured and an Iraqi
is dead after shooting incident in Baiji.
    The statement also said that US soldiers detained an-
other Iraqi after the attack by a young man who opened
fire on a US foot patrol.—Internet

Calif cop who killed man pulled
wrong gun

OAKLAND, 31 Jan — The transit officer who shot and killed an unarmed man
may have mistakenly pulled his service pistol instead of a stun gun, his lawyer
said on Friday.

Defence attorney Michael Rains made the argument during a bail hearing for
27-year-old Johannes Mehserle. Alameda County Superior Court Judge Morris
Jacobson later set bail at $3 million.

Jacobson said he set the high amount in part because he considered Mehserle
a flight risk after the former officer fled to Nevada during the initial investiga-
tion.

Mehserle was being held Friday at Santa Rita Jail in Dublin. It was not im-
mediately clear if he would be able to post bail.

Mehserle has pleaded not guilty to one count of murder in the death of 22-
year-old Oscar Grant, who was killed early New Year’s Day. Cell phone videos
of the incident, widely viewed on the Internet, showed the officer standing over
Grant as he was lying facedown on an Oakland train platform and firing one
shot into the man’s back.

Grant died of a gunshot wound to his torso.
Rains argued Friday that witness accounts indicate that Mehserle meant to

draw his Taser, but instead pulled his pistol. The lawyer blamed inexperience by
the young officer, who joined the department in March 2007 and passed his
Taser user certification test on 3 Dec.

Instead, the Sunni fa-
ther of four was gunned down days before the vote,
the latest example of the dangers facing candidates
campaigning openly for the first time since the col-
lapse of Saddam Hussein’s regime.

Hazim Salim al-Zaidi, 51, was among three Sunni
candidates killed two days ahead of Saturday’s elec-
tions. US officials hope the balloting will give the
Sunnis a fairer share of power and thus undermine the
appeal of the insurgency.

More than 14,000 candidates are running for 400
seats on provincial councils nationwide.

With a new law allowing Iraqis to vote for indi-
vidual candidates rather than political parties, hope-
fuls have blanketed towns and cities with posters fea-
turing their pictures and snappy slogans.

Such a vigorous effort to draw attention to them-
selves would have been unheard of in the last vote in
2005.—Internet

Gaza rocket

JERUSALEM, 31 Jan  — A

rocket fired by Palestinian
militants from the Gaza Strip
exploded in southern Israel on
Saturday, but there were no
casualties or damage reported,
the Israeli army said.

Nyhart said investiga-
tors were struggling to
identify the injured and
were not certain how
many people were on the
24-passenger bus or how
many had been trans-
ported to hospitals in
Kingman and Las Vegas.

The bus was traveling
north on US 93 when it
veered left and then right
across the median, Nyhart
said. It rolled at least once
before stopping.

He believes all but one
of the victims killed at the
scene had been ejected
from the bus.

Nyhart said five people
had suffered life-threaten-
ing injuries. “We’re hope-
ful that those people can
be stabilized and at least
the death toll stop where
it is,” he said. The driver
of the bus was among
those in critical condition,
he said.—Internet

Bomber behind bars after
botched attack

LONDON, 31 Jan—A man who injured himself in a
failed suicide attack on a restaurant in Britain has been
jailed for life on Friday, and ordered to spend at least
18 years behind bars.

Nicky Reilly, 22, accidentally set off a home-made
nail bomb in a toilet cubicle as he prepared to target
more than 30 diners and staff in a restaurant in Exeter,
southwest England.

Described during his trial as the “least cunning” per-
son ever to have been charged with terrorism, Reilly
injured only himself in the blast in May last year.

Reilly, who suffers from Asperger’s syndrome and
has learning difficulties, had pleaded guilty to at-
tempted murder and preparing an act of terrorism.

Sentencing him at the Old Bailey in London, Judge
Justice David Calvert-Smith said the offence was made
worse “by the fact that it was long-planned, that it had
multiple intended victims and was intended to terror-
ise the population of this country”.

“It was sheer luck or chance that it did not succeed
in its objectives.”

MELBOURNE, 31 Jan—
Australia’s second-larg-
est city Melbourne
ground to a halt Satur-
day, crippled by a once-
in-a-century heatwave
that has claimed almost
30 lives and razed at
least 17 homes.

Wildfires raged
through the southeastern
state of Victoria, where
authorities said flames had

come dangerously close to
major electricity transmis-
sion lines which supplied
power to Melbourne on
Saturday.

More than 500,000
homes and businesses
in Melbourne were
left without power on
Friday night after an
electrical substation ex-
ploded in the heat, bring-
ing the city to a stand

still.
Temperatures in Vic-

toria topped 43 degrees
Celsius (109 Fahrenheit)
for a record-breaking
third consecutive day on
Friday, when 10 homes
and a timber plantation
were destroyed in a
6,500 hectare (16,000
acre) blaze.

The heat was blamed
for a spike in sudden
deaths in the neighbour-
ing state of South Aus-
tralia, which was in the
grip of its hottest
weather since 1908.

At least 22 people
died in the South Aus-
tralia capital, Adelaide,
on Friday, said the state’s
health minister John
Hill. Most were older
than 70 and had likely
just “succumbed to
the heat,” he said.

US senator says missile shield could boost
US-Russia ties

WASHINGTON, 31 Jan—The United States and Russia have a chance to achieve a
“real breakthrough” in their relationship by cooperating on missile defence, an
influential US senator said on Friday.

Senator Carl Levin, a Democrat from Michigan who chairs the Senate’s armed
services committee, said he believed President Barack Obama’s administration
was seriously interested in exploring cooperation with Moscow on the issue.

Missile defence has been a contentious subject between Moscow and Washing-
ton, particularly since the Bush administration sealed deals last year to deploy 10
interceptor missiles in Poland and a radar in the Czech Republic.—Internet

IMMINGHAM, 31 Jan—
Wildcat strikes against for-
eign workers spread
through oil refineries and
other energy facilities in
Britain, fuelled by fears of
rising job cuts.

The protest started at
Britain’s third-largest oil
refinery, Lindsey in Lin-
colnshire, eastern Eng-

land, where workers first
walked out Wednesday
over the use of Italian and
Portuguese contractors on
a 200-million-pound (222
million euros, 286 million
dollars) building project.

China offers incentives to stimulate
hybrid cars

BEIJING, 31 Jan—China
is to offer policy incentives
to speed up spread of
energy-saving cars in 13
pilot cities.

The ministries of
finance and science and
technology jointly issued
a circular on providing
subsidies to users of
hybrid, electric and fuel
cell cars in Beijing,
Shanghai and another 11
major cities, the Ministry
of Finance said on its
website on Sunday.

Public transport, taxi

companies, post services
and public offices were
encouraged to use more
energy-saving vehicles,
the circular said.

The government pro-
mised to give companies
and institutions, which
purchase and use such
vehicles, lump sum
subsidies to offset their
extra cost on fuelling
efficient cars than ordinary
ones.

Meanwhile, the central
government urged local
governments to subsidize

the development and
maintenance of energy-
friendly cars.

This is considered the
boldest measure the central
government has ever taken
to stimulate promotion of
hybrid cars although the
subsidies have yet to
extend to private car users.

Due to much higher
price tags on them, hybrid
cars encountered cold
shoulders in thriving
domestic car market over
the past few years.

Euro zone unemployment rises to two
year high in December

BRUSSELS, 31 Jan—Unemployment rate in the euro zone rose to the highest point
in more than two years in December 2008, according to official figures released
here on Friday.

As many as 12.472 million people were unemployed in the 15-nation zone in
December, increasing by 230,000 or 8.0 percent, compared with November’s 7.9
percent. This is the ninth consecutive monthly hike.

Compared with the same month in 2007, the number of the jobless was up 1.397
million in the euro area, according to the first estimate from the Statistical Office
of the European Communities (Eurostat).Among the member states, the lowest
unemployment rate were recorded in the Netherlands (2.7 percent) and Austria (3.9
percent)and the highest in Spain (14.4 percent).—Xinhua

MOSCOW, 31  Jan —
Russia and Cuba took a
step towards the revival
of their old friendship as
the two countries signed a
package of bilateral agree-
ments after Friday’s top-
level Kremlin talks.

At the start of the talks
with Russian President
Dmitry Medvedev,
visiting Cuban leader Raul

Castro recalled the
Caribbean state’s long-
standing ties with the Cold
War ally. “We are old
friends, we’ve known each
other through good times
and bad, and have great
experience,” Castro said.
 “Today is an historic
moment, an important
landmark in relation
between Russia and

Cuba.”
“The strategic part-

nership which we have
agreed on in the com-
munique reflects what we
have reached and what we
will seek in the future,”
the 77-year-old Cuban

Cell phones, traffic a deadly combo for kids
Talking on a cell phone while crossing a street can be

disastrous for children,a University of Alabama at Birmingham
study shows. The research, first presented in April at the
National Conference on Child Health Psychology, is being
published in the February issue of the Pediatrics. It found that
10- and 11-year-olds were less attentive to traffic and were
involved in more collisions and near misses with traffic when
using a cell phone to talk to a research assistant in interactive,
simulated road crossings.

"The children who were on the cell phone and were distracted
during their crossing were significantly more likely to get hit by
a car in the virtual environment," study author Katherine Byington,
a doctoral candidate in psychology at the University of Alabama
at Birmingham, said at the time of the April presentation. "They
were getting hit or almost getting hit at least [once], while the kids
that weren't on the cell phone didn't get hit."

Wall Street suffers worst January
WASHINGTON, 31 Jan — Wall Street has suffered its worst Janu-

ary on record as a barrage of bad US economic data continues to
shake investors’ confidence.

The Dow Jones Index ended the month down 8.8% in what some
analysts see as a bad omen for the year ahead.

The broader S&P 500 index fell by 8.6%, also a record fall for
January.

The Dow fell 1.82% on the last trading day of the month after
official figures showed that US GDP fell sharply in the final quarter
of 2008.

World markets also suffered — the MSCI world index closed
down 8.6% on the month.

US economic output fell by 3.8% in the last three months of the
year, the biggest quarterly decline since 1982.

It was also the second quarterly decline in a row - the first time
that has happened since 1991.

And this was just the latest in a long line of bad economic fig-
ures. —Internet

KISHANPUR, 31 Jan  —  Tigers have killed at
least three children and four adults in north
India in recent weeks, officials said Friday, forc-
ing frightened villagers to stay indoors while
forest rangers search for the wild cats.

Authorities wielding guns combed villages
surrounding the Dudhwa Tiger Reserve in the
state of Uttar Pradesh, from which seven ti-
gers are believed to have strayed.

“An order has been issued either to
tranquilize and cage the man-eater or, if it is
not possible, to kill it,” said PP Singh, a local
forest official.

LONDON , 31 Jan — A father was fatally
stabbed in front of his 3-year-old daughter
on Thursday night in Britain as he went to
visit his wife and newborn son in the
hospital. The man was at a bus stop in
Croydon, South London, when he got
into an argument with an old
acquaintance.During a struggle the man,
who is originally from Ghana but has lived
in Britain for many years, was stabbed.Last
night a 22-year-old man went to a police
station in Croydon. He has been arrested
on suspicion of murder.

The victim, who has not yet been for-

mally identified but was described as in his
thirties, was treated by an ambulance crew
at the scene before being taken to a South
London hospital, where he was pronounced
dead.

Detective Chief Inspector Cliff Lyons,
who is leading the investigation, said: “This
was a shocking attack in a public place in
the early evening. The victim’s three-year-
old daughter was with him when he was
attacked, though fortunately she wasn’t
physically injured. Even more tragically, his
partner had given birth to a son just that
morning.—Internet

flavanoids found in green
tea or grapes," says
Chemistry professor
Derek Pratt, who led the
study. "If allicin was
indeed responsible for
this activity in garlic, we
wanted to find out how it
worked."

The research team
questioned the ability of
allicin to trap damaging
radicals so effectively,
and considered the
possibility that a
decomposition product of
allicin may instead be
responsible. Through
experiments with
synthetically-produced
allicin, they found that an
acid produced when the
compound decomposes
rapidly reacts with
radicals.

Possessing the gift of fertile soil and temperate

climate, Myanmar has practised agriculture as major
business from time immemorial. So, it stands as an
agro-based country, now.

Today, science and technology dominate other
fields.

Modern farming amounts to replacing of cattle
with tractors and combine harvesters, use of high-
yield strains, supply of sufficient irrigation water, use
of correct agricultural methods, and proportionate
ratio of inorganic and organic fertilizers.

On the recent trip to Hsinthe Dam in Nay Pyi
Taw Tatkon, we came across a convoy of small
tractors on Yangon-Mandalay Highway. U Myint
Thein of Thiha Tun Co Ltd of Monywa Industrial
Zone told the Myanma Alin, "These tractors are our
company's products. We also produce ploughing

machines for Chindwintha Brand small tractors such
as hoeing machines, 12-blade harrows, nine-blade
harrows, and three-blade scientific harrows. We sell
small tractors by installment. A tractor is priced at
around four million kyats. A buyer has to pay by 40
percent in the first installment, and 30 percent each in
the second and third installments. We have run this
factory for three years. We produce 25 units a month.
Up to now, we have produced and sold over 200
units."

In relation to the performance of a tractor, he
said, "These tractors are small ones, so it is easy to
maintain them, and it does not cost much to repair
them. In particular, they are designed for less fuel
consumption. A 12-blade tractor can plough 10 acres
in eight hours, and a three-blade tractor can plough
four acres in eight hours. A tractor consumes about one
gallon of fuel an acre."

Many other industrial zones sell Leya-16 Brand
and Leya-22 Brand tractors by installment. So, farmers
have come to use tractors in place of cattle. Now, the
use of tractors has covered 35 percent of the total sown
acreage of the nation.

Use of high-yield strains of crops is part of the
drive for mechanized farming. Nay Pyi Taw Tatkon
and Meiktila townships, for instance, replaced usual
strain of cotton with Ngwechi (6) strain cotton and

made higher profits last year. The per acre yield of that
cotton strain is 400 to 500 viss.

Now, the plan to replace usual strains of crops
with high-yield ones is ongoing across the nation. The
Agricultural Research Department (Yezin) produces
and distributes high-yield strains of various crops to
farmers. In this regard, farmers should choose the
strains that are suitable for their regions.

The major requirement for agriculture is water.
So, the government is constructing clusters of dams
throughout the country. So far, the nation has seen 218
dams, the majority of which are in arid regions:
Mandalay, Sagaing and Magway divisions. Those
regions get an average annual rainfall of only 30
inches. Agricultural farms in the regions are making
progress to a certain degree thanks to the irrigation
facilities. Use of correct agricultural methods, pro-
portionate ratio of humus and fertilizers, and use of
correct pesticides are also necessary for boosting per
acre yields of crops.

Now, mechanized farming has been popular all
over the nation due to greater use of tractors, quality
and high-yield strains of crops and correct agricul-
tural methods.

Most Irish expect EU
treaty vote to pass

DUBLIN, 31 Jan—Most Irish people expect that
any second referendum on the European Union’s
reform treaty would be passed, a national poll on
Friday showed.

The Irish voted “No” in June to the Lisbon
Treaty, but since then a deepening recession has
raised concerns about Ireland losing its status in
Europe.

The former “Celtic Tiger” economy has suffered
a reversal of fortune with a severe, two-year down-
turn in house prices prompting the government to
forecast a 4 percent drop in economic output this
year — the worst recession on record.

Ireland is expected to hold a second referendum
on the treaty later this year after winning conces-
sions from EU members who want it fully ratified
by the end of 2009.

Ireland was the first euro zone economy to slip
into recession last year.

Nearly 60 percent of respondents in the
Lansdowne poll said Ireland would pass a second
referendum on the Lisbon Treaty later this year,
and 61 percent said they were concerned about the
country losing its status in Europe.

Nearly three quarters of the 1,000 people asked
said the government was handling the economy
poorly, up from 63 percent in September. Just less
than half said they expected the recession, which
started in 2008, to last more than three years.

Around 56 percent said they expected the gov-
ernment, whose term runs out in 2012, would be
forced into a general election this year.

Highlighting the soured public mood in Ireland,
46 percent of those surveyed said they expected
their personal situation to be worse off next year.
In 1997, when Ireland’s economy was booming,
that was only 9 percent.

Interviewing for the poll was conducted between
12 and 23 January.

MEXICO CITY, 31 Jan—Police say they have detained
an Ecuadorean man for carrying about $2.5 million in
cash in a suitcase at Mexico City’s international air-
port.

The Public Safety Department said on Friday the
money was found during a routine inspection of lug-
gage being taken aboard a flight bound for Colombia.

The man who registered the suitcase was taken into
custody. No charges were immediately filed.

Police say inspectors became suspicious on Thurs-
day when they saw lots of rectangular shapes in the
man’s suitcase.

The shapes turned out to be 153 stacks of US cur-
rency wrapped in plastic.

Mexico is a main transit route for Colombian co-
caine being smuggled to the United States, and traf-

Water cutbacks on tap for Mexico City

Eight killed in South African butcher
shop bloodbath after heist goes awry

DURBAN, 31 Jan—A cash heist at a butcher shop in the South African port of
Durban ended in a bloodbath Friday when police fatally shot all eight suspects as
they fled with their loot.

“The suspects entered the butcher’s and held up people at gunpoint. They later
fled with an unspecified amount of money. The police gave chase,’’ Police Inspec-
tor Michael Read said. “Police shot dead all eight suspects, all men, after they lost
control of the vehicle in which they were fleeing.”

One policeman and two bystanders were injured in the exchange of fire, In-
spector Read said, adding that all the money had been recovered.

More than 50 suspects die every month in South Africa from bullets or at the
hands of police in a country which has one of the world’s highest crime rates.

OTTAWA, 31 Jan — A
Canadian mother mur-
dered her only child in a
twisted bid to save her re-
lationship with a boy-
friend, a court official
said.

Penny Boudreau, 34,
pleaded guilty and was
sentenced to life in prison
with no possibility of pa-
role for 20 years for stran-
gling her 12-year-old
daughter Karissa after her
boyfriend had given her
an ultimatum: Karissa or
him.

The Supreme Court of

Nova Scotia heard she
drove Karissa to a remote
spot near the town of
Bridgewater in January
2008 and told her to get
out of the car.

They argued and Penny
tackled Karissa to the
ground, pinned her with
her knees, wrapped twine
around her neck and stran-
gled her.

“Karissa said:
‘Mommy, don’t’,” pros-
ecutor Paul Scovil told the
court, as relatives sobbed,
according to local media.

Boudreau then drove to

nearby LaHave River and
rolled her daughter’s life-
less body down to the
river bank, later discard-
ing some of Karissa’s
clothes in a public gar-
bage can.

In a bid to conceal her
crime Boudreau reported
her daughter missing, ap-
pearing two days later on
television to plead for her
to come home before
Karissa’s frozen body was
discovered by searchers.

Boudreau was arrested
for the murder in June
2008.—Internet

MEXICO CITY, 31 Jan—
Prosecutors ruled on Fri-
day that a Mexican
beauty queen be released
from house arrest after
investigations in a drug
and weapons case turned
up no evidence against
her.

Laura Zuniga, 23, was
detained in western
Mexico on 23 Dec, in a
vehicle along with seven
men, some of them sus-
pected drug traffickers.
Authorities found a large
stash of weapons, ammu-

nition and $45,000 with
them inside a vehicle.

She was stripped of
one of her crowns — the
title she won in the
Hispanoamerican Queen
pageant in October — but
still holds the beauty ti-
tle of the northern state of
Sinaloa, long known as a
center for Mexico’s drug
cartels.

Prosecutors on Friday
said Zuniga should be re-
leased and local media
reported that she left cus-
tody later that day.

The Attorney Gener-
al’s Office said in a state-
ment that “no informa-
tion was found that tie
(Zuniga) to any criminal
activity.”—Internet

VILLA DE ALLENDE, 31 Jan—Five
million residents in Mexico City and
its metro area could soon start feeling
the effects of water cutbacks imposed
on Friday due to drought conditions.

Water behind the Cutzamala dam
system is below normal levels after a
lack of rain in 2008, according to of-
ficials. The dam system accounts for
20 percent of the water used in Mexico
City and its surrounding area.

“This year, the amount of rainfall
in the area diminished significantly,”
said Javier Ramirez, head of the
Cutzamala system. “It wasn’t enough
to fill up the dams. In past years, the
general water level of the dam system
had gone up a little bit, but this year
it was really scarce.”

The valves from the dam system are
being shut down from Friday until
Monday. There will be cutbacks at the
end of each month through May. Of-
ficials say the move should save 10
million cubic meters (2.64 billion gal-
lons) of water in that time.

Despite the cutbacks, officials say
the available amount is still adequate.

“The city will not suffer what you
could call a water crisis,” said Ramon
Aguirre of the Mexico City water de-
partment. “We will have 85 percent of
the water we would normally receive.”

Officials admit the only solution to
the water woes is a change in usage
habits, particularly in Mexico City,
which uses more water than the rest of
the country combined.

“For certain, this is priority No 1 for
Mexico City, not only because we have
announced a reduction this weekend in
the supply from Cutzamala, but also
because it  has to do with
sustainability,” said Marcelo Ebrard,
head of Mexico City’s government.
“That is to say, the city cannot keep
having the same pattern that it now has,
a pattern that until recently believed
that the resource is unlimited.”

Thousands of families in the affected
areas have already started to store wa-
ter. Local and federal authorities are
also preparing a national campaign to
raise public awareness of water
consumption.

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Denmark releases
UFO archives

COPENHAGEN,  31 Jan—The Danish Air Force has
released 329 pages of previously classified archives
on UFO sightings, including details on more than 200
unsolved cases.

Capt Thomas Pedersen said the military released
the documents after growing weary of journalists ask-
ing questions about them, the Copenhagen Post re-
ported Friday.

“We decided to publish the archives because frankly
there is nothing really secret in them,” Pedersen said.
“The Air Force has no interest in keeping unusual
sightings a secret. Our job is to maintain national se-
curity, not investigate UFOs.”

The Air Force said the archives contain details of
unexplained events occurring between 1978 and 2002,
before the job of chronicling UFO sightings went to a
group called Scandinavian UFO Information.—Internet

Protein may predict disease progression
MESSINA,  31 Jan  —

Italian researchers have
found blood or urine lev-
els of a protein may pre-
dict kidney disease pro-
gression.

The study, published in
the Clinical Journal of the
American Society Neph-
rology, suggests a small
protein released from the
kidney’s injured tubular
cells — called Neutrophil
Gelatinase-Associated
Lipocalin — could help
identify patients in need of
more aggressive care be-
cause their chronic kidney
disease is likely to ad-

vances to a more serious
form.The investigators
evaluated the blood and
urine levels of Neutrophil
Gelatinase-Associated
Lipocalin in 96 patients
with non-terminal chronic
kidney disease. By the end
of the year-and-a-half
study, 31 patients experi-
enced significant progres-
sion of their disease — in
some cases developing
end-stage renal disease.

The researchers noted
that at the start of the
study, the patients who
developed advanced dis-
ease had had higher Neu-

trophil Gelatinase-Associ-
ated Lipocalin levels than
patients whose disease did
not progress. Both urinary
Neutrophil Gelatinase-As-
sociated Lipocalin and
blood Neutrophil
Gelatinase-Associated
Lipocalin levels predicted
worsening of chronic kid-
ney disease.

“Our study offers a
great new tool for preven-
tion of renal failure pro-
gression,” study leader Dr
Michele Buemi of the Uni-
versity of Messina in Italy
said in a statement.

Scientists warn of more acidic oceans
MONACO, 31 Jan—Greenhouse gases are putting oceans at risk of becoming too

acidic to support reefs and marine life, scientists at a UN forum in Monaco warned
on Friday.

More than 150 scientists called on governments to take immediate action to re-
duce carbon dioxide emissions in the Monaco Declaration on Ocean Acidification
drafted during the conference, the United Nations said in a news release.

In the declaration, the marine scientists from 26 countries said acidity levels were
accelerating and their negative impacts could be corralled by reducing the amounts
of greenhouse gases released to the atmosphere.

Prince Albert II of Monaco urged political leaders to consider the declaration
before negotiations at the UN Climate Change Conference in Copenhagen at the
end of this year.—Internet

TOKYO,  31 Jan  — Japa-
nese researchers say
they’ve developed a new,
universal flu vaccine, of-
fering a possible silver bul-
let against new strains of
the bug.

Trials on mice have
shown promising results
even on strains that can
mutate quickly, Yomiuri
Shimbun reported Friday.

Previous vaccines were
developed based on pro-
teins resembling barbs that
covered the outer surface
of the virus, researchers
said. When a virus enters
the body of a vaccinated
person, antibodies detect
the barbs and try to sup-
press and fight off the vi-
rus. The drawback was the
shape of the proteins dif-
fers from strain to strain.

Researchers from the

National Institute of Infec-
tious Diseases, Hokkaido
University, Saitama Medi-
cal University and NOF
Corp. targeted the proteins
inside the virus, which
morph little over time
compared with proteins on
the surface.

The vaccine has an arti-
ficial version of the protein
developed by the team that
is attached to a special
membrane, the Japanese
publication said. When the
vaccine is injected, im-
mune system cells attack
virus-infected cells.

“We’ll investigate what
dosage will be safe and ef-
fective for humans,” said
Tetsuya Uchida, a senior
researcher at the institute.
“I hope the vaccine can be
put to practical use as soon
as possible.”—Internet

WEST RICHLAND,  31 Jan
— US niche automaker
Shelby Supercars unveiled
on Friday what it calls the
world’s fastest electric car
— a vehicle capable of hit-
ting 208 mph.

The Ultimate Aero EV
is not only capable of fly-
ing down the road, it can
be recharged in 10 min-
utes, using a system the
company calls “Charge on
the Run,” the Telegraph
reported Friday.

On the road, the Ulti-
mate Aero EV can reach
60 mph in 2.5 seconds, the
company said.

“The Ultimate Aero EV

will prove that electric-
powered vehicles will not
only match but also pro-
vide more overall per-
formance than internal
combustion cars,” a com-
pany spokesman said.

The Ultimate Aero EV
is expected to reach show-
rooms by the end of the
year. The price of the car
has not been announced.

Shelby Supercars also
makes the fastest gas-
powered car currently in
production, the SSC Ulti-
mate Aero TT, which
reaches a top speed of 257
mph.

Days Of Extreme Heat In Europe

selected 262 European observatories which ana-
lysed the series of minimum and maximum daily
temperatures from 1955 to 1998 to estimate trend
variations in extreme temperature events.
