Two Canadian soldiers hurt in roadside

SANTIAGO, 6 Feb— Chilean fruit ex-
ports to China grew by 68 percent in
2008 compared with 2007, to 96 mil-
lion US dollars, Chilean Agriculture
Minister Marigen Hornkohl said.

Grape exports accounted for 46 per-
cent of the entire exports, followed by
apples with 21 percent, cherries with
20 percent and plums with 10 percent,
according to Hornkohl, quoted on
Thursday by local media.

It is not easy for Chile to enter Asian
market, due to cultural differences and
geographical distance, Hornkohl said.

A drop-off in sales has companies scrambling to
cut costs by slashing payrolls. Cosmetics maker Estee
Lauder Cos said on Thursday it would cut 2,000 em-
ployees, or 6 percent of its work force.—Internet

US sailor missing in Gulf of
Aden after boat flips

Dusal, 6 Feb—The US Navy says a sailor from
the USS San Antonio is missing after falling from a
small boat used to transfer personnel from one ship to
another.

Japan Airlines posts loss for

fiscal third quarter

Tokyo, 6 Feb—Japan Airlines racked up a 38.5 bil-
lion yen ($423 million) loss for the fiscal third quarter
as business travel and cargo traffic plummeted, bat-
tered by a global downturn.

The nation’s top airline, also known as JAL Group,
Friday forecast a 34 billion yen loss for the fiscal year
through March, a reversal from its November projec-
tion of a 13 billion yen profit. The carrier made 16.9
billion yen profit in the previous fiscal year.

Sales for October-December sank 13 percent from a
year earlier to 485.7 billion yen. Travel for domestic
passengers was flat for the period, but sank for interna-
tional passengers and international cargo, the company
said. Japan Airlines said it will continue with turnaround
efforts, such as job cuts, more fuel-efficient aircraft and
afocus on business travelers. But it acknowledged hard

Doctor jailed for taking

old doctor to jail for accepting half a
dollar (35 pence) as bribe 24 years ago,
media quoted officials as saying on
Thursday.

India’s federal police caught
Balgovind Prasad accepting 25 rupees
(51 cents) from a sweeper in 1985 for
issuing a fake medical certificate, po-
lice said.

The case dragged on for years and
Prasad was convicted in 1992 and given
a one-year jail term. He was freed as he
appealed the sentence.

On Tuesday, a higher court in India’s
eastern state of Bihar state reduced the
one-year term to three months, saying
the bribe amount was too small, but di-
rected the police to take Prasad into cus-
tody as he was guilty of the crime.

13-year-girl attempts

suicide to save dad

A teenage girl in east China was strug-
gling for her life after taking more than
200 sleeping pills in an attempt to kill her-
self and donate her liver to her seriously
ill father, Shanghai Daily reported Thurs-
day.

The 13-year-old, a resident of Wuxi in
Jiangsu Province, may need several op-
erations if she survives the immediate ef-
fects of the suicide try. The teen suffered
burns from an electric blanket after she
took the pills and passed out.

The girl’s mother told the newspaper
that she found her daughter lying on a bed
“like she was dead” around 12:30 pm on
24 January after she came home from a
hospital visit with her husband.

So, it is fair to say that the
National Convention was full of essence and it
represented the practice of democracy best.

The Commission for Drafting the State
Constitution was made up of 54 members from various
states and divisions who are legal experts, those well-
versed in politics and administration, and researchers.
They drafted the State Constitution (2008) based on
the principles the National Convention had adopted,
respecting the practice of democracy. The people cast
votes freely in the referendum, in which the State
Constitution (2008) was approved with the support of
92.48 per cent of the voters.

To be exact, the nation's population was
57,370,713 atthat time, and the number of the citizens

who were above 18 years and eligible to vote stood at
27,288,827. Of the eligible voters, 26,776,675 or 98.12
per cent cast votes in the referendum. And of the voters,
24,764,124 or 92.48 per cent voted 'yes', whereas
1,631,712 or 6.1 per cent voted 'no', and 380,839 votes
or 1.42 per cent were cancelled due to failure to meet
the requirements. According to the figures, close to 25
million people cast 'yes' votes, and the percentage of
the supporters was 92.48. And the number of those who
cast 'no' votes was over 1.5 million or 6.1 per cent. So,
it can be deduced from the above-mentioned figures
that out of 100 citizens, over 92 were in favour and over
six were opposed to the new constitution.

Allthe 10 legitimate political parties attended
the National Convention from 1993 to the late 1995.
The National Convention had to be adjourned
temporarily from the late 1995 to the early 2004. It
was resumed in the early 2004. The representatives of
eightpolitical parties attended the National Convention
from 2004 to 2007. NLD, which walked out of the
National Convention, initially favoured Chapters 1, 2
and 3, for which it took part in the process to lay down
the fundamental principles. However, in 2004, it
demanded from outside the National Convention that
10 principles in Chapter (1) be dissolved. Shan
Nationalities League for Democracy expressed its
objection to the principles designed to ensure non-
disintegration of the Union.

Now, the National Convention has been already
convened, and nearly 93 per cent of the people have
approved the State Constitution in the referendum.
However, NLD announced through foreign radio
stations that the new constitution was unacceptable to
it, and so it would not register or stand for the 2010
elections. Expatriates expressed their support for the
announcement. The announcement also carries an
unreasonable demand that the Tatmadaw, NLD and
national race groups meet and review the State
Constitution.

I do not know what NLD's concept of
democracy is. It has announced its disapproval of the
constitution approved by nearly 93 per cent of the
people, and has implied that it will have to review and
amend the constitution. The announcement represents
its undemocratic or anti-mass behaviour.

I do not think NLD knows well that
democracy is the practice under which decisions are
made according to the desire of the majority. To
speak as delegate U Zan Htar Hsin of Kachin State
once did in the time of the AFPFL govrenment,
NLD members are anti-democracy activists.

The National Convention Convening

Commission announced that the temporarily
adjourned National Convention would be reconvened
in May 2004. Then, NLD, whose delegates had been
expelled according to the National Convention
procedures, responded that it would attend the
convention again. Showing benevolent attitude, the
government forgave and forgot NLD's misbehaviors,
and allowed it to attend the National Convention
again. It is, however, NLD that demanded that the
principles the National Convention had adopted be
annulled. So, the government replied that it could not
intervene in the case because the principles were the
ones adopted by the convention, not by it. If NLD
believed democracy, it should have attended the
National Convention and held discussions with other
NCdelegates. If the remaining NC delegates assumed
that the principles concerned should be amended as
demanded by NLD, they would do so. And if other
NC delegates did not amend the principles as it did
not need to do so, NLD should respect the desire of
the majority. Instead, NLD turned its back on the
National Convention for the second time, making an
announcement through BBC and VOA that it would
not attend the National Convention.

It was very unwise of NLD to say that the
State Constitution would be reviewed because at
that time the State Constitution had been approved
and follow-up programmes were in progress. Its
idea was like an event in which some people at the
foot of a mountain cried out to a team of
mountaineers, who are on their way close to the
summit to achieve the goal, to climb down the
mountain and to climb it up later.

Special Adviser Mr Ibrahim Agboola
Gambari to the United Nations Secretary-General
has visited Myanmar seven times and called for some
things that are similar to the wishes of NLD several
times. Leader of the Spokes Authoritative Team of
the State Peace and Development Council Minister
for Information Brig-Gen Kyaw Hsan replied
thoroughly to the demands made by Mr Gambari, and
the clarification received media coverage. In
conclusion, I would like to present some excerpts
from the Information Minister's speech, as follows:

“The approval of the State Constitution
with 92.48 percent public support amounted not
only to ratification of the constitution but also to
giving mandate to carry out the democratization
process in accordance with the constitution. It
also means an approval to go ahead with the
process according to the seven-step Road Map. At
the referendum, the constitution was ratified with
the 92.48 percent yes votes against the 6.1 percent
no votes. According to the democracy practice,
the minority will have to accept the majority’s
wish. It will be undemocratic if the constitution
approved by the majority is to be reviewed and
amended because of the minority's wish. All who
cherish and favour democracy will have to accept
the essence of democracy. In all seriousness, I
would like to say that we will carry on the
democratization process through the seven-step
Road Map in accordance with the mandate of the
majority of the people.”

Italy offers euro1,500 to new car buyers

MiLaN, 6 Feb— The Italian government on Friday
approved eurol,500 ($1,900) payments to new car
buyers who trade in older, polluting models, becoming
the latest nation to try to boost the auto industry hard hit
by the global economic slowdown.

Automakingis one of Italy's mostimportant sectors,
and the Fiat Group SpA, Italy's leading automaker, also
isthe country's biggestemployer and industrial concern.

Italy has seen new car registrations plummet by a
third in January, compared to a year earlier. Like other
European automakers, Fiat has enacted a series of
temporary layoffs to cope with the crisis.

Industry Minister Claudio Scajola detailed the
measures aftera Cabinet meeting in Rome that approved
the package.

Fiat shares were up by 5.6 percent to euro4.5
($5.76) in trading on the Milan Stock Exchange.

Italy joins Britain, France and Germany in helping
out car makers as sales tumble.

Germany is paying consumers euro2,500 ($3,200)
to junk old cars for greener models. EU leaders will talk
in March about joint efforts to speed up car sales across
