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US Justice Department say CIA
destroys almost 100 interrogation videos

W ASHINGTON, 3
March—The US Justice
Department issued docu-
ments on Monday show-
ing that the Central Intel-
ligence Agency (CIA) has
destroyed almost 100 in-
terrogation videos re-
corded during the former
Bush administration.

The CIA can now iden-
tify the number of video-
tapes that were destroyed,”
Acting US Attorney Lev
Dassin wrote in a letter

York Judge Alvin
Hellerstein. “Ninety-two
videotapes were de-
stroyed.”

The letter was sub-
mitted at the request of the
New York judge who is
handling a lawsuit filed by
the American Civil Liber-
ties Union (ACLU), and
seeking more details of in-
terrogation programs un-
der Bush’s government.

“The large number of
videotapes destroyed con-

gaged in a systematic at-
tempt to hide evidence of
its illegal interrogations
and to evade the court’s
order,” ACLU attorney
Amrit Singh said in a state-
ment, adding that CIA
should be held accoun-
table for holding back the
information for so long.

The newly-released
number was far more than
the number that was pre-
viously acknowledged by
CIA.
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NATO may ask China for sup-
port in Afghanistan

BrusseLs, 3 March—
NATO may ask China to
provide support for the war
effort in Afghanistan, in-
cluding possibly opening a
supply link for alliance
forces, a senior US official
said Monday.

The subject is still under
consideration and no deci-
sion has been reached on
whether to approach
Beijing, the official said on
condition of anonymity
given the sensitivity of the
issue. He spoke ahead of a

Afghan civilians could bear
brunt of increased war

KaBur, 3 March—Afghan civilians will bear the
brunt of an escalation in the Afghan war this year as
thousands more US troops deploy unless more is done
by NATO forces and Taleban militants to protect them,
a top Red Cross official said Monday.

Civilian casualties in Afghanistan are “significantly
higher” today than a year ago, and an intensification
of the conflict this year could mean that consequences
for many more Afghans will be “dire in the extreme,”
said Pierre Krahenbuhl, the director of operations for
the International Committee of the Red Cross.

“The daily lives of people living in areas where the
fighting is taking place are being disrupted, be it be-
cause of airstrikes, night raids, suicide attacks, the use
of IEDs, or because of intimidation and the popula-
tion being pressurized or co-opted by the different
parties to this conflict,” he said.

The UN last month said 2,118 civilians died in the
Afghan conflict in 2008, a 40 percent jump over 2007.
The world body said insurgent attacks caused 55 per-
cent of those deaths, while US, NATO or government
forces caused 39 percent of the deaths. The remaining
6 percent were caused in crossfire.

The NATO-led force said Monday that an opera-
tion in Helmand province on 23 Feb killed eight civil-
ians. A joint NATO-Afghan investigation found that
militants used civilian houses and religious facilities
for “terrorist activities” in Sangin district when they
ambushed a NATO patrol, a statement said.—/Internet

US military deaths in Iraq

WaSHINGTON, 3 March—As of Monday, 2 March,
2009, at least 4,254 members of the US military had
died in the Iraq war since it began in March 2003.

Chinese Navy fleet warns of
danger in Gulf of Aden

GuULF OF ADEN, 3 March—The commander of the
Chinese naval fleet that is patrolling in the Gulf of Aden
on Monday warned that piracy remains a problem in the
gulf and urged passing ships to be on guard.

Rear Admiral Du Jingchen said that despite recent
successes in thwarting pirate raids, the Gulf of Aden is
still not yet safe for commercial vessels.

In the past week alone, more than 100 raids by
suspicious small ships occurred in the gulf.

The Chinese cargo ship Yandanghai was attacked 25
Feb by pirates in the gulf and two of its crewmembers
were slightly injured. The Chinese fleet escorted the
cargo ship to safe waters and helped treat the injured
crewmembers after a Danish ship chased off the pirates.

The fleet also rescued an Italian merchant ship from
approaching pirates in the sea off Somalia last Thursday.

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One job to be lost every 235 seconds
in next three months in Britain

LoNpoN, 3 March—
About 320,000 jobs look
set to be lost in the next
three months as the reces-
sion hits home in Britain,
equating to a job lost ev-
ery 25 seconds, experts
warned.

If the cull continued at
the same rate for the rest
of the year unemployment
would hit 3.06 million
when job losses are seen
in all sectors of business,
from services to manu-

facturing, and among both
large and small firms, busi-
ness adviser BDO Stoy
Hayward predicted.
“Businesses are taking
swift and decisive action to
tackle the challenges of the
recession,” its report said.
The jobless total in
Britain now stands at 1.97
million. In a glimmer of
hope, the report indicates
its optimism index, which
predicts business con-
fidence for the next two

quarters rose slightly in
February compared with
January.

Meanwhile, the Engi-
neering Employers’ Fed-
eration (EEF) warned
more than 140,000 manu-
facturing posts would be
lost this year.

The EEF predicted the
sector would shrink by 8.6
percent this year, the worst
decline since the recession
of the 1980s.

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One-third of Americans
losing sleep over economy

WASHINGTON, 3
March—One-third of
Americans are losing sleep
over the state of the US
economy and other per-
sonal financial con-cerns,
a new poll says.

The poll, released Mon-
day by the National Sleep
Foundation (NSF), sug-
gests that inadequate sleep
is associated with un-
healthy lifestyles and
negatively impacts health
and safety.

People of the Bouyei

The number of people
reporting sleep problems
has increased 13 percent
since 2001. In the past
eight years, the number of
Americans who sleep less
than six hours a night
jumped from 13 percent
to 20 percent, and those
who reported sleeping
eight hours or more
dropped from 38 percent
to 28 percent. “It’s easy to
understand why so many
people are concerned
over the economy and
jobs, but sacrificing sleep
is the wrong solution,”

said David Cloud, chief
executive officer of the
Washington-based foun-
dation.

“Sleep is essential for
productivity and alertness
and is a vital sign for one’s
overall health,” he added.

About 40 percent of
Americans agree that sleep
is as important as diet and
exercise to overall health
and well-being; yet, only
32 percent of Americans
who report sleep problems
discuss them with their
doctor.

SaN Francisco, 3 March—Economic downturn
will drag global personal computer (PC) shipments to
its steepest decline in 2009, market research company
Gartner predicted on Monday. PC shipments are ex-
pected to decline 11.9 percent from last year to 257
million units in 2009, Gartner said.

The industry previously experienced its worst de-
cline in 2001 when PC shipments contracted 3.2 per-
cent.

“The PC industry is facing extraordinary conditions
as the global economy continues to weaken, users
stretch PC lifetimes and PC suppliers grow increas-
ingly cautious,” George Shiffler, research director at
Gartner, said in a statement.

World’s biggest IT fair

CeBIT opens in Germany

HaNoVER, 3 March—CeBIT, the world’s biggest IT
trade show, opened here Tuesday with special high-
lights on “Webciety” and “green IT.”

Compared to 5,845 exhibitors last year, CeBIT has
lost more than 35 percent of its exhibitors this time
around because of the global economic crisis.

However, with some 4,300 exhibiting firms from
69 countries this year, CeBIT is still the world’s most
important annual get-together for the IT and telecom-
munications sectors.

CeBIT 2009 also managed to get 200 new exhibi-
tors. Big brands that displayed at the CeBIT 2009 in-
cluded Microsoft, IBM, SAP, Software AG, Vodafone,
Intel, and Dell.—Internet

RAFaN, 3 March—As top diplomats pledged billions
of dollars for war-ravaged Gaza on Monday, ordinary
people here — from merchants to housewives — said
they’d rather have open borders than handouts.

Even some tunnel smugglers who profit from Gaza’s
blockaded borders say they’d rather import legally
through open crossings than risk Israeli bombing raids
and shaft collapses.

“I want a cease-fire and open borders. Crossings

Port ST Lucie, 3
March —Just five years
ago, Port St Lucie was
America’s fastest-grow-
ing large city. Then the
foreclosure crisis slam-
med it like a hurricane.

Today it sits in one of
the hardest-hit counties in
the nation. Thousands of
houses are empty or un-
finished. Neighborhoods
are littered with for-sale
and foreclosure signs and
overgrown, neglected
yards. Break-ins are on

the rise.

But one politician be-
lieves he has a unique so-
lution: Declare St Lucie
County a disaster area as
if it had been hit by, well,
a hurricane.

“This is a manmade
disaster,” County Com-
missioner Doug Coward
acknowledged. But he
said that is why “we’ve
got to do something.
Clearly, the economic cri-
sis of the country far ex-
ceeds the ability of local

governments to solve it,
but we’re trying be a part
of the solution.”

The declaration would
allow the county to sus-
pend the usual bidding
process for shovel-ready
projects so that local con-
tractors would get the
jobs. It would also enable
government officials to
use some of the money in
a $17.5 million county
fund usually reserved for
natural disasters.

Anger really can kill
you: study

Anger and other strong emotions can
trigger potentially deadly heart rhythms
in certain vulnerable people, US
researchers said on Monday.

Previous studies have shown that
earthquakes, war or even the loss of a
World Cup Soccer match can increase
rates of death from sudden cardiac ar-
rest, in which the heart stops circulat-
ing blood.

“It’s definitely been shown in all dif-
ferent ways that when you put a whole
population under a stressor that sudden
death will increase,” said Dr Rachel
Lampert of Yale University in New Ha-
ven, Connecticut, whose study appears
in the Journal of the American College
of Cardiology.

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Russia wants US to limit nuclear
deliver vehicles

Moscow, 3 March—Russia wants
the United States to agree to limits on all
types of nuclear weapons delivery
vehicles in a new arms reduction pact
that will replace START I, Russia’s
Foreign Minister was quoted as saying
on Monday.

Moscow and Washington are
discussing ways toreplace the Strategic
Arms Reduction Treaty (START I)
which will expire in December this
year.

Russiawould like to “preserve limits
not only on warheads ... but also limits
on all types of delivery vehicles”, the
RIA news agency quoted Foreign
Minister Sergei Lavrov as saying in

Madrid.

Lavrov was quoted as saying the
previous US Administration of president
George W. Bush had tried to move away
from limits on nuclear weapons delivery
vehicles.

He said Russia was against
automatically extending the START 1
treaty past its expiry date and he would
discuss the ideas with US Secretary of
State Hillary Clinton in Geneva this
week.

The START I treaty was signed on
July 31, 1991 by US president George
Bush and Soviet president Mikhail
Gorbachev, five months before the fall
of the Soviet Union.—MNA/Reuters

ICRC says more must be done to

protect Afghan civilians

KaBuL, 3 March—All sides in the war in
Afghanistan must do much more to protect civilians
who will face the brunt of any increase in violence with
the arrival of thousands of new troops, a top Red Cross
official said on Monday.

Ordinary Afghans were now more at risk from the
fighting than at any other time since the start of the war
in 2001, said Pierre Kraehenbuehl, director of
operations for the International Committee of the Red
Cross (ICRC).

Kraehenbuehl told anews conference unless much
more was done by the different parties to the conflict
to respect their obligations under international
humanitarian law “the ICRC seriously fears that the
Afghan population will bear the brunt of the announced
and potential escalation”.

Violence in Afghanistan surged last year with
some 5,000 people killed, including more than 2,100

civilians, a 40-per-cent increase on the previous year,
the United Nations says.

President Barack Obama has ordered 17,000
additional US troops to Afghanistan to bolster some
70,000 foreign troops, including 38,000 US soldiers
already in the country fighting a resurgent Taleban.

FAO reports about

24,000 fishermen die

at sea annually

RowMmE, 3 March—Some 24,000 fishermen die at
sea each year, making fishing probably the most
dangerous occupation in the world, the United Nations’
Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) said in a
report released on Monday.

The figure is “unacceptable”, said the FAO in its
annual report on the State of Fisheries and Aquaculture
calling on nations to adopt its 1995 Code of Conduct
for Responsible Fisheries. The Code provides a
necessary framework to ensure sustainable fishing and
if implemented could help save lives, it said.

“Human behaviour or error is estimated to be
responsible for 80 per cent of accidents in the fishing
industry,” said the report. *“ Safety at sea is a serious
problem in both developing and developed countries.”

“The main cause of accidents and loss of life in the
fishing industry is notonly poorly designed, constructed
or equipped vessels, but inappropriate human
behaviour, sometimes compounded by error,
negligence or ignorance,” the report said.

Toyota financial unit asks
to borrow public money

Tokyo, 3 March—Toyota Motor Corp’s financial
unit said Tuesday that it had asked for an emergency
loan from a state-backed lender to ride out the finan-
cial crisis, with reports putting the sum at two billion
dollars.

Toyota Financial Services, which provides loans to
car buyers, is in consultations with the Japan Bank for
International Cooperation (JBIC) but the size of the
loan has not yet been decided, company official Mio
Sugito told AFP.

“The move is aimed at diversifying our financial re-
sources as the international financial market is getting
tighter, especially in the United States,” Sugito said.

The Nikkei business daily and the Jiji Press news
agency reported that Toyota’s wholly-owned financial
subsidiary is asking for about 200 billion yen (two
billion dollars), without citing sources.

If the loan is realised, it will be JBIC’s first to a
Japanese automaker under a new government scheme,
the reports said. JBIC’s main role is to invest in projects
in developing countries, but the government in De-
cember decided as an emergency measure to allow the
bank to lend to Japanese companies operating in de-
veloped countries.—Internet

SYDNEY, 3 March—Australian Treasurer Wayne Swan
said on Tuesday the nation’s economic growth figures
for the December quarter would have the first negative
result for gross domestic product in eight years.

US Navy hands over nine suspected pirates to Somalia

MocabisHu, 3 March—The US Navy handed over nine suspected pirates to
authorities in northern Somalia after determining there was not enough evidence

to put them on trial, an American said Monday.

Lt Nate Christensen of the Bahrain-based US 5th Fleet said the men had been

detained on 12 Feb after being found in the vicinity of an Indian merchant ship
that pirates had unsuccessfully attacked off the lawless Somali coast.

“The US Navy evaluated the situation and determined there was insufficient

evidence to support their prosecution” by the US, Christensen said.
Mohamed Siad Jaqanaf, deputy police chief of Somalia’s semiautonomous re-

gion of Puntland, also reported the handover. He did not give any details on what

would happen to the men. The waters off the Horn of Africa nation have been

plagued by pirate attacks the past few years.

More than 100 ships were attacked last year, around half of them successfully.

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Low levels of vitamin B12 may
increase risk for defects

‘WASHINGTON, 3 March
— Children born to
women who have low
blood levels of vitamin
B12 shortly before and
after conception may have
an increased risk of a
neural tube defect, a new
study says.

‘Women with the lowest
B12 levels had five times
the risk of having a child
with a neural tube defect
compared to women with
the highest B12 levels.
Women who consume
little or no meat or animal
based foods were the most
likely to have low B12
levels, according to the
joint study by the U.S.
National Institutes of
Health (NIH), Trinity
College Dublin, and the
Health Research Board of
Ireland.

"Vitamin B12 is
essential for the
functioning of the nervous
system and for the
production of red blood
cells," said Duane
Alexander, director of the
National Institute of Child
Health and Human
Development (NICHD).

Researchers  have
known that taking another
nutrient, folic acid, during
the weeks before and after
conception can greatly
reduce a woman's chances
of having a child with a
neural tube defect. Folic
acid, whichis the synthetic
form of vitamin B. Neural
tube defects, is a class of
birth defects affecting the
brain and spinal cord.

In the United States,
cereal grains are fortified
with folic acid to reduce

the occurrence of neural
tube defects in the US
population.

Ireland has a high rate
of neural tube defects, and
NIH scientists have
frequently collaborated
with Irish researchers to
gaininsightinto the causes
of this group of disorders.

"The results of this
study suggest that women
with low levels of B12 not
only may risk health
problems of their own, but
also may increase the
chance that their children
may be born with a serious
birth defect." Alexander
said.—Internet

Researchers identify gene
involved in pancreatic cancer

WASHINGTON, 3 March —Researchers from the
University of Michigan Comprehensive Cancer Center
have identified a gene that is overexpressed in 90
percent of pancreatic cancers, the most deadly type of
cancer Results of the study appear in the March issue

of Cancer Cell.

Expression of the gene, Ataxia Telangiectasia Group
D Complementing gene (ATDC), is on average 20
times higher in pancreatic cancer cells than in cells
fromanormal pancreas. What's more, the gene appears
to make pancreatic cancer cells resistant to current

therapies.

"One of the challenges in pancreatic cancer is that
it is biologically aggressive and it does not respond
well to chemotherapy or radiation. We found that
ATDC not only causes the cancer cells to grow faster
and be more aggressive, but it also makes the cancer
cells particularly resistant to chemotherapy and

radiation. —Internet

Italian clubs tackle

an inconvenient truth

RoMmE, 3 March—World champions they may be, but
Italy is feeling a chill in its domestic game as the
country’s glamour clubs suffer a potentially devastat-
ing slump.

Last week’s European action brought home a very
uncomfortable truth that the Italians, considered the
continental driving force in the 1990s, are no longer
sitting at the head of the table.

51 food samples in HK
fail safety tests

Honeg Kong, 3 March—The Centre for Food Safety
of Hong Kong announced Monday that it tested 4,600
food samples in January and found 51 to be
unsatisfactory. Apart from the four unsatisfactory
samples of Lunar New Year food earlier, a pickled
plum and a red date sample were found to contain
preservative sulphur dioxide exceeding the legal limit,
the centre said in a statement.

Apart from the unsatisfactory samples of 20 fresh
beef and one preserved Chinese sausage earlier, 15
fresh beef samples were found to contain sulphur
dioxide. Two samples of smoked pork sausage and one
sample of pork loin ham were found to contain the
preservative sorbic acid.

A sample of chilled orange roughy fillet was
found to contain mercury exceeding the legal limit. A
sample of slipper lobster had cadmium exceeding the
legal limit. The centre said most of the exceedances or
breaches are not serious and will not pose immediate
health risks. It has traced the sources of the food in
question, stopped their sale and issued warning letters.
