US soldier charged with contractor

SEOUL, 6 April —South Korea’s information
technology (IT) industry marked a trade surplus in the
first quarter of 2009, with the volume of exports
steadily growing since last December, a government
report showed on Monday.

According to the report by the Ministry of Knowledge
and Economy, the country’s IT sector trade surplus
logged 10.7 billion US dollars for the January-March
period, while the nation’s total trade surplus in the same
period marked 3.9 billion US dollars.

For March alone, the trade surplus for IT industry
topped 4.5 billion US dollars, also larger than the total
surplus of 4.1 billion US dollars. Meanwhile, exports
of semiconductors, mobile phones and other IT products
reached 75.1 billion US dollars for the first quarter,
with monthly export amounts marking a steady incline
from January to March after hitting bottom at 6.51
billion US dollars in late December.—Internet

TOKYO, 6 April—Japan plans another stimulus
package worth 100 billion dollars or more to rescue
Asia’s biggest economy from its worst crisis since
World War II, its finance minister said on Monday.

Prime Minister Taro Aso instructed Finance Minister
Kaoru Yosano to plan public spending worth at least
two percent of gross domestic product (GDP), Yosano
told reporters.

That would make the package worth 10 trillion yen
(100 billion dollars) or more.

Aso first announced the new spending plan last
month, but he did not say at the time how much it
would be worth. It would be the third stimulus since
last October to pump up the Japanese economy, which
logged its worst performance in almost 35 years in the
last quarter of 2008, contracting at an annualised pace
of 12.1 percent.—Internet

SINGAPORE, 6 April—Singapore’s unemployment
rate for the first quarter of 2009 is likely to be higher
than the fourth quarter of 2008, the country’s Manpower
Minister Gan Kim Yong said on Sunday.

According to TV broadcaster Channelnewsasia,
the minister said that Singapore must prepare for
another few quarters of downturn, and it is important
now to focus on managing the downturn and managing
costs so that more jobs can be saved.

Speaking to reporters at a community event on
Sunday, Gan said more retrenchment notices have
been issued in the first quarter of this year, and detailed
statistics will be released shortly. “Sometimes during
a downturn, restructuring is inevitable and some
retrenchments are unavoidable. If employees are
retrenched, we want to reach out to them to help them
to upgrade themselves and increase their employability
so that they can find jobs faster,” he said.—Internet

a barrel Monday in Asia
as investors looked to US
corporate earnings reports
this week for signs of
economic recovery that
could sustain crude’s two-
month rally.

Over 100 dead, some 1,500 injured in Italy earthquake
ROME, 6 April — The strong

earthquake that hit central Italy on
Monday has killed more than 100

people, injured some 1,500 and left
around 70,000 homeless, officials said.

According to the local media, the
official death toll was set at 91 earlier in
the afternoon, but rescuers said the death
toll has risen to 108.

Italian Police Chief Antonio
Manganelli said the 6.2-magnitude
tremor which occurred at 03:33 local
time (0133 GMT) had left “a horrible
scene of death and destruction.”

One foreign national has so far been
found among those killed, who was a
female student from the Czech Republic.

Some 4,000 rescuers were at work
and Italy will have access to the European
Union’s disaster fund, said Premier
Silvio Berlusconi who canceled a trip to
Moscow to be at the scene.

Helicopters were taking the most
badly injured to hospital, while many of
those who suffered minor injuries were
being sent to Rome.

Obama. But Cuba was
blocked to attend the sum-
mit as part of an exclusion
based on US attempts to
isolate the country.

“It will be a trail by fire
for the people of the Carib-
bean and Latin America. Is
this a backlash, embargo
and also exclusion after 50
years of resistance ?” said
the former Cuban leader in

Higher levels of lead may affect older women’s
brain: study

LOS ANGELES, 6 April — Higher
levels of lead in blood or bones may
affect the cognitive abilities of old
women, a new study showed.

The study, conducted by researchers
at the Harvard University’s Medical
School, drew the conclusion after
analyzing lead levels and cognitive scores
in almost 600 women from the Boston
area.

The findings showed that women
aged 47 to 74 who tested positive for lead
in their blood (indicating a recent
exposure to the metal) or bones (an
indication of cumulative exposure over
the life span) did somewhat worse on
cognitive tests than those who did not
show signs of lead exposure.

In the study, the researchers noted

that regulatory changes phased out
higher lead content in products such
as gasoline during the 1980s, so that
lead is at a relatively low level
nowadays.

So, only those women with lead
biomarkers found in their tibia bone,
an indication of long-ago exposure,
scored poorly enough to be considered
statistically significant, according to
the study appearing in the April issue
of Environmental Health Perspectives.

“Findings in this study are
important because of their long-range
consequences on the public health of
an aging generation,” the journal’s
editor-in-chief, Hugh A. Tilson, said
in a journal news release.

Iran’s Bushehr nuclear power plant to
generate electricity from mid-summer

Arctic sea ice thinnest
ever going into spring

WASHINGTON, 6 April — The Arctic is treading on
thinner ice than ever before.Researchers say that as
spring approaches, more than 90 percent of the sea ice
in the Arctic is only one or two years old. That makes
it thinner and more vulnerable than ever before,
according to researchers with NASA and the National
Snow and Ice Data Center in Colorado. That’s the type
of ice that is more likely to melt in the summer.

Sea ice is important because it reflects sunlight
away from Earth. The more it melts, the more heat is
absorbed by the ocean, heating up the planet even
more. That warming also can change weather patterns
worldwide.—Internet

TEHERAN, 6 April—
Iran’s Energy Minister
Parviz Fattah said
Monday that Iran’s
Bushehr nuclear power
plant will start to generate
electricity from mid-

summer, the official
IRNA news agency
reported.

“Bushehr nuclear
power plant will generate
500 megawatt electricity

The operation of the
Bushehr nuclear power
plant had been Iranians’
old dream, he added.

The country’s 1,000-
megawatt nuclear power
plant originally started in
the mid-1970s by Siemens
of Germany but was
abandoned with the
outbreak of the country’s
1979 Islamic Revolution.

Iran and Russia, after
reaching an agreement on
nuclear cooperation in
1992, signed a contract in
January 1995 to finish the
construction of the plant,
the completion of which
has been repeatedly
delayed.

Too much TV increases risk of
behavioural problems for kids: study

LOS ANGELES, 6 April
— Watching TV for more
than two hours a day may
increase the likelihood of
behavioral problems for
kids, a new study showed.

 By the time a child is
five, those who’ve
regularly watched more

than two hours of TV daily
are much more likely to
exhibit behavioral
problems, according to
the study conducted by
researchers at the Johns
Hopkins University
School of Medicine.

In fact, aggressive

behavior was more than
doubled in youngsters
who regularly watched
more than two hours of
television daily, said the
study published in the
April issue of the journal
Pediatrics.

When children are
watching TV, they’re not
engaging in other
important activities, such
as imaginative play.
They’re also not interacting
with others to learn social
skills and appropriate ways
to resolve conflicts,
according to the study.

Global warming will lead to
infrequent rainfall in India

NEW DELHI, 6 April—Major climatic changes due to
global warming would lead to disturbed rainfall patterns
in India, an eminent environmentalist said Sunday.
“The rise in global warming will lead to major changes
in rainfall patterns. In essence rainfall will decrease
and become more erratic, said R K Pachauri, chairman
of Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change.

According to the noble laureate, global warming is
happening at a very steep rate and its implication for
South Asian continent means serious water problems
for farmers.  “A large number of farmers in the continent
are dependent on rainfall,” he said, while speaking at
a memorial lecture organised by Babu Jagjivan Ram
Foundation on Climate Change here.

“India will experience heavy rains in a very short
time similar to 2005 Mumbai floods which left a
million people homeless,” Pachauri said, warning that
the frequency of such flash floods will increase with
time. He cautioned that India will have to face water
crisis as shrinking glaciers will lead to reduction in the
flow of rivers, which would ultimately result in lower
ground water levels. — MNA/PTI

Seven more
bodies recovered
from North Sea

LONDON, 6 April—

Police recovered seven
more  bodies on Sunday
from the wreckage of a
helicopter that crashed  in
the North Sea on
Wednesday, killing all 16
people on board.
Grampian police said one
body now remained
unrecovered.

  The Super Puma
helicopter with two crew
was ferrying 14 oil
workers from a BP
offshore oil rig when it
went down in fine  weather
11 miles off the northeast
coast of Scotland on
Wednesday afternoon.

 It was the second Super

February, all 18 on board a
Super Puma travelling to a
BP oil rig were rescued
after it went down into the
sea after  hitting a fog bank.
Both aircraft were operated
by Bond Offshore
Helicopters,  which runs a
fleet of Super Puma twin-
engined helicopters to
supply sea-based oil

Afghan teens
found living in

Rome train station
ROME, 6 April—

Twenty-four Afghan
children have  been found
living on the sidewalk of a
railway station in the
Italian capital and using
the space under manhole
covers to  store the few
possessions they had,
newspapers reported.

The children, who spoke
no Italian, were found by
Italian  police during an
inspection of the city’s
railway stations and  and
are now being kept at a
holding centre.
Newspaper reports  said
they appeared to be
between 14 to 16 years in
age.

“We want to understand
how a thing like this could
happen in  our city,” Rome
Mayor Gianni Alemanno
said in statement on
Sunday after learning of
the incident from the
papers. Initial reports that
said the children slept in
the area  under manhole
covers to keep warm
shocked Italians, but
police  later clarified that
the children did not sleep
there but  probably used
the space as storage.

 “When we realized they
were children, my heart
leapt the way  it would
have for any father of a
family that sees 14-year-
old  children sleeping in
that state,” rail police chief
Carlo Casini  was quoted
as saying in La Repubblica
daily.

JERUSALEM, 6 April—
An Israeli company has
developed an advanced
device for early detection
of skin cancer, which was
found to be far more
precise than currently
used apparatus, local daily
Ha’aretz reported on
Monday.

According to the report,
the device, developed by
Skin Cancer Scanning,
is currently undergoing
clinical trials at Beilinson
Hospital in Petah
Tikva.By using fiber-

optic cables to scan for
potentially malignant
moles, the device shows
92 percent effective in
identifying certain types
of skin cancer.

The new technology
works based on the
principle that cancerous
cells proliferate faster than
healthy cells, and their
accelerated metabolic
activity releases energy at
a higher frequency. The
device scans for this
activity, said the daily.

Yossi Biderman, a

director of Skin Cancer
Scanning, was quoted as
saying that he expects to
reach a precision level of
95 percent.

Skin cancer is a
malignant growth on the
skin which can have many
causes. It is currently
identified through a two-
stage diagnosis — first,
suspicious moles are
examined by a physician.
If the physician believes
the patient is at risk, the
patient undergoes a
biopsy.—Internet

Sherpa sets out to climb
Mt Everest for 19th time

Nepalese Sherpa guide Appa, 48, who holds the
record for most climbs up Mount Everest waves

before setting off on a new expedition to scale the
world’s highest mountain for a 19th time in

Kathmandu, Nepal, on 6 April, 2009. Appa flew
out of the capital, Kathmandu, with his team on

Monday for the small airstrip at Lukla, from where
they will trek to Everest’s base camp and spend a

few days acclimatizing and preparing for their
summit bid in May. His wife Yangin Sherpa is seen

KATHMANDU, 6 April—
A Sherpa guide who holds
the record for most climbs
up Mount Everest set off
Monday on a new expedi-
tion to scale the world’s
highest mountain for a
19th time.

Appa, who like most
Sherpas goes by only one
name, flew out of the
capital, Katmandu, with
his team on Monday for
the small airstrip at Lukla,
from where they will trek
to “Everest’s base camp
and spend a few days
accli-matizing and
preparing for their
summit bid in May.”

Everest is not easy to
climb, but after scaling the
summit so many times, I
am more confident and ex-
perienced,” Appa said. “It
should not be too difficult
but I have to always be
careful.”

He first climbed the

29,085-foot (8,850-metre)
summit in 1989 and has
done so almost every year
since. His closest rival is
fellow Sherpa guide
Chhewang Nima, who has
made 15 trips. Appa, 48,
and his fellow climbers
also plan to carry down
loads of trash that has
accumulated on the snowy
slopes and also educate
other climbers about the
negative impact that
human waste has on the
mountain.

“We are taking hun-
dreds of bags that can be
used to store human waste
and carry them down the
mountain,” Appa told The
Associated Press.

Appa said most
climbers carry down
garbage such as food
packages, empty oxygen
tanks and rope but leave
behind human waste.

China to promote book reading
among children, young people
BEIJING, 6 April— China’s central government wants

people to get lost—in a good book.
    A series of activities aimed at increasing the time

people spend reading great literature gets underway
this month. The programme will include discount
book offers, book report contests, book donation drives
and the construction of new libraries throughout the
country, according to the government’s publicity
department and the General Administration of Press
and Publication.

    The programme is specifically targeting children,
teens, women, migrants and farmers. Meantime,
schools, community centres, trade unions and
corporations are being encouraged to form book clubs,
share reading lists and sponsor guest speakers.

    The initiative will end in October.
   Statistics show China’s book purchase and reading

rate has declined in recent years. In 2008, the book
purchase rate was less than two books per family while
the book reading rate was 35 percent—14 percent
lower than the 2005 figure. And although China’s
literacy rate has shown steady improvement through
the decades, in 2005 it was 91-and-a-half percent. The
Ministry of Education hopes to increase that figure to
98 percent by 2010.

Butterfly wings can be both to
mates and predators

Oliver found that the eyespots of some butterflies,
such as this pair of mating Bicyclus anynana,

serve to both attract mates and ward off predators.

BUFFALO, 6 April — Butterflies seem able to both
attract mates and ward off predators using different
sides of their wings, according to new research by Yale
University biologists.

Trying to find the balance between these two
crucial behaviors is one of nature’s oldest dilemmas,
according to Jeffrey Oliver, a postdoctoral associate in
Yale’s Department of Ecology and Evolutionary Biol-
ogy and lead author on the study, which appears online
in the journal Proceedings of the Royal Society B:
Biological Sciences.—Internet

Dwarf in elfin forests

BERLIN, 6 April — It fits on a fingertip: Noblella
pygmaea is a midget frog, the smallest ever found in
the Andes and among the smallest amphibians in the
world. Only its croaking was to be heard from the
leaves on the mossier ground of the “elfin forests” in
the highlands of Manu National Park, before German
and Peruvian herpetologists discovered the tiny little
thing in south-eastern Peru.

The popular name of the new species is fitting:
Noble’s Pygmy Frog has an average length of 11.4
millimeters. —Internet
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
