Int’l troops kill civilian, wounds

two more in W Afghanistan

KaBuL, 4 May—One Afghan civilian was killed and
two others sustained injuries as they came under fire
of international troops in west Afghanistan Sunday
morning, police said.

“This morning a civilian car from Farah was head-
ing to Herat Province but was fired upon by the inter-
national troops on the road linking airport to Gazara
district, as aresult a 12-year-old girl was killed,” Abdul
Rauf Ahmadi, police in western region, told Xinhua.

Two more persons including one woman sustained
injuries in the incident, he further said.

However he did not disclose troops of which coun-
try were behind the attack, adding investigation has
begun into the case.

Meantime, Abdul Hakim, the grandfather of the ill-
fated girl said they were going to attend a wedding
party in Herat when soldiers from two armored per-
sonnel carriers opened fire and caused the tragedy.

The United States
shares the Saudis’ fear.
Gen David Petraeus, head
of the US Central Com-
mand, told Congress in
April that the weakness of
Yemen’s government pro-
vides al-Qaeda a safe ha-
ven and that terror groups
could “threaten Yemen'’s
neighbours, especially
Saudi Arabia and other

BacHDAD, 4 May — Iraq
will not extend withdrawal
deadlines for US troops set
out in a bilateral accord,
ending months of specula-
tion about whether US com-
bat troops would stay be-
yond June in bases in the

restive northern city of
Mosul.

Government spokesman
Ali al-Dabbagh said Iraq
was committed to adhering
to the withdrawal schedule
in the pact, which took ef-
fecton 1 January, including

the requirement to withdraw
US combat troops from
towns and cities by the end
of June and a full with-
drawal by the end of 2011.

WASHINGTON, 4 May — As of Friday, 1 May, 2009,
at least 607 members of the US military had died in
Afghanistan, Pakistan and Uzbekistan as a result of
the US invasion of Afghanistan in late 2001, accord-
ing to the Defence Department.

Of those, the military reports 447 were killed by
hostile action.

Outside the Afghan region, the Defence Department
reports 67 more members of the US military died in
support of Operation Enduring Freedom. Of those,
there were the result of hostile action. The military
lists these other locations as Guantanamo Bay Naval
Base, Cuba; Djibouti; Eritrea; Ethiopia; Jordan; Kenya;
Kyrgyzstan; Philippines; Seychelles; Sudan;
Tajikistan; Turkey; and Yemen.

There were also four CIA officer deaths and one
military civilian death.

Afghan forces detain suspected

Taleban commander

KaBuL, 4 May—Afghan forces backed by the US-
led Coalition forces detained a suspected Taleban com-
mander in an operation in eastern Afghan province of
Kunar Saturday night to disrupt an improvised explo-
sive device (IED) network, said a Coalition statement
issued here on Sunday. “The combined force detained
one individual suspected to be a Taleban commander
in Marawara district, responsible for facilitating the
movement of IEDs into the area,” it said.

Forces did not fire any shots during the operation, it
added. Coalition and Afghan troops launched a large
scale operation against Taleban militants in eastern Af-
ghanistan after the killing of three US soldiers and two
NATO troops during militants assaults last on Friday.

Nineteen militants, according to Coalition forces,
have been eliminated during operations in Kunar
Province since 1 May.

Conflicts and violence have left 5,000 people dead
in 2008 while Taleban militants have vowed to inten-
sify their activities mostly in the shape of roadside bomb-
ing and suicide attacks as the United States has an-
nounced reinforcement of 17,000 troops into the war-
torn country before the summer of 2009.—Internet

Samsung launches first LED
TV in India

NEew DEeLHI, 4 May—South Korean consumer elec-
tronic major Samsung has showcased itself as the in-
novator in the Indian TV industry by launching the
first LED High Definition TVs in the country.

“Samsung is the first organization to introduce the
LED TVs in India. The organization had earlier
launched LCD TVs and Plasma TVs. Light Emitting
Diode (LED) is an updated version of LCD screens
which offers standard quality picture,” a company re-
lease said Monday.

The new LED TVs are more energy efficient and envi-
ronment friendly. The Samsung authorities also announced
that LED TVs reduce energy consumption by over 40 per-
cent. Samsung India launched three LED HD TV Series -
Series 6 (40-inch), Series 7 (46-inch), and Series 8 (55-inch).

“The use of LED technology enables Samsung’s
LED TVs to be 70 percent slimmer and consumes less
than 40 per cent of the power consumed by conven-
tional LCD TVs,” it said.

The LED 6 series is priced between 125,000 and
145,000 rupees, while the 7 series is priced between
140,000 rupees and 180,000 rupees and both are cur-
rently available in the market. The 8 series will be
available from late this month and is priced at 350,000
rupees.—lInternet

Storms rumble across

Southeast; Miss woman
killed

ATLANTA, 4 May— Authorities say severe storms
that rumbled across the Southeast killed one person,
knocked out power to thousands and caused prop-
erty damage in at least three states.

A coroner says a 46-year-old Laurel, Mississippi,
woman was killed when a tree fell on her while she
was standing outside her home Sunday in the south-
eastern part of the state. Louisiana, Alabama and Mis-
sissippi reported minor property damage.

Emergency officials say a tornado touched down
near Crossville, Tenn, about 60 miles west of
Knoxville. And authorities in Alabama and Georgia
say several funnel clouds were spotted.

The storms also knocked out power to about 10,000
customers around the Atlanta-metro area. Most had
been restored by 10 pm. About 6,000 Alabama cus-
tomers were in the dark for awhile.—/nternet

Storm Kkills 11 in Indla S
West Bengal state

KoLkata, 4 May—At least 11 people were killed
and 25 injured when a tropical storm swept through a
large portion of India?s West Bengal state, officials

said on Monday.

The 10-minute storm carried winds of over 80 kilome-
tres (50 miles) an hour through the state, destroying thou-
sands of mud huts, uprooting electricity and telephone poles
and damaging paddy fields and mango crops.

Five people, including three children, were killed
after lightning struck their mud hut in Malda, about
360km north of the state capital, Kolkata.

“Four others were electrocuted as live wire from

uprooted electric poles dropped on them in villages
on the outskirts of Kolkata,” said West Bengal relief
minister Mortaza Hossain. Two people were killed by
lightning in Canning, a town 40km south of Kolkata.

Twenty-five people were hospitalised with severe
injuries after they were hit by uprooted trees, Hossain
added.—Internet

Storms leave 20 dead in Philippines |

ManiLA, 4 May— Flooding and landslides trig-
gered by heavy rains have left 20 people dead in the
eastern Philippines, officials said.

Storms lashed the eastern Bicol region and the
southern fringe of Luzon island at the weekend, dis-

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Vietnam’s retail sales, services
up 21.5% in first four months

Hanor, 4 May—Vietnam’s retail sales and services in the first four months this
year went up 21.5 percent over the same period last year to 360.4 trillion Vietnam-
ese dong (21.2 billion US dollars), according to the General Statistics Office of
Vietnam on Monday. Of which, trading experienced an increase of 22.2 percent to
16.6 billion US dollars, hotels and restaurants up 18.4 percent to 2.4 billion US
dollars, tourism up 21.5 percent to 223 million US dollars, and services up 16.3
percent to 2 billion US dollars, said the office.

The increase in the country’s retail sales and services in this period was attrib-
uted to the ongoing positive impacts of the government’s timely stimulus package
on investment and consumption, said Le Dinh An, director of the National Center

Chinese listed companies
net profit up 450% in Q1

BEUING, 4 May—The combined net profit of all the
1,624 listed companies in the Chinese mainland hit
203.8 billion yuan (about 30 billion US dollars) in the
first quarter, up 450.39 percent from the last quarter
in 2008, reports from the country’s two main ex-
changes showed Monday.

Among them, 1,186 companies reported gains, taking
up 73.03 percent of the total. The number of companies
suffering losses increased nearly 200 compared with the
same period last year to 436. The total net profit in the
first three months dropped 25.81 percent year on year.

“The quarter-on-quarter profit surge showed pro-
duction began to stabilize in the first three months af-
ter taking the major blow from the global financial
crisis in the fourth quarter last year,” said Qin Xiaobin,
chief analyst with Beijing-based Galaxy Securities.

Iran estimates some 20,000 infected with HIV/AIDS

TeHERAN, 4 May—Iran’s health officials have reported that some 20,000 people
have been identified as infected with HIV/AIDS in the country, the semi-official
ISNA news agency reported on Sunday. “According to the most recent estimates of
the health ministry,19,435 people have been identified as infected with HIV/AIDS
in the country by 21 March, 2009, the beginning of Iran’s new year,” said the report.

On the basis of this estimation, which has been collected by medical science
universities and medical and health services, the infected cases account for 93.3
percent among men and 6.7 percent among women. Quoting the studies of health
ministry, /SNA said that 40.2 percent of the victims are among the group with the
age between 25and 34. The most common transmission cases since the introduc-
tion of the disease into the country were 69.6 percent, 8.2 percent, 1.3 percent and
0.6 percent by means of shared injection needles, sexual contacts, blood products
and mother-to-child respectively, while 20.3 percent of the transmission means
were reported as unknown.—Xinhua

BacgHpaD, 4 May— The latest wave of violence in Baghdad apparently failed
to stop people of the historical city of Baghdad from telling the tales of Arabian
Nights. The city’s restaurants and coffee shops insist to bring back the old days as
the city has historically ever known.

As many areas in Baghdad have dusted themselves off, many new others are
being built as hopes for prosperous new life in the country is strongly rising, said
Abdullah al-Amiedi, as he was standing among some exhausted workers who
were building his new restaurant in the Jamia district in western Baghdad.

Amiedi, 55, has returned to Baghdad a few months ago after he fled the coun-
try during sectarian bloodshed that engulfed the Iraqi cities in 2006.

“I believe this time that peace is true and the good days are coming, so I am
planning to make this place a romantic that families in the neighborhood can
resort to spend nice and calm evenings, like the ones they used to get in the past,”
Amiedi said.—Xinhua

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French forces detain 11
suspected pirates

NAIROBI, 4 May— A
French naval vessel inter-
cepted 11 suspected pi-
rates traveling off the So-
mali coast on Sunday in
two assault vessels and a
so-called “mothership”
loaded with Kalashnikovs
and rocket launchers, the
French Defence Ministry
said.

It was the French
ship’s third pirate inter-
vention in a month.
France has been the most
aggressive in pursuing
pirates out of more than a
dozen nations patrolling
shipping routes in the
Gulf of Aden.

Another three sus-
pected pirates were de-
tained on Saturday by the
Seychelles coast guard,
which had been alerted by
the French warship
Nivose after European of-
ficials decided there was
not enough evidence to
hold them.

French Defence Min-
istry spokesman Chri-
stophe Prazuck said the
11 new suspects were in-
tercepted on Sunday
morning about 900 kilo-
metres (560 miles) off
Somalia’s coast. They had
been traveling with a pi-
rate mothership — a

larger vessel often used to
tow speed boats hundreds
of miles (kilometres) out
to sea and resupply them
in open water. Prazuck
said it was still unclear
what France would do
with the new suspects.
Meanwhile, the three
suspects arrested by the
Seychelles coast guard
vessel the Andromache
were expected on Sunday
evening in port in the
islands that depend heav-
ily on tourism, according
to Brigitte Ahshung at the
Seychelles Broadcasting
Corporation.

ST PETERSBURG, 4 May — Russia will have high-
speed passenger train service between St Petersburg
and Moscow by the end of the year, officials say.

ITAR-TASS reported the train was expected to set a
speed record by traveling nearly 171 miles per hour
during test runs on Saturday. The German-made
Sapsan’s maximum operating speed will be about 154

miles per hour.

The test runs are expected to last until December
with the first regular run between St. Petersburg and
Moscow scheduled before year’s end.The train will
make the run between the two cities in 3 hours and 45
minutes, compared with the current 4 hours and 30

minutes travel time.—Internet

Police find 11 bodies dumped

in southern Mexico

Acarulo, 4 May—Police say they found 11 bodies
dumped around a southern Mexican state, including
seven wrapped in plastic bags and thrown off a bridge.

Guerrero state police say the bodies of five men
and two women were found in a river between the
Pacific resort town of Acapulco and the city of
Cuernavaca. They were wrapped in bags and dumped
off a bridge. The other four bodies were found in a
600-yard ravine in the Guerrero state town of Pilcaya.

The bodies were all found Sunday. Police said they
were too damaged to immediately determine how they
were killed. Investigators did not have any suspects
or possible motive for the killings.

Mexico’s warring drug cartels, however, often leave
the bodies of rivals dumped in public.

Toxins kept out of air ending
up in water?

WASHINGTON, 4 May—Federal environmental regu-
lators, fearing US power plants have shifted from air
to water for toxic discharges, are considering tougher
rules, analysts said.

The Environmental Protection Agency has collected
data indicating that plants in a number of states have
discharged wastewater containing high levels of sele-
nium and similar pollutants, The Washington Post re-
ported Saturday. The high level of water pollution may
come from ““scrubbing” that captures toxins in smoke-
stacks.

The toxins end up as coal ash or sludge. EPA esti-
mates indicate about 130,000 tons of ash and sludge a
year are accumulated by power plants, and the agency
expects that to grow to 175,000 tons by 2015.

over flu fears

BEnING, 4 May — Chinese authorities are holding over 50 Mexicans in hotels
and other sites, fearing the spread of the HIN1 flu, an official at the Mexican
embassy in Beijing said on Sunday, adding only one of them had symptoms of the
flu. Mexican Foreign Minister Patricia Espinosa on Saturday criticized China,
saying “Mexican citizens showing no signs at all of being ill, have been isolated,
under unacceptable conditions”.

Mexico’s ambassador to Beijing, Jorge Guajardo, went to a hotel in the capital
where over 10 Mexicans have been held, but was not allowed to see to them, said
the embassy official. She spoke on condition of anonymity.

The confined Mexicans — mostly business people and tourists, many in
transit to other countries — are being held in several parts of China, including Hong
Kong, said the embassy official.

Around 35 are in Shanghai, six in the far southern city of Guangzhou, and six
in Hong Kong, she said.

higher risk for heart failure

BEeuinG, 4 May — Black children with high blood pressure are more likely to
suffer from heart failure and higher cholesterol levels than other racial groups,
suggests a new study.

In a study involving 139 high blood pressure patients aged below 21, researchers
from Johns Hopkins Children’s Center found that about 60 percent of those who
were black had left ventricular hypertrophy (LVH), a condition that can cause
heart failure, problems with heart rhythm and death.

The black children with LVH were also found to have higher cholesterol levels.

“Our study, which will be presented at the annual meeting of the Pediatric
Academic Societies in Baltimore this weekend, identifies black children with
hypertension as a special group who may be at particularly high risk for heart
disease as they grow because of several risk factors, and pediatricians treating
these kids should follow them very closely,” study author Dr. Cozumel Pruette, a
kidney specialist at the children’s center, said in a Hopkins news release.

Vietnam conducts quick tests on seven

NEw York, 4 May—The tally of confirmed swine
flu cases in the United States jumped Sunday to 245
in 35 states, but officials said that’s largely from
catching up on a backlog of lab tests rather than a
sudden spurt in new infections.

The new count reflects streamlining in federal
procedures and the results of tests by states, which
have only recently begun confirming cases, said Dr.
Anne Schuchat of the Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention in Atlanta.

Because states are now contributing their results,
and because there are many cases to analyze, “I expect
the numbers to jump quite a bit in the next couple
days,” she told reporters Sunday.—Internet

Colombia confirms first
A/H1IN1 flu case

Bogota, 4 May—The Colombian government on
Sunday confirmed the first case of influenza A/HIN1
in the country.

The patient, a man of 42 who recently returned
from Mexico, is now in a stable condition, Public
Protection Minister Diego Palacio told media.

The man is one of 18 people with the flu symptoms
found in Zipaquira, close to Colombia’s capital
Bogota.“We have sent 18 samples to a laboratory in
Atlanta to check the virus, and among them, one is
positive,” Palacio said.

China awaiting flu virus sample
from WHO to make own vaccine

BeuinGg, 4 May—China is awaiting samples of
the A/HIN1 virus from the World Health
Organization (W.H.O) to produce its own vaccine,
and it could take three or four months, or even
longer, to complete the procedure, an expert from
the Chinese Center for Disease Control and
Prevention (China CDC) told Xinhua on Sunday.

The vaccine would be very important in
preventing an outbreak of the disease, said Zhang
Yanping in an interview.

The A/HINT1 virus is believed to have originated
in Mexico and the United States, he said.

China has developed its own method of making
quick tests for the A/HINI virus by analyzing
nucleic acid, which takes just 12 hours, according
to Shu Yuelong, another expert of the China CDC.

The China CDC is training staff from epidemic
monitoring stations across the country to do the
nucleic acid test, and the reagent will be distributed
to all 84 stations, said Mao Qun’an, an official with
the Ministry of Health.

The China CDC obtained the sequence of the
A/HINI1 virus from the US Centers for Disease
Control on April 27 and the primer for making
nucleic acid tests from WHO on April 28.

Summary of observationsrecorded at 09:30 hr MST:
During the past 24 hours, rain or thundershowers have been
widespread in Taninthayi Division, fairly widespread in
Rakhine and Mon States, scattered in Shan State, Mandalay
and Bago Divisions, isolated in Kachin, Chin and Kayah
States, lower Sagaing and Magway Divisions and weather
has been partly cloudy in the remaining areas with locally
heavyfall in Mandalay Division and isolated heavyfall in
lower Sagaing Division. Day temperatures were (7°C)
above May average temperatures in Kachin State, (3°C)
above May average temperatures in Taninthayi Division,
(9°C) below May average temperatures in Mandalay

Aye and Central Yangon. Total rainfall since 1-1-2009 was
(1.14) inches at Mingaladon, (2.01) inches at Kaba-Aye
and (5.28) inches at Central Yangon.
