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UN meeting to give impetus to
Mideast peace

UNITED NATIONS, 5 May
— Russia has invited Se-
curity Council ministers to
ameeting next week to give
“new impetus” to the Mid-
dle East peace process.
Russia’s UN Ambassador
Vitaly Churkin, who holds
the council presidency this
month, said on Monday
that “the meeting will reaf-
firm the council’s involve-
ment in the search for a
Middle East settlement.”

Russian Foreign Minis-
ter Sergey Lavrov will pre-
side at the 11 May meet-
ing, and Churkin said
some ministers already
have accepted. The only
speakers will be repre-

sentatives of the 15 coun-
cil nations and Secretary-
General Ban Ki-moon, he
said. Last December, the
Security Council approved
a resolution stressing that
the Israeli-Palestinian
peace process initiated by
the United States in 2008
is irreversible and urging
intensified efforts to
achieve Middle East
peace. The resolution, co-
sponsored by the US and
Russia, backed efforts by
Israel and the Palestinians
to conclude a peace treaty
and fulfill the vision that
they can live peacefully
side by side as independ-
ent democratic states.

The negotiating process,
launched by former Presi-
dent George W Bushin No-
vember 2007, called for the
Israelis and Palestinians to
try to sign a peace agree-
ment by the end of 2008.
That would have given
Bush a diplomatic victory
before turning the presi-
dency over to Barack
Obama — but it was not to
be. Israel’s previous gov-
ernment was committed to
two-state goal. But in the
month since he became
Prime Minister, Benjamin
Netanyahu has expressed
misgivings about an inde-

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US military needs to focus on

Afghanistan immediately

WasHINGTON, 5 May—The US military’s focus
needs to shift immediately from Iraq to Afghanistan,
given increasing security concerns there, the country’s
top military officer said here on Monday.

“We remain committed to the mission we’ve been
given in Iraq —make no mistake. ... But Afghanistan
has been an economy of force operation for far too
long,” Michael Mullen, chairman of the Joint Chiefs
of Staff, told a Pentagon news conference.

He noted that while US President Barack Obama’s
decision to increase troop levels in Afghanistan “pro-
vides commanders (with) more manpower and more
” “we need a commensurate commitment
from a civilian side.” The top officer said he is “gravely
concerned” about Taleban and al-Qaeda gains across
much of southern Afghanistan and in Pakistan.

Mullen’s remarks came days after the release of a
State Department report indicating a dramatic spike
recently in terrorist attacks in Afghanistan and neigh-
bouring Pakistan.—Internet

Yemeni soldier killed in claShes in froubled south

SAN’A, 5 May—Armed
protesters in Yemen’s
troubled south ambushed
a military camp Monday,
killing one soldier, an of-
ficial said, as fighting be-
tween the government and
disaffected tribesmen in-
tensified in this impover-
ished country on the tip of
the Arabian Peninsula.

Monday’s attack was
the latest in a recent flare-
up of violence in Yemen’s
south where separatist

sentiment is mounting
against the country’s
weak central government,
which also is grappling
with an active al-Qaeda
presence.

North and South
Yemen merged in 1990,
but southerners continue
to accuse the central gov-
ernment of marginali-
zation and discrimination.

The recent wave of pro-
tests started on 27 April—
the anniversary of the

1994 southern separatist
uprising that was crushed
by government troops.

Yemen sent tanks and
troops to the south in re-
sponse to the recent pro-
tests, but opposition par-
ties have accused the sol-
diers of shelling farms and
houses in several prov-
inces.

In response, some
armed tribesmen have at-
tacked troops.

Hamas leader says militant
group is part of solution

Dawmascus, 5 May— Hamas’ top political leader, in
a message to the Obama administration, said the mili-
tant group is determined to be part of a solution to the
Palestinians’ conflict with Israel.

The group’s exiled leader, Khaled Mashaal, said in an
interview with The New York Times published Tuesday,
that Hamas has halted its rocket fire from the Gaza Strip
on communities in southern Israel and is willing to sup-
port a two-state solution. Hamas, whose two-decade-old
founding charter calls for Israel’s destruction, has given
mixed signals on many issues in the conflict, including
whether it would be willing to accept a Palestinian state
within only the territory Israel seized in the 1967 war —
Gaza, the West Bank and east Jerusalem.

The in-depth interview with Mashaal, which the
Times said was conducted in five hours spread over two
days at his home in the Syrian capital, offered a clearer
signal of the group’s direction, setting it down in print
in arare interview with a US news organization. “I prom-
ise the American administration and the international
community that we will be part of the solution, period,”
the paper quoted Mashaal as saying.

The 53-year-old Hamas leader, one of the group’s
founding members, said, however, that he would not
recognize Israel — a key requirement of the US and
other nations. Washington and its allies in Europe insist
that the group first recognize Israel, renounce violence
and accept previous Palestinian peace agreements with
the Jewish state.—/Internet
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China urges continued efforts to push
forward Int’l nuclear disarmament

UNITED NATIONS, 5
May—China on Monday
called on the international
community to continue to
push forward the nuclear
disarmament process.

Cheng Jingye, direc-
tor-general of arms con-
trol and disarmament de-
partment of the Chinese
foreign ministry, made the
appeal here at the third
session of the Preparatory
Committee for the 2010
Review Conference of the
Parties to the Treaty on
the Non-Proliferation of
Nuclear Weapons.

Complete prohibition
and thorough destruction
of nuclear weapons for
the establishment of a
world free of nuclear
weapons is not only the

shared aspiration of the
international community,
but also the goal that
China has advocated and
worked for over the years,
Cheng said.

“China believes that
nuclear disarmament
should be a fair and rea-
sonable process of
gradual reductions to-
wards a downward bal-
ance,” he said.

Cheng urged nuclear-
weapon states to commit
themselves unequivocally
to complete prohibition
and thorough destruction
of nuclear weapons, and
negotiate and conclude an
international legal instru-
ment at an early date.

Pending achievement
of the above-mentioned

goal, nuclear-weapon
states should reduce the
role of nuclear weapons in
their national security
policies, he said. They
should undertake un-
equivocally not to be the
first to use nuclear weap-
ons, and conclude an in-
ternational legal instru-
ment on not to use or
threaten to use nuclear
weapons against non-nu-
clear-weapon states or
nuclear-weapons-free
zones.

More children being
hurt by falling furniture
in US

Los ANGELES, 5 May— More and more kids are be-

ing hurt by falling furniture in the United States,
prompting calls for immediate action, a new study has

found.

Between 1990 and 2007, an estimated 264,200 US
children were treated in hospital emergency depart-
ments for injuries caused by furniture tipping, about
15,000 each year, according to a study published in
the May online issue of Clinical Pediatrics.

Among those kids hurt, about 300 children died of
their injuries, said the study conducted by researchers
at the Nationwide Children’s Hospital (NCH) in

Columbus, Ohio.

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Indicators point to China recovery

BEeuiNG, 5 May—The
economy is likely to ex-
pand 7 percent in the sec-
ond quarter-up from the
first quarter’s 6.1 percent
— even as it confronts the
painful prospect of shed-
ding industrial overcapac-
ity, a top government think
tank said Monday.

“Economic growth will
pick up in the second quar-
ter as the government’s
stimulus measures gradu-
ally take effect,” the State
Information Center (SIC)
forecast.

“There has been pre-
liminary success in arrest-
ing the economy’s down-

ward trend,” it said, but did
not mention any fallout
from the global HINI flu
alert. But Zhu Baoliang, an
SIC economist and one of
the authors of the SIC re-
port, said the economy will
only be slightly affected by
the HINT flu.

Annualized GDP
growth sank to a decade’s
low in the first quarter,
largely because of a col-
lapse in export demand.

But analysts said the
economy might have bot-
tomed out since then as
latest economic figures are
increasingly upbeat.

The CLSA China Pur-

chasing Managers Index
(PMI), a gauge of manu-
facturing activity, rose to
50.1 in April, the first time
it has been above 50 since
last August, CLSA Asia-
Pacific Markets said yes-
terday. A PMI reading
above 50 indicates an ex-
pansion of the manufactur-
ing sector, while a reading
below 50 signals a con-
traction. Also, the PMI
index compiled by the
Federation of Logistics
and Purchasing rose for
the fifth straight month in
April to 53.5 percent, up

45 people killed in armed
attack on wedding party in
SE Turkey

ANKARA, 5 May—Masked gunmen killed 45 peo-
ple and wounded 6 others in an armed attack on a
wedding party in Turkey’s southeastern on Monday,
the semi-official Anatolia news agency reported on
Tuesday.

A group of assailants armed with automatic rifles
attacked a wedding party in Bilge village of Mazidagi
town of Mardin province Monday evening, killing 45
people including the bride and the groom, officials
were quoted as saying.

Local sources also said that the attack might have
taken place due to a feud between two families from
the village.

Turkish Interior Minister Besir Atalay said that he
strongly condemned the attack which killed numer-
ous innocent citizens.

Atalay said that local authorities and security forces
immediately proceeded to the village right after the
incident.—Xinhua

straight session and reached a five-month high on Mon-
day, as upbeat economic data boosted energy inves-
tors’ hope in demand recovery.

Oil obtained support from positive reports from
pending home sales and construction spending. The
National Association of Realtors said its pending home
sales index rose 3.2 percent to 84.6 in March, far sur-
passing economists’ expectation of 82.1.

The US Commerce Department reported that con-
struction spending rose 0.3 percent in March after drop-
ping for five straight months. Economists had expected
the reading to drop 1.5 percent.

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Mexico energy giant
reports huge loss on lower
exports, prices

Mexico Crry, 5 May— Mexico’s state-
run energy giant Petroleos Mexicanos
(Pemex) on Monday reported a net loss of
27 billion pesos (about 2.04 billion US dol-
lars) during the first quarter, due to lower
oil prices and a lower volume of exports.

“Exports were 1.2 million barrels a day,
14.6 percent lower than last year due to
lower crude prices,” said Esteban Levin
Bacells, Pemex’s chief financial officer,
on a conference call with bank analysts.
“Total sales were down nearly 30 percent
due to lower crude prices and export vol-
umes. Domestic sales also declined due
to reduced natural gas demand,” he said.
During the same quarter of 2008, the firm
had exported nearly 1.5 million barrels a
day (bpd) of crude oil. Oil prices averaged
around 38.92 dollars per barrel during the
first quarter, compared with 83.94 dollars
during the first quarter of 2008, a decline
of around 54 percent.—Xinhua

Eurogroup chief
warns of social crisis
over unemployment

BrusseLs, 5 May—European countries
are heading into a “social crisis” as un-
employment is set to jump amid the fi-
nancial and economic crisis, the chairman
of the Eurogroup of finance ministers
warned on Monday.

“We are in the heart of an economic
and financial crisis and we are heading
towards a social crisis,” Jean-Claude
Juncker, who is also the Luxembourg
Prime Minister, told reporters after chair-
ing a regular monthly meeting with
Eurozone finance ministers.

Juncker said he was very concerned
about the sharp rise of unemployment in
Europe as forecast by the European Com-
mission. The commission said in its lat-
est estimate earlier on Monday that Eu-
ropean labor markets have been cooling
as a result of the deepest and most wide-
spread recession since the Second World

The country’s contentious foreign minister, Avigdor
Lieberman, told his Italian hosts that Netanyahu’s gov-
ernment is committed to peace, while President
Shimon Peres delivered the same message to Jewish
leaders gathered in Washington.

The two also emphasized Iran in an apparent at-
tempt to downgrade the Palestinian issue. Both
stressed that Iran is the main regional threat, dismiss-
ing Tehran’s contention that its nuclear program is
peaceful and not aimed at making weapons.
Netanyahu was expected to follow that lead in an ad-
dress later Monday. Lieberman’s goal is to show that
he is not the anti-Arab racist often described in Arab
and European media, a result of his harsh statements

in the past.—/Internet

Higher 1Q, better economic decisions

Higher IQ is linked to more calcu-
lated risk taking and wiser economic
choices, University of Minnesota re-
searchers said.

The study, to be published online in
the Proceedings of the National Acad-
emy of Sciences, found those with bet-
ter cognitive skills, in particular higher
1Q, were more willing to take calculated
risks, to save their money and to make
more consistent choices. They were also
more likely to be cooperative in strate-
gic situations and more accurately fore-
cast the behavior of others.

The researchers from the University

of Minnesota’s Twin Cities and Morris
campuses measured the cognitive skills
of 1,000 trainee truck drivers and asked
them to make choices in several eco-
nomic experiments. The researchers
followed them on the job for the next
year.

Even though the trucking company
paid for the training of those who
stayed a year — resulting in those who
left early owing thousands in training
costs — the researchers found those
with the highest level of cognitive abil-
ity stayed at twice the rate of those with

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WHO says no evidence of further
community level spread

GENEVA, 5 May—There is still no
evidence of community-level spread of
the new flu HIN1 virus outside North
America, Keiji Fukuda, WHO acting
assistantdirector-general, told reporters.

“We continue to see a number of
infections related to travel in a number
of different countries ... and a little bit of
movement of the virus going south.

“We do not have any evidence that
the virus has taken hold and has led to
community-level transmissions in any
other country right now (outside North
America).

“It is not that surveillance has to be

has to be strong everywhere. Right now
we really just don’t know how this will
go,” Fukuda said.

There have been 1,025 laboratory
cases, including 26 deaths, and the cases
have been seen in 20 countries, he said.

Fukuda said the WHO had concerns
about the infection travelling to the
southern hemisphere because winter is
setting in when flu viruses typically
thrive.

He said the spectrum of illness was
from very mild cases to cases which end
in fatalities. The WHO rates the flu
outbreak as Phase 5 on a six-phase scale.

Vietnam reports 160 road s

accidents on holidays

Hanor, 5 May—There
were 160 traffic accidents
in Vietnam nationwide
during the just-ended
national holidays, causing
163 deaths and 139
injuries, the online
newspaper vnexpress
reported Tuesday.

According to the
Traffic Police Department
of Road and Railway
under Vietnam’s Ministry
of Police, there were 157
road accidents, involving
160 deaths and 138
injuries in the past five
days from April 29 to May
3. Another two railway
accidents caused three

deaths and one injury.

In Hanoi alone, 15
people were killed in road
accidents, said the
department. During these
holidays, including the
National Unity Day of
Vietnam  and  the
International Labour Day,
an increasing number of
Vietnamese people moved
on road, causing
difficulties for traffic police
to timely control traffic
flow.

Russia proposes

Medvedeyv said.

At least 27 Kkilled in series of
Afghanistan attacks

KANDAHAR, 5 May—
At least 27 people, most
of them civilians and one
aprovincial mayor, were
killed in a spate of attacks
in Afghanistan on
Monday, officials said.
Violence has sharply
increased in recent years
in Afghanistan despite

the growing number of
NATO and US troops,
more than seven years on
since the Islamist Taleban
were ousted from power
by US-backed Afghan
forces.

In the bloodiest
incident on Monday, 12
civilians — four women,

two children and six men
— were killed by a
roadside bomb that struck
as they drove in a tractor
in the Shamolzai district

of southern Zabul
province, said
Mohammad Wazir,
district chief of

Shamolzai. “This was a
mine newly planted by the
Taleban,” he told Reuters.
A while later, Taleban
guerillas ambushed a
convoy of a security firm
in another area of Zabul,
killing six Afghan security
guards in the convoy and
two civilians nearby,
Ghulam Jailani, a senior
provincial police official,
said.—MNA/Reuters

Iran says US sanctions will
not halt nuclear work

TEHERAN, 5 May—Iran will not suspend its disputed
nuclear programme even if the United States imposes
sanctions targeting companies that ship fuel to the
Islamic Republic, a Foreign Ministry spokesman said
on Monday. Twenty-five US senators from both
parties have proposed giving President Barack Obama
new leverage in the dispute over Teheran’s nuclear
ambitions. The bill gives Obama the authority to
sanction companies supplying petrol to Iran.

The United States and its Western allies suspect
Iran is aiming to develop nuclear bombs under the
cover of a civilian programme and want it to halt
sensitive uranium enrichment. Iran rejects the allegation
and says it will not bow to pressure.

“We can cope with such measures (US sanctions).
Sanctions and threats will not stop Iran from continuing
itsnuclear work,” Foreign Ministry spokesman Hassan
Qashgavi told a weekly news conference.

Iran is the world’s fourth-largest oil exporter but
lacks refining capacity to meet domestic demand and
so relies heavily on international imports to guarantee
fuel at the pumps. Washington has threatened
“crippling” sanctions against Iran if it did not end its
sensitive nuclear activities.—MNA/Reuters

US scientists learn why flu may turn deadly

WASHINGTON, 5 May —
As the A/HINI flu
continues its global
spread,  researchers
from the Children’s
Hospital of Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania, have
discovered important
clues about why influenza
is more severe in some
people than it is in others.

In their research study
published Monday online
in the Journal of
Leukocyte Biology, the
scientists show that the
influenza virus can
actually paralyze the
immune systems of
otherwise healthy

individuals,
to severe
bacterial infections,
such as pneumonia.
Furthermore, this immu-
nological paralysis can be
long-lived, which is
important to know while
developing treatment
strategies to combat the
virus.

Kathleen Sullivan, the
senior researcher
involved in the study and
chief of the Division of
Allergy and Immunology
at the Children’s Hospital
of Philadelphia, said “We
have a very limited
understanding of why

leading

some people who get
influenza simply have a
bad cold and other people
become very sick and
even die. The results of
this study give us a much
better sense of the
mechanisms underlying
bacterial  infections
arising on top of the viral
infection.”

Sullivan and coll-
eagues recruited pediatric
patients with severe
influenza and examined
the level of cytokines,
which serve as the first
line initiators of immune
response, in the blood
plasma.—Internet

On the trip to Kadonkani Housing near
Kadonkani Village, we, the news crew of the Myanma
Alin Daily, saw houses of same size and type on both
sides of the wide main road of the village. In the
morning, flowery plants were swaying in the breeze.

Lastyear, Kyunthaya Village near Kadonkani
was totally destroyed in cyclone Nargis. Almost all
the houses collapsed. Therefore, a new village was
established with 124 houses near Kadonkani.
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The houses roofed with corrugated iron sheets
were constructed with the use of timber capable of
resisting the natural disasters. All the houses had
fences plus fly-proof latrines.

We saw thriving seasonal vegetable plants
near the houses. Some houses opened small-scale
shops, and we saw some buyers at the shops. With the
advent of the school and the dispensary, the village has
rapidly developed in to a standard one.

We met happy families at Kadonkani housing
area. Therefore, we thought that they can enjoy the
better living standard than in the past. Kadonkani
houses were built by Dagon International Construc-
tion Group.

Creek, north of Ayeya Village.
