Afghan double suicide attack
kills seven, wounds 20

KANDAHAR, 11 May—A double suicide bomb attack
killed seven people and wounded 20 in southern Af-
ghanistan on Sunday, an official said. The majority of
casualties were police and army units responding to
the initial attack.

The first suicide bomber was on a motorbike deto-
nated his explosives near a taxi stand and police check-
point in the town of Gereshk in Helmand Province,
the world’s largest poppy-growing region and the
country’s most violent province, said Dawood Ahmadi,
the governor’s spokesman.

Helmand deputy provincial police chief Kamaluddin
Khan said when police and army units responded to the
scene, a second suicide bomber on foot detonated his
explosives, causing a majority of the casualties.

The blasts killed seven people — four security
forces and three civilians — and wounded 20 people,
Ahmadi said. A Taleban spokesman, Qari Yusef
Ahmadi, claimed responsibility for the attacks.

Taleban militants have increased their attacks the
last three years as the country’s insurgency has turned
increasingly bloody.—Internet

Army hospital in Texas in
January 2009, two months
after she was burned by
liquid that had been set on
fire. Ayala, a former US
Ranger, and Loyd were
working with an Army
Human Terrain Team 50
miles from Kandahar at
the time of the attack.
Mike Rich, a federal pros-
ecutor, argued for a custo-
dial sentence.”While his
actions are understand-
able, they are not excus-
able,” Rich said. “Defen-

dant Ayala simply knew
better.”

The victim, Abdul
Salam, was in handcuffs
when he was shot, The
Times of London said. He
was a member of the
Taleban posing as an ordi-
nary Afghan and chatting
with Loyd, an anthropolo-
gist, until he suddenly at-
tacked her.  Ranger, and
Loyd were working with
an Army Human Terrain
Team 50 miles from
Kandahar at the time of the
attack.

KABUL, 11 May—Doc-
tors voiced concern over
“unusual” burns on Af-

The American military
denied using the incendi-
ary in the battle in Farah
Province — which Presi-
dent Hamid Karzai has

said killed 125 to 130 ci-
vilians — but left open the
possibility that Taleban
militants did. The US says
Taliban fighters have used
white phosphorus, a spon-
taneously flammable ma-
terial that leaves severe
chemical burns on flesh,
at least four times the last
two years.

Using white phospho-
rus to illuminate a target
or create smoke is consid-
ered legitimate under in-
ternational law, but rights

groups say its use over
populated areas can indis-
criminately burn civilians
and constitutes a war
crime.

Afghan doctors told
The Associated Press they
have treated at least 14
patients with severe burns
the doctors have never
seen before. The villagers
were wounded during last
Monday’s battle in Farah
Province.—Internet

Iran criticizes Britain, Saudi Arabia over
anti-Iran positions

TEHERAN, 11 May—An Iranian
lawmaker criticized the recent anti-Iran
positions of Britain and Saudi Arabia, the
official IRNA news agency reported on
Sunday.

 “Such measures facilitate the
Iranophobia project hatched by Israel,” Jalali
was quoted by IRNA as saying. He warned
Saudi Arabia that “Majlis would make
strategic decisions on this issue in due time,”
calling on certain Arab states “not to act as
a puppet in Israel’s hands”. Such countries
should take into account Iran’s powerful
position in both the world and the region, he
added.

LOS ANGELES, 11 May—Sales of motorcycles and
scooters shifted into high gear last year when gas prices
soared. Then recession-wary consumers hit the brakes.

Now, like so many other industries, the makers of
two-wheeled, fuel-efficient bikes are relying on tax
breaks offered in the federal stimulus package and
other incentives to get sales moving again, while eas-
ing gas consumption.

“Even before we quote the price, we tell people
how much they can get off the bike,” said Jeff Bosco
Biafore, a salesman at the San Jose Motorsport Scooter
Center in Northern California.

Under the stimulus plan, the same provision that
lets taxpayers deduct sales and excise taxes on the pur-
chase of a new car or truck also applies to a motorcy-
cle or scooter. They also can get a 10 percent federal
tax credit if they buy plug-in bikes.

Before the federal incentives kicked in 17 Febru-
ary, California offered a $1,500 rebate for certain elec-
tric scooters, but there were so many applications that
funding for the $1.8 million programme for alterna-
tive fuel vehicles ran out.

Recently, state air quality regulators approved an
additional $5 million in grants for plug-in cars and
motorcycles. With a new job that stretched her com-
mute from 10 to 40 miles a day, freelance film and
television editor Cindy Parisotto says she is consider-
ing an electric scooter to reduce her commuting costs
and carbon footprint.—Internet

Asian nations recently
reached an initial agree-
ment on the establishment
of a foreign-exchange re-
serve pool by year-end to
revive investor confidence
as economies around the
region falter amid the
worst global economic re-
cession since World War
II. Japan, Asia’s largest
economy, will contribute
$38.4 billion, 32 percent of
the total reserve while the
Chinese mainland and
Hong Kong together will
add a matching amount.
South Korea’s share will

be $19.2 billion, or 16 per-
cent. The Southeast Asian
nations will contribute 20
percent of the total
amount. The regional con-
tingency fund will be used
in times of turmoil, accord-
ing to the 3 May agree-
ment. A surveillance unit
is to be set up to identify
risks to the region and pro-
vide oversight of the $120
billion foreign reserve
fund.

Undoubtedly, the estab-
lishment of the first Asian
foreign reserve pool in his-
tory will produce a range
of positive effects on the

flagging regional eco-
nomy against the backdrop
of the global economic re-
cession.

The establishment of the
fund is expected to im-
prove the capability of
Asian countries to tackle
the ongoing crisis and con-
tribute noticeably to finan-
cial stability in the region.
With such a blood pool-
alike reserve fund in the
right place, timely finan-
cial assistance can be of-
fered to any crisis-stricken
economy and help it to sur-
vive a breakdown.

The scheme allows 1,400 hectares to be planted with
rice and maize, according to Americo Mata, the presi-
dent of the National Rural Development Institute.

NASA announces high
school science programme

US high school students are being
invited to aspire to INSPIRE, a NASA
programme designed to attract them to
science and technology fields.

The National Aeronautics and Space
Administration said it will accept ap-
plications for the Interdisciplinary Na-
tional Science Programme Incorporat-
ing Research Experience through 30

Smoking may rob kids of
anti-oxidants

Children exposed to cigarette smoke
have lower levels of anti-oxidants,
which help the body defend against bio-
logical stresses, US researchers said.

Researchers at the University of
Rochester Medical Center in New York
looked at the levels of anti-oxidants vs
the amount of smoke exposure in more
than 2,000 children and teens ages 6 and
18 in the 2003-2004 National Health
and Nutrition Examination Survey.

The study, presented at the Pediatric
Academic Society Meeting in Balti-
more, showed that secondhand smoke
exposure is associated with lower
levels of anti-oxidants in children.

“We don’t know enough yet to say
that this group of children need supple-
ments to make up for the anti-oxidants
they’re losing, but it’s always wise to
feed children an abundance of fruits and
vegetables high in anti-oxidants and
other healthy nutrients,” Dr Karen
Wilson said in a statement.

On our recent tour of
Bago Division (West) to
write byline articles about
regional development,
our media team from the
Kyemon Daily made trips
to nearby regions, staying
in Pyay. The first site we
visited on the tour was
Shwedaung Dam that

irrigates farmlands in
Shwedaung Township.

Shwedaung Dam is
on the Shwedaung Creek,
about three miles east of
Shwedaung. The earthen
type dam is 51 feet high
and 780 feet long, with
the maximum water
storage capacity of 5360
acre feet. Shwedaung
Dam Project was put into
action in 1988-89 and
completed in 1991-92.
The multipurpose dam
has benefited agricultural
farms since 1993.

The water supply
projects that irrigate the
farmlands in Shwedaung

Township on a large scale
are Nat-hmaw River
Water Pumping Project
and Shwedaung Dam
Project. When asked about
the improvement in the
agricultural sector of
Shwedaung Township,
Manager U Hla Myint of
the Myanma Agriculture
Service (Shwedaung
Township Branch) said,
“We grow various species
of crops. The township's
total sown acreage is more
than 1.8 million acres, and
we could exceed the target.
This year, we grow over
70,000 acres of monsoon
paddy, over 5000 acres of
summer paddy, over
30,000 acres of edible oil
crops, over 20,000 acres
of beans and pulses, and
we put the remaining acres
under kitchen crops,
vegetables and other
crops, totalling more than
180,000 acres. The
cultivation capacity has
reached 204.38 per cent.
Nowadays, local farmers
grow Shwephyu species

Maymyo flower and they
distribute it to Hpa-an and
Kawkareik in addition to
Yangon, so on average, a
farmer earns 6 million to
7 million kyats a year.
They also make huge
profits on farming rose
and watermelon. Such
fruitful results are largely
due to river water
pumping stations,
assistance of local
authorities, and hard work
of local farmers.”

Chairman of
Township Peace and
Development Council U
Myint Lwin said, “Here,
the common business is
agricultural farming. With
the supply of water from
river water pumping
stations and dams, per acre
yields and output of crops
are on the increase and
local farmers have greater
interest in the agricultural
farming. So, they are now
growing crops
extensively. Regarding
other businesses, there are
some small-scale waving

enterprises in Kyeethe.
The majority of the
employees in textile,
garment and finishing
touch factories are local
people. So, they have
gained a lot of
technological knowledge
and job opportunities. We
have set up many study
centres and we run
additional classes to raise
the pass rates in the
education sector. Up to
now, we have established
a rural library each in 297
villages to help local
people broaden their
horizons. And we are
working hard to increase
the number of self-reliant
libraries. Our township
has got two station
hospitals and seven rural
health care centres, and
they give effective health
care to local people.”

To generate the
development of a region,
it is needed to improve the
living standard of local
people. In Myanmar, rural
folks make up the majority

of the people. So, the
government has placed
emphasis on construction
of infrastructural buildings
in the education, health
and transport sectors for
rural development.

During our visit to
Shwedaung Dam, we
grabbed opportunities to
learn the life of rural
people. We witnessed that
locals working hard in

their businesses,
effectively using the
facilities the government
has built for regional
development, to improve
their living conditions.

Chairman of
Kathittaing Village PDC
U Ye Htut Oo said that
the dam was in
Kathittaing Village-tract
comprising six villages;
that the main business
was agricultural farming;
that two of the six villages
had access to electricity;
and that rural roads had
been upgraded.

Farmer U Aye Shwe
said that he had got five
acres of paddy fields; that
he grew summer paddy
with the water from
Shwedaung Dam; that
previously, the only crop
he could grow was
monsoon paddy and the
per acre yield of paddy
was only around 50
baskets; that his farmland
was over one mile from
the dam and he grew
paddy with the water
from the tributary canal;
and that thanks to the
dam, he had been able to
conduct the double-
cropping pattern and
earned greater profits,
and the per acre paddy
yield had increased to 60
to 80 baskets.

We also witnessed
many paddy fields that
were thriving due to the
supply of water from the
dam. Irrigation facilities
are, indeed, the most
fundamental factor for
improving the living and
working conditions of
rural people.

For the time being, the Ministry of Construction

has four road projects and two bridge projects to
implement. It will upgrade laterite Pyapon-
Kyongadun-Daw Nyein-Ahmar road in addition to
five roads under the road network plan in the delta into
tarred ones. It will also build 35 miles and five
furlongs long Bogale-Sethsan-Htawpaing-Ahmar
Road. The roads will ensure smooth transport between
interior regions and seaside regions and protect local
people from natural disasters.

Apart from present Nay Pyi Taw-Taungnyo-
Taungdwingyi-Magway Road and Nay Pyi Taw-
Taungnyo-Taungdwingyi-Myothit-Natmauk-
Magway Road, it will build Nay Pyi Taw-Taungnyo-
Myothit-Magway Road, and on completion, the new
road will be only 108 miles and four furlongs long. So,
it will be shorter with less downhill and uphill slopes
than the old one. Furthermore, it will contribute to the
development of the areas along it.

And upon completion, Kyaukse-Phyaukseikpin-
Yeywa-Pyinsa-PyinOoLwin shortcut will be only 47
miles and four furlongs long, and by then, materials
can be transported easily to the factories in Kyaukse
Industrial Zone and Yeywa Hydropower Project. It
will be 12 miles shorter than present Kyaukse-Belin-
Yeywa Road, and 12 miles and six furlongs shorter
than Kyaukse-Mandalay-Pyinsa Road.

As to bridge projects, the ministry will construct
Ayeyawady River bridge (Sinkhan) on Katha-Bhamo
Railroad with two motorways and a railroad on it.
Then, on the road will be an over 4725 feet long and
28 feet wide road bridge and a 7815 feet long and 14
feet wide railroad bridge along with two three-foot-
wide walkways. So, there will soon be a new railroad-
cum-road bridge linking the east bank and west bank
of the Ayeyawady River in upper Myanmar. By then,
Myitkyina and Bhamo of Kachin State will be able to
enjoy swifter commodity flow to and from other
states and divisions.

Another bridge project is Thayu (Pepadon) Bridge
Project in Rakhin State. The railroad-cum-road bridge

Ministry of Electric Power (1) has implemented nine
projects, and is implementing 35 projects. It is now
waiting for the green light for Bawgata Hydropower
Project.

Bawgata Hydropower Project will be
implemented across the Bawga Creek, about 10 miles
northeast of Kyaukkyi in Bago Division. On
completion, the hydropower plant will be able to
generate 500 million kilowatt hours a year with the
generating power of 168 megawatts. The completed
multipurpose dam projects are Zawgyi, Zaungtu,
Thaphanseik, Mongchaung, Paunglaung, Yenwe
Project, Khabaung, Kengtawng and Shweli (1).

Now, plans are ongoing to construct national
grids and main power stations to transform the
hydroelectricity from the hydropower plants to the
electric power system. In like manner, the ministry is
planning to construct pylons and sub-power stations
at proportionate ratio to distribute the electricity from
the power system to consumers.

The two ongoing grid projects are the project for
relocation of Hlinethaya-Athoke 230 KV pylons across
the Ayeyawady River (Gazindaw), and 36.34 miles

will be 425 feet long with a 24 feet wide motorway, a
14 feet wide railroad and two four-foot-wide walkways
on it. The project will help step up the commodity
flows between Rakhine State and other states and
divisions.

long Myaungmya-Labutta 66 KV Grid Project. Sub-
power station projects include the project to install a
66 KV switch bay in 66 KV Myaungmya Power
Station and Labutta 66/11 KV 10 MVA power station
project.

The 20 grid projects that have yet to be launched
include Saidin-Buthidaung-Maungtaw 66 KV grid
project, Saidin-Kansauk 66 KV grid project, Ahtet
Buywa-Buywa 132 KV double grid project, Buywa-
Tanyaung 132 KV double grid project, Tanyaung-
Chauk 132 KV grid project, Tanyaung-Man 132 KV
grid project, Nyaungbingyi-Chaungku (Pauk) 230
KV grid project, Chaungku (Pauk)-Pauk 66 KV double
grid project, Chaungku (Pauk)-Kyaw 66 KV grid
project, Thaphanseik-Hngetpyawdaing 132 KV grid
project, Ahtet Hsedawgyi-Hsedawgyi 132 KV grid
project, and Ahtet Yeywa-Shwesayan 230 KV grid
project. The ministry has a plan to build 30 more main
power stations.

And the generators of the gas-fired power stations
in Yangon such as Hlawgar, Ywama, Ahlon and
Thakayta and those in countryside townships such as
Kyunchaung, Man and Shwedaung will be under
major repairs soon.

As a special project, the Ministry of Transport is
now implementing Nay Pyi Taw International Airport
Project. On completion, Nay Pyi Taw International
Airport will have a 12,000' x 100' runway, four 65' x
100' taxiways, four 550' x 100' taxiways, a 1200' x
1200' apron, an airport building, an airway control
tower, and other related structures in addition to the
present 12,000' x 200' runway. The construction of
the structures will be carried out in three phases.

The special projects include those of the Ministry
of Rail Transportation. Minbu-An-Sittway Railroad
will link Minbu in Magway Division and Sittway in
Rakhine State. Minbu is on Kyangin-Pakokku
Railroad Section. On completion, the railroad will be
257 miles long with tunnels and bridges and pass
through Hsingaung, Padan, Natyaygantaung, An,
Minbya, MraukU and Kyauktaw townships. Due to
the project, local people of Rakhine State will be able
to travel and transport commodities to any other
region in the nation. So, that project will expedite all-
round development of local people including the
economic and social sectors. The railroad will have
51 stations and 1285 bridges along it, on completion.

The three locomotive factories under the Myanma
Railways: Insein Locomotive Factory, Ywa-htaung
Diesel Locomotive Factory, and Myitnge Carriage
Shed-cum-Factory will conduct major and minor
repairs to the locomotives, produce locomotives,

replace expired locomotives with new ones, repair old
carriages, and cargo wagons and produce new ones.

Now, Myanma Railways is trying its best to
complete the National Railway Network. As part of the
drive, it is putting into action Kyangin-Pakokku
Railroad Project, Katha-Bhamo Railroad Project,
Pyawbwe-Natmauk-Magway Railroad Project,
Namsang-Kengtung Railroad Project and Dawei-
Myeik Railroad Project.

All the special projects adopted at the meeting of
the Special Projects Implementation Committee will
be conducive to fulfilling the requirements of the

executive and legislative machinery. Meanwhile, they
have to take the duties of ensuring amendment or
appeals on assumption that a judgment or order or
decision is not in accord with the law.

In addition to those duties, they are to deal with
court proceeding when it is found that there should be an
amendment to reports on criminal cases being filed by
the prosecuting bodies.

Therefore, only if the law officers carry out duties
and responsibilities assigned to them according to the
Attorney-General laws, rules and regulations and other
existing laws in parallel with the time will the
administration of justice be smooth and fair. Only if
they perform their duties and responsibilities in
accordance with the laws, bylaws and rules and
regulations and in parallel with the time, their
organization will be the one that truly protects the
interests of the State and the people.

The law officers should pay special attention to
finding out the truth, passing an appropriate sentence
to the culprit and preventing the loss of State funds and
property.

It is necessary for the law officers to serve as a
bridge between the plaintiff and the court by protecting
the people in accordance with the law and without
partiality and corruption.

The Prime Minister also urged the law officers to
find out the truth and to regard their organization as a
body that protects the State and public interests.

In adopting, assessing and translating laws, bylaws,
procedures and orders, law officers are required to do
so in accordance with the basic principles upholding
Our Three Main National Causes – non-disintegration
of the Union, non-disintegration of national solidarity
and perpetuation of sovereignty.

In assessing international conventions, regional
treaties, bilateral agreements and business contracts
and in giving advice on them, law officers are to
thoroughly learn not only domestic laws but also
international laws and give sound advice in the best
interests of the State.

(7) Training subordinates to improve their work

efficiency
(8) Performing duties conscientiously
(9) Avoiding bribery, corruption, power abuse

and self-interest
(10) Avoiding living with lack of morality and

dignity
(11) Protecting the State funds from loss and

wastage
(12) Dealing with clients in a polite way
It is necessary to use State property and budgets

effectively in accord with the prescribed rules and
regulations so as to effectively carry out duties and
functions of the Attorney General’s Office and law
offices at different levels.

One important duty was that the constitution of
the Republic of the  Union of Myanmar was approved
and prescribed by 92.48 percent votes of the whole
country in May, 2008. So, law officers need to study
the constitution thoroughly. Only then, will they be

able to carry out law-related work and give legal
advice in line with the constitution.

In conclusion, the Prime Minister said, law officers
are:

China, Kuwait sign agreements to step up ties

India’s steel production
up 4% in April

 NEW DELHI, 11 May—Backed by improved demand
from auto and construction sectors, India’s steel
production increased by nearly four per cent to 4.49
million tons in April compared to the corresponding
month last year.  In April 2008, the finished steel
production stood at 4.33 million tons.

Even as the overall steel output went up last month,
two of the state-run producers— SAIL and RINL —
posted 2.6 per cent decline in production at 1.36
million tons from 1.39 million tons, as per provisional
figures of Steel Ministry’s Joint Plant Committee.

 While SAIL’s production stood at 7.72 lakh tons
against 8.08 lakh tons, that of RINL dipped to 1.91 lakh
tons from 2.32 lakh tons. Among the main producers,
Tata Steel registered a double digit growth in output at
over five lakh tons. Steel Secretary P K Rastogi
attributed the overall increase in April production to
robust demand from consuming sectors as also clearing
of inventories by steel companies.

 “They (companies) have cleared their inventories
and are producing more. It is a good sign for the
sector”, he said. During the month under review, the
import of steel items increased by 5.6 per cent to 3.80
lakh tons as against 3.60 lakh tons. Exports, however,
took a beating and fell nearly 16 per cent to 3.10 lakh
tons from 3.68 lakh tons.

Teheran hosts conference on
Iran-China economic coop
TEHERAN, 11 May—A conference on

Iran-China economic cooperation opened
on Sunday in Teheran with attendance of
hundreds of Iranian and Chinese officials
and businessmen. Addressing the
conference, Iranian Foreign Minister
Manouchehr Mottaki reviewed
improvement of trade and economic ties
between the two countries in recent years
and expressed hope to deepen such ties.

He said that
facilitating further trade relations, removing
present obstacles on the way of Iran-China
trade ties as well as removing customs
tariffs are among major steps that should be
taken by the two sides to promote economic
and trade relations.—MNA/Xinhua

Survey shows Obama more
popular than US  among Arabs

  WASHINGTON, 11 May—President Barack Obama’s
popularity in leading Arab countries far outstrips that
of the United States, suggesting he could be able to
boost goodwill in the region toward his country, a
survey showed on Sunday.

 Obama, set to give a major speech to the Muslim
world in Egypt next month, “currently enjoys
widespread optimism among citizens of that region
that he will have a positive effect on their own country,
the Middle East, the United States and indeed the
world,” the polling outfit Ipsos said.

 Ipsos said its poll, conducted in March, involved
7,000 adults in Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates,
Kuwait, Lebanon, Egypt and Jordan.  Of those surveyed,
33 per cent had a favourable view of the United States,
43 per cent had a negative view, 14 per cent were
neutral and 10 per cent said they did not know, Ipsos
said. In contrast, Obama received favourable ratings
averaging 48 per cent in the region as a whole. Approval
ran as high as 58 per cent in Jordan and was lowest
among Egyptians, who gave Obama favourable ratings
of 35 per cent, Ipsos said. Only 22 per cent of Egyptians
expressed a favourable view of the United States, the
lowest of the six countries surveyed.  Regionwide,
only one in 10 residents thought Obama would have a
negative effect on their country, the poll showed.

cooperation in the various
fields. He called on the two
sides to cement political
mutual trust and maintain
the high-level exchange and
give a full play to their
economic edges.

Hu suggested the two

countries expand their
energy cooperation, saying
that China is willing to
work closely with the
Kuwaiti side to establish a
long-term and strategic
partnership with mutual
benefit in the regard of
energy, the Press release
added. The Chinese
President also proposed to
promote the bilateral
cooperation in other fields
such as trade, tran-
sportation, telecomm-
unication and engineering,
promising that China
will encourage its
enterprises to invest in and
establish their businesses
in Kuwait.

cases in US rise to 2,532
 WASHINGTON, 11 May—The total number of con-

firmed human A/H1N1 flu cases has jumped to 2,532
in 44 US states, with three deaths, the US Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) reported on
Sunday.

According to the CDC, the state of Illinois has 466
confirmed cases of the A/H1N1 flu, followed by 357
of Wisconsin, 282 of California, 190 of New York and
182 of Arizona.The number of confirmed cases on
Saturday was 2,254 with 104 people hospitalized.

The increase in the number of confirmed cases
showed that the ongoing outbreak of the novel
influenza continues to expand in the United States.

BEIJING, 11 May—A
Chinese mainland male
surnamed Bao, who
recently returned from the
United States, tested
positive for the A/H1N1
influenza, China’s
ministry of health said on
Monday.

It was the first such
case reported in the main-
land. The 30-year-old
patient was at the
Chengdu Infectious Dis-
ease Hospital in
Sichuan’s provincial
capital and those who
had close contact with
him were isolated for ob-
servation, the ministry
said.Bao took Northwest
Airlines flight NW029 to
Beijing on 9 May, after
making a transfer in To-

kyo from St Paul, Minne-
sota in the United States.
He then flew from Beijing
to Chengdu on Sichuan
Airlines flight U8882 the
same day.

Earlier reports said Bao
developed a fever on the
domestic flight, accompa-
nied by a sore throat,
coughing, nasal conges-
tion and sneezing.

He went to the Sichuan
People’s Hospital after
getting off the plane and
was initially diagnosed as
a suspected A/H1N1 in-
fluenza case based on his
symptoms and laboratory
tests. He was then trans-
ferred to the Chengdu In-
fectious Disease Hospital
and is now “recover-
ing.”—Internet

LONDON, 11 May—
Eight new A/H1N1 flu
cases were confirmed by
Britain’s Department of
Health on Sunday,
bringing the total number
of infected people in the
country to 55.

A spokesperson for the
Department of Health
said: “Eight new cases of
(A/H1N1) flu have been
confirmed today in the
UK, one in Scotland and
seven in England. In
England three of the new
cases are adults, one from
the East of England region

and the other two from
London. The other four
cases are children of
school age in the London
area.” So far, all infections
in Britain have been mild,
and cases have been
diagnosed and treated
early, which has reduced
the severity of symptoms,
and helped to limit the
spread, said the
spokesperson.

WASHINGTON,11  May
— A US study have found
that nearly one third of
cancer research articles
published in medical jour-
nals have financial ties
with pharmaceutical com-
panies.

The study, published
online on Monday in the
journal Cancer, indicates
that conflicts of interest
may cause some research-
ers to report biased results
that are favorable to phar-
maceutical companies.

Reshma Jagsi of the
University of Michigan

and her colleagues re-
viewed 1,534 cancer stud-
ies published on eight
medical journals, includ-
ing Cancer, the New Eng-
land Journal of Medicine
and the Lancet.

According to the re-
searchers, 17 percent of
the studies declared in-
dustry funding while 12
percent had a study author
who was an industry em-
ployee. Randomized trials
with reported conflicts of
interest were more likely
to have positive findings.

“It’s becoming increas-

ingly clear that we need to
look more at how we can
disentangle cancer re-
search from industry ties,”
said Jagsi. “If we wish to
minimize the potential for
bias, we need to increase
other sources of support.”

“Medical research is
ultimately a common
endeavor that benefits all
of society, so it seems
only appropriate that we
should be funding it
through general revenues
rather than expecting the
market to provide,” she
said.—Internet

Panama president-elect
presents key ministers

PANAMA CITY, 11 May—Panama’s President-elect
Ricardo Martinelli on Sunday announced 14 Cabinet
ministers and warned them of not committing
corruption. Martinelli, who will take office on July
1, warned the ministers at a press conference that his
administration will accept errors but not corruption.

He named Professor Alma Cortez from the
University of Panama as Labour Minister and Giselle
de Calcagno, a dissident from the ruling
Revolutionary Democratic Party, as Minister for
Small and Medium Enterprises. As for Foreign
Minister and first Vice-President, Martinelli named
45-year-old Juan Carlos Varela, owner of the Varela
Bros, wine business.

Varela, leader of the Panama Party, is one of
Martinelli’s closest allies and a fierce critic of
traditional politics. He is also the architect of the
100-dollar payment plan. Martinelli said that he
would name the education minister next week, a
tough post which has seen four different officials
during the outgoing administration of Martin
Torrijos.—MNA/Xinhua

Somali pirates receive $2m for
British-owned ship

BOSASSO (Somalia), 11 May—Somali pirates said
on Sunday they had received a two-million-US-
dollar ransom for the release of a British-owned
vessel and its 16 Bulgarian crew.

Pirate attacks, fuelled by large ransoms, have
continued almost unabated despite the presence of
an armada of foreign warships patrolling the Indian
Ocean and Gulf of Aden. “We got a two-million-US-
dollar ransom for the release of the British-owned
ship,” pirate Mohamed Saleh, from the Somali coastal
village of Eyl, told Reuters on Sunday.

“A helicopter brought the money.” The 32,000-
ton bulker, Malaspina Castle, was released on
Saturday after being captured more than a month
ago. Its Italian operator paid the ransom, according
to Bulgaria’s Foreign Ministry, which gave no
details on the amount.—MNA/Reuters
