Belang, 22 May—The government of Shenzhen
city has drawn up ablueprint to expand the country’s
first special economic zone (SEZ) to the whole city -
asarestructuring strategy to increaseits competitive-
ness amid the economic downturn.

“Legidatorsareworking on the proposal to expand
the scope of Shenzhen SEZ to the whole city, but it
needs the approval of the State Council,” an official
with the legidlative affairs office of the Shenzhen
Municipal People's Congress, who did not want to be
identified, was quoted as saying by Friday's China
Daily. Earlier thismonth, the State Council added the
city to the list of two more areas to pilot comprehen-
sive reforms. But “important reforms regarding the
scope of the SEZ, land and finance should get ap-
proval case by case,” the document specifies.

If the proposal is approved, Bao'an and Longgang
districts, which make up four-fifths of the city’sland
mass, will become part of the SEZ, whose area will
swell from the current 395.81 sg km to more than

Vietnam to cooperate with NASA
to develop space technology

Hanol, 22 May—Vietnam’s Ministry of Science and Technology said it will
cooperate with the US National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA)
to build aspacelegal framework and itsfirst space technology research and devel -
opment centre, the local newspaper Vietham Nation reported on Friday.

According to Deputy Minister of Science and Technology Nguyen Van Lang,
who led Vietnam'’s first delegation to NASA in April, the Vietnam Academy of
Science and Technology and NASA will soon come to a cooperation agreement
on space technology development and application when a NASA's delegation is
sent to Vietnam in November.

Under the expected agreement, NASA will offer the country consultancy re-
lated to the construction of the Space Law in line with international laws, and the
space centre in Hoa Lac Hi-Tech Zone in Hanoi, said Lang.

The nine-hectare centre will be the site for the manufacturing, testing and con-
trol of satellites. Construction of the centre is expected to start this year with an
investment of 350 million US dollars, which will come from Japan’s official de-
velopment assistance, said the newspaper.—Xinhua

Deaths of children underl
fivedrop 27%

GENEVA, 22 May—Thedeaths of children under five
years old have dropped by 27 percent globally since
1990, according to the latest estimates rel eased by the
World Health Organization (WHO) on Thursday.

Some 9 million children under five years old died
in 2007, significantly fewer thanthe 12.5 million esti-
mated to have died in 1990, said the WHO's first
progress report on the health-related Millennium De-
velopment Goals (MDGs).

This decline “illustrates what can be achieved by
strengthening health systems and scaling up interven-
tions, such as insecticide-treated mosquito nets for
malariaand oral rehydrationtherapy for diarrhoea, in-
creased access to vaccines and improved water and
sanitation in developing countries,” said Dr Ties
Boerma, director of WHO's Department of Health Sta-
tistics and Informatics.—Xinhua

48/ 2009
filed againgt Mr. John William Yettaw under section 13 (1) of the 1947 Immigration Act (Emergency Provisions).

Prosecution witness U Myat Thwin said that he had to question Mr. John William Yettaw in person; that according to his
interrogationsand Mr. John William Yettaw’ swritten statement, Mr. John William Yettaw was an American citizen and hearrived
in'Yangon, Myanmar, from Bangkok, Thailand, on 7 November, 2008 for thefirst time; that he entered the residence of Daw Aung
San Suu Kyi swimming acrossthe InyaLake on 30 November, 2008 for thefirst time; that hearrived in Myanmar on 2 May for the
second time and entered the house compound of Daw Aung San Suu Kyi from the backyard, swimming acrossthe InyaLakeon
4 May; that he met with Daw Aung San Suu Kyi; that he did not meet Daw Aung San Suu Kyi when he entered the residence the
firgt time; that heleft the house compound swimming at midnight on 5 May and came across the police at about 5 am.; that Mr.
John William Yettaw gave written statement; that in gpplying for avisa, aforeigner had to sign the visa gpplication form with the
pledgesthat hewould follow the visadisciplines;that the disciplinesof thevisaare prescribed that the person concerned isnot to act
againg the policy of Myanmar and not to violate the existing law and regul ationsand that theforeignershol ding thetourist visaare
not to enter the prohibited places, that the entering of Mr. John William Yettaw into the prohibited areaiis against the disciplines of
thevisa; that swimming in the prohibited area of Inya Lake violated the existing law and disciplines; that the passport number of
Mr. John William Yettaw is 439767722; that he arrived in Yangon by taking the tourist visa from the Myanmar Embassy in
Bangkok of Thailand on 27 October 2008 and | eft for Bangkok of Thailandin thefirst time on 3 December 2008; that i n the second
time, hetook thetourist visaEVT (FTI) No. 847 from the Myanmar Embassy in Bangkok of Thailand on 27 April with the above
passport and entered Yangon on 2 May by flight No. PG 701 of Bangkok Airway; and that dueto his violating the disciplines of
visaand section 4 (1) of 1947 Immigration Act (Emergency Provisions), Mr John William Yettaw committed the crime according
to section 13 (1) of the above act.

In questioning another prosecution witness IP Myint Aye of the Specid Investigation Department, he said that he was
assigned duty at the SIPAirport Unit; that the unit hasto record arrival and departure of foreigners and to submit the surveillance
reports; that while he was discharging duty, American citizen Mr. John William Yettaw holding passport No. 439767722 issued on
28-4-2008 bringing together with tourist visaEV'T (FTI) arrived at Yangon Internationa Airport on 7 November 2008 and |eft the
arport by flight No. 702 of Bangkok Airway on 3 December 2008; that theforeigner arrived at Yangon Internationa Airport again
from Thailand by Bangkok Airway PG 701 on 2 May; thet the arrivalsand departures of the foreigner were known because of the
information given to the Specid Branch by the airport immigration department and the documents of the airport specia branch.

Prosecution witness Police Captain SaKyaw Win of theexternd affairs department of Myanmar Specid Branch madehis
gatement on the saizure of 61 itemsand three 100-dollar notes that belonging to Mr. John William Yettaw from the Diamond Room
onthefifthfloor of Beauty Land (2) Hotel and hotel manager U Kyaw Thu madehisstatement onthestay of Mr. JohnWilliam Yettaw
in the hotd and handing over of the seized itemsto Police Capt SaKyaw Win as stated in Crimina Case N0.47/2009.

U Myat Thwin said that
heisthe of Kyauktada Township Immigration and Population Department; that according to Mr. John William Yettaw’s passport
[evidence(c-2)], heentered Myanmar two times; that hearrived viaBangkok, Thailand, on 7 November 2008 and left for Bangkok
on 3 December 2008; that thistime he entered Myanmar from Bangkok on 2 May and hewas permitted to stay up to 30 May; and
that Mr. John William Yettaw answered his questions fregly and of his own accord.

In his statement, Deputy Commander of Myanmar Specia Branch Police Col Win Naing Tun said that Daw Aung San
Suu Kyi before court was under restriction according to the Law to Safeguard the State Againgt the Dangers of Those Desiring to
Cause Subversive Acts, redtriction order and prohibition order; that as for the redtriction order, out of the fundamentd rights
prescribed in the condtitution, the ones prescribed in the sections 148 (c), 157, 158, 159 (A) (B) and 160 had been redtricted; that
according to those restrictions, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi was not alowed to receive, contact and talk to anyone and to give
permission to anyoneto stay at her house; health and socid needs were provided for her in accord with the directives, that in the
matters permitted by the State, he himsdlf had to make arrangements to contact Daw Aung San Suu Kyi. After the restriction
order against Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, the prohibition order wasissued. The prohibitionsin theorder are: not to contact embassies
and politica parties and those connected with the palitical parties, not to go outside except the house and not to contact outsders
by pogt, by telegram or by phone. The prohibition order wasissued again after the order wasexpired. Though the prohibition order
wasissued again, the regtriction order remained in force, he said.

When asked whether Daw Aung San Suu Kyi violated the restriction order by U Nyan Win, Lawyer of Daw Aung San
SuuKyi, hesaid sheviolated thefact that shewas ordered not to contact outsiders by post or by phone. Asshe accepted booksand
documents from outside, she violated the prohibition.

Afterwards, according to the Criminal Case No 47/2009, lawsuit wasfiled againgt Daw Aung San Suu Kyi under section-
22 of the Law to Safeguard the State Againgt the Dangers of those Desiring to Cause Subversve Acts, againgt Daw Khin KhinWin
under section-22 and section-109 of that law; againgt MaWin MaMa(a) Ange Lay under section-22 and section-109 of that law
and againgt Mr. John William Y ettaw under section-22 and section-109 of that law.

Cosmology’s best
standard candles get

even better

Paris, 22 May—Members of
the international Nearby Supernova
Factory (SNfactory), a collaboration
amongtheU.S. Department of Energy’s
Lawrence Berkeley National
Laboratory, a consortium of French
laboratories, and Y aleUniversity, have
found anew techniquethat establishes
the intrinsic brightness of Type la
supernovae more accurately than ever
before.

These exploding stars are the best
standard candlesfor measuring cosmic
distances, the tools that made the
discovery of dark energy possible.
SNfactory member Stephen Bailey,
formerly at Berkeley Lab and now at
the Laboratory of Nuclear and High-
Energy Physics (LPNHE) in Paris,
France, searched thespectraof 58 Type
la supernovae in the SNfactory’s

The SuperNova I ntegral Field
Spectrograph (SNIFS) was
designed and integrated by

SNfactory collaborators based at
the University Pierre and Marie

Curie (UPMC) in Parisand the

University of Lyon.

dataset and found akey spectroscopic
ratio. Simply by measuring theratio of
the flux (visible power, or brightness)
between two specific regions in the
spectrum of aTypelasupernovataken
on a single night, that supernova’'s
distance can be determined to better
than 6 percent uncertainty.

The new brightness-ratio
correction appears to hold no matter
what thesupernova sageor metallicity
(mix of elements), its type of host
galaxy, or how much it has been
dimmed by intervening dust.

ANN ARBOR, 22 May — Monitoring blood fat lev-
els as closely as blood sugar may help stem diabetic
neuropathy, US researchers suggest.

Researchers at the Unversity of Michigan and
Wayne State University in Michigan analyzed data
from 427 diabetes patientswith neuropathy — tingling,
numbness, burning and pain — and found those with
higher blood triglycerideswere morelikely to develop
aworsening of nerve loss symptoms within the year.

“Theseresults set the stage for cliniciansto be able
to address lowering lipid counts with their diabetes
patients with neuropathy as vigilantly as they pursue
glucose control,” Dr Eva Feldman of the University

Vitamin D boosts brain power

In middle-aged men

WASHINGTON , 22 May
— Higher levels of
vitamin D, synthesized in
the skin after being
exposed to the sun and
found in oily fish,
are associated with
increased brain power
among middle-aged men,
according to anew British
study.

The link between
increased vitamin D
and faster information
processing “was more
significant in men aged
over 60 yearsold, athough
the biological reasons for
this remain unclear,” read
thereport, to appear inthe
Journal of Neurology,

D, synthesized in the

power among middle-
aged men, accordingto a

Neurosurgery and Psy-
chiatry.

The study, conducted
by researchers from the
University of Manchester,
in collaborationwith other
European specialists,
compared the cognitive
performance of morethan
3,000 men between the
ages of 40 and 79 years.

Men with higher levels
of vitamin D “performed
consistently better in a
simple and sensitive neu-
ropsychological test that
assesses an individual’s
attention and speed of
information processing,”
the study showed.

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Heat-tolerant coral reefs discovered

ScieNceDAILY, 22 May — Experts say that
more than half of the world's cora reefs could
disappear in the next 50 years, in large part because
of higher ocean temperatures caused by climate
change. But now Stanford University scientistshave
found evidencethat somecoral reefsareadapting and
may actually survive global warming.

“Coralsare certainly threatened by environ-
mental change, but this research has really sparked
thenationthat coral smay betougher thanwethought,”
said Stephen Palumbi, a professor of biology and a
senior fellow at Stanford’s Woods Institute for the
Environment.
