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US, Russia agree to missile cuts,

Moscow, 7 July —
Presidents Barack Obama
and Dmitry Medvedev on
Monday agreed to cut up
to a third of the nuclear
warheads in their strategic
arsenals, but acknowl-
edged that disagreements
linger about a proposed
US missile defence shield.

Obama and Medvedev
stressed that the proposal
marked a turn away from
the post-Cold War lows of
the past few years.

In addition to the con-
versation about nuclear

weapons, Russia said that
it would begin allowing
the US to ship arms for
Afghanistan through the
country. Russia and the US
also are resuming military-
to-military cooperation, a
process suspended after
the Russia - Georgia war
last summer.

Speaking to reporters
during Obama’s first trip
here as president, both
men said that they were
determined to put the ten-
sions of recent years be-
hind them.

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“It is not a simple job,
because the backlog of
problems is quite impres-
sive,” Medvedev said.

Obama said relations
have “suffered from a
sense of drift,” but he and
Medvedev were “‘commit-
ted to leaving behind the
suspicion and the rivalry of
the past.” The recent past
includes Russia’s invasion
of one US ally — Georgia
— in August and suspen-
sion of gas supplies to an-
other — Ukraine — in

150 people fall ill on
virus-struck cruise

Lonpon, 7 July —
About 150 people have
fallen ill aboard a cruise
ship berthed in Scotland
following a suspected
outbreak of the vomit-in-
ducing norovirus, health
officials said Monday.

A 74-year-old English
man has also died on board
the Marco Polo, which is
berthed near Invergordon
in northeastern Scotland,
but the ship’s operators
said his death was unre-
lated to the outbreak. Two
people have been hospital-
ised and the others are be-
ing treated on board, ac-
cording to Ken Oates, the
local National Health Serv-
ice (NHS) director of pub-
lic health.

“NHS Highland can
confirm that around 150
people on board a cruise
ship docked at Invergordon
have become unwell with
suspected norovirus,” he
said.—Internet

Kkills three troops

KaBur, 7 July — A spokesman for NATO says
two Canadian troops and a Briton were killed in a heli-
copter crash in southern Afghanistan.

Lt Cmdr Chris Hall says the helicopter went down
on Monday in the southern province of Zabul.

An additional seven American troops were killed
on Monday, making it one of the deadliest for foreign
troops in Afghanistan since the ouster of the Taleban
in 2001.

Hall says the crash was not caused by insurgent
fire.

ABuUIA, 7 July — Nigeria’s main mili-
tant group said on Monday it had seized
a chemical tanker with six foreign crew
members aboard and had attacked a sec-
ond oil facility following a vow to step
up the intensity of its attacks.

The Movement for the Emancipation
of the Niger Delta said in an e-mail state-
ment that the tanker was seized on Sun-
day about 20 nautical miles from
Escravos in the south of the country and
would be held until further notice.

It said three of those aboard are Rus-
sian, two are from the Philippines and
the sixth crew member is from India.

“Their arrest is meant to serve as a

warning to others that there are root is-
sues that have to be resolved with the
Nigerian government before normalcy
can resume,” the group said in its state-
ment.

More than 200 foreign workers have
been taken captive in the restive Niger
Delta since violence increased in 2006,
with most released unharmed after a ran-
som is paid.

Mexico City, 7 July—Tropical Storm Blanca
formed Monday off western Mexico as the second
named storm of the Pacific season, but forecasters pre-
dicted it would follow a course far away from land.

Blanca was located about 410 miles (660 kilome-
tres) south of the tip of the Baja California Peninsula
on Monday night, and was heading west-northwest at
10 mph (16 kph), the National Hurricane Center in
Miami said.

The Italian and Chi-
nese trade ministers
signed protocols to boost
investments in each oth-
er’s countries as well as
on cooperation in tech-
nology and tourism.

Fiat and GAIG signed
an accord to build a joint
factory in China, an in-
vestment worth more
than 400 million euros
(550 million dollars), the
Italian group said.

Production is set to

begin in the second half of
2011 with an initial annual
output of 140,000 Fiat
Lineas, a medium-sized
family car, and 220,000 T-
Jetengines of 120 and 150
horsepower.

The pace is expected to
rise to 250,000 cars and
300,000 engines, Fiat said.

Internet-based therapy shows
promise for insomnia

CHicaco, 7 July—Sleepless people sometimes use
the Internet to get through the night. Now a small study
shows promising results for insomniacs with nine
weeks of Internet-based therapy.

No human therapist is involved. The Internet soft-
ware gives advice, even specific bedtimes, based on
users’ sleep diaries. Patients learn better sleep habits
— like avoiding daytime naps — through stories, quiz-
zes and games.

“This is a very interactive, tailored, personalized
programme,” said study co-author Frances Thorndike
of the University of Virginia Health System, who
helped design the software, called Sleep Healthy Us-
ing the Internet, or SHUTI.

Such software could one day be a low-cost alter-
native for some patients, Thorndike said. And it could
be the only non-drug option for people who live in
areas without trained specialists, she said.

LonDoN, 7 July —Three more Britons including
two children have died after contracting the HIN1 flu
virus, taking to seven the number of people in Britain
who have died after catching the infection, health
officials said on Monday.

The latest victims, a nine-year-old child from
south London and a man and a child from the Kirklees
area of West Yorkshire in northern England, all had
underlying healthissues, the National Health Service
said.

The nine-year-old is the second person to die in
the capital since the flu outbreak spread from Mexico
to Britainin April. A 19-year-old, who was also from
south London and had serious pre-existing illnesses,
died last week.

“Once again we would wish to take this
opportunity to remind the public that for most people
this is a mild illness and that they should start to feel
better after a few days without needing to go to their
doctor,” NHS London said in a statement.

A spokesman for NHS services in Yorkshire said
it was not yet clear if the virus, known as swine flu,
was the main cause of the other two deaths.

The World Health Organization declared on 11
June that the outbreak of the virus was a pandemic.
More than 77,000 people have been infected
worldwide, including about 7,500 confirmed cases in
Britain. — MNA/Reuters
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European Parliament
vote on Barroso to be
put off

StockHoLM, 7 July—Sweden with the presidency
of EU confirmed on Monday that European Parliament
vote on whether to approve a second five-year term for
European Commission President Jose Manuel Barroso
will be put off to a future date.

“I have had the opportunity to discuss this with a
number of the Parliament’s group leaders, and have
understood that the Parliament is not ready to vote in
July. I respect the Parliament’s views,” said Swedish
Prime Minister Fredrik Reinfeldt at a joint Press
conference with the President of the European
Parliament Hans-Gert Pottering, who is on his official
visit in Sweden.

“With so many shared challenges ahead of us, in
Europe and internationally, I think it is important to
have a strong commission. And for that, we need to
appoint a new president soon, ““ said Reinfeldt. “I had
hoped that we would be able to vote on the president
of the commission in July, but as the president of the
European Parliament, I respect the political group
leaders’ wish to wait. I hope that we can make a
decision at the European Parliament’s September
session instead,” Pottering said.

At the European Council’s meeting in June, all 27
EU heads of state and government agreed to nominate
the current President Jose Manuel Barroso for asecond
term of office in the commission, whose term runs out
in the autumn. — MNA/Xinhua

82 new A/H1NI1 flu cases

Control ( ECDC) said in its daily situation report.

The total number of confirmed cases of the HIN1
flu virus in the EU and European Free Trade
Association (EFTA) countries rose to 10,342, with
776 cases in Spain and 7,447 in Britain, 318 in France
and 527 in Germany, the ECDC said. The ECDC
publishes a daily situation report about the HIN1 flu
cases in the EU and EFTA countries based on official
information from these countries.— MNA/Xinhua

Brazil reports 20 new cases of
A/HINTI flu, raising total to 905

Rio DE JANEIRO, 7 July —Brazil’s
Health Ministry announced on Mon-
day the confirmation of 20 new cases
of A/HINI flu, which brought the to-
tal to 905 in the country. The new cases
are spread over five states: seven in Rio
Grande do Sul six in Parana, three in
Goias, three in Sao Paulo and one in
Rio Grande do Norte. Most of the in-
fected patients have already been dis-
charged or are recovering from the dis-
ease, the Ministry said.

So far, the A/HINT1 flu has killed
one person in Brazil, a 29-year-old
truck driver from Rio Grande do Sul
state. The Health Ministry also in-
formed that there are 1,414 patients
suspected of having contracted the A/
HI1NT1flu in the country, who are be-
ing tested in order to confirm the con-
tagion. Additionally, the Ministry

*

said, the A/HIN1 flu has been dis-
carded in 1,203 cases.

According to the Ministry, about
60 percent of the Brazilian patients
were infected during international
trips, mostly to Argentina, the US,
and Chile. Other 23 percent were in-
fected in Brazilian territory, and the
remaining cases are being investi-
gated. Despite the increasing domes-
tic transmission cases, the Ministry
said that the A/HIN1 virus is not cir-
culating in the country and that do-
mestic transmission is restricted.

So far, there are about 94,500 con-
firmed cases of A/HIN1 flu in the
world, according to the latest report
from the World Health Organization
(WHO). The disease has already
killed 429 people worldwide.

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Experts warn of reef extinction by
end of century

BEUING, 7 July — Wild-
life experts warn that the
world's coral reefs may be
extinct by the end of this
century unless the amount
of carbon dioxide (CO2) in
the atmosphere is cut down.

At a meeting in London
on Monday, leading wild-
life experts claimed that the
predicted pace of emissions
means a level of 450 parts
per million of CO2 in the
atmosphere will be reached
by 2050. The emissions
will lead to increasingly

acidic oceans and warming
water temperatures, which
will kill off the coral reefs
in the following decades.

“The kitchen is on fire
and it’s spreading around
the house,” said Alex
Rogers of the Zoological
Society of London and the
International Programme
on the State of the Ocean.

“If we act quickly and
decisively we may be able
to put it out before the dam-
age becomes irreversible,”
he added.

Coral reefs are important
nurseries and shelters for
fish and other sea life.

They also protect coast-
lines, provide a critical
source of food for millions
of people, attract tourists
and are potential store-
house of medicines for can-
cer and other diseases.

The biggest is the Great
Barrier Reef, a collection of
2,900 reefs along 2,100 km
of Australia's north east
coast in a marine park the
size of Germany.—Internet

Keeping blood sugar in check good

NEw YORrK, 7 July —A
new study highlights the
importance of good long-
term control of blood
sugar in people with dia-
betes.

The study found that
poor long-term blood
sugar control in diabetics
is associated with a sub-
stantial increase in the risk
of dying from ischemic
heart disease — the type
of heart disease character-
ized by restricted blood
flow to the arteries of the
heart. However, with rea-
sonably good blood sugar
or “glycemic” control, the
risk of death from
ischemic heart disease is
comparable to that seen in

for the heart

people without diabetes,
the researchers found.

“Due to these findings,
good glycemic control in
persons with newly diag-
nosed diabetes should be
recommended,” Dr Ane C
Dale, from the Norwegian
University of Science and
Technology in Tron-
dheim, told Reuters
Health. “In addition, it is
necessary to control other
cardiovascular risk factors
properly.”

In a 20-year follow up
study, Dale and colleagues
compared death rates from
ischemic heart disease in
205 patients newly diag-
nosed with diabetes and
205 matched subjects

without diabetes at the out-
set.

The researchers report
in the European Heart
Journal that diabetic pa-
tients had nearly a two-
fold greater risk of dying
compared to nondiabetic
patients.

The risk for death from
ischemic heart disease was
four times higher in dia-
betic subjects with poor
long-term blood sugar
control compared to the
control group, whereas in
diabetes patients with
“reasonably good” blood
sugar control the risk was
almost the same as in sub-
jects without diabetes,
Dale said.—Internet

Inexplicable leukemias rock small
German rural region

GEESTHACHT, 7 July— For 20 years, children from a

small rural northern German region — where Alfred
Nobel invented dynamite — have been contracting
leukemia at a higher rate than anywhere else in the
world and no one knows exactly why.

Nineteen cases of leukemia among children under
15 have been recorded since 1989 in the region of
Elbmarsch, some 30 kilometres (19 miles) from the
city of Hamburg, three or four times the average rate.

“Such a high rate of leukemia is unique in the
world,” according to Hayo Dieckmann, a health offi-
cial in the nearby town of Lueneburg who is also a
medical doctor.

Authorities in this area, which bills itself as a cen-
tre for energy and scientific research, have carried out
various studies and tests but failed to come up with
conclusive results accepted by all parties as to why it
should be a leukemia hotspot.

Campaigners, however, point out that within two
kilometres of the region lie the Kruemmel nuclear
power station and the GKSS scientific research cen-
tre, both of which they believe are to blame for the
leukemia outbreaks.

Blood clots
risk up
significantly
with long

travel

BEeuiNG, 7 July — Are-
view of past research
confirm that a long-dis-
tance travel could signifi-
cantly increase the risk
for developing blood
clots in people’s legs, ac-
cording to media reports
on Tuesday.

The researchers
analyzed 14 previous
studies and found out that
the risk grows with the
length of the trip.

The risk climbed
along with the duration
of the trip — rising 18
percent for every two
hours of any type of
travel, and by 26 percent
for every two hours of
air travel.

But while the current
findings confirm the
travel-VTE link, lead re-
searcher Dr Divay
Chandra of the Harvard
School of Public Health
in Boston said “there is
no reason for panic” be-
cause the absolute risk to
any one traveler is still
low.

Still, Chandra said,
“people who travel long
distances should be
aware of the risk of blood
clots and learn to recog-
nize the symptoms.”

The clotting is also
known as deep vein
thrombosis. Symptoms
include swelling, pain
and redness in the leg.

France, Brazil urge greater

role for labour body

Paris, 7 July—France and Brazil urged a bigger
role for the International Labour Organization in a
reshaped global economic system that would also see
more influence given to developing countries in the
United Nations Security Council.

“Everywhere in the world, employees are asking
for more justice, more security. They must be heard,”
French President Nicolas Sarkozy and his Brazilian
counterpart Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva said in a joint
column published in France’s Liberation daily and
Brazil’s Folha de Sao Paulo on Tuesday.

The column urging the creation of an “Alliance for
Change” appears ahead of this week’s meeting in
L’ Aquila, Italy of heads of the Group of Eightindustrial
nations — the United States, Japan, Germany, Italy,
France, Britain, Canada and Russia.

The meeting will also include parallel talks between
the Group of Five countries — China, India, Brazil,
South Africa and Mexico and then talks between the
two groups.

Sarkozy and Lula said the economic crisis had
underlined the need for more contact between
industrialized countries and the developing world.
The two leaders also repeated calls for an overhaul of
the UN Security Council.— MNA/Reuters

Total sun shine hours on 6-7-2009 was Nil.

Rainfall on 7-7-2009 was (2.16) inches at
Mingaladon, (1.69) inches at Kaba-Aye and (1.58)
inches at Central Yangon. Total rainfall since 1-1-2009
was (44.17) inches at Mingaladon, (48.42) inches at
Kaba-Aye and (51.54) inches at Central Yangon.
Maximum wind speed at Yangon (Kaba-Aye) was (18)
mph from Southwest at (20:50) hours MST on 6-7-
2009.

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( Myanmar keeps on taking precautionary
measures against New Influenza A (HIN1)

None of those who have come into contact with

13-year-old girl victim found infected with virus

NaY Py1Taw, 7 July—Up to yesterday, New Influenza A (HIN1) had spread
to 135 countries, having affected 94,512 people and killed 429 people.

Myanmar is putting sustained efforts into control and preventive measures
against the latest form of flu. So far, it has given medical check-ups to 1,791,882
people at airports, ports and border checkpoints and examined those suspicious
with the deadly disease.

According to the results of laboratory tests, of 36 people suspicious with
New Influenza A (HINT1) in the nation, only one was found infected with the
virus; 21, suffering seasonal flu only, and 14, in healthy conditions.

The Ministry of Health today announced that the period of surveillance
carried out on 203 persons who came into contact with the 13-year-old female
victim has been over since yesterday; and that the virus has not spread to any other

\person and the case is now under control.—MNA )
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
