The suspects, 25 Egyptians and a Pal-
estinian, were in contact with the Al-
Qaeda-linked Islamic Army of Palestine,
the ministry said in a statement.

It alleged that they had prepared re-
mote controlled detonators and explo-
sives fabricated from armaments left
over in the Sinai desert from Egypt’s

@ wars with Israel.
The cell was awaiting instructions

from abroad from an Al-Qaeda operative,
the statement said.

It also charged that the cell carried out
adeadly armed robbery of a Coptic Chris-
tian-owned jewellery shop in Cairo in
May 2008 in which the owner and four
workers were killed. The gun used in the
attack had also been found.

Five suspects “gave detailed confes-
sions on carrying out (the attack)... to fund
their activities,” it said.

In May, the interior ministry said it had
arrested seven members of another alleged
Al-Qaeda-affiliated cell over a bombing
in Cairo’s Khan el-Khalili bazaar that
killed a teenage French tourist.—lInternet

proval rating among
Americans has plum-
meted, a survey released
Thursday found. The
CNN/Opinion Research
Corp survey showed the
president’s approval rat-
ing had fallen from 76 per-
cent in February to 61 per-
cent in late June.

The poll also indicated
those who say they con-
sider Obama “a strong and
decisive leader” fell 10
percentage points, to 70
percent in the five-month
span, while those who say
they see Obama as tough
enough to handle a crisis
declined 9 percentage
points, to 64 percent.

Fifty-six percent said
they think Obama gener-
ally agrees with them on
issues they care about,
down from 63 percent in
February, and 53 percent
say he has a “clear plan”
for solving the nation’s
problems, down from 64
percent, the poll found.

In the midst of the worst global economic crisis
in generations, we must find the most effective ways
to continue progress towards achieving the Millen-
nium Development Goals. There is no better path
than the focus of this year’s World Population Day:
investing in women and girls.

As budgets tighten, the crisis threatens to wipe
out hard-won progress in improving health and re-
ducing poverty. When household incomes decline,
girls are more likely to drop out of school. When
profits decline, women are more likely to lose their
employment and sources of income. When health
systems suffer, women risk childbirth without life-
saving services. Even before the crisis, a mother died
every minute in pregnancy and childbirth, nearly all
in developing countries where the crisis has pushed
women deeper into poverty.

Investing in girls’ education delivers well-known
returns. When girls are educated, they are more likely
to earn higher wages and obtain better jobs, to have
fewer and healthier children and to enjoy safer child-
birth.

And investing in women’s health, especially re-
productive health, can not only save the lives of half
a million mothers, but also unleash an estimated $15
billion in productivity each year. As we commemo-
rate the 15th anniversary of the International Con-
ference on Population and Development, let us ac-
celerate efforts to achieve universal access to repro-
ductive health by 2015.

On this World Population Day, I call on decision-
makers to protect women’s ability to earn income,
keep their daughters in school, and obtain reproduc-
tive health information and services, including vol-
untary family planning. Together, let us advance the
rights of women and girls, and empower them as
highly productive members of society capable of
contributing to economic recovery and growth. There

The attacks served as a grim reminder that the bloody conflict is widening,
even as thousands of US troops are being sent to Afghanistan to try to turn the
tide against the Taleban-led insurgency, which has made a comeback after the
Islamic extremist movement was ousted from power in 2001.

The blast occurred about 7 am as police were trying to clear a traffic jam on
a highway in Logar Province after the truck, which was loaded with timber,
had overturned the night before. Suddenly, explosives hidden beneath the tim-
ber detonated, killing 21 civilians and four policemen, Interior Ministry spokes-
man Zemerai Bashary said.

At least 13 of the dead were children on their way to school, provincial
official Kamaluddin Zadran said. Three children were missing, he added.

Black Americans turn to
DNA to trace African roots

ATLANTA, 10 July—To get a sense of the pain many
black Americans feel about their broken connection
to Africa, just listen to the cries of joy when the di-
vide was bridged by blacks who used DNA to trace
their roots to a specific country:

“My life has been turned upside down,” said Ve-
ronica Henry of Las Vegas, who quit her corporate
job in information technology and set up website
www.myafricandiaspora.com after she learned in
2007 that her mother’s lineage came from the Mende
people of Sierra Leone.

Said Stephanie Smith of Randallstown, Maryland,
after tracing her roots back to Sierra Leone: “I finally
feel some of the separation between myself as an Af-
rican American and other Africans beginning to fall
away.”

Others said they were almost physically sick with
anticipation as they opened the envelope containing
their DNA test results that could reveal their
ancestry.—Internet

Japanese wholesale prices log record drop

Tokyo, 10 July—
Japanese wholesale prices
fell at the fastest ever pace
last month, data showed,
deepening concern that
another bout of deflation
could hinder a recovery in
the world’s number two
economy.

The prices of goods
traded between compa-
nies dropped by 6.6 per-
cent in June from a year
earlier, the Bank of Japan
said, the steepest decline
since records began in
1960.

It was the sixth
straight year-on-year fall,
following a revised 5.5
percent drop in May.

Lower commodity
prices were the main
cause, an official at the
central bank said.

“Weak domestic de-
mand is also pressuring
prices,” he added.

While falls in the cost
of oil and other raw ma-
terials are good news for
many manufacturers, the
fear is that sustained drops
in consumer prices could

create another dangerous
deflationary spiral.

“The latest deflation-
ary pressure could nega-
tively affect the economy
by hurting corporate
earnings,” said Hideyuki
Araki, an economist at
Resona Research Insti-
tute.

Deflationary pressure
will probably intensify
due to smaller summer
bonuses for workers and
the weak job market,
Araki said.

ket.

Chevron said on
Thursday the decline in
second-quarter US refin-
ing margins more than
offset an increase in mar-
keting margins, while
margins were mixed out-
side its home country.

Refining margins
have been squeezed by
higher crude prices,
which lift input costs,
and weak demand due to

the recession.

“Downstream results
are projected to be signifi-
cantly lower than the first
quarter,” Chevron said in
its interim update.

Chevron said US oil-
equivalent production in
April and May was
682,000 barrels per day
(bpd), up from 671,000 in
the first quarter, while in-
ternational output was
1.979 million bpd, down
by 13,000 bpd from the
previous quarter.

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More than 300 injured in SW
China 6.0-magnitude quake

Kunming, 10 July— More than 300 people were in-
jured and more than 10,000 houses collapsed in a 6.0-
magnitude earthquake that hit southwest China’s Yunnan
Province on Thursday evening, local authorities said.

Among the victims, 30 suffered severe injuries
while the other 305 were slightly injured as of 1 am,
said the quake-relief headquarters in Yao’an County,

Chuxiong Yi Autonomous Prefecture.

All the severely injured were being treated at the
People’s Hospital of Yao’an. The headquarters previ-
ously put the number of injuries at 336, among whom
56 were severely injured. More than 10,000 houses col-
lapsed and more than 30,000 others were damaged in
six counties in Chuxiong, according to the latest figure.

The quake occurred at 7:19 pm, at a depth of about
10 kilometres, with the epicenter in the county’s
Guantun Township, about 200 km from the provincial
city of Kunming, said the China Earthquake Networks

BArtiMORE, 10 July—
Infants and young chil-
dren treated with heart
drugs get the wrong dose
or are victims of errors
more often than older
children, US researchers
found.

Research led by the
Johns Hopkins Children’s
Center found the highest
number of errors among
infants under age 1.

Lead investigator Dr
Marlene Miller said chil-
dren of all ages are vulner-
able to such mistakes be-
cause healthcare providers
can manually miscalculate
weight-sensitive doses and
can misinterpret safe age
ranges of adult drugs used
off-label in children.

“We found that cardiac
medication errors happen
in children, and they can
happen every step of the
way, from prescribing to
delivering the medication,
but dosing and adminis-
tration errors were omi-
nously common,” Miller
said in a statement.

Study says US hospitals let
too many die

W ASHINGTON, 10
July—Too many people
die needlessly of heart at-
tacks, heart failure and
pneumonia at US hospi-
tals, especially at the
worst hospitals, a govern-
ment analysis said.

Patients with pneumo-
nia died at nearly 6 out of
100 hospitals at rates sig-
nificantly higher than the
national average, the
analysis by US Centers

for Medicare and Medic-
aid Services said.

The death rates from
heart failure were higher at
about 3.5 percent of hos-
pitals and from heart at-
tacks were higher at more
than 1 percent of hospitals,
the analysis said.

Most US hospitals also
operate the equivalent of
revolving doors for their
patients, with one in every
four heart-failure patients

and slightly less than one
in five heart-attack and
pneumonia patients re-
turning to the hospital
within 30 days, the analy-
sis found.

“We have double fail-
ure in our health system,”
Dr John Rumsfeld, chief
science officer for the
American College of Car-
diology’s National Data
Registry, told USA Today.

Low-calorie diet slows aging in monkeys: Study

Beuing, 10 July—
Low-calorie dietincreases
lifespan of monkeys,
according to a new US
study. It suggests that
caloric restriction could
also delay aging in
humans.

In the 20-year-old
study, rhesus monkeys
were put on a strict
reduced-calorie diet. The
monkeys were three times
less likely to die from age-
related diseases like heart
disease, cancer and
diabetes than monkeys
that ate as they liked,
according to the scientists.

“We have been able
to show that caloric
restriction can slow the
aging process in a primate
species,” Richard
Weindruch of the
University of Wisconsin
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in Madison, who led the
study, said in a statement.
“We observed that
caloricrestrictionreduced
the risk of developing an
age-related disease by a
factor of three and
increased survival,”
Weindruch said.He said
the results should have
“relevance in humans” as
monkeys are “closely
related to humans”.
Thekey tothediet was
tomake sure that it made it
nutritious. The reason why
historically people had
died younger even though
they ate less was because
the diet was not nutritious.
“Itisimportant that we
are studying calorie
restriction and not
malnutrition, so there is a
fine line between a low
enough level of calories but

still enough to provide
adequate nutrition,” he said.
“Just because humans
may have been eating less
previously, it does not
necessarily follow that
they were eating a
complete, nutritious diet.”

Healthy eaters used to be mostly vegetarians, but
now many omnivores are concerned about the treat-
ment of the animals who become their food as well as
their health and the success of local farmers, the news-
paper reported.—Internet

Kidnappers in Sudan seek
ransom for two
aid workers

Knartoum, 10 July—Sudan is negotiating with the
kidnappers of two Darfur aid workers for their safe
release, preferably without paying the demanded ran-
som, Sudanese officials said on Thursday.

Six gunmen snatched an Irish woman and her Ugan-
dan colleague from their compound in the northern
Darfur region of Kutum last week. They worked for
the Irish aid group GOAL.

State Minister for Humanitarian Affairs Abdel-Baqi
Jailani called the kidnappers “bandits” with no politi-
cal motives and said authorities had located the area
where the hostages are held and are negotiating to
ensure their safe release.

“Based on security analysis, we identified the kid-
nappers ... and their tribes,” Jailani told The Associ-
ated Press. I can say there is no political motive and
they have no connection with the rebels. This is a crimi-
nal act by bandits.”

Jailani said the kidnappers had made no threats.

“They have demanded ransom and set a deadline,”
he said, refusing to elaborate.—Internet

US scientists detect Ebola
virus in pigs

WasHINGTON, 10 July—Scientists have found a type
of Ebola virus in pigs in the Philippines for the first
time and warned that it could mutate and become more
dangerous for humans.

Reston ebolavirus, or REBOV, was originally iden-
tified in 1989 in the United States from a shipment of
cynomolgus monkeys from the Philippines, but un-
like other types of Ebola, it is not yet known to cause
illness in humans.

It currently isn’t clear whether REBOV could be-
come as virulent in humans as other types of Ebola,
but the researchers said it is hypothetically possible
that the virus could mutate in pigs and threaten hu-
mans. “REBOV infection in domestic swine raises con-
cern about the potential for emerging disease in hu-
mans and a wider range of livestock,” the researchers
wrote in Friday’s edition of the journal Science.

“There is concern that its passage through swine may
allow REBOV to diverge and shift its potential for
pathogenicity,” they said.—Internet

Australian town bans bottled
water sales

SYDNEY, 10 July—Residents of a rural Australian
town hoping to protect the earth and their wallets have
voted to ban the sale of bottled water, the first com-
munity in the country — and possibly the world — to
take such a drastic step in the growing backlash against
the industry.

Residents of Bundanoon cheered after their near-
unanimous approval of the measure at a town meeting
Wednesday. It was the second blow to Australia’s bev-
erage industry in one day: Hours earlier, the New South
Wales state premier banned all state departments and
agencies from buying bottled water, calling it a waste
of money and natural resources.

“I have never seen 350 Australians in the same room
all agreeing to something,” said Jon Dee, who helped
spearhead the “Bundy on Tap” campaign in
Bundanoon, a town of 2,500 about 100 miles (160 kilo-
metres) south of Sydney. “It’s time for people to real-
ize they’re being conned by the bottled water indus-
try.”—Internet

ROCHESTER, 10 July—Smokestack emissions from oceangoing ships will cause
an estimated 87,000 deaths worldwide each year by 2012, US researchers said.
James Winebrake of the Rochester Institute of Technology and colleagues note
that the current finding is almost one-third higher than previously believed.
Winebrake said most oceangoing ships burn fuels with a high sulfur content.

The smokestacks emit sulfur-containing particles linked to increased risk of lung
and heart disease. A 2007 study by the researchers estimated about 60,000 people
died prematurely around the world due to shipping-related emissions in 2002.

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Invasion seriously harmed
historic Babylon

Bachpap, 10 July —
Iraq’s US -led invaders in-
flicted serious damage on
Babylon, driving heavy
machinery over sacred
paths, bulldozing hilltops
and digging trenches
through one of the world’s
greatest archaeological
sites, experts for UNESCO
said on Thursday.

“The use of Babylon as
amilitary base was a grave
encroachment on this in-
ternationally known ar-

chaeological site,” said a
report which the UN cul-
tural agency presented in
Paris. UNESCO officials
stressed that the damage
didn’t begin with the US
military’s arrival nor fully
end after it left. Archaeolo-
gists took away some
of Babylon’s finest treas-
ures in the 19th century,
Saddam Hussein embel-
lished the site with his own
structures, and looters re-
turned when the Ameri-

cans handed the site back
to the Iraqis 21 months af-
ter the March 2003 inva-
sion.

Now Babylon is the ob-
ject of turf war between
newly empowered Iraqi
officials. At the national
level, Iraq’s state antiqui-
ties office, focused on con-
servation, is up against of-
ficials of the province sur-
rounding Babylon who
want to attract tourists.

NEw York, 10 July — New words
added to the Merriam-Webster Collegiate
dictionary show the influence of the
Internet and globalization on US English,
its publishers said.

A sample list of 100 new words re-
leased by the publisher Thursday includes
some words and expressions that have
been around for years or even decades but
have gained wider currency because of
the Internet, The Guardian reported.

They include “sock puppet,” coined as
early as 1959, and “flash mob,” which can
be traced to 1987.

There is also the usual new crop of
words, this time including entries like
“vlog,” a blog containing video.

Reggaeton, a word coined to de-

scribe Puerto Rican music mixing
Reggae and rap, and haram, the Ara-
bic word for foods forbidden by Is-
lamic law, demonstrate the diversity
of American English, the reort said. So
do acai, a South and Central Ameri-
can fruit newly popular because of its
supposed dietary virtues, and goji, an
Asian berry popular as a drink flavour.
Other new additions include staycation,
locavore (a person who eats locally grown
foods) and frenemy (somebody who acts

like a friend but is actually an enemy).
The last word was used by British-
American writer Jessica Mitford ina 1970s
essay, in which she said it had been coined

by one of her sisters decades earlier.

Maprip, 10 July — Spain reported on Thursday
the second death in the country from A/HIN1 flu —
a 41-year-old man who died in the Intensive Care
Unit at the Doctor Negrin Academic Hospital from
Great Canary.

The country’s first death was reported on 30 June

Tokyo, 10 July—1Japan’s coach Takeshi Okada in-
sists that losing to stronger countries is a good thing if
it helps steel the Blue Samurai in the run-up to next
year’s World Cup in South Africa.

Okada has fixed friendlies against the Netherlands,
Ghana, Scotland and Togo in September and October
to build up his squad toward his ambitious World Cup
target of a semi-final spot.

Of the four countries, only 71st-placed Togo are
ranked below Japan, 40th in the FIFA standings. How-
ever, the West Africans, who count Arsenal striker
Emmanuel Adebayor among their number, are still a
formidable force.

“We fight to win but we never avoid fighting strong
sides for fear of losing,” Okada told reporters after
announcing the international schedule on Wednesday.
“If we lose, we lose.”

Japan, former Asian champions, will play world
number-three the Netherlands in Enschede on 5 Sep-
tember and 35th-ranked Ghana in Utrecht, on 9 Sep-
tember.

“I'want my players to feel
in their bones the strength of
first-ranking teams that have
the potential to reach the last
four,” Okada said. “It is a
good thing if problems are
exposed.”

Like Japan, the Nether-
lands have already quali-
fied for South Africa 2010
while Ghana lead Africa’s
qualifying Group D with
three straight wins.
