SCIENCE DAILY,  22  Aug— Despite their popularity
in the science fiction genre, there is much to be
learned about black holes, the mysterious regions
in space once thought to be absent of light. In a

New way to reproduce a
black hole?

paper published in the August 20 issue of Physical
Review Letters, Dartmouth researchers propose a new
way of creating a reproduction black hole in the
laboratory on a much-tinier scale than their celestial
counterparts.

The new method to create a tiny quantum sized
black hole would allow researchers to better understand
what physicist Stephen Hawking proposed more than
35 years ago: black holes are not totally void of
activity; they emit photons, which is now known as
Hawking radiation.

"Hawking famously showed that black holes radiate
energy according to a thermal spectrum," said Paul
Nation, an author on the paper and a graduate student
at Dartmouth. "His calculations relied on assumptions
about the physics of ultra-high energies and quantum
gravity. Because we can't yet take measurements
from real black holes, we need a way to recreate this
phenomenon in the lab in order to study it, to validate
it."

Greek forest fire

WASHINGTON, 23 Aug — After more
than 40 years, the former US army
officer found guilty of organizing mass
killings in the Vietnamese community
of My Lai during the war has made a
public apology.

“There is not a day that goes by that
I do not feel remorse for what
happened that day in My Lai,” former
lieutenant William Calley told
members of the Kiwanis Club of
Greater Columbus, Georgia. “I feel
remorse for the Vietnamese who were
killed, for their families, for the
American soldiers involved and their
families. I am very sorry.”

Calley spoke on Wednesday, but
due to a restricted audience his

remarks did not become known until now.
The killings that occurred on 16 March,

1968 in the South Vietnamese hamlet of
My Lai prompted widespread outrage
around the world. They are also credited
with advancing the end of the Vietnam War
because they significantly undermined US
public support for the war effort.

The massacre began when men of
Charlie Company under the command of
Lieutenant Calley opened fire on civilians
during a “search and destroy” mission in
My Lai and neighbouring villages.

The targets of the killings were mainly
old men, women and children — all
unarmed — as most younger males of the
community were working in the fields.

MOGADISHU, 23 Aug — Militants
attacked a government checkpoint in
Somalia’s  capital  on Saturday,
sparking a gunbattle that killed at
least five people on the first day of
the Muslim holy month of Ramadan.

Militants seeking to overthrow
Somalia’s  Western-backed
government have been threatening
to increase attacks during Ramadan,
a monthlong period of  prayer,
reflection and sunrise-to-sunset
fasts.

A minibus driver, Iidle Haasan,
said he saw five corpses lying in the
road after Saturday’s attack. The
road where the attack started is the
supply route for African Union
peacekeepers.

“Early in the morning Islamist

militias attacked our base,” Somali
Defense Minister Yusuf Mohamed
Siad told Associated Press Television
News.

Somalia has been ravaged by
violence and anarchy since warlords
overthrew dictator Mohamed Siad
Barre in 1991, then turned on each
other. The al-Shabab militants group,
which has foreign fighters in its ranks,
operates openly in the capital and seeks
to overthrow the government and
impose a strict form of Islam in
Somalia.

Saturday’s violence follows a week
in which more than 60 people were
killed across the country as militants
and government forces try to hold onto
their territory.

Turkey to see declining exports in 2009
ISTANBUL, 23 Aug — The global economic crisis will likely continue to take a

toll on Turkish economy and exportation this year despite some positive signals,
according to Daily News here on Saturday.

The warning was issued by the Turkish Confederation of Employers’ Unions
(TISK) in its report submitted to the Economic Coordination Board (EKK) on eco-
nomic developments.

The report said that exports to Germany, Turkey’s top importer for the period be-
tween January and June, declined 34.7 percent to 4.51 billion US dollars, compared to
the same period last year. Exports to France, Italy and Britain followed with 2.76
billion, 2.67 billion and 2.39 billion US dollars respectively, according to the report.
The growth forecasts concerning Turkey’s most significant trade partners reveal that
export performance will continue to sour this year, the report warned.—Xinhua

 Swine flu looms over global
         economic recovery

WASHINGTON, 23 Aug — Markets around the globe
have started to celebrate the first signs of economic
recovery, but experts have warned that a possible
resurgent swine flu could still take a toll of productivity
and financial systems.

First reported four months ago, the new A(H1N1)
influenza virus spread by June into a global pandemic
with some 1,800 deaths and now affects more than 170
countries, according to the World Health Organization.

Though the number of cases reported to WHO has
topped 182,000, the United Nations health watchdog
cautions the real number is higher because countries
are no longer required to test and report individual cases.

Health officials are gearing up for a resurgence in
cases as the northern hemisphere enters winter. So far
swine flu infections generally have been relatively mild,
with typical flu symptoms that last about a week.

However, the pandemic virus could mutate into a
more deadly form. Officials are projecting a shortfall
in vaccines being rushed to market in hopes of warding
off a potential global health disaster.

Faced with the unpredictable nature of flu viruses,
economists say it is difficult to assess the impact of
swine flu on the delicate global economic recovery
taking shape amid the worst world recession since
World War II.

“As the severity of A(H1N1) is so far not severe,
we would not expect the magnitude of the shock to the
economy to be large relative to GDP (gross domestic
product),” said Simonetta Nardin, a spokeswoman at
the International Monetary Fund.—Internet

NEW DELHI, 23 Aug — With the pro-
duction of food grains and agricultural
commodities set to fall because of
drought, Indian government will import
those items that will be in short supply to
meet the demand, and a top government
official told the media on Saturday.

“Decision is already there that which-
ever commodity will be in short supply,
to maintain demand-supply mechanism,
we shall go for imports,” Finance
Minister Pranab Mukherjee said.

He said that there is already a
short supply of pulses and edible

oil in the market.
Mukherjee, however, said that the gov-

ernment will not announce the timing of
the import to ensure that prices are not
jacked up artificially by the international
players.

“The moment news is spread that In-
dia is going for big import, the market
prices are jacked up,” he said.

On the impact of drought, the Finance
Minister said that “it does not affect only
production, it has an overall cascading
impact. Scanty rainfall will affect recharge
of ground water.”—Xinhua

More efforts urged
to combat drought

 BEIJING, 23 Aug—China’s anti-drought authority
has demanded more efforts to fight drought in the
north, and warned possible drought in the south as
affected regions continued to experience high tem-
peratures and less rainfall.

 A long-lingering drought in China was threaten-
ing 133 million mu (8.67 million hectares) of
crops, the office of State Flood Control and Drought
Relief Headquarters has said.

 About 58.28 million mu of crops are seriously
affected by the drought. A total of 4.61 million
people and 4.05 million heads of livestock faced
difficulty in accessing to drinking water, as of mid-
day of Friday, according to the headquarters on
Saturday.

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Israel wants to restart peace talks
from beginning

RAMALLAH, 23  Aug—
Chief Palestinian negotia-
tor on Saturday said Israel
wants to restart stalled
peace talks with the Pales-
tinians from the beginning
instead of resuming them
from the last point they
left.

“The Israeli govern-
ment rejects to restart the
final-status talks from the
last point they stopped at,”
said Saeb Erekat, head of
negotiation department of
the Palestinian Liberation

Organization (PLO).
He also said the Israeli

government, led by hawk-
ish Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu, re-
buffs the US-backed Road
Map peace plan, espe-
cially the first phase of it
which calls on both sides
to take a series of steps
paving the way for fruit-
ful negotiations.

Meanwhile, Erekat said
“The PLO seeks peace
in accordance with the
international legitimacy

and law.”
The continuation of

Jewish settlement in the
West Bank — in violation
of the Road Map — pre-
vented the Israeli-Palestin-
ian negotiations from
making any progress.

The Palestinian Na-
tional Authority (PNA) in-
sists that Israel should
freeze all settlement activi-
ties on the occupied Pal-
estinian lands and endorse
the two-state solution.

Return to sender: two Austrians rescued from mailbox
Austrian authorities aren’t about to give these pranks their stamp of approval.
Frustrated officials say rescuers have been deployed twice this week to break

open large mailboxes after two children locked themselves inside in separate
incidents.

Firefighters in the westernmost province of Vorarlberg say the latest incident
occurred in the village of Schwarzach, where an 8-year-old boy climbed inside a
mailbox and couldn’t get out.

Postal officials weren’t able to find the key, so rescuers used welding torches
and bolt cutters to open the box and free the child. He was uninjured.

Authorities say an almost identical incident happened in nearby Feldkirch,
where a 4-year-old boy locked himself inside a mailbox.

An unheated piece of silcrete stone,

Stone Age toolmakers didn’t need
motivational speakers to get fired up at
work. People living on the southern tip of
Africa 72,000 years ago decided on their
own to heat stones with carefully controlled
fires in order to make the rock more
suitable for tool manufacturing, a new
study finds.

Coastal residents of southern Africa
may even have heated stones as a first step
in toolmaking as early as 164,000 years
ago, say Kyle Brown, an anthropology
graduate student at the University of Cape
Town, South Africa, and his colleagues.

Until now, evidence of heat treatment
extended back no further than about 25,000
years ago in Europe, Brown’s team notes
in the 14 Aug Science.

Ill man jailed for yawning
freed after 3 weeks

An Illinois judge has freed a man
who had been in jail for three weeks
after letting loose a loud yawn during a
sentencing hearing. Thirty-three-year-
old Clifton Williams of Richton Park
was found in contempt of court and
jailed on 23 July after yawning in Will
County Judge Daniel Rozak’s court.
He could have been jailed for six
months.

Williams was in court for his cousin’s
sentencing on a drug charge. A
prosecutor in court at the time described
the offending yawn as “loud and
boisterous.”

As Williams stood before the bench
in shackles, the judge gave him a short
lecture. He told Williams he wasn’t in
custody for simply yawning but for
making a sound “that was offensive to
the court.”

Several studies show
that in lots of places, one
or two companies
dominate the market.
Critics say monopolistic
conditions drive up
premiums paid by
employers and
individuals.

For Democrats, the
answer is a public plan
that would compete with
private insurers.
Republicans see that as a
government power grab.
President Barack Obama
looks to be trapped in the
middle of an argument
that could sink his effort
to overhaul the health
care system.

Even lawmakers
opposed to a government

plan have problems with
the growing clout of the
big private companies.

“There is a serious
problem with the lack
of competition among
insurers,” said Repu-
blican Sen Olym-
pia Snowe of Maine,
one of the highest-cost
states. “The impact on
the consumer is
significant.”

For the moment, swine
flu is generally mild and
most people recover
without needing
treatment. But it could
have a more devastating
impact in countries where
populations are also
fighting AIDS, malaria,
tuberculosis and other

Parasites persuade immune cells to invite them in for dinner
SCIENCE DAILY, 23 Aug—The para-

sites that cause leishmaniasis use a
quirky trick to convince the immune
system to effectively invite them into
cells for dinner, according to a new
study published today in PLoS Patho-
gens. The researchers, from Imperial

College London, say their findings im-
prove understanding of the way Leish-
mania parasites establish an infection
and could aid the search for a vaccine
against this neglected tropical disease.

Leishmania parasites are transmitted
by sand flies. After the parasites infect a
sand fly, they make a sticky gel so that
when the fly bites a human, it regurgitates
this gel into the body. Today's research,
which was funded by the Wellcome
Trust, shows that the gel persuades
immune cells known as macrophages to
feed the parasites, rather than killing
them.

Leishmaniasis is an infection caused
by Leishmania parasites that affects
around 12 million people per year,
mainly in tropical and sub-tropical
countries. Symptoms include disfiguring
and painful skin ulcers and in severe
cases the infection can also spread to the
internal organs.—Internet

Alternative medicine practitioners
offer tips to prevent HIN1

BANGALORE, 23 Aug—With the increase in number
of  swine flu cases across the country, propagators of
alternative  drugs have claimed the ancient Indian
medicine system can  build the human immune power
to combat the H1N1 virus.

Dr Salma Banu, Assistant Professor at the
Government  Unani Medical College, said drops of U-
viral, a concoction  made of thymol, menthol and
camphor (mixed in equal  proportion) could be put on
a handkerchief or tissue paper and  inhaled frequently
by people including children.

Demonstrating the concoction in the presence of
Karnataka  Minister for Health B Sreeramulu, Banu
said this could be an  alternative to those who are
healthy and do not want to wear a  mask while
travelling or interacting with crowds.  Three drops
could be taken internally by putting them on  betel
leaves and eaten twice a day for five days, she said.

Another Unani decoction to boost the immunity is
boiling  in 100 milliletre water three gms of neem,
giloe, chirayata (swertia)  and half gram of siya mirch
(black pepper) and one gram of  sont (dry ginger). The
water has to be boiled till it reduces  to 60milliletre and
consumed in morning on empty stomach for a week.

Ayurvedic powders — triphala, trikatu, madhuyasti
and  amruta — in equal quantity, one teaspoon with
warm water  followed by a glass water, twice a day after
food will help  to boost immunity and reduce high fever,
Dr R Shylaja Kumari,  Assistant Professor, Department
of Panchakarma, said.—MNA/PTI

Egyptian fishing boats returned
home with eight captured pirates

CAIRO, 23 Aug—Two Egyptian fishing boats
returned home with 34 fishermen and eight captured
pirates on board on Sunday, after having been seized
by Somali pirates for five months.

The two boats, Momtaz 1 and Samra were welcomed
by thousands of chanting and singing Egyptian people
who gathered in the coastal city of Suez.

These Egyptian fishermen escaped on August 13
without paying the one-million-dollar ransom. They
managed to free themselves and their ships and arrested
eight of their captors.

“The pirates treated us badly during the five months
as they fed us with rotten rice and hot water,” local Nile
TV quoted one of the fishermen as saying.

“We managed to get some of their guns while they
were sleeping, and freed our boats in a 15-minute
battle,” he added.

The eight Somali pirates caught by the Egyptian
fishermen will be tried in Egypt according to the
International Law.—Internet

QINGDAO (Shandong), 23 Aug—The
China Alcoholic Drinks Industry
Association said on Sunday the country
is hopefully to become the world’s
largest beer producer for the eighth
straight year this year with the
production of 20.5 million tonnesfor
the first half.

The association’s director Wang
Yancai made the remarks at the ongoing
Qingdao International Beer Festival in
Qingdao, east China’s Shandong
Province.

Wang said the country’s breweries
made 20.5 million tonnes of beer for the
first six months, up 6 percent from the
corresponding period last year.

China has been making 40 million

tonnes of beer annually in recent years,
compared with 24 million tons by the
world’s second largest producer, the
United States, and 12 million tons by
Germany that has a long history of beer
production.

China became the world’s largest
beer producer in 2002. It has 251 beer
companies and 550 breweries, whose
products are mainly for domestic
consumption.

The market potential of beer was
shown at the ongoing Qingdao
International Beer Festival, a famous
annual event held in the coastal city
Qingdao since 1991, with 250,000
visitors drinking 68tons on 15 Aug, the
first day of the festival.— Internet

China likely to be world’s largest beer
producer for eighth straight year

BEIJING, 23 Aug—
Beijing has granted 311
foreigners permanent
residence status since
China adopted a policy
akin to the “green card” in
the United States in 2004,
police said on Sunday.

The Beijing
municipal public security
bureau has accepted 371
applications for

permanent residence
status over the past five
years, of which 311 have
been approved, said
Xu Jie, an officer in the
exit-entry management
division of the bureau.

Among the 311, 39
were granted the status for
working in the country,
37 for making outstanding
contribution, 123 for

family re-union and the
rest 112 were expatriates.

Famous scientists,
scholars, athletes, artists
and other talents, as well
as investors, are eligible
to apply for the permanent
residence status.

Spouses of Chinese
citizens or foreigners who
have been granted
permanent residence
status can apply for the
status after having been
married and resided in
China for over five years
with no less than nine
months in China each
year.—Internet

The Iranian and
Japanese drug smugglers
were closely monitored,
and the police launched
their operation when the
drugs were brought to
Istanbul from Iran.

In the first three
operations, serveral
Japanese and Iranian drug
smugglers were caught
with a total of 350,000
methamphetamine tablets.

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Death toll in Nigerian
cholera outbreak hits 52

KANO, 23 Aug—A cholera outbreak in northern
Nigeria has killed 13 more people, taking the death
toll to 52, the health commissioner said on Saturday.

“We recorded more cases of cholera outbreak in
the state in the last five days,” Zainab Baba Kwanci
told AFP of the outbreak in Adamawa state.

“In Demsa, we have recorded nine deaths while 120
people are hospitalised. In Fufure, we recorded four
deaths and 18 hospitalised.”

On Tuesday, 39 people were reported killed by the
disease in Maiha, according to local government
official Yahaya Hamman-Julde.

He said “scores of people” had been hospitalised
as a result of the disease, stressing that an ongoing
strike by medical workers in the state was hampering
efforts to assist the sick.

Julde could not pinpoint the cause of the outbreak,
but recalled that a similar one in June killed 20 people
in the area.Cholera is an intestinal infection that causes
serious diarrhoea and vomiting leading to dehydration.
With a short incubation period, it can be fatal if not
treated in time.—Internet

Among them, 58 are in stable condi-
tion, four in serious and ten in critical condition. —Xinhua

 Over 300 new A/H1N1 flu cases
confirmed in Europe

 STOCKHOLM, 23  Aug— A European health agency said Saturday that 311 new
A/H1N1 flu cases were reported in European countries within the last 24 hours.

Of the new cases, 279 were confirmed in Italy, 26 in Switzerland, five in
Slovakia and one in Slovenia, the European Center for Disease Prevention and
Control (ECDC) said in its daily situation report.

The cumulative number of confirmed cases of the A/H1N1 flu virus in the EU
(European Union) and EFTA (European Free Trade Association) countries in-
creased to 42,099, with 13,740 cases in Germany, 12,957 in Britain, 1,987 in
Portugal, 1,538 in Spain and 1,473 in Netherlands, the ECDC said.

The total number of fatal cases rose to 80, with one new fatal case from Spain,
the ECDC added. The ECDC publishes a daily situation report about the H1N1
flu cases in the EU and EFTA countries based on official information from these
countries.— Xinhua

 Report says African population
reaches one billion

DAR ES SALAAM, 23
Aug— Africa’s popula-
tion has reached 1 billion
as the continent’s popu-
lation is growing by
about 24 million a year,

according to a latest re-
port from a nonprofit or-
ganization.

This was announced by
the report published by
the Washington-based the

Population Reference Bu-
reau jointly with the US
government aid agency
USAID, which expects
African population to
double to nearly 2 billion
by 2050. Although popu-
lation growth has slowed
in North African countries
such as Egypt and Tuni-
sia, on average women in
sub-Saharan Africa have
more children than
women elsewhere, the lo-
cal daily the Guardian on
Saturday quoted the re-
port as saying.

“While globally the
average woman has 2.6
children, in sub-Saharan
Africa she has 5.3 chil-
dren (which is down from
6.7 children in around
1950), the world’s high-
est,” the report said.
