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Grow more crops on
irrigated farmlands

The availability of water plays an
important part in boosting production of the
agricultural sector. Therefore, the government
is fulfilling all the requirements in addition to
making sure thatthereis sufficient water supply
for agricultural purpose. A large number of
dams, reservoirs and sluice gates have been
built wherever possible across the nation.

There are also dam projects being
implemented, especially in such regions as
Sagaing, Mandalay and Magway divisions
where water is scarce. Moreover, tube-wells
and artesian wells are being sunk and small
dams and irrigation canals constructed for
farmers to be able to grow more paddy, cotton,
sugarcane, edible oil crops and beans and
pulses.

Myogyi weir constructed by the Ministry
of Agriculture and Irrigation was inaugurated
in Kyaukse Township on 29 August.

WTO allows massive Brazilian sanctions

against US cotton subsidies

GENEVA, 1 Sept — The World Trade Organization
(WTO) on Monday issued final rulings on a long-term
Brazil-US cotton dispute, authorizing Brazil to impose
annual sanctions worth some 294.7 million US dollars
against illegal US subsidies.

The complex ruling, which includes two parts and
more than 200 pages, was based on US subsidies to
cotton growers in the fiscal year of 2006. It said the
real amount of Brazilian sanctions should vary from
year to year and have to be calculated according to a
detailed formula set out by WTO arbitrators.

Brazil first initiated the cotton case at the WTO in
September 2002, alleging that the United States pays
out billions of dollars to its cotton farmers each year in
illegal subsidies.

The WTO had previously issued four panel and
appeal rulings on the case, all supporting Brazil’s
position and condemning the US subsidies.

Brazil had sought some 2.5 billion dollars in annual
retaliatory sanctions against US products, intellectual
property and services. But the United States said the
figure should not surpass 30 million dollars.

Mexico Ciry, 1 Sept—Mexico might have to im-
port another 1 to 1.5 million tons of corn due to an
unusual drought this year, the agriculture minister said
on Monday.

“The 1.5 million ton figure is the loss we see right
now, not counting replanting,” Alberto Cardenas
Jimenez said.

“This July was the worst July in many decades. It
represents a harsh blow for farmers, but the outlook
for the next four months is more positive ““ said the
minister.

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Sugar cane to return to Angola

in biofuel move

Luanpa, 1 Sept—Angola will begin planting sugar
cane for the first time in more than 30 years this month
as the oil-rich country takes its first step toward
biofuels.

A 30,000 hectare (74,000-acre) site in Malanje
Province, hundreds of kilometres (miles) east of
Luanda, is the first biofuel project to get off the ground
in Angola where the government is trying to revive
farming after decades of war.

The scheme is also part of efforts to diversify the
economy away from its dependence on oil and dia-
monds, which have powered a post-war boom since
Angola’s civil conflict ended in 2002.—Internet

Typhoon slams into Japan’s

east coast injuring three

Tokyo, 1 Sept—IJapan’s Meteorological Agency
says Typhoon Krovanh has slammed into the coun-
try’s east coast bringing heavy rain and strong winds.

The agency says the typhoon dumped heavy rain
in Tokyo and its environs on Monday and is moving
north. The typhoon disrupted train and flight sched-
ules. Aviation officials say it grounded at least 59
flights at Tokyo’s main international airport at Narita
as well as the largely domestic Haneda airport.

Japan’s national broadcaster NHK television re-
ports three minor injuries. No deaths have been re-
ported.

Tribal violence Kills 46 people
in south Sudan

Knartoum, 1 Sept— Tribesmen trying to steal cat-
tle attacked a village in southern Sudan, sparking a
conflict that killed 46 people, including seven soldiers,
the UN said on Monday.

The incident was the latest in a rising wave of tribal
violence in the south that has killed more than 2,000
people, including many women and children, and dis-
placed another 250,000, according to the UN.

UN and local officials have expressed concerns that
the violence could hamper preparations for national
elections scheduled for next year, which are a key com-
ponent of a deal that ended more than two decades of

civil war between the north and south.—Internet

The gene is known as
PYCRI. Using bioinfor-
matics tools, the research
team analyzed rare DNA
samples collected from
affected patients across
the world who, at a young
age, displayed signs of
premature ageing.

They identified the
PYCRI gene on chro-
mosome 17 of these pa-
tients to be defective and
found specific mutations
in the gene that led to
conditions often seen in
elderly people, such as
loose skin, loss of bone
density, hip dislocation

and cataract.

Furthermore, they de-
termined that skin and
bone were the two tissue
most severely affected in
patients.

As skin and bone con-
tain high levels of the
PYCRI1 protein, by devel-
oping therapies that could
increase the activity of
this protein, the process of
ageing could possibly be
reversed.

This research project
involved collaborations
with over 15 hospitals and
research centers in 13
countries.

Canada’s Athabasca to sell oilsand
stake to PetroChina

VANCOUVER, 1 Sept—
Canada’s Athabasca Oil
Sands Corp announced on
Monday that it plans to sell
a 60-percent working in-
terest in its two oilsand
projects to PetroChina, a
Chinese energy giant.

PetroChina will pay 1.9
billion Canadian dollars
(1.7 billion US dollars) for
the MacKay River and
Dover oilsand projects.

China Mobile
launches 3G
operating system

BeuinG, 1 Sept—China Mobile, the world’s big-
gest wireless carrier, launched Monday its own mo-
bile phone operating system that can support its
homegrown 3G standard, reported on Tuesday’s China
Daily. The release of the long-anticipated Ophone plat-
form, the world’s first mobile phone operating system
developed by a telecom carrier, and the Ophone hand-
sets is seen by analysts as a move that could help China
Mobile stabilize its slowing profit growth, the news-
paper said.

The move comes less than one week after the coun-
try’s second biggest wireless carrier China Unicom
clinched a deal with Apple to sell iPhones in China. It
was expected to intensify competition in the country’s
3G market.

The Ophone platform also fills the blanks in Chi-
na’s smart phone operating system, the newspaper said,
citing Lou Qinjian, vice-minister of industry and in-
formation technology.

The Ophone handsets that can support China Mo-
bile’s TD-SCDMA 3Gstandard will come out within
this year, the company said, without specifying when.

The release of Ophone may give a boost to China
Mobile, analysts said.

According to a survey on www.sina.com.cn, the larg-
est Internet portal in China, 51 percent of the 2,161
respondents said they might buy an Ophone, attracted
by its “powerful” mobile Internet connection and ap-
plication functions, said the newspaper. —Xinhua

For heart health: avoid tobacco
smoke, pollution

NEw York, 1 Sept—If you want to dramatically lower the odds that you’ll die
of heart disease, go live someplace where public smoking is banned.

In a study of more than a million people, researchers found that even low levels
of smoke from co-workers’ cigarettes can substantially raise your risk of death

While you’re packing to move, look for a place without much pollution,
because a second study involving more than 9 million people in 126 counties
across the US has shown a direct correlation between the amount of carbon
monoxide in the air and daily admissions to emergency rooms for heart problems.

Both studies are reported Monday in the American Heart Association’s
medical journal, Circulation.

In the first study, Dr C Arden Pope Il from Brigham Young University in
Arden, Utah and colleagues analyzed data on roughly 1.2 million adults that had
been collected over 25 years as part of a study by the American Cancer Society.

“We’ve known for a long time that smoking exposes your lungs to massive
amounts” of fine particulates and increases your risk of dying from heart disease,
Pope told Reuters Health. Compared to active smoking, the dose of particulates
to the lungs with passive smoking is “much, much smaller,” he added.—lnterneB

Healthy habits prevent breast cancer

‘W ASHINGTON, 1 Sept—
Nearly 40 percent of all
breast cancer cases in the
United States could be
prevented if women kept
a healthy weight, drank
less alcohol, exercised
more and breastfed their
babies, according to a
report published on
Tuesday.

The report, which
reviewed 81 new studies
on the links between
lifestyle and cancer,
showed that 70,000 breast
cancer cases could be
prevented in the United

States alone every year.

“We are now more
certain than ever that by
maintaining a healthy
weight, being physically
active and limiting the
amount of alcohol they
drink, women can
dramatically reduce their
risk,” Dr Martin Wiseman
of the American Institute
for Cancer Research/
World Cancer Research
Fund, who led the study,
said in a statement.

“We estimate that
almost 40 per cent of
breast cancer cases in the

United States, or about
70,000 cases every year,
could be prevented

by making these straight-
forward everyday
changes,” added the

AICR’s Susan Higgin-
botham.

The report, posted
at http:/  www dietand-
cancerreport.org/, recom-
mends that people
exercise for at least 30
minutes every day. Men
should limitalcohol to two
drinks a day and women
should have just one.

Race not a factor in liver transplantation

New York, 1 Sept—
Racial disparities exist in
many areas of health care,
from heart disease
treatment to rates of
surviving cancer. And
studies have suggested
that white patients do
better than African
Americans following
liver transplants. Butrace
may not play a role in
survival after liver
transplants for hepatitis B
infection, nor while
waiting for one, according
to a new study.

But an expert in the
