Calif wildfire-area communities
prepare for rain

LOS ANGELES, 13 Oct—Southern California com-
munities below wildfire-scorched mountains made
preparations on Monday for the possibility of fast-
moving floods laden with mud and rocks as a Pacific
storm headed for the West Coast.

Sandbags and concrete barriers called K-rail
were placed on streets in suburbs northeast of Los
Angeles to try to direct any debris flows away from
homes.

“There’s really nothing else to do but wait and see
what happens,” said David Wacker, a 25-year resident
of La Crescenta, one of a string of communities along
the foot of the steep San Gabriel Mountains.

The US Geological Survey recently warned of po-
tentially massive debris flows from the area burned
by the late summer Station Fire. Two firefighters were
killed and 89 homes were destroyed as it spread over
more than 250 square miles of Angeles National For-
est, becoming the biggest fire in Los Angeles County
history.

Unusually strong for October and packing
gusty winds, the storm was expected to move into
northern and central parts of the state on Monday night
and reach southern areas on Tuesday, the National
Weather Service said.

14 October 2009

Following is UN Secretary-General Ban
Ki-moon’s message for the International Day for
Disaster Reduction, to be observed on 14 October:

Beyond their practical importance, hospitals and
health facilities have a unique value as symbols of pub-
lic well-being.  Making them safe from disasters is es-
sential.  That is why this the UN International Strategy
for Disaster Reduction, along with the World Health
Organization and the World Bank, marks the Interna-
tional Day for Disaster Reduction by highlighting the
2008-09 World Disaster Reduction Campaign dedi-
cated to Hospitals Safe from Disasters.

When disaster strikes, hospitals are the most critical
infrastructure.  They represent—quite literally—the
lifeblood of a community.  If hospitals are severely dam-
aged, efforts to save lives are seriously impeded.  With
weather-related disasters on the increase, it is critical
to ensure that health facilities are prepared for emer-
gencies and able to provide life-saving care in their
wake.  This is particularly true in countries where weak
health systems already struggle to meet the health needs
of populations.  In Burkina Faso, flooding forced the
evacuation of the patients from the main hospital in
the capital city.  In Indonesia, hospital collapses during
the earthquake in Sumatra caused additional loss of
life.  In L’Aquila, Italy, the collapse of a newly built
hospital provided a grim reminder that health systems
in richer nations are also at risk.

The Safe Hospitals campaign involves practical steps
to make hospitals safer.  For example, the Hospital
Safety Index, a checklist for assessing hospital prepar-
edness, has been applied to many facilities in Latin
America and elsewhere, including Oman, Sudan and
Tajikistan.

I call on Governments and all decision-makers, in-
cluding town planners, to review hospital safety.  Health
facilities must be better prepared to respond to local
hazards.  They must be designed, built and maintained
so they can better protect health workers and patients
alike when disaster hits.  The cost of making hospitals
safe from disasters is relatively small.  The most ex-
pensive hospital is the one that fails.—UNIC

 BEIJING, 13 Oct—A/H1N1 influenza
critical illness affects mostly the adoles-
cents and relatively healthy adults, ac-
cording to a Canadian and Mexican study
as quoted by news reports on Tuesday.

The study, published online on the
Journal of the American Medical Asso-
ciation, was conducted during the first
phase of infection between 18 March and
1 June in Mexico and 16 April through
12 August in Canada.

The study showed that out of 899 peo-
ple admitted to six Mexican hospitals
with confirmed or probable A/H1N1 in-
fections during the period studied, the

median age of the 58 critically ill pa-
tients was 44 years old.

The Canadian A/H1N1 patients’ av-
erage age in the studied period was 32.3
years old, with 50 people (29.8 percent)
under the age of 18, according to the
study. The study concluded that the A/
H1N1 influenza caused serious illness
predominantly in young patients with
few major underlying diseases.

At least 4,525 people have died from
A/H1N1 infections since April and there
have been at least 378,223 laboratory-
confirmed cases, the World Health Or-
ganization said on Friday.—Xinhua

Lobster destroyed with WWII mine
The British Royal Navy said a lob-

ster that took up residence in an
unexploded World War II mine off the
coast of England was destroyed with
the explosive.

The lobster, nicknamed Lionel, was
discovered inside the mine after divers
alerted the Navy to the 600-pound Ger-
man explosive off the coast of
Swanage, England, the Daily Telegraph
reported.

The Royal Navy bomb disposal
unit sent to take care of the more
than 60-year-old mine discovered
the crustacean living inside the
mine and attempted to coax it out,

but the lobster refused to leave and
attempted to nip divers who came
too close.

The bomb disposal team said they
were left with no choice but to set
charges to the mine with the lobster still
inside. Lionel was destroyed in the ex-
plosion.

“Unfortunately, the bomb disposal
unit has a job to do and it wasn’t possi-
ble to save Lionel,” a Portland coast
guard spokesman said.

“We’ve had a moment’s silence for
him though because he was no doubt
blown to smithereens in the explo-
sion.”

TOKYO, 13 Oct—Sales
of second-hand cars in
Japan rose in September
by around 13,000 units
when compared with the
previous month, but con-
tinued to live up to sales
in previous years, signal-
ing that the economy is
still struggling, said a
trade body on Tuesday.

According to statistics
released by the Japanese

Wars do not yield any fruitful results. People by
nature love peace.

Can people avert
wars despite their knowledge of evil consequences of
wars?
Ex-battlefield

In the World War II, Myanmar was a battlefield
two times: while  Japanese troops invaded the nation
and while the Burma Patriotic Army together with the
people were driving Fascis troops out of the nation’s
soil. The people and the Burma Independence Army
launched a war against the British government that
colonized the whole Myanmar for 62 years. The
people, the Tatmadaw and patriotic politicians in
synchronization waged the Anti-Fascist Resistance
to drive out japanese invaders.

Maybe, war veterans are poor, but they lead a

Unemployment looms over Finnish
shipyards

Allure of the seas, sistership of Royal Caribbean’s
Oasis of the Seas cruise ship is built at the STX
Europe shipyard in Turku. The Turku shipyard

specialises in large cruise ships, and the future of
most employees there looks bleak. When Allure of
the Seas, is delivered next autumn, most of STX’s
2,300 employees in Turku will be temporarily laid

off, the shipyard’s director said.—INTERNET

HELSINKI, 13 Oct—As
they put the finishing
touches on the Oasis of the
Seas, some Finnish ship-
yard workers are too con-
cerned about their futures
to savour completing the
largest cruise ship ever
built. Many of the 5,000
employees and subcon-
tractors at the STX ship-
yard in the southwestern
city of Turku are worried
about what will happen to
their jobs after the Oasis
and her sister ship are de-
livered amidst a sharp
downturn in the industry.

“The mood at the ship-
yard is pretty low. Some
people are more worried
than others,” said work-
ers’ union representative
Jari Aalto.

“We will try to hang on
to our staff, but it is cer-
tain that some will disap-
pear,” leaving for other
jobs or retiring as lay-offs
loom, he said.

Shipyards in Finland
and elsewhere are suffer-
ing from the global eco-
nomic turmoil, which has

prompted cruiselines and
shipping companies to
postpone decisions on
new ship orders.

“Since autumn 2008,
for over a year now, no-
body has ordered new
cruise ships,” Teppo
Raitis, director of the STX
shipyard in Turku, told
AFP. About 300 of his
workers are currently laid
off temporarily and that
number is expected to rise
in coming months.

WHO to send
 A/H1N1 flu

vaccines to poor
countries next

month, says official
GENEVA, 13 Oct—The

World Health Organiza-
tion (WHO) may start
shipping donated A/
H1N1 flu vaccines to
poor countries next
month, the agency’s head
of vaccine research said
on Monday.

“We are trying to have
a first delivery starting in
November,” Marie-paule
Kieny told reporters in
Geneva.

The official said some
100 developing countries
would get pandemic
vaccines donated to the
WHO by drug companies
and rich countries.

She also stressed that
health workers in those
countries should be vac-
cinated first to ensure the
functioning of hospitals
and clinics during an out-
break.

So far more than 4,500
people worldwide have
been killed by influenza
A/H1N1 since the new flu
virus was identified in
April.

BEIJING, 13 Oct—Bas-
ketball star Yao Ming has
joined up with the wife
of China’s vice president
to lead an anti-tobacco
campaign in the country
with the world’s largest
number of smokers, state
media said on Tuesday.

Houston Rockets centre
was named as an ambas-
sador to the Chinese As-
sociation on Tobacco
Control and is expected
to appear in public serv-
ice announcements
urging people not to

Also named was pop
singer Peng Liyuan, the
wife of Chinese Vice
President Xi Jinping, the
report said.

About 350 million
Chinese, or nearly 27 per-
cent of the country’s
population, smoke ciga-
rettes, with the nation
consuming up to one-
third of the tobacco prod-
ucts sold annually world-
wide, said the report, cit-
ing the association.

Up to one million Chi-
nese die every year from
lung cancer or cardiovas-
cular diseases directly
linked to tobacco con-
sumption, it said.

Explosion rips through Hezbollah member’s home
BEIRUT, 13 Oct—An ex-

plosion ripped through the
garage of a Hezbollah
member’s home in south-
ern Lebanon on Monday,
and security officials said
the building might have
been used to store weap-
ons. One senior security
official said the blast killed
one person, but the other
officials could not confirm
that. The Hezbollah mili-
tant group that holds sway
in the south said no one
was killed but one person
was wounded.

The explosion occurred
in the village of Tayr
Filsay near the port city of
Tyre, about six miles (10
kilometers) from the bor-

der with Israel, said the
security officials, who
spoke on condition of
anonymity in line with
military regulations.

Photographers allowed
inside the two-story home
said it appeared to have
been under construction
and that its garage ap-
peared to be blackened by

a fire. A July explosion in
an abandoned building in
another southern village
was said to have been
caused by a fire in a se-
cret Hezbollah arms de-
pot. The group said at the
time that the building
housed ammunition lefto-
ver from Israeli attacks on
Lebanon.—Internet

Control of the disease in South Africa is among the worst in the world with
infections tripling in the last decade, the country’s deputy health minister

has said. —INTERNET

JOHANNESBURG, 13
Oct—Tuberculosis con-
trol in South Africa is
among the worst in the
world with infections tri-
pling in the last decade,
the country’s deputy
health minister said on
Monday.

“TB prevalence has in-
creased almost threefold
in the last 10 years. South
Africa is amongst the 10
worst performing coun-
tries on TB control,” the
SAPA  news agency
quoted deputy minister
Molefi Sefularo as say-
ing.

“This has left us anx-

ious and concerned.”
South Africa’s per-

formance in fighting TB
was worse than that of its
neighbour Mozambique,
despite having far better
resources, Sefularo told a
meeting of AIDS and TB
specialists in Cape Town.

The World Health Or-
ganization estimates al-
most one percent or
461,000 South Africans
develop TB annually,
with government figures
showing that the disease
was the country’s leading
natural cause of death in
2006.

Sefularo said South

Africa’s current cure rate
of about 65 percent was
significantly better than
the 51 percent it had in
2004, but was far below
the WHO’s recom-
mended cure rate of 85
percent.

“We are in danger of
not meeting our Millen-
nium Development Goals
as a result of these poor
outcomes,” he said.

The presence of multi-
drug resistant (MDR-TB)
and extensively drug re-
sistant (XDR-TB) strains
combined with HIV
posed major challenges,
he said.—Internet

Scientists grow living ‘heart patch’

DURHAM, 13  Oct— US
bioengineers say they have
successfully mimicked the
way embryonic stem cells
develop into heart muscle
in a lab study.

Duke University re-

searchers say their
achievement using mouse
embryonic stem cells is a
important first step toward
growing a living “heart
patch” to repair heart tis-
sue damaged by disease.

The scientists said they
used a novel mold of their
own design to fashion a
three-dimensional “patch”
made up of heart muscle
cells, known as
cardiomyocytes. The new
tissue exhibited the two

most important attributes
of heart muscle cells —
the ability to contract and
to conduct electrical im-
pulses.

Researchers said
they also found cardio-
myocytes flourished only
in the presence of a class
of “helper” cells known as
cardiac fibroblasts, which
comprise as much as 60
percent of all cells present
in a human heart.

Excess weight super-sizes
sleep risk

Technique creates new
bone for teenager

CINCINNATI, 13  Oct—A new technique used by sur-
geons and scientists at Cincinnati Children’s Hospital
Medical Center gave a teenager a new face, a pediatric
plastic surgeon said.

The first-of-its-kind surgery combined donor bone,
growth hormone and the patient’s own stem cells to
create new cheekbones for a boy with Treacher Collins
Syndrome, The Cincinnati Enquirer reported.

The rare genetic disorder in which bones in the face
and skull are underdeveloped or missing left Brad
Guilkey, 15, with insufficient protection around his
eyes, Jesse Taylor, the surgeon in the Division of
Craniofacial and Pediatric Plastic Surgery who led the
surgical team.—Internet

Transplant patient given
smoker’s lungs

MADISON, 13  Oct—
People who are over-
weight are at greater risk
of having sleep-disor-
dered-breathing and suf-
fer greater consequences,
US researchers said.

“We knew that excess
body weight is strongly
related to more frequent
breathing events —
apneas and hypopneas —
in persons with sleep-dis-
ordered-breathing,” lead
author Paul E Peppard,
assistant professor of
population health sci-
ences at the University of
Wisconsin-Madison, said
in a statement. “In this
study, we wanted to go a
step further and measure

how much the excess
weight contributes to the
severity of individual
breathing events.”

Peppard and colleagues
recruited 750 adults from
the Wisconsin Sleep Co-
hort study, an ongoing
epidemiological investi-
gation into sleep-disor-
dered-breathing, to have
their breathing, blood-
oxygen levels and sleep
analyzed.—Internet

New hope for high-risk
child leukemia

VANCOUVER, 13 Oct—A new therapy is doubling sur-
vival rates for high-risk childhood Philadelphia chromo-
some-positive acute lymphoblastic leukemia, Canadian
researchers said.

The Phase 2 trial, published in the Journal of Clinical
Oncology, involved nearly 20 North American centers
with a total of 92 patients ages 1-21.

“Adding continuous exposure to imatinib for two-and-
a-half years made a big difference and increased the sur-
vival rates to 87 percent. The drug was well tolerated
and it didn’t have any significant side effects,” study
leader Dr Kirk Schultz of the University of British Co-
lumbia in Vancouver said in a statement.—Internet

CAMBRIDGE, 13  Oct—A
31-year-old British man
died from lung cancer af-
ter receiving the lungs of a
man who was a heavy
smoker, officials in Cam-
bridge, England, said.

Matthew Millington, 31,
a corporal in the Queens
Royal Lancers and an Iraqi
war vet, needed the trans-
plant to save him from an
incurable respiratory con-
dition, his father, Lester

Millington, said. An in-
quest last week into his
death found he died from
complications of transplant
surgery, a report his widow,
Siobhan, said she found
difficult to accept. “All
Matthew wanted was an-
other set of lungs. He said:
‘They have given me a dud
pair, get me another set,’”
she told The Times of Lon-
don in a story published on
Monday.—Internet

 The ministry of Sports and Tourism will submit a
personnel list of the commission to the government
within two weeks.

 The relevant papers also stipulated that the com-
mission will formally submit its bid to FIFA, and the
Russian Football Union is scheduled to sign bidding
agreements with FIFA prior to 11 Dec this year.

 Putin suggested the government from a World Cup
bidding commission on 8 Oct at a government pre-
sidium meeting, saying that Russia is eligible to host
the 2018 World Cup. He also pledged to build stadi-
ums in several cities to promote soccer games across
Russia.

 FIFA chief Joseph Blatter is to meet with Putin in
Moscow on 14-15 Oct to ensure that the Russian bid
will receive government support.

A visit to Tangyan where Wulong tea grows

Although we left Lashio early in the morning for
Tangyan, 80 miles far from Lashio, we arrived  there
only after 2 in the afternoon as we took a rest in Nan
Baung and Hoya villages on  Lashio-Tangyan Road.

As  soon as we arrived at Tangyan, we went
straight to high-yield tea plantations and tea factory of
Ruby Garden Company in Kho-yaung village-tract
accompanied by Deputy Staff Officer U Aung Phone
Myint of General Administration Department, and
Deputy Staff Officer U Sai Tun Kyaw of Information
and Public Relations Department.

Wulong tea plantations of Ruby Garden are said to
be thriving tea plantations in Shan State (North). Products
of Wulong tea factory have a good demand in tea market
due to its superior quality in scent, taste and packaging.

We then looked round the development of
Tanyan. Despite the fact that Tanyan is not much wide
in area, establishment of the township is rather system-
atic and roads are neat and clean. The designs of

dwellings built of Phyone bricks are somewhat attrac-
tive as they are different from those in plain region.

Along with the stability of the region, there
have emerged housing complexes, thus  revealing
high living standard of the locals.

Tanyan Township Development Affairs Com-
mittee has been carrying out tasks for beautifying the
township. Tangyan-Hota earth road is in the course of

construction and Naung Maing-Naung Pha road is
being upgraded to gravel one and Kyansittha road in
the township had been tarred in 2009-10 fiscal year.

The earth of Township is of gravel, haematite,
clay and silt. Coal is found in Tanyan and ores, thin
coal layer, tin and stone ores are also found along
Thanlyin river and in the south of Tangyan.
