BEIRUT, 3 Dec — Lebanon’s new government on

Wednesday endorsed Hezbollah’s right to keep its weap-
ons, the latest sign that the group has no intention of
meeting a UN resolution calling for it to disarm.

Lebanon’s government is a shaky coalition of West-
ern-backed factions and the militant group Hezbollah,
which has virtual veto power over the government. The
group is believed to have thousands of rockets and
missiles hidden in basements and bunkers throughout
Shiite Muslim areas of the tiny country.

Hezbollah’s refusal to give up its weapons has gener-
ated division within the country as well as concern in Is-
rael, which says it is preparing to deploy a defence system
to shoot down rockets from Lebanon.—Internet

French National Assembly evacuated on bomb alert
PARIS, 3 Dec — French assemblymen at the debating chamber of the national

assembly house were urgently evacuated on bomb alert on Wednesday afternoon.
A parliament source said an anonymous call reported a bomb planted in the

semicircular debating chamber around 5:00 pm local time, as a result, police im-
mediately searched the region but found no suspicious packages.

As some of the environmental campaigners protesting outside the building
climbed onto the roof and one lowered himself on a rope into the debating cham-
ber, the ongoing session was already temporary disrupted before the bomb alert.

Local media said it was unclear yet whether the alert was linked to the protest
by the Greenpeace campaign group that was dispersed after a while. — Xinhua

Unemployment rises in almost
half of metro areas

WASHINGTON, 3 Dec — Unemployment worsened
or stayed the same in most metro areas in October, the
Labor Department said Wednesday, as jobs remained
scarce nationwide.

The report comes a day before the Obama admin-
istration is to hold a “jobs summit” at the White House
that will gather economists, academics and corpo-
rate executives to consider how the government can
spur job creation. The jobless rate rose in 162 of the
372 metro areas tracked by the Labor Department.
The rate was unchanged in 42 areas. It dropped in
168 areas.

In September, unemployment had improved in 223
areas and worsened in only 123. The deteriorating
trend mirrors the US unemployment rate, which
jumped to 10.2 percent in October from 9.8 percent
in September.—Internet

Singapore’s
manufacturing
output up for

seventh straight
month

SINGAPORE, 3 Dec—
Singapore’s manufacturing
sector appears to have
shrugged off a temporary
blip posting instead a posi-
tive turnaround, local me-
dia reported on Thursday.

A forward-looking in-
dicator of factory output,
the Purchasing Managers’
Index (PMI) posted a sev-
enth straight month of ex-
pansion in November, ac-
cording to local newspa-
per The Straits Times.

The overall PMI rose
1.8 points from October to
52. A reading above 50 in-
dicates expansion while a
reading below 50 reflects
a contraction.

The earlier worries of a
possible contraction had
stemmed from earlier offi-
cial data showing that
manufacturing output in
October fell 6.7 percent
over September, its third
straight monthly decline.

Airbus job cuts nearly complete under restructuring

 ATHENS, 3 Dec —
Greek Prime Minister
George Papandreou and
Russian Foreign Minister
Sergei Lavrov signed on
Wednesday a joint action
plan on cooperation be-
tween the two countries,
mainly in the economic
field.

 On the sidelines of the
17th OSCE ministerial
meeting held in Athens, the
two sides agreed to boost
bilateral economic coop-
eration with the action plan
covering the next two
years. They expressed a
common will to continue

the project of Burgas-
Alexandroupolis oil pipe-
line, which will transport
Russian and Caspian oil
from the Bulgarian Black
Sea port of Burgas to the
Greek Aegean port of
Alexandroupolis. It would
be an alternative route for
Russian oil to bypass the
Bosporus and the Darda-
nelles.

 In statements to the
press, Papandreou and
Lavrov confirmed the ex-
cellent level of Greek-Rus-
sian relations and the deter-
mination to advance the
strategic cooperation be-

tween the two countries,
ranging from economy, en-
ergy, trade to technology
and culture, as well as in the
EU and NATO frame-
works.

Papandreou accepted a
formal invitation to visit
Moscow in early 2010.

In a separate meeting
earlier on Wednesday with
U.S. Deputy Secretary of
State James Steinberg, the
Greek leader discussed bi-
lateral and international
topics, as well as the pros-
pect of paying an official
visit to Washington also in
2010. —Xinhua

American Airlines, partners offer 1.1 b dlrs to JAL
 TOKYO, 3 Dec — American Airlines, the oneworld alliance and private equity

firm TPG on Thursday offered to invest 1.1 billion dollars in struggling Japan
Airlines (JAL).

The US carrier said at a Tokyo press conference that their total financial assist-
ance, including the revenues the investment would generate, would be worth more
than 1.8 billion dollars.

In a statement, they said that “the total incremental financial support from Ameri-
can, oneworld and TPG is in excess of 1.8 billion dollars and far exceeds any
other available proposition.”

JAL, Asia’s biggest carrier, has been hovering on the brink of bankruptcy in a
crisis blamed on its huge pension costs, mismanagement and the wider aviation
industry downturn caused by the worldwide economic slump.

American Airlines and its rival Delta Air Lines have both sought to buy stakes
in JAL, which is seeking to restructure under the supervision of the state-backed
Enterprise Turn around Initiative Corp. of Japan.—Internet

Peugeot to buy stake
in Mitsubishi

TOKYO, 3 Dec — Shares in Mitsubishi Motors Corp
jumped 18 percent Thursday following a report that
French carmaker PSA Peugeot Citroen will buy a 30
to 50 percent stake in Japan’s No. 4 automaker.

The Nikkei business daily said Peugeot Citroen will
spend up to 300 billion yen ($3.4 billion) to acquire
the stake in Mitsubishi. Investors took heart from the
report, lifting shares in Mitsubishi by 17.6 percent to
140 yen in the morning session.

Mitsubishi declined to confirm the report, which
gave no sources. But the Japanese company issued a
statement saying: “There are no facts to be an-
nounced.”—Internet

TOULOUSE, (France), 3 Dec — Airbus
has nearly finished cutting 4,400 jobs as
set out in a major restructuring plan, un-
ion leaders and management said after a
meeting between them on Wednesday.

At the meeting, the company also stuck
to its aim of delivering 480 planes for the
year — a number a union source said
would be difficult to reach.

By the end of November, the company
had delivered 437 planes. Last year, Air-
bus delivered 483.

The company recently said one or two
of the 13 A380 superjumbo deliveries
planned for this year could be delayed to
early 2010. Seven have been delivered so
far this year. Airbus hopes to increase its
production rate for the A380 next year.

Company chief Tom Enders has how-
ever not announced changes in production
rates for other models, though he has said
Airbus was attentive to difficulties custom-
ers may face in 2010 and 2011 due to the
economic crisis.—Internet
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One third of toys contain
toxic chemicals in US

BEIJING, 3 Dec—This
might be astonishing news:
a third of the most popular
children’s toys in US this
year were tested containing
harmful chemicals such
as lead, cadmium, arsenic
and mercury, a US con-
sumer group said as quoted
by media reports on Thurs-
day.

Investigators of the
Ecology Centre, a US con-
sumer group, made a sam-
pling survey on nearly 700
toys ahead of the Christ-
mas shopping season and
found that 32 percent of

them contained one or
more toxic chemical. The
number of products ex-
ceeding current federal
limits for lead in toys had
dropped by 67 percent
since 2007, though the
chemical, which can affect
the nervous system, was
still present in 18 percent
of toys, according to the
centre.

Lead levels in toys var-
ied, with 7 percent con-
taining more than 40 parts
per million (ppm), the
highest level recom-
mended by the American

Academy of Pediatrics in
2007.

Another 3 percent of
the products tested had
levels exceeding 300
ppm, the federally-man-
dated limit, the survey
said.

The survey, which used
a portable X-ray fluores-
cence analyzer, also found
cadmium levels greater
than 100 ppm in 3.3 per-
cent — or 22 — of the
products tested and ar-
senic levels over 100 ppm
in 1.3 percent — or nine
— of the toys.—Xinhua

Brazil, Ukraine to launch
rocket together in 2010

BRASILIA, 3 Dec—By the end of 2010, Brazil and
Ukraine, plan to launch the Cyclone 4 rocket, a satel-
lite launcher produced in Ukraine, from the Alcantara
Centre, in the Brazilian Northeastern State of
Maranhao.  The commitment is contained in the joint
declaration by Ukrainian President Viktor Yushchenko
and his Brazilian counterpart Luiz Inacio Lula da
Silva who was making a visit to Ukraine on
1 and 2 December.

At a news conference Lula admitted, however, that
several environmental and social problems, such as
the presence of maroon communities in the region have
delayed the schedule for implementing the project.
The Ukrainian President reaffirmed the importance
for the European country that the schedule is met.

“When two presidents meet, complications end.
We will make the first launch in 2010 and take a prac-
tical step,” said Yushchenko.

Brazil and Ukraine have started on Tuesday a
dialogue for a partnership aimed at nuclear energy
generating and military technology development.

800,000 disabled people live in Afghanistan

ings to raise awareness of
the right of disabled per-
sons and provide job op-
portunities to this seg-
ment.

Afghans have enor-

and civil strife.

In many cases mine ex-
plosions have disabled
people in the militancy-
plagued Afghanistan.

Since early this year, ac-

share speedy strategies.

It worked, the study
found: By spring of 2008,
76 percent of patients who
qualified for that kind of
care received it in time.

More recent data
shows continued im-
provement. Nearly 82
percent of eligible pa-
tients had a 90-minute or
less door-to-balloon time
in those hospitals by last
summer.

An Italian who lost his left forearm
in a car crash was successfully linked
to a robotic hand, allowing him to feel
sensations in the artificial limb and con-
trol it with his thoughts, scientists said
on Wednesday.

During a one-month experiment
conducted last year, 26-year-old
Pierpaolo Petruzziello felt like his lost
arm had grown back again, although he
was only controlling a robotic hand that
was not even attached to his body. “It’s
a matter of mind, of concentration,”
Petruzziello said. “When you think of
it as your hand and forearm, it all be-
comes easier.”

The Italy-based team said at a news
conference in Rome on Wednesday that
in 2008 it implanted electrodes into the
nerves located in what remained of
Petruzziello’s left arm, which was cut
off in a crash some three years ago.

The United
Nations General Assembly issued the Declaration on
the rights of mentally retarded in 1971 and the Dec-

Noticing that there were about 500 milleon people
with physical and mental illness round the world at
that time, United Nations General Assembly which
was held on 16 December 1979, designated that the
year 1981 was the International Year of Persons with
Disabilities. As the international community partici-
pated in celebrating the International Year of Persons
with Disabilities according to the resolution of the
United Nations, we became to know that 10% of the
world population are persons with disabilities. As a
result, the World Programme of Action concerning
Disabled Persons was adopted by the United Nations
General Assembly in 1982. That world Programme of
Action was able to accelerate the development of
disability-area.

In carrying out the affairs of PWDs, it is very
important that Community Based Rehabilitation (CBR)
is to be implemented widely and appropriately. CBR
is a part of the general community- development
strategy based on rehabilitation of PWDs, ensuring
their equal rights and active participation in social
society.

Therefore, CBR is implemented through the com-
bined efforts of PWDs, their families, organizations
and communities and relevant government and non-
governmental organizations (NGOs) working in the
development sector.

In Myanmar, more CBR programmes are needed.
Because interested persons and Organizations are

Google offers publishers more
control over online content

SAN FRANCISCO, 3 Dec—Google Inc has introduced
new measures to allow news publishers to have more
control over how their content can be indexed and dis-
played by the Internet giant’s powerful search engine.

Google on Wednesday launched a “web crawler”
specifically for Google News, which the company said
will help publishers manage their content in Google
News in an even more automated way.  With the new
tool, it will be easier for publishers to keep their con-
tent out of Google News and still remain in Google
Search, Google said.

“While this means even more control for publishers,
the effect of opting out of (Google) News is the same as
it’s always been. It means that content won’t be in
Google News or in the parts of Google that are pow-
ered by the News index,” Josh Cohen, Google’s senior
business product manager, wrote in a blog posting.

The company on Tuesday also announced that it is
upgrading a programme called First Click Free so that
publishers can limit users to no more than five pages
per day without registering or subscribing.  Previously,
each click from a user would be treated as free under
the programme.

Report says Canada needs

OTTAWA, 3 Dec—Canada has a severe shortage of
family doctors and urgent actions are needed to increase
the number of those doctors to ensure 95 percent of
people have a family doctor by 2012, two medical pro-
fessional groups urged on Wednesday.

While Canada has made solid efforts in improving
specialty care for its citizens, attention also needs to be
paid to the ongoing problem of shortage of family doc-
tors and increasing the capacity of existing family phy-
sicians, the Canadian Medical Association (CMA) and
the College of Family Physicians of Canada said in their
report. A recent public opinion research showed that 17
percent of respondents do not have a family doctor. That
works out to about 4.1 million Canadians aged 12 or
older, the report said.  The survey also found 84 percent
were either very or somewhat concerned about the
number of people lacking a family doctor.

Washington Times, Miami Herald
announce job cuts

WASHINGTON, 3 Dec—
The Washington Times will
lay off at least 40
percent of its 370 employ-
ees, as part of a major over-
haul that will also see the
paper distributed for free in
some places.In a statement,
the Times’ president and
publisher, Jonathan Slevin,
said the cuts were part of a
strategy to transform the
paper into a 21st century
media company.“We have
developed plans to secure
our position and advance
our vital role in an evolving
media marketplace and
through challenging eco-
nomic times,” he said.

Acknowledging the
tough times being experi-
enced in the media industry
and economy as a whole,
Slevin said future plans had
to be constrained by “cur-
rent marketplace realities.”

“In this regard, the com-
pany is aggressively work-
ing to achieve efficiencies of
scale that must include sig-
nificant staff reduction of its
370 personnel.”

Politico newspaper re-
ported that the figure repre-
sents around 40 percent of
the Washington Times
workforce.

The announcement
also included a new circu-

lation model, under which
the paper will be distributed
for free to “targeted audi-
ences in the branches of the
federal government as well
as at other key institutions.”

 Brazil’s industrial
production up

2.2% in October
RIO DE JANEIRO, 3 Dec—

Brazil’s industrial produc-
tion grew for the 10th
consecutive month in Oc-
tober, up 2.2 percent from
September, according to
a study released on
Wednesday by the na-
tional statistics body
IBGE.

However, the monthly-
released study showed
that the industrial produc-
tion in October registered
a year-on-year decrease of
3.2 percent.

In the first 10 months of
2009, Brazil’s industrial
production was down
10.7 percent from the
same period in 2008, due
to the impact of the inter-
national financial crisis on
the Brazilian economy.

 In the period from No-
vember 2008 to October
2009, the industrial pro-
duction was down 10.6
percent from the previous
12-month period as a re-
sult of the crisis.

According to the IBGE,
in October, industrial pro-
duction in 21 out of 27
sectors registered growth.
The most significant
growths were registered
in the automotive sector
by 11.2 percent, food
products by 3 percent,
beverages by 4 percent,
basic metallurgy by 2.6
percent, pharmaceuticals
by 3.1 percent, durable
goods by 5.9 percent, non-
durable goods by 1.3 per-
cent and intermediate
goods by 1.2 percent.

The largest falls were
registered in the chemi-
cals sector by 1.9 percent,
hospital equipment by 7.2
percent, and office sup-
plies and computer equip-
ment by 3.8 percent.

Israel reports 66th
A/H1N1-related death

JERUSALEM, 3 Dec — An elderly Israeli patient of
the influenza A/H1N1 died on Wednesday, marking
the 66th fatal case in the country related to the global
epidemic, local news service Ynet reported.

The latest victim, a 77-year-old woman, also
suffered from other diseases, while the flu cannot be
ruled out as the cause of the death, the Health Ministry
was quoted as saying.

The death case came a day after local media
revealed that Israelis seemed uninterested in receiving
vaccines against the virus, with statistics from health
authorities showing that only 1.3 percent of Israeli
residents have been vaccinated despite that a much
larger number of doses were available.

 Earlier this year, local health experts warned that
about one quarter of the total Israeli population
would contract the virus during a possible outbreak
this winter, among whom around 700 would die.

Three new cases of fatal
influenza A/H1N1

ALGIERS, 3 Dec — The Algerian Ministry of Health
in a statement confirmed on Wednesday that three
more death cases of fatal influenza A/H1N1, bringing
the total number of deaths caused by A/H1N1 to
seven people in Algeria.

The first case concerns a young woman aged 21,
hospitalized in a referral service in Biskra in a state
of severe respiratory distress, while the other two
cases involved two pregnant women, aged 33 and 43,
hospitalized in institutions of Algiers for a severe flu
symptoms.

In the case of women aged 33, the statement said
she was pregnant at term to 34 weeks and had a high
risk pregnancy. She was hospitalized in an institution
of Algiers for a severe flu symptoms.

For women aged 43, she was 24 weeks pregnant
and also had a high risk pregnancy. The three deceased
were under antiviral treatment, according to the
statement.

The Algerian official said that pregnant women
are “particularly” vulnerable because of their
weakened immune system induced by pregnancy.

Prophylactic measures foreseen in the national
plan against pandemic A/H1N1 flu have been initiated
and epidemiological investigations around these cases
are continuing, the source added.

Toddler early intervention aids
in autism

SACRAMENTO, 3 Dec —
Early behavioral inter-
vention for toddlers with
autism is highly effective,
US researchers have
found.The study, published
in the journal Pediatrics,
found a novel early
intervention for very young
children between 12 and 18
months helped improve IQ,
language ability and social
interaction.

The intervention —
called the Early Start Denver
Model — combined applied

beha-vioral analysis
teaching methods with play
-based developmental
‘ re la t ionship-based’
approaches.

“Infant brains are quite
malleable so with this
therapy we’re trying to
capitalize on the potential
of learning that an infant
brain has in order to limit
autism’s deleterious
effects, to help children lead
better lives,” study co-
leader Sally Rogers of the
University of California,

Davis, MIND Institute in
Sacramento, Calif, said in
a statement.

Study leader Geraldine
Dawson, formally at the
University of Washington
in Seattle, said the study
involved 48 diverse, 18- to
30-month-old children with
autism. One group got the
intervention developed by
Dawson and Rogers while
the second group was
referred to community-
based programmes for
therapy.—Internet

Hospital emergency room
visits decreased after child
asthma caregivers and
parents were mentored,
US researchers said.

The Parents Mentor
programme — an asthma
nurse specialist trains
peers who help parents
learn how to care for
asthmatic children — also
reduced wheezing,
asthma attacks and missed
adult workdays.

The randomized study,

from damage.

The shortening of telomeres, say the
researchers, limits the number of

divisions cells can make and speeds up
the “biological clock.”

The researchers measured the length
of telomeres in blood samples from two
groups of professional athletes —
professional runners with an average age
of 20 and middle-aged athletes with a
history of continuous endurance exercise
since their youth whose average age was

University turns iPhones
into musical instruments

NEW  YORK, 3 Dec—
Welcome to an orchestra
of the 21st century.
iPhones are being used
as musical instruments
in a new course at an
American university.
Students at the
University of Michigan
are learning to design,
build and play
instruments on their
Apple Inc. smartphones,
with a public
performance planned
for December 9.

The university said it
believed the course,
called Building a Mobile
Phone Ensemble, is a
world first. It is taught by
Georg Essl, a computer
scientist and musician
who has worked on
developing mobile
phones and musical
instruments.

Essl and his
colleagues began using
the microphone as a

wind sensor a few years
ago, which enabled
iPhone apps such as the
Ocarina that essentially
turns the phone into an
ancient flute-like wind
instrument. “The mobile
phone is a very nice
platform for exploring
new forms of musical
performance,” Essl said in
a statement.

“We’re not tethered
to the physics of
traditional instruments.
We can do interesting,
weird, unusual things.
This kind of technology
is in its infancy, but it’s
a hot and growing area
to use iPhones for
artistic expression.”

Essl said that to
build an instrument on
an iPhone, students
program the device to
play back information it
receives from one of its
multitude of sensors as
sound. —Internet

Mandalay FM Radio
The tea shop in my ward in Thuwunna Township,

Yangon Division, I patronize every morning is al-
ways teeming with customers, from elderly persons
down to youngsters. However, unlike other tea shops,
it has no satellite dish, TV antenna, or cassette, but
just a radio and a sound box.

Whenever I get to the shop, I am greeted by
broadcasts aired by Mandalay FM on 87.9 MHz.

Gradually, I have become a regular listen of
Mandalay FM Radio, and so did many people in
Yangon and Mandalay. According to my experi-
ences, Mandalay FM Radio may be received from
everywhere; in houses, private cars and hands with
portable radios.

I noticed one of my sisters who is crazy about
Korean TV series recently bought a radio to listen to
Mandalay FM Radio programmes. So, I have recog-
nized the influence of Mandalay FM Radio on the
people.

Mandalay FM Radio began airing programmes on
3 April 2008. At that time, it aired programmes includ-
ing repeats from 7 am to noon, and from noon to 5 pm.

Then, it extended its broadcasting hours inclusive
of repeats to 15: from 5.30 am to 10.30 am; from 10.30
am to 3.30 pm; and from 3.30 pm to 8.30 pm from 17
April until 17 November 2008.

Again, it extended it daily broadcasting hours to
18 without any repeats: from 5 am to 11 pm beginning

18 November 2008.
The programmes can be received over a radius of

30 miles in Yangon, 30 miles in Toungoo, and 80
miles in Mandalay. Its frequency is 87.9 MHz.

With a workforce of 108, Mandalay FM Radio is
trying to become a channel with a wide variety of
progrmmes to win the satisfaction of the listeners.

Its programmes include historical backgrounds
of pagodas, morning Myanmar songs, Myanmar songs,
songs of remembrance, Dhammapada, Myanmar’s
songs, books available on airwaves, guide to Website,
opinions of presenters, film and music stars, collec-
tion of personal feelings, words of good volition,
references to VCD, programme for daughters, auspi-
cious prayers, titles of songs, FM music show, Pre-
mier League fever, radio talk, a Yangon man meets a
Mandalay woman, evening news, foreign songs, for-
eign news, music album, variations on a song, today’s
science and technology, today’s delicacies, classical
songs, radio songs by different vocalists, series of
classical songs, and sweet dreams. In addition, since
1 October 2009, it has been airing evening news
broadcast at 11 am, at 1 pm, and at 8 pm by Nay Pyi
Taw Myanma Radio daily.

Executive (Management) U Myint Zaw of Manda-
lay FM Radio in an interview said that they pay
honorarium to the Myanma Music Association for the
songs aired in the Mandalay FM Radio programmes;
periods for radio commercials would be limited in
order to avoid annoying listeners, and to expand the
scope of listeners, to benefit advertisers, and to bring
greater attention from the customers to the advertised
