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Russia-US ties still not easy

Moscow, 26 Dec —
Relations between Russia
and the United States
have not become easier
since US President
Barack Obama came into
office, but the two coun-
tries have had more and
better exchanges, Russian
Foreign Minister Sergei
Lavrov said on Friday.

“Saying that it has be-
come easier for us to work
in this area (Russia-US re-
lations) since President
Obama came to power

would simplify the situa-
tion seriously. However,
the amount of work has
increased and its quality
has changed,” Lavrov
said in an interview with
the Interfax news agency.

He said the two coun-
tries are now busy clear-
ing up the problems that
were amassed under the
former US administration
and have strained bilateral
ties.

“In fact, we are at the
beginning of a process

aimed at bringing our re-
lations back to normal,
which would also reflect
our shared responsibility
for the fate of the world,”
he said.

In a separate interview
with Russian news chan-
nel Vesti 24 on Friday,
Lavrov admitted that
Moscow and Washington
remain at odds over Geor-
gia, a former Soviet re-
public that has allied itself
with the United States.

ASHTABULA, 26 Dec—A
retired fire chief perform-
ing in a live nativity scene
outside a northeast Ohio
church assisted injured
spectators after a pickup
truck crashed into the small
audience, killing one per-
son. Former Ashtabula Fire
Chief Norman Jepson,
dressed as one of the Three

may have been injured in
the Wednesday night acci-
dent outside Trinity Presby-
terian Church, said Ronald
Kaydo, a police sergeant in
Ashtabula, a city of about
21,000 residents on Lake
Erie’s coastline.

That
man died later at a hospital
in Cleveland, about an hour
southwest of Ashtabula.

Journalist killed in Mexico, 12th case in 2009

Mexico Crry, 26 Dec — A journalist was gunned down this week as he left a
holiday party in the Mexican Caribbean resort town of Tulum, human rights offi-

cials and an international media group said on Friday, bringing to 12 the number
of reporters killed this year in the country. Alberto Velazquez of the newspaper

Expresiones de Tulum was killed on Tuesday.

Velazquez had written articles critical of local officials, and his paper had re-
ceived threats, according to the Committee to Protect Journalists. In a statement,
the group quoted colleagues as saying Velazquez was shot by a gunman on a
motorcycle, and they believed it was related to his reporting.

Velazquez founded the paper in June and worked as a lawyer, according to the
Civic Association of Journalists of the Riviera Maya, a local Press group. It said
that Velazquez, as he was dying, reportedly accused allies of the mayor of Tulum

of being responsible for his death.—/Internet
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Man ignites small explosive
device on US jetliner in suspected
terrorism attempt

W ASHINGTON, 26 Dec — A man suspected of extrem-
ist affiliation ignited on Friday a small explosive de-
vice on a Northwest Airlines flight bound to Detroit, an
incident the White House considers to be a “terrorism
attempt,” officials said.

US congressman Peter King, a ranking member of
the House Homeland Security Committee said the sus-
pectis a 23-year-old Nigerian, who ignited the device
prior to the plane’s landing in Detroit, Michigan.

CNN quoted an administration official as saying that
the White House is considering the incident as a “ter-
rorism attempt” and a federal bulletin said the suspect
has extremist affiliation.

The suspect, who suffered second-degree burns,
were immediately subdued and was put under custody
at a hospital.

All 278 passengers on the Airbus A330 wide-body
jet, which landed at 11:53 am (1653 GMT) local time,
have since deplaned at Detroit Metropolitan Wayne
County Airport, Delta Airlines spokesperson Susan
Elliott said.—Xinhua

BacHDAD, 26 Dec — A roadside bomb killed six
Shiite pilgrims on Friday during a procession, the lat-
est violence targeting the group during observances
of a religious holiday, officials said.

The deaths followed heightened tensions in a north-

ern Iraqi town after troops were deployed following a
scuffle between Christians and Shiites over holiday
decorations. Observances of the ten-day Shiite festi-

val of Ashoura, which ends on 27 Dec, coincided on ||

Friday with Christian celebrations of Christmas.

The government has been trying to assure people it can
protect both Shiites and Christians during the two holi-
days. During Ashoura, hundreds of thousands of pilgrims
converge on the holy city of Karbala.—/Internet
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With little evidence
to convict them, the
would-be pirates were
let go, along with their
boat and enough fuel to
get to Somalia.

Toyota eyes 7.5 million global output for ’10

Tokyo, 26 Dec—Toyota Motor Corp expects a 17 percent increase in its 2010
global production, excluding units Daihatsu and Hino Motors, from this year to
about 7.5 million units, Japanese media reported on Saturday.

The move comes as recovery signs of the economy emerge in Japan, the United
States and Europe.

The figure is at a level similar to Toyota’s output in 2005 and represents a de-
cline of one million units from 2007, the Nikkei reported, adding the actual number
for 2010 could top the projection because it does not take into account the impact
from the government extending subsidies for environmentally friendly vehicles.

A Toyota spokesman said the company had informed its suppliers of its plans
for production for next year, but the figure was still a rough estimate.

He added that Toyota would announce a finalized forecast as soon as it was
compiled, most likely in January.—/Internet

Wuhan Iron and Steel to expand
output by 24% next year

BeiNg, 26 Dec—
Wuhan Iron and Steel
Group (Wugang), China’s
third-largest steel maker,
plans to increase produc-
tion by 24 percent next year
as demand recovers amid
the reviving economy,
China Daily reported on
Saturday citing the compa-
ny’s statement.

Wugang expected to
produce 37.9 million
tonnes of crude steel next
year, up from a forecasted
30.5 million tonnes this
year, and it raised revenue
expectation by 11 percent
to 150 billion yuan (22 bil-
lion US dollars) in 2010,
according to the statement.

China’s 4-trillion yuan
stimulus package has
helped domestic steel mak-
ers return to profit in May
after seven straight months
of losses because of the glo-

bal economic crisis.

Steel consumption
might rise by 10 percent
next year due to a stronger
demand boosted by a 28-
per-cent increase in assets
investment in 2010, Yu
Liangui, a senior analyst
from Mysteel, was quoted
as saying.

“The government’s
plan to restrict entry for
small steel makers gives
ample room for large steel
mills to expand produc-
tion,” according to Yu.

The Ministry of Indus-
try and Information Tech-
nology earlier this month
said it would be mandatory
for steel mills to have at
least 1 million tonnes of ca-
pacity, a move that could
squeeze small steel mills
out of the market and speed
up the pace of industry con-
solidation.—/Internet

China revises up
2008 economic growth

BEuING, 26 Dec—China announced on Friday that the country’s economy
grew by 9.6 percent in 2008, up from a previously announced figure of nine

percent.

The latest national economic census found the economy was worth 31.4 tril-
lion yuan in 2008, head of the National Bureau of Statistics (NBS) Ma Jiantang
said at a briefing, or around 4.6 billion dollars based on the current exchange

rate.

That meant growth was 0.6 percentage points higher than the nine percent
announced in January, Peng Zhilong, director-general of the NBS’ department
of national accounts, said at the same news conference.

The Chinese economy, now the world’s third largest, enjoyed a double-digit
increase for five years from 2003 before slowing down last year due to the im-
pact of the global financial crisis.

Government officials have said the nation aims to achieve eight percent growth
in 2010, a target set each year since 2005 and always exceeded, as Beijing main-
tains pro-growth policies to fight the global downturn.

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Bangladesh sees global recognition as
big achievement from Copenhagen
Climate summit

Dnaxka, 26 Dec—The
Copenhagen summit
comes as a boon for Bang-
ladesh as the world com-
munity recognized its vul-
nerability to the man-
made disasters, said chair-
person of the South Asian
country’s All Party Parlia-
mentary Group on Cli-
mate Change and Envi-
ronment on Friday.

Chairperson of the
All Party Parliamentary
Group on Climate Change
Saber Hossain Chowd-
hury told Xinhua on Fri-

day in an exclusive inter-
view, “The world realizes
the dangers that faced
Bangladesh.”
“Copenhagen did not
give us everything that we
wanted but we’ve seen the
summit as a beginning of
a process rather than the
culmination of a process,”
he said. Chowdhury, who
led an All Party Parlia-
mentary Group to the
summit as part of Bangla-
desh’s official delegation,
said the country is one of
the most badly affected

nations because for “us”
climate change is not just
a risk in future but it is a
present day reality.

“I think what we were
looking at the summit was
first adaptation. Bangla-
desh wanted to have assur-
ance of sufficient funding
because if there is one
metre rise in sea level that
is going to displace about
30 million people perma-
nently in the country,” said
the ruling party Bangla-
desh Awami League law
maker.—Xinhua

Singapore
continues to see
low birth rate

SINGAPORE, 26 Dec—
Singapore registered
32,630 new-born babies
in the first 10 months of
this year, local media re-
ported on Friday.

According to local TV
broadcaster Channel
NewsAsia, the figure is
far short of the 50,000
needed to replace the
population each year. For
the whole of 2008, 39,826
babies were born in Sin-
gapore.

The broadcaster said
that some sociologists
argue that one important
reason for this lack of
improvement in birth
rate is the state of the
economy.

“A lot of family plan-
ning decision is being
made based on the
economy, like whether a
person can keep their job,
maintain their job.

Their salary over the
couple of years would be
a main determinant,”
Chang Yau Hoon, from
the School of Social Sci-
ences at the Singapore
Management University,
was quoted as saying.

Singapore’s total fer-
tility rate declined to
1.28 births per female in
2008. The country’s to-
tal population was 4.99
million at the end of June
20009.

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Sweden finances Tanzania’s
rural solar power transformation

DAR Es SaLaam, 26 Dec—Tanzania has received
over three billion Tanzanian shillings (about 2.2 mil-
lion US dollars) from the Swedish International De-
velopment Cooperation Agency to implement rural
solar power project in the eastern African country,
the local media reported on Friday.

After the inauguration of the project, Tanzania As-
sistant Commissioner of Energy and Minerals Hosea
Mbise said that the project was aimed to remove im-
pediments in the development of solar power sector
in Tanzania as it is geared at ensuring that rural-based
communities in Tanzania are supplied with reliable
power. Mbise named other impediments as high in-
stallation charges of the solar power facilities as well
as low level of awareness amongst the people.

Toyota to recall 43,000 cars in China

Tokyo, 26 Dec — Japan’s Toyota Motor Corp is recalling about 43,000 cars in
China due to a defect that may cause engine oil to leak, a company spokesman said

on Friday.

The recall affects four models, the Lexus ES 350, the Lexus RX 350, the High-
lander sports utility vehicle and the Previa minivan, said the spokesman, Yuta Kaga.

It comes just months after Toyota announced its biggest ever recall in China,
affecting about 688,000 vehicles, due to a defect in the electric window system.

Toyota’s reputation for quality has been dented recently by a series of recalls or
safety issues, including a fatal accident in California involving an accelerator pedal
that jammed under the floor mat.—Internet

Body of missing
Maryland girl

found in woods

SALISBURY, 26 Dec—The body of a
Maryland girl who authorities say was
abducted by a registered sex offender was
found on Friday in a wooded area near
the Delaware state line after thousands
of volunteers spent Christmas searching
for her. Wicomico County Sheriff Mike
Lewis said the body of 11-year-old Sarah
H Foxwell was discovered about 4 pm.
He offered few other details. Thomas J
Leggs Jr, 30, was arrested on Wednes-
day and charged in her kidnapping.

Wicomico County State’s Attorney
Davis R Ruark said authorities remain
focused on Leggs as they investigate the
killing.

“There’s no indication of involvement
of any other individuals at this point,” he
told The Associated Press.

Leggs is a former boyfriend of the
girl’s aunt, who is her legal guardian. A
public defender representing him has not
returned a phone call. Lewis said the
body was found in the northern part of
the county, in the area where authorities
had been focusing their search.

“This is not the way we wanted to find
our young lady on Christmas, but at the
very least we’ve given closure to the fam-
ily,” Ruark said at the news conference.

Lewis said Sarah was last seen Tues-
day night at her home on Maryland’s
Eastern Shore. A relative discovered she
was missing early Wednesday while
checking on Sarah and her 6-year-old sis-
ter. A charging document says Leggs was
the last person seen with Sarah.—/Internet

Just under half of parents said they borrowed between 200 and
500 pounds, according to the survey by OnePoll.

Most parents in Britain, which is still in recession after being hit
hard by the global economic crisis, took the money only when there
was no alternative.

Eight out of 10 said they saw it as a loan, to be repaid when pos-
sible.

Nevertheless, 30 percent admitted they felt guilty about borrow-
ing the cash from their children and 27 percent said they felt sad that
their financial situation had become so dire.—Internet

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Fuel spill at same Alaska
reef as Exxon Valdez

Los ANGELES, 26
Dec—A tugboat struck
the same reef as the
Exxon Valdez tanker 20
years ago, spilling diesel
into Alaska’s Prince
William Sound and creat-
ing a three-mile-long
slick, the US Coast Guard
said on Friday.

An unknown quantity
of the fuel leaked from
the Pathfinder tug after it
ran aground Wednesday
on Bligh Reef. The boat’s
owners were pumping the
remaining diesel from the
original 33,500 gallons
(127,000 litres) in its
tanks.

Flyovers by a C-130
cargo plane and helicop-
ters revealed “a light grey
or silver diesel sheen
spanning an area approxi-

mately three miles (five
kilometres) long and 30
yards (metres) wide ap-
proximately one mile east
of Glacier Island,” the
Coast Guard said on its
website.

The tug had been
scouting shipping lanes
for ice when it struck the
same rock that did for the
Exxon Valdez on 24
March, 1989, spilling 11
million gallons of crude
into the sea in the worst
US oil disaster.

Wednesday’s accident
was nothing like on the
same scale and the Coast
Guard said the slick was
“rapidly dissipating” and
not expected to hit the
shoreline of Glacier Is-
land for some time.

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Radical Yemeni cleric
believed unhurt in airstrike

SaN’A, 26 Dec— A US-
born radical cleric is alive
and well following reports
he may have been killed in
a Yemeni airstrike against
suspected al-Qaeda hide-
outs, friends and relatives
said on Friday.

The government said it
targeted a meeting of
high-level al-Qaeda op-
eratives in Thursday’s
airstrike in the remote
Shabwaregion.

It quoted Admiral Carlos Maximo Aniasi, commander of Venezuela’s Navy, as
saying the blaze broke out in an engine room of the “Aegean Wind” before dawn
and spread upward on the vessel which was carrying iron ore from Brazil to Hou-
ston and had a 24-strong crew.

“Nine bodies were found in different compartments of the Greek ship,” the
admiral said. The bodies belonged to nine sailors reported missing earlier in the
day on the ship 33 nautical miles northeast of the island of La Blanquilla, Aniasi
said. The Navy’s communications office declined comment on the ABN report.

Two Philippine nationals suffered third-degree burns on their face and hands
and three Greek crew mates had less sever burns, said Rafael Lugo, the national
commander of Venezuela’s Maritime Rescue and Aid service.

Ten surviving crew members, including a woman, were on the deck, Lugo

said.—Internet

Liverpool boss Benitez denies

Wolfsburg considering hiring

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Indonesian govt to purchase
land for infrastructure
developers

JAakARrTA, 26 Dec — The Indonesian government
is to buy land on behalf of developers, allowing
them to circumvent the torturous process of
acquiring land, an effort to smooth the progress of
infrastructure development, a paper said here on
Saturday.

“Land will be acquired by the government
once someone has won a tender. The winner will
just need to repay the money spent by the
government,” Public Works Minister Djoko
Kirmanto quoted by the Jakarta globe as saying.

Officials will revise a presidential decree issued
in 2005 that regulates partnerships between the
private sector and the government in infrastructure-
development projects before year end.

Current regulations require private businesses
to acquire the land for infrastructure projects. The
government merely provides a guarantee to pay
back the money if the project fails.—Internet
