Los ANGELEs, 5 Jan—Police shot dead a gunman who
opened fire in a federal courthouse in downtown Las
Vegas on Monday, killing one court officer and wound-
ing a second.

Previous reports said at least two guards were
wounded in the shooting which occurred in the court-
house’s lobby at about 8 am local time.

Authorities confirmed later that one of the victims
died in hospital.

The US Marshals Service said the victims included
a deputy US marshal and a court security officer. The
48-year-old deputy marshal was hospitalized, and the
65-year-old security officer died.

Witnesses said they heard about 30 to 40 gun shots in
the shooting. FBI Special Agent Joseph Dickey said the
gunman died across the street shortly after the shootout.

Chief Deputy US Marshal Roxanna Lea Irwin said
authorities believe the shooter acted alone.

There was no immediate word on the gunman’s iden-
tity and motive. The building was evacuated and po-
lice cordoned off the area for several blocks in a “stand-
ard procedure,” Dickey said. —Xinhua

16 Kkilled in road accident

Flood mudslide Kkills

Rio DE JANEIRO, 5 Jan—
Brazil’s flood mudslide
death toll rose to 85 and is
expected to rise further as
five people were still re-
ported missing, local au-
thorities said late on Mon-
day. The deaths were re-
ported from the country’s
Sao Paulo, Rio de Janeiro
and Minas Gerais states.

Flood mudslides claimed
72 lives in the Rio de Ja-
neiro state alone, where the
disaster hit a holiday resort
on the Grande Island and
hit houses at the town of
Angra dos Reis on the
mainland.

A gigantic mudslide hit
the Sankay Inn and seven
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in Brazil

other houses on the island,
and killed 29 people in-
cluding four children.
Another giant mudslide
hit the Morro da Carioca
neighbourhood at Angra
dos Reis, killing 21 people
including nine children.
Twelve of the 21 de-
ceased at Angra dos Reis
were from the same fam-
ily. The mudslide left at
least 125 people homeless
and 238 others had to be
evacuated as the local au-
thorities ruled that over
200 houses at Angra dos
Reis as uninhabitable.
Mudslides killed 10 peo-
ple in the Sao Paulo state

and three people lost their

lives to flooding in the
Minas Gerais state.
Angra dos Reis mayor
Tuca Jordao said that at
least 100 houses had to be
demolished for safety rea-
sons and the direct loss
caused by the flood
mudslide was estimated to
be between 200 million and
250 million reais (between
116 million and 145 mil-
lion US dollars). Govern-
ment authorities and rescue
workers have so far rushed
11tons of food and 28,000
litres of bottled water to
Angra dos Reis. —Xinhua

Mexico City, 5 Jan—
Mexico has improved its
government-funded
health insurance to cover
10.3 million people, or
almost one in every 10, by
the end of 2009, the Mexi-
can President said on
Monday.

In 1962, the number of telephone exchange reached up to 80 and 14,754lines could be installed. A
total of 143 telephone exchanges were set up in Yangon after 1970, with 17,400 lines. As for the whole nation,
there were 22,000 lines that time. Before 1988, there were only 74,855 lines.

There were only thousand of telephones inspite of the country’s population of 35 million that time and
it can be seen that Myanmar was underdeveloped. So, in the time of the Tatmadaw Government, emphasis was
put on upgrading communication facilities and further development of communication network in response to
the guidance of the Head of State. The below table shows remarkable development in communication sector
in 20 years during which the Tatmadaw Government took the State’s responsibilities.

The graph above shows that there were only
74,855 lines in 1988 and 2,008,069 more have been
installed up to now that around 2 million of lines
are in service. The ratio between the population and
availability of telephone stands at 25:1.

In 2009-2010 financial year, Myanmar Post
and Telegraph opened seven new post offices, up-
graded 19 post offices, opened three telegraph
offices, upgraded four offices, installed 45,620
auto exchange lines, 91,540 mobile telephone lines,

set up 46 exchanges, and 14 microwave
connections. As a result, towns and cities in states
and divisions have now access to modern com-
munication devices such as internet, email, fax
and so on and rural villages have telephones.

It was targeted to install 40,000 lines,
130000 mobile lines and set up 70 Auto
Exchanges in 2010-2011. As regards overseas
communication, MPT is working, connecting with
satellite system, fiber
communication system, underwater cable commu-
nication system and transnational communication
system. There are over 2,621 international
communication channels. In addition, plans are
under way to equip 12 more microwave connec-
tions via Bangladesh, China and India which are
currently connected with Myanmar.

With a view to keeping pace with
international community in IT Age, Yatanarpon
Teleport Project was implemented in PyinOoLwin
in 2006 and was inaugurated in December, 2007.

Yatanarpon Myothit covers an area of over
1,000 acres of land. Encouraged by the Head of
State, the town which is established with a view to
improving the communication facilities, now can
manufacture hi-tech communication devices,
following the investment of IT companies at home
and abroad.

I read the news of the Head of State’s in-
spection of Yadanarpon Techno City Project in
dailies circulated on10.12.2009 and found the
investment of IT companies in the city to be very
encouraging. Just in two-year’s time, advanced
communication devices like fiber cables, CDMA

Terminals, Digital TV-Set-top Box, KT-WLL, Mc
Will can be produced, and if only this momentum
could be kept on, our nation would be able to
overcome the challenges of IT Age within five or
ten-year period, I thought and rejoiced at our
country’s future.

Safeguard independence and

All Myanmar people, old and young, love and
cherishindependence. I also have asense of cherishing
and valuing Myanmar independence in my youth.
Therefore, I happened to compose a poem
“Independence Resolution” in my school days.

I'was born in 1944, and I was only four in 1948,
in which Myanmar regained independence. At that
time, I was too young to realize the legacy of
colonialism. However, I came to understand the evil
consequences of alien subjugation gradually due to
my grandparents and parents sharing with me a wide
variety of untold miseries caused to the people by
colonial rule. I therefore feel extremely bitter about
the people’s experiences of colonial days and love
and value independence to the marrow.

The fourth of January 2010 is the 62"
Anniversary Independence Day of the Union of
Myanmar. Myanmar is a multicultural land, where

Chile reports nine
hantavirus deaths in 2009

SanTIaGo, 5 Jan—Chile registered nine deaths of
the rodent-spread hantavirus in 2009, local health au-
thorities said on Monday.

The country reported a total of 31 cases of
hantavirus last year, according to the Epidemiology
Department of the Chilean Health Ministry. The lat-
est case was reported last Thursday, a 44-year-old
peasant in the central Maule Region. He is in stable
condition, the ministry said.

Chile launched a campaign last November to eradi-
cate the hantavirus in bus stations across the coun-
try. It was believed that tourists who went on vaca-
tion in rural areas were the major carriers of the vi-
rus, which can cause a rare but potentially fatal flu-
like pulmonary syndrome.

People infected with the virus may develop symp-
toms of fever over 38.3 degrees Celsius, headaches
and gastrointestinal dysfunction.

Chile confirmed its first hantavirus case in
the Metropolitan Region last November. The patient
was a 20-year-old female in Lampa. She is now
out of danger. The Epidemiology Department
reported 43 hantavirus cases across Chile
in 2008.—Xinhua

Japan’s auto sales rise
36.5% on year in December

Tokyo, 5 Jan—Japan’s domestic sales of new cars,
trucks and buses increased 36.5 percent from a year
earlier in December as government buying incentives
boosted sales of fuel-efficient cars, the Japan Automobile
Dealers Association said on Tuesday. Auto sales, which
rose for the fifth consecutive month, totaled 250,474 vehi-
cles in December, the association said.

Sales at top-ranked Toyota Motor Corp, excluding
its premium Lexus line, jumped 52.4 percent and
115,467 vehicles were sold, while Nissan Motor Co Ltd
sold 31,202 units, a rise of 15.8 percent. Sales of Honda
Motor Co Ltd automobiles surged 79 percent, on year
in December and 49,225 vehicles were sold.

Of all Japan’s automakers, only Suzuki Motor Corp
posted a loss from a year earlier in December. Suzuki
sold 3,781 units, a drop of 18.7 percent.

The figures do not include sales of mini cars or
trucks with engine capacities of 660 cubic centimeters
or less. For the calendar year 2009, auto sales dropped
9.1 percent to 2.92 million vehicles, marking the sixth
straight year of decline. Auto sales, as measured by
government vehicle registrations, are a key economic
indicator, since they are the first consumer spending
figures released each month.—Xinhua

Smoking increases aged-related
macular degeneration

Los ANGELES, 5 Jan—Smoking con-
tinues to increase one’s risk for age-re-
lated macular degeneration (AMD), the
leading cause of blindness in Americans
over 65, according to a new study.

The finding was based on analysis of
1,958 women who underwent retinal
photographs at five-year intervals, start-
ing with a baseline exam at age 78. Four
percent, or 75 of the women, smoked.

In the study, researchers at the Uni-
versity of California in Los Angeles
(UCLA) compared the retinal images at
ages 78 and 83 to check for the appear-
ance of AMD, and evaluate whether

smoking affected the women’s likelihood
of developing the disease.

The researchers found that overall,
women who smoked had 11 percent
higher rates of AMD than other women
their same age. In women over 80, how-
ever, those who smoked were 5.5 times
more likely to develop AMD than women
their age who did not smoke. “We saw a
slightly higher rate of AMD in women
after age 80, but the rate was dramatically
higher in older women who smoked,” said
lead author Dr Anne Coleman, professor
of ophthalmology at the Jules Stein Eye
Institute at UCLA.—Xinhua

China reports 648 deaths |

Beuing, 5 Jan—The Chinese Mainland reported
648 deaths from the A/HIN1 influenza as of 31 Dec,
the Ministry of Health said on Saturday. More than
120,000 A/HINT1 flu cases were reported up to the last
day of 2009, 110,000 cases of which had recovered,
the ministry said. A/HINT accounted for 85.9 percent
of flu cases, a minor drop from November, it said. The
ministry said there were fewer cases of large outbreak
in schools of major cities such as Beijing and Shang-
hai last month, but the epidemic still spread in the coun-
tryside and urban communities.

There was also a drop in the weekly reported number
of new cases but the number of serious cases and deaths,
especially those of chronic patients, obese people and
pregnant women, increased sharply, it said.

As of 31 Dec, more than 49.9 million people
nationwide had been inoculated against the A/HIN1
flu, it said, adding about 12 people for every 100,000
were suspected of having adverse reaction related to
the vaccine, similar to data from the World Health
Organization.—Xinhua

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Frenchman Peterhansel aims to win
Dakar Rally for 10th time

BUENOS AIRES, 5 Jan—
Frenchman Stephane
Peterhansel, winner of the
third stage at the Dakar
Rally Argentina-Chile
2010 in car category, said
on Monday that he is
more interested in win-
ning the Rally for the 10th
time than just “the
stages”.

Peterhansel of the
BMW team is the great-
est winner in the Rally’s
history as he has won six
times (1991, 1992, 1993,
1995, 1997 and 1998) in
the motorbike category
and three times in car
(2004, 2005 and 2007).

After his triumph on
Monday at the third stage

between Argentine cities
of La Rioja and Fiambala,
the 44-year-old
Peterhansel tops the over-
all standings with a total
time of 9 hours, 14 min-
utes and 28 seconds, fol-
lowed by Spaniard Carlos
Sainz of Volkswagen
team 4:33 behind.

Peterhansel said after
his victory on Monday
that “it has been a good
day. We began the stage
at the sixth place and we
arrived first. It has been an
easy day, with a special
trail of few kilometers

next,” Peterhansel said.

“I’m really looking
forward to teeing it up at
the Africa Open,” said
Lee, who is based in Dal-
las, Texas.

“This is my first visit to
South Africa and from
what I hear we can expect
a stiff challenge at the East
London Golf Club. I can’t
think of a better way to
start my European Tour
season”.

Lee enjoyed a prolific
amateur career, becoming
the youngest winner of the
US Amateur in 2008 at the
age of 18 years and one
month, earning the number
one spot in the World
Amateur Golf Ranking
and beating the previous
record set by
Tiger Woods in 1994.

Lee, who was born in
South Korea but moved to
New Zealand at the age of
eight, is pleased with his
progress to date, but feels
that there is more to
come.—Xinhua
