WASHINGTON, 10
May—The Federal
Reserve late Sunday
opened a program to
ship US dollars to
Europe in a move to
head off a broader
financial crisis on the
continent.

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Three Afghan army soldiers killed in Taleban
hotbed

KaBur, 10 May—Three Afghan
National Army (ANA) soldiers were
killed on Saturday as the Afghan and
NATO-led forces came in contact with
militants in Taleban hotbed Helmand
Province of southern Afghanistan, the
Afghan Defence Ministry said in a
statement on Sunday.

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NATO drone crashes in N
