NEW DELHI, 5 Sept—India Sunday successfully
testfired its supersonic BrahMos cruise missile off the
coast of the eastern state of Orissa, sources said.

“The missile was testfired from the Integrated
Test Range at Chandipur off Orissa coast as part of a
user’s trial by the defence forces at 11:30 am,” the
sources said.

The missile, developed under Indo-Russian joint
venture, will be inducted into the Indian Army as well
as the Indian Navy. BrahMos can be launched from
submarines, ships, aircraft or land. It has the capability
of attacking surface targets as low as 10 metres in
altitude. It can gain a speed of Mach 2.8, and has a
maximum range of 290 km. The ship-launched and
land-based missiles can carry a 200 kg warhead
whereas the aircraft-launched variant can carry a 300
kg warhead.

New technique could help
ozone layer

NORWICH, 5 Sept—A
new way to measure
atmospheric gases could
track down sources of
CFCs thought to be
slowing the recovery of
Earth’s ozone layer,
European researchers
say.

CFCs, chlorofluor-
ocarbons, were used in
refrigerants and aerosol
propellants until
restricted by a global
treaty in 1987, but they
have stayed in the air
longer than many
expected, the BBC
reported on Friday.

A team of British and
German researchers says
it is now possible to
chemically “fingerprint”
CFCs to potentially trace
their origin.

The scientists
worked on samples of
atmosphere retrieved
from 115,000 feet in the

Meditation increases
well-being in boys

CAMBRIDGE, 5 Sept—— Mindfulness meditation
— learning to become more aware of ongoing
experiences — increases well-being in teenage boys,
researchers in Britain say.

Researchers at the University of Cambridge in

England also describe mindfulness as a way of paying
attention.

The study, published in The Journal of Positive
Psychology, finds 14- and 15-year-old boys trained
in mindfulness had increased well-being — a
combination of functioning well and feeling good —
proportional to the time spent practicing the technique.
Adolescents with higher levels of anxiety benefited
the most.

“More and more we are realizing the importance

of supporting the overall mental health of children,”

Felicia Huppert said in a statement. “Importantly,
many of the students genuinely enjoyed the exercises

and said they intended to continue them — a good
sign that many children would be receptive to this

type of intervention.”

Huppert and colleagues analyzed 155 boys before
and after four weekly 40-minute classes in

mindfulness and 8 minutes a day listening to

concentration/stress-reducing exercises. Students
who attended religious studies were the controls.

LONDON, 4 Sept — Human hair shows chronic
stresses  including job, marital and financial —
play  an  impor tan t  ro le  in  hear t  a t tacks ,
researchers in Canada say. Dr Gideon Koren
and Dr Stan Van Uum the University of Western
in Ontario developed a procedure to measure
levels of the stress hormone cortisol, which is
secreted during times of stress. It is usually
measured in blood, urine or saliva, but that only
measures the level of cortisol at the time of
measurement.

The study involved hair samples from 56
male adults who were admitted to the Meir
Medical Centre in Kfar-Saba, Israel, after
suffering heart attacks. Hair samples of a control
group of 56 male patients hospitalized for other
reasons than a heart attack were collected.

 The study, published online in the journal
Stress, finds compared to the control group, the
hair samples of the men with heart attacks had
higher hair cortisol levels for the previous three
months.

With
24,100 acres feet of wa-
ter storage capacity, the
dam being built by dam-
ming Mokkha Creek will
supply 1000 acres of
farmlands. Yearly water
inflow to the dam will be
45,900 acres feet and
catchment area, 30.39
square miles. The dam will
have one 4x6 feet wide
outflow channel and 50-
foot-wide spillway. Work
on construction of the dam

began in 2009-2010 and
is scheduled to be com-
pleted in 2010-2011.

Land survey and
construction of exit road
of the dam are just about
completed, buildings at
the dam are completed by
50 per cent, groundwork
by 27 per cent, spillway
by 36 per cent, land clear-
ing in the basin area by 96
per cent, and regulating

dam by 42 per cent.
With the construc-

tion of diversion weirs and
dams in eastern and west-
ern Bago Region, Mokkha
Dam becomes one of the
cluster of dams in western
Bago Region.

It took 29 1/2 hours to lift the
50-foot, 300-ton blowout preventer
from a mile beneath the sea to the
surface.

TOKYO, 5 Sept—A Japanese
journalist believed to have been
kidnapped by the Afghan Taleban has
been released after five months, a report
said on Sunday.

Kosuke Tsuneoka, a journalist who
had been missing in northern
Afghanistan since April, is now under
protection at the Japanese embassy in
Kabul, the Jiji Press agency said,
quoting diplomatic sources.

A foreign ministry official in Tokyo
declined to comment.

Members of the group holding
Tsuneoka reportedly asked the Japanese
government to negotiate the release of
their imprisoned comrades, while
Taleban militants also demanded the
Afghan government pay a ransom for
the journalist.

Japanese media reported that
negotiations were underway on a
payment of several hundred thousand
dollars for Tsuneoka’s release.
Criminal groups and Taleban
militants have kidnapped several
dozen foreigners, many of them
journalists, since the 2001 US-led
invasion that ousted the Taleban
regime in Kabul and sparked the
current militants.

Early day care may promote
eczema development

 DUSSELDORF, 5 Sept —
Kids who spend their ear-
liest years in day care may
be at higher risk of ec-
zema than kids cared for
at home, according to a
new study from Germany.
Eczema is a collective
term for different skin
conditions characterized
by a scaly, itchy, reddish
rash. From 10 percent to
20 percent of infants and
children experience some
symptoms of the disease,
according to the National
Institute of Arthritis and
Musculoskeletal and Skin
Diseases.

A number of studies
have found that eczema is
more common among
East German than West
German children, Dr.
Claudia Cramer of the

IUF-Institut fur
Umweltmedizinische
Forschung in Dusseldorf,
Germany, and her col-
leagues write. Given that
East German kids are also
more likely to attend early
day care, Cramer and her
team investigated whether
being in day care before
age two, along with sev-
eral other potential risk
factors, influenced ec-
zema risk.

The researchers fol-
lowed 3,097 children
from birth to age 6. Thir-
teen percent of the chil-
dren from eastern Ger-
many had been diagnosed
with eczema by age 4,
compared to 8 percent of
the children from western
Germany.

PARIS, 5 Sept—The general secretary of the Elysee,

Claude Gueant, said Sunday on Europe 1 radio that two
French state television journalists kidnapped in
Afghanistan were “in good health.”

“We have had proof of life within the last dozen
days,” and “we know that they are in good health,” said
Gueant.“Ramadan has just broken off the negotiations
which seemed to be going well—so they will be
resumed in a few days,” he added. He also announced
that the families of two journalists will be received on
15 Sept by President Nicolas Sarkozy.The two
journalists, Herve Ghesquiere Taponier and Stephane,
who worked for the show “Pieces a conviction” of
French state television France-3, were kidnapped with
their Afghan guides on 29 Dec in Kapisa province,
northeast of Capital Kabul, in Afghanistan. —Xinhua
