A Reuters witness reported hearing
blasts soon after the attack began and
gunfire could be heard coming from the
branch of the Kabulbank in Jalalabad,
which handles salaries for the Afghan
police and armed forces, for several
hours.

Ahmadzia Abdulzai, a spokesman
for the Nangarhar government, said
fighting had gone on for several hours
and described the scene as “chaotic.”

The motive for the attack was not
immediately clear, although coordinated
assaults by insurgents against
government buildings and military bases
have increased in recent years, especially
in eastern provinces near the Pakistan
border. Insurgents often dress in the
uniforms of Afghan security forces, or
as women, for such attacks.

At least 18 killed in Afghan bank attack
The Taleban later claimed

responsibility, saying three suicide
bombers had entered the bank when
Afghan security forces were collecting
their salaries. Taleban spokesman
Zabihullah Mujahid said in a text message
to Reuters that “many” members of the
security forces had been killed and that
fighting was continuing. Violence across
Afghanistan reached its worst levels last
year since the Taleban were toppled by
US-backed Afghan forces in 2001. Both
civilian and military casualties hit record
levels, despite the presence of about
150,000 foreign troops.—Reuters

LAGOS, 19 Feb—Police say they have killed
three men after they attacked a bank and a police
station in northern Nigeria.

Bauchi state police chief told The Associated
Press Friday that both attacks took place at about
noon Thursday in the town of Darazo.

Mohammed Inda-bawa said the police killed
three suspects including a man who had accidentally
detonated a bomb he was holding and blew off his
own hand.

He said the man was holding a home-made
bomb which he was about to throw at the police
station.

Indabawa said the police had arrested three
suspects, but that it was not immediately clear if
any particular group was behind the attacks.

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NASA clears shuttle Discovery
for 24 Feb launch

WASHINGTON, 19 Feb—After an
hours-long meeting at the Kennedy
Space Centre in Florida, NASA’s top
officials unanimously cleared the space
shuttle Discovery for its final launch
next Thursday.

NASA shuttle managers made the
decision today during the mission’s
Flight Readiness Review, where they
discussed the current state of
Discovery, the International Space
Station, and the astronauts who will
fly the orbiter on its 39th and final
flight.

Discovery is targeted to liftoff from
Kennedy Space Centre in Cape
Canaveral on the same day that the
European Space Agency’s Automated
Transfer Vehicle-2 (ATV-2) cargo ship

is scheduled to arrive and dock at the
space station.

Initially, NASA officials thought
the space traffic jam would force
mission planners to delay Discovery’s
launch by one day to 25 Feb. But,
NASA officials decided early in
today’s meeting that changing the
shuttle’s launch date is not necessary.

“The ATV is going to dock about
six hours before we launch,” said
Mike Moses, NASA’s shuttle
integration manager.  “We will have
tanked the vehicle by then. If they
run into a problem during docking,
we still might launch that day, we
might not – we’ll have to talk about
that one in real time.”

Navy breaks world
record with futuristic

free-electron laser
WASHINGTON, 19 Feb—The Navy just set a new

world record, a test blast from a new type of laser
that can shoot cruise missiles from the sky in
seconds with a deadly accuracy that simply doesn’t
exist in the military’s vast arsenal today.

And that new record moved them one step
closer to proving the “holy grail” of laser guns is
real.

To create incredible power requires incredible
energy. After all, the more power one puts into a
laser accelerator, the more powerful and precise the
light beam that comes out on the other end. During
a private tour of the Jefferson Lab in Newport News
VA, on Friday,scientists blast unprecedented levels
of power into a prototype accelerator, producing a
supercharged electron beam that can burn through

200 feet of steel per second.
Scientists there, in coordination with the Office

of Naval Research (ONR), injected a sustained 500
kilovolts (KV) of juice into a prototype accelerator
where the existing limit had been 320 kV — a
world’s record, the scientists explained. —Internet

“We found that
the mortality rate was
considerably lower in
those municipalities with
more lithium in the
drinking water”, Ristow
explains the key finding.
In a second experiment,
the Jena scientists
examined exactly this
range of concentration in
the model organism C
elegans. The result was
confirmed: “The average
longevity of the worms is
higher after they have
been treated with lithium
at this dosage”, Ristow
says.

Antipsychotic drugs raise
heart risks, experts warn

NEW YORK, 19 Feb—
Doctors must not forget
about the physical health
of people with serious
mental health disorders
who take antipsychotic
drugs, experts warn.

The authors of an
editorial in the 19 Feb
issue of The Lancet noted
that patients with severe
mental illness live an
average of 16 years less
than people in the general
population. Heart disease,
not suicide, is the major
cause of death in these
patients and antipsychotic
drugs are a factor.

A study published
recently in the Archives
of General Psychiatry
found that patients who
took an antipsychotic
drug gained 11 to 13
pounds within six to eight
weeks after they starting
taking the drug.

“The combination of
antipsychotic side effects
with poor diet, physical
inactivity, high rates of
smoking and other factors
associated with psychotic
illness, together with
socioeconomic depri-
vation, has a devastating
effect on cardiometabolic
health,” according to the
editorial.

“If existing antipsy-
chotics are here to stay
— at least for the
foreseeable future —
what can be done to
ameliorate their effects
and improve patients’
cardiometabolic health?”
the authors asked.

Sole responsibility

for safeguarding the
physical health of patients
with serious mental
health conditions often
falls to primary care
providers, but mental
health teams need to take
an active role in that care,
the editorial suggests. For
example, a patient’s
physical health should be
assessed when they enter
mental health care.

They concluded:
“Antipsychotic drugs are
a clear risk to cardio-
metabolic health. This
risk is, all too often, a
necessary one. But the
trade-off between mental
and physical well-being
is one that no patient
should be forced to make.
The mind-body dicho-
tomy is both outdated
and dangerous.

The price of good
mental health must not
be a lifetime of physical
illness.”

DETROIT, 19 Feb—Ford Motor Co is teaming up with Russian
automaker Sollers to make and distribute cars in Russia, one of the
fastest growing auto markets.

Under a deal announced Friday, Sollers will build Fords at
Russian plants, helping boost a struggling local industry. Ford will
have access to a huge market that could bolster its revenues. Ford
and Sollers are expected to finalize their deal in June. The
venture’s operations could start by year’s end. Ford’s stock fell 20
cents, or 1.25 percent, to $15.77 on Friday.

Under the Ford-Sollers deal, plants in the St Petersburg
region and Tatarstan will make Ford passenger cars, light
commercial vehicles and engines.

Pakistan judge orders arrest
of US car’s driver

LAHORE, 19 Feb—A judge on Friday ordered the
arrest of the driver of a US vehicle that struck and
killed a Pakistani while rushing to help an American
detained in a pair of fatal shootings, a lawyer for the
victim’s family said.

The arrest warrant could add to the tensions
surrounding the case of the shooter, Raymond Allen
Davis. The US insists he was acting in self-defence
against robbers and qualifies for diplomatic immunity
because he worked for the embassy.

The odds of Pakistani police detaining anyone in
the US car are low. Authorities say they do not know
who was in the vehicle, and the Americans have said
little on the matter, other than acknowledging the car
was driven by US Embassy staff.

The judge’s order could be a means of pressuring
the US to produce the driver, who has not been
identified. But it’s highly unlikely that any Americans
involved in the traffic accident are still in Pakistan.
Employees of the US mission who get into trouble
are typically on the first plane out of the country.

The other nine were
killed in the resort city of
Acapulco. In the most
gruesome of those
killings, police found a
severed head that had
been scalped and whose
face had been skinned.

China adopts
heavy metal

reduction plan
BEIJING, 19 Feb—

China has adopted a plan
to tackle heavy-metal
pollution, according to
state media, after more
than 30 major poisoning
incidents since 2009.

The government has
set a target of reducing
emissions of five metals
lead, mercury, chrom-
ium, cadmium and
arsenic by 15 percent
from 2007 levels over
the next five years, the
China Daily said on
Saturday.

China discharged
900 tonnes of the highly
toxic metals in 2007, the
paper reported, and
Environment Minister
Zhou Shengxian said 75
billion yuan ($11.4
billion) would be needed
over the five years to
address the problem.

The report did not
say whether this funding
had been allocated.

Nearly 4,500 enter-
prises, including mines,
battery manufacturers,
leather producers and the
chemical industry, have
been identified as key
monitoring targets.

“More than 30 major
heavy-metal poisoning
incidents have occurred
since 2009, posing a
grave threat to public
health, especially to
children,” Zhou said.

Officer shot in upstate NY melee
dies, gunman dead

POUGHKEEPSIE, 19
Feb—A police officer
died after being shot in
the head Friday during
an exchange of gunfire
that killed a man who
fatally shot a woman near
a train station, authorities
said. Poughkeepsie Poli-
ce Chief Ron Knapp
released a statement in
the evening saying the
44-year-old officer had
died from his injuries.

The name of the
officer, an 18-year veter-
an, was withheld out of
respect for the family and
pending notification of
his relatives.

The gunman shot a
woman to death in a car
hours earlier, then was
himself fatally shot
minutes later in the
struggle with police,
including an officer who
had taken a 3-year-old
from the man and handed
the child to a bystander,
police said. Knapp said it

appeared the gunman
shot the officer, but it
wasn’t immediately clear
whether he was then
killed by police gunfire
or if he shot himself.
Police didn’t say whether
the wounded officer was
the one who’d taken the
child from the man.

Knapp said he
believes the man and
woman who were killed
were husband and wife
and weren’t from
Poughkeepsie, a city of

about 30,000 people
about 70 miles south of
Albany in New York’s
Hudson Valley. Their
names have not been
released. A second officer
suffered minor injuries
and a half dozen others
were involved, Knapp
said. Officers responded
to a report of gunfire at
about 1 pm and one saw
the man leaving the scene
with a child in his arms
and thought the man had
been involved.—Internet

Mind-moved bionic arm goes on display in US

WASHINGTON, 19 Feb—A bionic
prosthetic arm that is controlled by its
operator’s thoughts and feels like the
amputee’s lost limb went on display
Thursday at a major US science
conference. More than 50 amputees
worldwide, many of them military
veterans whose limbs were lost in
combat, have received such devices
since they were first developed by US
doctor Todd Kuiken in 2002.

The arm uses technology called
Targeted Muscle Reinervation (TMR),
which works by rerouting brain signals

from nerves that were severed in the
injury to muscles that are working and
intact.

“What we do is use the nerves that
are still left,” Kuiken said. “Muscle
becomes the biological amplifier.”

Glen Lehman, a retired US military
sergeant who lost his arm in Iraq,
demonstrated the latest technology at
the annual conference of the American
Association for the Advancement of
Science in Washington.

“It feels great, if feels intuitive. It
is a lot better than the other prosthetic
I have now,” said Lehman, whose
forearm and elbow were blown off in
a Baghdad grenade attack in 2008.

“The other one is still controlled by
muscle impulse, you just flex muscle to
make it move, it is not intuitive. This
arm is more trained to me, whereas the
other arm I had to train to it,” he said.

“It does feel like my own hand.”
Lehman demonstrated for reporters

how he could pinch his finger and
thumb together, lift his forearm and
bend his elbow, and turn his wrist just
by thinking about those actions.

“Relevance isn’t just about pages — it’s also
about relationships,” Google product management
director Mike Cassidy and product manager
Matthew Kulick said in a blog post.

“Today we’re taking another step forward
enabling you to get even more information from
the people that matter to you, whether they’re
publishing on YouTube, Flickr or their own blog
or website,” they said.

“This means you’ll start seeing more from
people like co-workers and friends, with
annotations below the results they’ve shared or
created,” they added.

WASHINGTON, 19 Feb—The high calorie counts
of the artery-clogging fast foods were right in front
of their eyes, but adults and teens in a recent US
study went ahead and ordered burgers anyway. So
said researchers at New York University whose
findings were published this week in the

Americans unswayed by menu calorie counts

A hamburger with four beef patties, topped with
bacon, cheese, sauce, lettuce, pickles and onions

with a side order of fries. —INTERNET

International Journal of Obesity, just as a major
policy to display calorie counts on menus is taking
effect across the United States.

The study examined 427 parents and teenagers
in low income areas of New York City and Newark,
New Jersey before mandatory menu labeling began
in 2008 and after. Teenagers noticed the labels, but
fewer than one in 10 used the information in their
purchase choice.

“After labelling began, 57 percent in New
York and 18 percent in Newark said they noticed
the calorie in-formation. A total of nine percent
said that the information influenced their choices,”
said the study. Among adults, 28 percent said the
information influenced what they ate. But in the
end, the calorie counts show that having the
information ahead of time made no difference in
the amount that adults and teens gobbled down.

“Teens purchased about 725 calories and
parents purchased about 600 calories for their
children,” it said. Those averages were the same as
before calorie labels went on display.—Internet

BEIJING, 19 Feb—Computer scientists in Japan
are developing a robotic arm, that mimics human
movement. They believe the technology will
eventually replace the mouse and keyboard, for a
3D interactive experience on future computers.
Tsukuba University’s robotic arm can do almost
anything a human arm can do. Two cameras stream
real-time video of human estures to a pair of laptop
computers. The laptops process the video signal
and send corresponding instructions to the robotic
arm so when the human reaches to grab an object,
so does the robot.

The arm has a future in remote robotics, but its
developers say the underlying technology has far
more exciting implications for human interaction
with computers of the future. University of Tsukuba
Professor Kiyoshi Hoshino says that future will be
in three dimensions. Professor Kiyoshi Hoshino,
University of Tsukuba, said, “If your output medium
is two-dimensional, a touchpanel is a very effective
way of inputting information. However, displays
will likely soon become 3D.—Xinhua

US closes four banks, 22

The bank’s eight branches will reopen as part
of SCBT National Association (SCBT.O). As of 31
December, 2010, Habersham Bank had approximately
$387.6 million in total assets and $339.9 million in total
deposits.

*Citizens Bank of Effingham of Springfield,
Georgia, was shuttered, with its four branches reopening
on Saturday as part of HeritageBank of the South
(HBOS.O). As of  31 December, 2010, Citizens Bank
of Effingham had about $214.3 million in total assets
and $206.5 million in total deposits.—Reuters

Nokia head swaps Microsoft
shares for own firm

HELSINKI, 19 Feb—Nokia chief executive and
former Microsoft executive Stephen Elop, who has
sealed a tie up deal with the US giant, this week
swapped all of his Microsoft shares for Nokia
stock, reports said Friday.

“On Thursday, Elop bought 150,000 Nokia
shares for one million euros ($1.35 million),”
financial daily Kauppalehti reported, adding that
this was the first time Elop had bought Nokia stock.

Elop’s dearth of Nokia shares has raised some
eyebrows, but he told reporters ahead of the Mobile
World Congress in Barcelona last week that insider
trading rules had long prohibited him from selling
Microsoft or buying Nokia stock earlier, as
negotiations were underway with Microsoft on a
strategic partnership.—Internet
