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Methane blasts in Pakistan coal mine Kkill six,
over 50 trapped

QUuUETTA, 20 March—Methane gas sparked
explosions inside a coal mine in Pakistan’s
southwestern Province of Baluchistan on Sunday,
killing at least six miners and trapping over 50
whose chances of survival seem slim, a government
official said.

The blasts occurred in a mine run by state-
owned Pakistan Mineral Development Corporation
(PMDC) in Surran range, some 35 km (22 miles)
east of the provincial capital, Quetta.

“There were at least three explosions. There
were 59 workers inside the mine when the
explosions took place,” Mohammad Iftikhar, chief
inspector of mines in the region, told Reuters.

“So far bodies of six bodies have been retrieved.
The rescue workers are trying hard but survival of
remaining workers looks difficult because the mine
is very deep.” Such explosions are not uncommon
in coal mines in Pakistan, most of which are located
in Baluchistan and neighbouring Sindh Province,
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Mine workers and residents gather outside a coal mine

Three soldiers killed, 23
people wounded in
Baghdad

BacHpaD, 20 March—Three soldiers were killed
and 23 people wounded in separate bomb attacks in
Baghdad on Saturday, an Interior Ministry source
said. A roadside bomb went off near an Iraqi army
patrol in Baghdad’s northern district of Adhamiyah,
killing three soldiers and wounding six others, the
source told Xinhua on condition of anonymity.

Three civilians were also wounded by the blast
which destroyed a military vehicle, the source said.
In a separate incident, a roadside bomb struck another
army patrol at an intersection near the Shaab Football
Stadium in eastern Baghdad, wounding five soldiers
and damaging a military vehicle, the source added.

A third roadside bomb detonated near the al-
Nidaa mosque in Baghdad’s northern District of
Adhamiyah, wounding five civilians and damaging
several nearby civilian cars, he said. In addition, four
civilians were wounded in two bomb explosions in

Australia PM, uranium execs defend
industry

SYDpNEY, 20 March—Prime Minister
Julia Gillard and senior executives in
Australia’s uranium industry have
insisted the major producer will withstand
the Japanese nuclear crisis despite a
slump in shares.

Although Australia uses no nuclear
power, it is the world’s third-ranking
uranium producer behind Kazakhstan
and Canada, exporting some 9,600
tonnes of oxide concentrate annually
worth over 1.1 billion dollars (1.09 billion
Us).

It also holds the world’s largest
reserves of uranium — the most widely
used nuclear fuel — with 23 percent of
the total, according to the World Nuclear

Association.

Perception of the nuclear industry
has been seriously hurt since the
Fukushima No 1 plant in Japan was
crippled eight days ago by a terrifying
earthquake and tsunami.

The twin disasters knocked out the
plant’s cooling systems, sparking a series
of explosions and fires. Authorities have
struggled to keep fuel rods inside reactors
and fuel storage containment pools under
water to prevent a major radiation leak.

But Gillard said the crisis would not
affect Australian uranium sales.

“What is happening in Japan doesn’t
have any impact on my thinking about
uranium exports,” she said .— Internet

Additional flight arranged for HK residents

Hong Kong, 20 March—Due to the
changing situation at the Fukushima
nuclear facility, the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region (HKSAR)
government on Saturday continued to
advise Hong Kong residents currently
in Tokyo to consider making use of
additional flights to return to Hong
Kong or moving to the south of Japan.

Trauma stalks
children of Japan

tsunami

KEsENNUMA, 20 March—The horror of
Japan’s tsunami has raised concerns over
the long-term impact on children, some of
whom are already displaying signs of
trauma, from screaming nightmares to
silent withdrawal.

According to the charity Save the
Children, around 100,000 children were
displaced by what has become Japan’s
worst natural disaster since 1923, with
nearly 20,000 people dead or missing.

The potential for lasting trauma is
compounded by the unusual multiple
nature of the event: a massive 9.0
earthquake, a devastating tsunami and a
nationwide scare over a possible meltdown
at a nuclear plant.

Experts say the scale of the loss and
disruption for some children would have

been almost inconceivable: homes
destroyed, friends disappeared, one or both
parents maybe killed, or siblings and other
close family members missing.

Initial efforts to help them come to
terms with the tragedy can only be made in
extremely stressful circumstances, with
families packed into ill-equipped evacuation
shelters, suffering bitterly cold nights and
frequent terrifying aftershocks.—Internet

Radioactive iodine
found in tap water
in Tokyo, other areas

Tokyo, 20 March—Japan’s science
and technology ministry said Saturday
that tiny amounts of radioactive iodine
have been detected in tap water in Tokyo
and  prefectures  neighbouring
Fukushima.

The detection came after the twin
disasters of the 11 March earthquake
and ensuing tsunami caused radioactive
leaks at the Fukushima No 1 nuclear
power plant.

According to the ministry, traces of
cesium have also been found in tap
water in Tochigi and Gunma in addition
to the radioactive iodine found in the two
prefectures as well as in Niigata, Chiba
and Saitama.

But the dose of the radioactive
substances poses no threat to human
health even if they are taken in.

The Nuclear Safety Commission of
Japan limits an intake of iodine at 300
becquerels per kilogram of water and of
cesium at 200 becquerels.—MNA/Xinhua
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Fiji out of danger from reported

nuclear radiation leak in Japan

Suva, 20 March—A scientist in the Suva-based University of the
South Pacific (USP) has confirmed Fiji is out of danger from the reported
nuclear radiation leak that posed a threat to Pacific island nations, local
media Fiji Times Online reported here Sunday.

Dr Atul Raturi, head of USP school of engineering and physics, was

quoted as saying there was no connection between acid rain and nuclear
fallout, or nuclear radiation caused by the earthquake and tsunami that hit
Japan last week. He clarified that acid rain did not have any relation with
nuclear radiation. Instead, it was caused by pollution.

“The so-called acid rain occurs when gases like sulfur dioxide (SO2)
and nitrogen oxides (NOx) are released into the atmosphere where they
can form sulfuric acid and nitric acid which is then mixed rain,” said the
USP scientist, adding “these gases are mainly produced by the usage of
fossil fuels in electricity generation.” He further explained that “these
chemicals can be moved hundreds of kilometers away from the source
by prevailing wind. However, I do not think that Fiji and other Pacific
island countries have too much to worry about the acid rain.” Raturi said
in regards to the radiation leak in Japan, Fiji did not have anything to worry
about, at least for now. ‘“The movement of radiation cloud will be dictated
by the wind direction current estimates show that it might move towards
the US west coast.” “In the unlikely event of the radiation cloud moving
towards the Pacific islands, it would have largely dispersed before
reaching us” and “radiation does not remain constant and if it were to
come here, it will lose its potency by the time it reaches Fiji,” he said.“Only
large doses and long period of radiation will have certain effects to the
immune system,” he reiterated.—Internet

ManiLa, 20 March
— A magnitude-6.0
earthquake rocked a
northern Philippine

region Sunday after-
noon, the United States

Geological  Survey
(USGS) said.
There was no

immediate report of
casualties or damage.

The tremor occurred
at 4:26 pm local time
(0826GMT) in Babu-
yan Islands region, the
USGS said on its official
website, adding that at a
depth of 36.6 kilo-
metres, the quake was
traced 489 kilometres
from the country’s
capital of Manila.

The Philippine In-
stitute of Vocanology
and Seismology put the
intensity of the quake,
which was of tectonic
origin, at magnitude-
6.4.

SaN Francisco, 20 March—San
Francisco prides itself on helping the
homeless, and it even created a special
committee for grievances from those kicked
out of shelters. But this month, it began a
new experiment that treats the homeless
more harshly than the city’s other policies.
After lengthy training, police began
enforcing an ordinance that bans sitting or
lying on sidewalks during daytime hours.

The measure, which was approved by
54 percent of city voters in November, has
drawn criticism from homeless groups and
the down-and-out themselves.

The new approach comes at a time
when the city is working to bolster tourism
and local businesses in a tough economy.

Many residents have welcomed the
ordinance, which was spearheaded by a

neighbourhood group from 1960s
counterculture haven Haight-Ashbury.

And police say enforcement is still
driven by compassion.

“When you see people down on their
luck, you’re not trying to put them in jail —
you're trying to get them what they need,”
said San Francisco Police spokesman Troy
Dangerfield.

But while Dangerfield said the goal is
not to issue citations, police say they have
given more than 45 warnings to homeless
people since they began enforcement on
11 March. There is some bite to the so-
called Sit-Lie ordinance, which applies
from 7 am to 11 pm. First-time offenders
receive a verbal warning, while second-
time violators can be cited and fined $50 to
$100.—Reuters

Nintendo 3DS could ID vision issues

NEw York, 20 March
—US eye specialists are
welcoming the Nintendo
3DS game device,
dismissing the manu-
facturer’s warnings that
its 3-D screen shouldn’t
be used by children 6 or
younger because it may
harm their immature
vision.

On the contrary, the
optometrists say, it’s a
good idea to get your
kids to try the 3-D
screen, especially if
they’re younger than 6.
It won’t do any harm,
they say, and it could
help catch vision
disorders that have to be
caught early to be fixed.

“The 3DS could be

Young adult Americans
increase daily coffee drinking

NEw ORLEANS, 20 March—Young American
adults have increased the amount of coffee they
drink daily in 2011, after feeling better about their
finances following the global economic crisis, a
survey showed on Saturday.

IBM to pay $10 million to settle Asian bribe case

‘WaASHINGTON, 20 March—IBM has agreed to pay
$10 million to settle charges it gave cash and gifts
to Chinese and South Korean officials to win
contracts for mainframe and personal computers

and other products.

The agreement with the US Securities and
Exchange Commission (SEC) calls for the US
computer titan to pay disgorgement of $5.3 million,
interest of $2.7 million and a civil penalty of $2

million.

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Under the agreement, which is subject to court
approval and was released by the SEC on Friday,
IBM does not admit or deny the allegations it
violated the Foreign Corrupt Practices Act (FCPA).

In the complaint filed with the US District Court
for the District of Columbia, the SEC outlined the
accusations against IBM, which is based in Armonk,
New York.

The complaint detailed instances of IBM Korea
employees allegedly handing over envelopes filled
with cash to South Korean officials in parking lots,
providing them with free notebook computers,
fiddling bid sheets and making payments to the
bank account of a “hostess in a drink shop.”

It said employees of IBM subsidiaries and a
majority-owned joint venture provided cash and
improper gifts, travel and entertainment to Chinese
and South Korean government officials between
1998 and 20009.

From 1998 to 2003, employees of IBM Korea
and joint venture LG IBM PC Co paid $207,000 in
cash bribes and gave improper gifts to South Korean
government officials to secure the sale of IBM
products, the complaint said.

Jeter
was the leadoff hitter 137 times last season, and the
Yankees captain hit second on 18 occasions.

“The fans are into everything,” Yankees manager
Joe Girardi said. “You’re talking about Derek Jeter.
Anytime his name is mentioned it’s going to be a big
story.” Gardner was first in the lineup in 25 games
during 2010. The outfielder got most appearances
(56) in the ninth position.

“The interesting thing is how they work together,”
Girardi said. “With Gardy on and running, Jeter
hitting to the right side a lot.
