BAGHDAD, 13 May— Extremists linked to al-Qaeda
in Iraq boasted in a statement Thursday that they
slipped guns and messages to inmates for weeks
before a bloody — but ultimately unsuccessful —
prison break this week that left 17 dead.

“They managed, thanks to Allah and His success,
to introduce three pistols into the rooms of the brothers
in the solitary confinement area,” it said. “All the
components of the operation were completed inside
and outside.”

The Islamic State of Iraq is a front group for al-
Qaeda. The statement identified the escape plot’s

Galactic star laboratory shines
in new Hubble photo

‘Ocean’ of magma found
on Jupiter moon

LOS ANGELES, 13
May—NASA’s Galileo
spacecraft has found an
“ocean” of molten or
partially molten magma
beneath the surface of
Jupiter’s volcanic moon
Io, US researchers say.

The finding from
research conducted by
scientists from the
University of California,
Los Angeles, UC Santa
Cruz and the University
of Michigan-Ann Arbor
is the first direct con-

firmation of such a
magma layer on Io, and
explains why the moon is
the most volcanic object
known in the solar system,
a UCLA release said
Thursday.

“Scientists are excited
that we finally understand
where Io’s magma is
coming from and have an
explanation for some of
the mysterious signatures
we saw in some of
Galileo’s magnetic field
data,” Krishan Khurana,
a research geophysicist
with UCLA’s Institute of
Geophysics and Planetary
Physics said.

“It turns out Io was
continually giving off a
‘sounding signal’ in
Jupiter’s rotating magnetic
field that matched what
would be expected from
molten or partially molten
rocks deep beneath the
surface.” The signal was
detected by a magneto-
metre on the Galileo
spacecraft.—Internet

NEW YORK, 13 May—A new photo by the Hubble
Space Telescope has revealed a glowing galaxy packed
with young stars and gas clouds, making it an ideal
laboratory for astronomers hoping to study star
formation and evolution. The Hubble image shows the
dwarf galaxy NGC 4214, which is full of everything
from hot, young star-forming regions, to old star
clusters and red supergiants.

Hubble’s Wide Field Camera 3, the telescope’s
newest camera, captured intricate patterns of glowing
ionized hydrogen gas, cavities blown clear of gas by
stellar wind, and bright star clusters in this optical and
near-infrared image.  A huge heart-shaped cavity
possibly the galaxy’s most eye-catching feature can
also be seen at the centre of the image.  Inside this hole
is a large cluster of massive, young stars ranging in
temperature from 18,000 to 90,000 degrees Fahrenheit
(10,000 to 50,000 degrees Celsius). It’s these strong
stellar winds that are responsible for the creation of the
large hollow area, researchers explained in a statement.
The resulting lack of gas prevents any further star
formation from occurring in this region, they added.

TOKYO, 13 May—Japan’s space agency says its
Earth-observing satellite Daichi is dead in orbit,
three weeks after a mysterious anomaly crippled the
spacecraft. The Advanced Land Observing Satellite
unexpectedly powered itself down 22 April for
reasons that remain unclear. The Japanese Aerospace
Exploration Agency spent weeks attempting to re-
establish communication with Daichi, but finally
gave up the effort, SPACE.com reported Thursday.

“We decided to complete its operations by
sending a command from the ground to halt its on-
board transmitter and batteries at 10:50 am on May
12 (Japan Standard Time), as we found it was
impossible to recover communication with the
satellite,” JAXA officials said in a statement. The
Daichi satellite was launched in January 2006 as an
all-purpose Earth surveyor, mapping the planet,
searching for resources and quantifying changes in
land cover such as deforestation.—Internet

Microsoft, Nokia aim to nullify Apple
trademark on App Store

 New York, 13 May—New partners Microsoft
and Nokia have joined forces, hoping to invalidate
Apple’s trademark registration for the terms APP
STORE and APPSTORE in Europe, according to
a statement issued by Microsoft.

Sony Ericsson and HTC are also joining the
effort. Microsoft considers that “App store,” like
“toy store” or “book store,” is a generic term that
should continue to be available for everyone to
use for stores that sell applications, a Microsoft
representative said via e-mail. Nokia’s position
is similar: “Both terms lack distinctiveness and
so the registrations should not have been
granted,” a Nokia spokeswoman said via e-mail.

The attack on Apple’s trademarks in Europe
was started by Amazon last month. The electronic

retailer has good reason to try to invalidate
Apple’s trademarks. In March, it launched the
Appstore for Android, where is sells applications
for Android-based smartphones and tablets. So
far, it is only available in the US.

At the same time, Apple has applied for a
new European trademark on APP STORE, which
expands the scope of the existing one.

In Europe, the Office for Harmonization in
the Internal Market (OHIM) handles the
registration of trademarks. A trademark grants
its proprietor, in this case Apple, an exclusive
right to prevent unauthorized use of the term
without its consent, and if a company infringes
on those rights it is allowed to take legal action,
the OHIM said on its website.—Internet

COLOMBO, 13 May— Giving adrenalin to people with snakebites helps prevent
severe allergic reactions to antivenom treatment, new research finds. There’s a high
rate of acute adverse reactions to antivenom, according to the study. But giving low-
dose adrenaline to patients who have been bitten by a poisonous snake before
administering antivenom reduces the risk of severe allergic reactions.

The study, conducted by researchers from the University of Kelaniya in Sri
Lanka, involved more than 1,000 people hospitalized for snakebites. Patients were
given low-dose adrenaline, promethazine, hydrocortisone or placebo immediately
before treatment with antivenom. The treatments were administered alone and in all
possible combinations. The study found that adrenaline reduced severe reactions to
the antivenom by 43 percent at one hour and by 38 percent over 48 hours. Patients
given hydrocortisone or promethazine did not experience those same benefits.

NEW YORK, 13 May—Defensive
shares led a rebound in stocks on
Thursday as investors weighed mixed
economic signals and recent volatility
in commodities as they searched for
direction.

The Dow industrials fell nearly
100 points in the morning but
recovered later after a lackluster
auction of 30-year US bonds and
headlines suggesting negotiations to
raise the US debt ceiling had
intensified.

The strong performance by
defensive shares, such as health care
and consumer staples, suggested
investors were still attracted to stocks
while other asset classes made them
more nervous.

“Fixed income investments don’t
seem very attractive at the current
yield. There’s some concern about
commodities. The volatility has
scared a lot of people away, so I think
a lot of investors are sitting back and
saying, ‘‘Where can I put my
money?’’ and the stock market is
that,” said Channing Smith,
comanager of the Capital Advisors
Growth Fund in Tulsa, Oklahoma.

The Dow Jones industrial average
(DJI) was up 65.89 points, or 0.52
percent, at 12,695.92. The Standard
& Poor’s 500 Index (.SPX) was up
6.57 points, or 0.49 percent, at
1,348.65. The Nasdaq Composite
Index (.IXIC) was up 17.98 points, or
0.63 percent, at 2,863.04.—Reuters

German economy accelerates in 1 st quarter
BERLIN, 13 May—Official data show that the German economy, Eur-

ope’s biggest, accelerated strongly to grow by 1.5 percent in the first quarter
of 2011. The quarter-on-quar-terrise reported Friday by the Federal Statistical
Office was more than triple the figure of 0.4 percent for the final three months
of last year. That figure was depressed by an early spell of harsh winter
weather.

The German economy has benefited over the past year from strong
demand for machinery, cars and other goods from a recovering global
economy. It hasn’t yet shown signs of being ruffled by debt troubles and
anemic growth elsewhere in Europe. Data released earlier this week showed
that German exports and imports both rose in March to their highest monthly
level since the country started keeping records in 1950.—Internet

Ford optimistic after
‘remarkable’ turnaround

CHICAGO, 13 May—Ford’s chairman expressed
optimism Thursday about the future of the company
his great grandfather founded, as shareholders
heaped praise on executives for the automaker’s
stunning reversal of fortune. “We face uncertainty
in many areas from the price of fuel to the strength
of the global economy,” Bill Ford told shareholders
at Ford’s annual meeting. “But despite these
concerns, I’m optimistic about our future.”

Ford was among many to praise chief executive
Alan Mulally for the number-two US automaker’s
“remarkable” turnaround after years of bleeding
balance sheets and the deepest economic downturn
in decades. Ford 2010 net income was a $21-
billion improvement over 2008 and its 2011 first

Young children can access earliest memories,
study finds

 TORONTO, 13 May—Young
children may have memories
stretching back to late infancy, but
these memories fade away as
childhood proceeds, a new Canadian
study finds.

Researchers at Memorial Uni-
versity of Newfoundland asked 140
children ages 4 to 13 years to describe
their three earliest memories, and
approximate how old they were at the
time the event happened. The
children’s parents confirmed the
events and their timing. Some of the
youngest children could recall
memories from before 2 years of age.

However, these early life memories
tended to get lost as children aged.
Two years later, the researchers asked
the children the same questions.
Overall, those who were 7 or younger

when questioned the first time
recalled different memories the
second time around. In contrast, one-
third of the 10- to 13-year old
children described the same memory
at both rounds of questioning.

The researchers suggest this is
because the very early memories of
young children are fragile and
vulnerable to forgetting. The study
is published 11 May in the journal
Child Development .  “Younger
children’s earliest memories seemed
to change, with memories from
younger ages being replaced by
memories from older ages,” said
study leader Carole Peterson,
professor of psychology at the
university, in a news release from
the Society for Research in Child
Development.—Internet

BOGOTA, 13 May—At least 12 people were injured
in a grenade explosion in Colombia’s infamous “drug
town” of Medellin in an apparent act of revenge over
the arrest of three gangsters, police said Thursday.

Grenade explosion hurts 12

QUANZHOU, 13 May—Hundreds of police and
firefighters searching for buried workers at a landslide-
hit quarry in southwestern China were evacuated
Thursday as heavy rains pounded the area again.

Rescuers still hope to find the three quarry workers
still missing under the sludge at the quarry located in
a mountain valley in Quanzhou County, near the
tourist city of Guilin, Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous
Region.

A landslide engulfed the quarry workers’
dormitory amid heavy rains on Monday afternoon.
Eighteen bodies have been recovered and one survivor
died on the way to the hospital, bringing the total
confirmed death toll to 19. Local officials say that
although life detector-wielding rescuers found no
signs of life under the rubble, the mission will not end
until all missing workers are recovered. Authorities
cordoned off the landslide site on Thursday.

The local weather forecast bureau expects the
rainfall to last until the weekend, prompting authorities
to issue a warning for new geological disasters in the
area.—Xinhua

8 April it had resumed loading fuel into the reactor
at the Bushehr nuclear power plant.

The United Nations
has declared that the
year 2011 is the
International Year of
Forests. It is noticeable
for promotion of
conservation of forests
and extended
cultivation of trees.

Myanmar designates
June and July as the
month of tree planting
and gears up cultivation
of trees. Since previous

years, the nation has
been managing to grow
three teaks plants and 20
hardwood plants per
household, to establish
teak plantations on a
commercial scale and set
up fuel-substitute wood
forests of villages.

The news crew of
Myanma Alin had an

They included an Inca pottery
vessel from the 1400s, a pot with feline
designs from about AD 300,
handmade textiles and two headbands
possibly used in graves along Peru’s
Pacific coast, and a 1,200- to 1,500
year-old stone sculpture.

“The antiquities we are returning
today are more than mere objects.
They are remarkable treasures of
untold historical significance, which
provide clues into the lives of our
ancestors,” said Luis Alvarez, assistant

KANSAS CITY, 13
May—Another dry
week in the southern
United States has driven
the spread of a
devastating drought
further across Texas and
neighbouring states,
promising to add to
economic losses that
could top $3 billion.

Texas, suffering its
longest dry spell on
record, saw the highest
level of drought —
dubbed “exceptional”
by climatologists —
jump from 26 percent of
the state to 48 percent
over the last week, a
report released on
Thursday by a
consortium of national

climate experts said.
So far at least 9,000

wildfires have destroyed
or damaged more than
400 homes and scorched
2.2 million acres across
Texas, according to state
officials who have asked
for federal assistance.

The region’s new
wheat crop has largely
withered as other crops
being planted now thirst
for moisture, while
pastures and rangeland
are so poor they cannot
sustain grazing cattle.

“It certainly has
been rough here,” said
Brent Bean, an
extension agronomist at
Texas A&M University.
“We need rain. It is

ironic that the Midwest
and the Mississippi Delta
are getting all that rain
and we’re the ones that
need it.”

Farmers have nearly
given up on harvesting
much of the state’s new
wheat crop, three-
quarters of which is rated
by agricultural officials
as in poor or very poor
condition. Corn planting,
under way now, is
requiring heavy ir-
rigation, which is costly,
and water supplies are
dwindling. Texas is a key
growing state for wheat,
and generally produces
5 to 10 percent of the
country’s winter crop.

NEW DELHI, 13 May—The Indian Capital experienced a 43.1 degree
Celsius hot day Thursday as the power demand also soared to the season’s
highest, according to local media reports.

The maximum temperature touched 43.1 degrees Celsius, four notches
above the average for this time of the year and was the hottest 12 May in the
last five years, the Indo-Asian News Service quoted a meteorological department
official as saying.

With rise in temperature, power demand in the city soared to the season’s
highest of 4,568 MW Thursday, higher than Wednesday’s 4,509 MW, the
Press Trust of India quoted a power department official as saying. The rise in
power demand has also resulted in outages ranging from half-an-hour to two
hours in several areas of the city, said the report. According to a projection of
the power department, the peak demand is expected to cross 5,100 MW in the
city in summer months of June and July.—Xinhua

Indian capital experiences record high
temperature

LOS ANGELES, 13 May—Based on a decade-
long study, California authorities warned
Thursday that anglers should not eat some
fish because they carry high levels of
chemicals.

Barracuda, sand bass and other fish along
Southern Californian coast have been found
to be contaminated with toxic chemicals,
according to the state Office of
Environmental Health Hazard Assessment
(OEHHA).

The finding is based on a decade-long
study by state and federal agencies of 22
species of fish along 160 kilometres of
Southern California coast, the agency said.

This is a renewed effort to emphasize that
some fish carry high levels of chemical
contamination, said the agency, which had
previously set up warning signs at fishing

sites after chemical contamination was
detected in some fishes.

The OEHHA said it will put up new signs
at the Santa Monica Pier and other popular
fishing sites next week to warn anglers about
consuming these fishes.

The 24 new signs, with graphics and
warnings in English and Spanish, provide
updated information on fish that should not
be eaten, officials said.

The agency has been working with the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to
examine chemical contamination in fishes
along the California coast.

“We need these new signs to let anglers
know that there are five species of fish they
would do well to avoid,” said Carmen White,
project manager at the EPA.

Flooding Miss River threatens catfish industry

YAZOO CITY, 13
May—Catfish farming in
Mississippi faces grave
danger from flooding.

The rising Missi-
ssippi River and its
swelling tributaries
threaten to inundate an

economic mainstay that
generates $200 million in
annual sales. These new
woes follow struggles in
recent years against
competition from Asian
imports and high feed
prices.

Mississippi is the
leading US producer of
farm-raised catfish,
followed by Alabama
and Arkansas. Catfish
is Mississippi’s seventh
largest commodity. But
numerous challenges,
including competition
from catfish-like species
called basa and tra
imported from Vietnam
and the high cost of
feed, have led some
catfish producers to fill
their catfish ponds and
grow row crops. Catfish
farmers say Asian
growers produce a
cheaper product by
using chemicals that
have been banned in the
United States.—Internet

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Global resource consumption to triple
by 2050

UNITED NATIONS, 13 May—Global consumption of natural resources could
almost triple to 140 billion tons a year by 2050 unless nations take drastic
steps, the United Nations warned Thursday.

A UN environment panel said the world cannot sustain the tearaway rate
of use of minerals, ores and fossil and plant fuels. It called on governments to
“decouple” economic growth from natural resource consumption.

With the world population expected to hit 9.3 billion by 2050 and
developing nations becoming more prosperous, the report warned “the
prospect of much higher resource consumption levels is far beyond what is
likely sustainable.”

A UN Environment Programme (UNEP) panel said the world is already
running out of cheap and quality sources of some essential materials such as
oil, copper and gold, which in turn need rising volumes of fuel and water to
produce.—Internet

Over a billion tonnes of food wasted
every year

ROME, 13 May—
Around a third of the food
produced in the world
every year — around 1.3
billion tons — gets lost or
wasted, the UN’s Food
and Agriculture Organiz-
ation said on Wednesday.

“Given the limited
availability of natural
resources it is more
effective to reduce food
losses than increase food
production in order to feed
a growing world
population,” the FAO said
in a report.

FAO said the amount
of food lost or wasted
every year is equivalent
to more than half of the
world’s annual cereals
crop. Some 925 million
people around the world
suffer from hunger.

The report said that

the problem in the
developing world was
mainly food losses —
through, for example,
crop failures and poor
infrastructure.

In industrialized
countries, the issue is more
about “retailers and
consumers throwing
perfectly edible foodstuffs
into the trash.”

The report found that
in Europe and North
America consumers
wasted between 95 and
115 kilogrammes (209
and 253 pounds) of food
every year. The report
found that in the retail
industry there was an
“over-emphasis on
appearance”.

He said the project, which will be completed by late 2016, would not
compete but rather complement Singapore, which is Asia’s largest oil trading
and storage centre but lacks resources for further expansion. He said Petronas
is no longer keen to just sell oil and gas in their raw forms but venturing into
producing end products for export to Asia.—Internet

LONDON, 13 May —
The tomato is the UK’s
most Googled fruit, ac-
cording to new research.
People are twice as likely
to Google tomatoes as
apples, which is the sec-
ond most common
searched-for fruit.

The review, by the
World Cancer Research
Fund (WCRF), found
Google lists 53.6 million
web pages mentioning
tomatoes. Bananas and
peaches are in joint third
place on the Google
search, followed by or-
anges.

As well as the UK,
tomatoes also come out

top in the US, Australia,
Canada and New Zea-
land. Apples rank sec-
ond in all of these
counties except New
Zealand, where peaches
are the second most fa-
vourite fruit. The
research was carried out
to mark Fruity Friday,
which aims to encour-
age people to eat more
fruit and vegetables.

Japan recalls tea over radiation fears
TOKYO, 13 May—Japan has detected

radiation above the legal limit in tea grown
southwest of Tokyo and blamed it on the
stricken Fukushima nuclear plant northeast
of the capital, officials said on Thursday.

 Kanagawa prefecture has started a
recall of the tea after measuring about
570 becquerel of caesium per kilogramme
in leaves grown in the city of
Minamiashigara, prefectural officials
said. The legal limit is 500 Bq/kg.

 The prefecture has asked the city and
its agricultural cooperative to recall the tea
and stop its sale for now, although the
caesium was at a level unlikely to affect
human health, the prefecture said.

 “It was the first detection of radiation
above the legal limit in farm products grown
in our prefecture,” said Hideto Funahashi,

of the Kanagawa agricultural bureau.  “We
have not specified the source of the
radiation, but we cannot imagine any other
than the nuclear power plant.”

 The Fukushima Daiichi plant,
located some 220 kilometres (135 miles)
northeast of Tokyo and 280 kilometres
from Minamiashigara, was crippled by
the 11 March earthquake and tsunami.

 It has since leaked radiation into the
air, ground and ocean, and engineers say
it will take at least another half a year to
stabilize it.   The central government has
imposed a ban on a range of vegetables
and dairy produce from parts of
Fukushima prefecture and several
neighbouring regions and banned fishing
in the vicinity of the plant.

Red wine offers clue
to superconductive future

TSUKUBA, 13  May—Japanese scientists at a boozy
office party stumbled across a discovery they hope
will help revolutionise efficient energy transmission
one day: red wine makes a metal compound
superconductive.

The researchers plan to showcase their surprise
findings later this year, the 100th anniversary of the
discovery of the phenomenon of superconductivity,
the zero-loss flow of electricity through certain
materials. The “eureka” moment came when National
Institute for Materials Science researchers found that
an iron-based compound became superconductive
after being soaked in alcoholic drinks such as beer,
wine and sake.

Red wine was the hands-down winner in
producing the desired physical effect, although no-
one is quite clear yet on how exactly it worked, said
researchers at the institute in Tsukuba, east of Tokyo.

The ratio at which compounds became
superconductive was seven times higher when dipped
in red wine than for ethanol or water. It was four times
higher for white wine and three times higher for beer,
sake and whisky.—Internet

Nissan reports profit, plans to increase US deals

In a memo sent Thursday to dealers,
Nissan North America Vice President Al
Castignetti said Nissan is in a “much
healthier position” than Toyota Motor
Corp and Honda Motor Co in terms of
US inventory. That’s because its factories
in Japan and North America have
recovered more quickly from damage
and supply shortages. The automaker
plans to offer more aggressive incentive
deals toward the end of May to capture
customers.

“We have the opportunity to
collectively ‘rev the Nissan engine’ and
grow market share beginning this

month,” Castignetti wrote in the memo.

“I always think we
should strengthen all
over the pitch (in the sum-
mer),” England skipper
Terry told Chelsea TV. I
look back when Jose
Mourinho was here —
we had a very big squad
and great players who
could come in, but then
that brings financial prob-
lems to the club and
