Suicide bomb Kills six at Pakistan
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Frenchfighter plane crashesin
western Afghanistan

Kasur, 25 May—A
French fighter plane
crashed in western
Afghanistan on Tuesday,
the NATO-led Internatio-
nal Security Assistance
Force (ISAF) said, but
there were no casualties.
The accident happened at
around 10.30 am local
time in Farah Province of
western Afghanistan.
“Both pilots were quickly
recovered unharmed,” an

ISAF spokesperson said,
giving no other details.
“The crash site has been
secured.” ISAF gave no
indication about the cause
of the accident, but did
not rule out the possibility
of hostile fire.

An
investigation into the
incident has  been
launched,” an ISAF
spokesperson said.

PEsHAWAR, 25 May—A Taleban
suicide bomber rammed a truck bomb
into a Pakistani police station at dawn
Wednesday, flattening the three-storey
building in a massive explosion and
killing six people.

The country’s main Taleban faction
claimed responsibility for the attack in
the protected military zone of the
northwestern city of Peshawar, saying
it was their fourth reprisal for the US
killing of Osama bin Laden in Pakistan.

The bombing will likely highlight
doubts about the security forces’ ability
to protect not only themselves, but
major cities and fuel a long-running
debate about the security of the
country’s nuclear weapons. Militant
unrest, much of it in the form of suicide
attacks, has killed nearly 4,400 people
in the past four years as the Taleban

and militants linked to Al-Qaeda wage
a bloody onslaught on Pakistan’s US-
allied leadership.

Five policemen and a soldier died
in Wednesday’s explosion, a relatively
low toll given the enormity of the blast,
but officials said the building normally
had only a skeleton staff at the time of
the attack. An AFP reporter saw flames
from the stricken building, shattered
glass on the ground, pancaked rubble,
burning tyres and the charred remains
of at least three vehicles, including a
small truck.

Constable Farid Khan, who had his
shoulder fractured in the attack and
was admitted to a hospital told AFP that
he was saying his morning prayers
inside the police station when a
deafening explosion took place.

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UK space plane passes

technical review

LoNDoON, 25 May—A proposed
British space plane that would function
as a rocket but operate from runways
like an airliner has passed an important
technical review, experts said.

Propulsion experts from the
European Space Agency have
assessed the proposed Skylon
vehicle’s engines and declared the
proposal technically sound, the BBC
reported Tuesday.

“ESA has not identified any critical
topics that would prevent a successful
develop-ment of the engine,” they
said in their review.

The next step in development of
the Skylon should include a ground
demonstration of its Sabre engine, a
key innovation designed to operate
on oxygen from the air like an aircraft
jet engine in the early stage of flight
before switching to full rocket mode
as the vehicle climbs out of the
atmosphere.

Skylon’s “single-stage-to-orbit”
operation and re-usability could
substantially reduce the cost of space
missions, its backers at a company
called Reaction Engines Limited said.

EU energy commissioner Guenther Oettinger wanted strin-gent
and exhaustive checks to take into account human factors, cyber
attacks and plane crashes. “The public expects credible stress tests
covering a wide range of risks and safety issues,” he said earlier this

Heart scans may lead to
misdiagnosing

LI
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BEeuiNG, 25 May—CT scan, a widely used heart-
imaging test, is likely to result in the over treatment
for patients with heart disease, according to a study
published online by the Archives of Internal
Medicine on Monday.

CT, which produces a detailed image of the
heart that reveals cholesterol buildups in the
coronary arteries, is widely used in the hospital
around the world. “Testing might lead to more
harm than good,” said McEvoy, a doctor at Seoul
National University Bundang Hospital in S Korea.

His team led the study, in which 2,000 healthy
adults were divided into two groups. One thousand
adults had CT scans and another half had standard
tests, including routine checks of their blood
pressure and cholesterol levels. After 18 months,
the 215 people who had worrisome CT scans were
advised to have additional tests and medical
treatment, and some even advised to have surgery.
But less than 10 percent in the group of standard
test were reported to need medications.—Xinhua
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Health Tip: The dangers of
having high cholesterol

High cholesterol usually refers to above-normal
levels of LDL (low-density lipoprotein), the so-
called “bad cholesterol” that can build up in your
arteries and lead to heart disease.

A bad heart may not be the only downside to
high cholesterol, however. The Cleveland Clinic
says high LDL also increases your risk of:

* Stroke.

* Peripheral vascular disease (PAD), which
occurs when fatty deposits build up in arteries
outside the heart and brain, most often in the
legs and feet.

* Type 2 diabetes.

* High blood pressure, since the heart has to

work harder to pump blood through clogged
arteries.—Internet

Crossing arms canreduce pain

BEuING, 25 May—A new study suggests that
crossing your arms could reduce the intensity of
pain, according to media reports.

The study was conducted by researchers from
University College London (UCL), who reported
their finding in the journel Pain.

They said that crossing the arms could confuse
the brain and conflicting information between the
brain’s two maps—one for the person’s body and the
other for external space—Ileading to a lower sensation
of pain. A laser was used to generate a four millisecond
pin prick on the hands of eight volunteers, who

experienced this twice with their arms at their sides
and arms crossed. Then the participants were asked to
rate the intensity of pain in two situations and an EEG
(electro-encephalography) was used to measure their
electrical brain responses.

The results showed that both the perception of
pain and EEG activity was reduced when the arms
were crossed. “Perhaps when we get hurt, we should
not only ‘rub it better’ but also cross our arms,” said
Giandomenico Iannetti of UCL’s department of
physiology, pharma-cology and neuro-science.

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Recast ancient zodiac animals

sculptures unveiled in Xi’an

BEUING, 25 May—For the first time, the 12 Chinese
zodiac animals sculptures of the Old Summer Palace
are recast and displayed to the public in their original
full length. The replicas are now standing at the
ongoing International Horticultural Expo in
northwestern Xi’an. Only on screen could today’s
viewers see how the ancient water clock worked. It
was once the most amazing scene at the Old Summer
Palace, until the allied British and French forces
looted the imperial garden in 1860.

All that was left after the man-made disaster
were the 12 heads of the zodiac animal sculptures,
which spouted water to tell the time in the fountain.
The recovered heads of tiger, monkey, ox and pig
are now housed at Poly Art Museum in Beijing, but
the heads of snake, sheep, and rooster are still lost.

To provide a full look of the treasure, the
sculptures are revived, but not in the original bronze
material. This time they are made from jade. The
dozen animals required some 40 tons of jade from
Hetian in Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region,
famed for its high-quality.

Obama orders US agencies
to buy green vehicles

WaSHINGTON, 25 May— The US administration
will only buy vehicles using alternative energy
sources to equip its fleet by the end of 2015,
President Barack Obama announced Tuesday.

The timeline is part of Obama’s plan to cut US
oil imports by a third by 2025 and put a million
advanced vehicles on the road by 2015.

“By 31 December, 2015, all new light duty
vehicles leased or purchased by agencies must be
alternative fueled vehicles, such as hybrid or electric,
compressed natural gas or biofuel,” Obama said in
a memorandum sent to heads of all US executive
departments and agencies.

“The federal government operates the largest
fleet of light duty vehicles in America. We owe a
responsibility to American citizens to lead by
example and contribute to meeting our national
(energy) goals.”

The memo updated a previous text dated 5
October, 2009 in which Obama had asked that
government agencies reduce their vehicle fleet’s
oil consumption by 30 percent.

At the time, the president was still counting on
Congress to pass a bill fighting global warming, an
initiative that ultimately failed in the face of
opposition from lawmakers and that seems unlikely
to return to the top of the Obama administration’s
agenda.

But Obama has continued to seek stricter
pollution norms for light vehicles and trucks through
regulation.

His latest memo also limits the size of the
administration’s vehicles and requires rigorous
management of the fleet to correspond to needs.
Emergency and security forces’ vehicles are granted
exceptions to the rule.—Internet

Believe it, or not. We have heard the saying

Gogol also recommends reading books
that deal with subjects that are of special interest to the
reader. If a long novel seems like too much work, then
try a novella or collection of short stories.

The news reminds me of the words left by late
Sayagyi Maung Htin, a well-known writer as well as
a scholar in Myanmar literary world.

Book-lovers usually take happiness in reading
and enjoy longevity. Generally, no one can deny
the fact that the pleasures of reading are immense.
A good book is bound to give satisfaction. The
more advanced a man is, the greater delight he will
find in reading different types of books.

Once our school days are over and work and duties
prevail, we are lucky if we have time to read the
newspaper. By nature, when we are tired after our daily
work, we like to take up a novel and become refreshed
by a study of it. However, some may make excuse that
they need to read but the problem is a lack of time.

20 percent for the next two
weeks.

The measure is aimed
at sending badly needed
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water to the Yangtze’s
middle and lower reaches
for drinking and irrigation.

Greece adopts new

austerity measures

ATHENS, 25 May— The Greek government has
announced it is holding a yard sale, as it moves to
unload assets, raise taxes and cut services in an
ongoing austerity programme.

The government said it would sell 10 percent of
its stake in telecommunications company OTE, 17
percent of its holdings of the Public Power Corp
and 34 percent of the Hellenic Postbank, the EU
observer reported Tuesday.

In addition, Athens said it had agreed to a
combination of tax hikes and spending cuts that
amounted to $8.4 billion or about 2.4 percent of the
country’s gross domestic product.

European Economy Commissioner Olli Rehn
said he believed Greece would fall short of its long-
range goal of trimming its assets by $70.6 billion.

“We estimate that meaningfully Greece cannot
privatize 50 billion euros worth of its assets in the
course of the coming years, which represents more
than 20 percent of its GDP,” Rehn said in a meeting
in Vienna.

Tax hikes approved in Athens in the latest round
of austerity measures include a sales tax jump from
13 percent to 23 percent on some items and new
taxes on natural gas. Employers will be assessed an
additional 1 percent on social security charges and
pensions above $2,400 per month will be assessed
a new fee, the newspaper said.

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Bolivian plane crash due to
‘“‘operational’ error

Lapaz, 25 May— A
plane crash in Bolivia
earlier this month that
killed four United Nations
officials were caused by
“operational failures” of
the crew, the Bolivian Air
Forces said Tuesday.

The Cessna Tu-210L
light plane crashed on 5
May in the Andean
region of Yungas
northwest of the capital
La Paz, killing all four
passengers of the United
Nations Office on Drugs
and Crime and the two
Bolivian crew.

“Due to the
topographic hills of the
terrain, the plane entered
Kanamarca sector where
the crew was surprised

by the hills and when
not being able to avoid
them it increase the
engine power with a
maximum angle of
decline, causing this
accident,” said Richard
Alvarez, president of the
Air Forces’ Investigation
Board of Accidents.
Alvarez said the
plane “reached its
operational limit” when
trying to overtake an
obstacle, losing its uplift
before crashing against
the trees and falling to
the ground where it burst
into fire. The plane had
been collecting pictures
and videos of the region
to learn about the change
of soil use and the

remains of the plane was
not found until two days
after it was reported
missing.

Ash clouds ground 500
flights in Europe

LonpoN, 25 May—About 500 commercial flights
were cancelled in the closure of parts of the airspace
over Britain due the spread of dense ash from the
erupting Iceland volcano, European air traffic
controller Eurocontrol said on Tuesday.

The agency said that there was a strong possibility
the cloud would now move to parts of Denmark, as
well as Norway and Sweden, however that the
impact on flights was expected to be limited. The
Volcanic Ash Advisory Centre in London once
again warned, while Iceland, Greenland and Scotland
already are affected, there was a risk that some ash
clouds may reach parts of northern Europe in the
next 48 hours. Iceland’s Grimsvotn volcano erupted
on Saturday, spewing ash plumes 17 kilometres into
the air and raising concerns of a repeat of last year’s
events when the the Eyjafjallajokull volcano in
exploded in April.

Airlines last year lost millions of euros in revenue
when clouds of volcanic ash covered much of
Europe, forcing closure of most of the continents
airspace and the cancellations of tens of tens of
thousands of flights.—Internet

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S Korea investigates new allegation of
chemical dumping by US military

SeouL, 25 May—South Korea has
launched an on-site inspection of a
former US military base suspected to
be another burial site of large amounts
of chemicals by the US military in the
1960s, local media reported
Wednesday. An investigation team of
environmental experts and officials
from related ministries, including the
Ministry of Defence, has been
dispatched to Camp Mercer in Bucheon,
just west of Seoul, to probe a new
allegation of chemical dumping raised
by a US Army veteran.

Retired Master Sgt Ray Bows wrote
in his message posted on a website that

US troops buried “hundreds of gallons”
of chemicals at Camp Mercer between
1963 and 1964, Seoul’s Yonhap news
agency reported. “The team plans to
review environmental data of the base
and check areas where chemicals were
suspected of being buried,” an official
from the defence ministry was quoted
by Yonhap as saying.

The new allegation came as South
Korea and the United States began a
joint investigation into the alleged burial
of the toxic defoliant Agent Orange by
the US military at Camp Carroll in
Chilgok, some 300 kilometres southeast
of Seoul, in 1978.—Xinhua

Russia, France to
enhance military
cooperation in 2012

Moscow, 25 May—Russia and France are to
sign a deal on military cooperation for 2012 and
increase the number of joint events further, the
Russian military said on Tuesday.

The deal would be signed this fall, Nikolai
Makarov, chief of the General Staff of the Russian
Armed Forces, was quoted as saying by Interfax
news agency.

Earlier Tuesday, Makarov held talks here
with his French counterpart Admiral Edouard
Guillaud on issues of common concern, including
the situations in Libya and Afghanistan, and
European missile defence projects.

“France and Russia’s position on European
missile defence are similar,” Guillaud said, adding
that Moscow and Paris have doubled the number
of joint events in military sphere in the last three
years.

The dynamics of Russia’s cooperation with
France and other NATO countries depended on
how constructive a solution of missile defence
issues will be, Makarov said.

Moscow has long opposed the deployment
of NATO missile defence facilities near its
borders, saying they would be a security threat to
Russia and upset the strategic balance of force in
Europe.

Asked if he would be
returning to former club
Inter or their cross town
rivals AC Milan, he in-
sisted he was happy in
Manchester.

“Who knows, (Inter)
are a great team that I
admire, I miss my ex-
team-mates but not Inter,”
he said.

Chilli farming, a boost to
farmers’ incomes in Pyinmana

Myanmar people consume chilli in raw or as an
ingredient ofa dish to whet their appetite. Chili serves
as an ingredient of many Myanmar foods such as fish
paste sauce, tea salad and ginger salad.

It was at about 2 pm a day of the last week of April
when we got to Kinpundan Village in Pyinmana
Township, Nay Pyi Taw District, to collect facts for a
byline about agricultural farming. We first visited the
farm of Daw Tar Tar who at the time was nurturing
her chilli plants, facing and braving the glare of the
summer sun. She took us to a large, shady mango tree
near her farm.

She told The Myanma Alin, “Our village grows
seasonal crops especially onion, chilli, may flower,
mustard, Coriander, and egg plant. For me, I grow
kala-aw chilli (a species of extremely hot chilli).

“I grow more than 4500 chilli plants. To grow
chilli, firstly, Isow chilli seeds and nurture the saplings.
I water them and weed regularly. I transfer the plants
to the farm when they are at the age of 45 days.

“Kala-aw chilli is sold at high price. It is not
harmful to consumers, therefore many like it. We start
to harvest it when it is at the age of over four months.
