Take precautionary measures

against dengue fever
Dengue fever is a viral disease caused by

four types of dengue virus. The virus is

transmitted to people by infected mosquitoes

called Aedes.

   Worldwide, 75 percent of dengue fever

outbreaks are from Asian and Pacific regions.

Southeast Asian nations alone have 52 percent

of the outbreaks in the world. But, dengue fever

is most common in Indonesia, Thailand and

Myanmar.

Although such disease occurred in big

cities of Myanmar in the past, now it has spread

to rural areas. Myanmar launched dengue fever

monitoring system in 1964. Mortality rate from

dengue fever was six out of 100 patients in 1970.

But in 2010, it was only one out of 100.

The dengue fever outbreak was common

among under-15s, especially most common

among kindergarten children. However, it also

breaks out among people, young and adult. A

person who has been infected with the virus can

be taken ill suddenly.

Normal symptoms of dengue fever include

having a fever for 2 to 7 days, headaches and

muscle pain. Serious cases can cause rash, gum

bleeding, nausea and vomiting in brown colour

and nose bleeding. If a serious case happens,

the patient must be rushed to a hospital or

clinic.

As dengue fever is most common in the

rainy season, the people are to cooperate with

health staff in taking preventive measures

against dengue fever and to follow the warnings

issued by the ministry health so that mosquitoes

cannot reproduce.

MEXICO CITY,  18
June—A gunbattle be-

A US newspaper
reported that Zetas drug
cartel leader Heriberto
“El Lazca” Lazcano was
apparently killed in the
gunbattle.  But the
Defence Department
statement said that “the
physical characteristics
of the dead men allow
the conclusion to be
drawn that Heriberto

Lazcano, leader of the
Zetas criminal organi-
zation, was not among
them.”

The Matamoros area
has seen frequent battles
between the Zetas and
their rivals in the Gulf
cartel. The gangs fre-
quently kidnap migrants
who move through the
area, and hold them for
ransom.

Lazcano is consider-
ed the top leader of the
Zetas, considered Mexi-
co’s most bloodthirsty
major cartel. The United
States is offering $5
million and Mexico
another $2.5 million in
rewards for information
leading to Lazcano’s
arrest.—Internet

KABUL, 18 June—Two roadside bomb attacks
on Saturday killed four private security guards
escorting supply convoys for a NATO base in eastern
Afghanistan, a police chief said.

The blasts in Ghazni Province took place along
a major road that runs to a base used by Polish troops
stationed in the region as part of the NATO mission,
said acting provincial police chief Mohammed
Hussain. The bombs detonated within two hours of
each other as the convoys passed, killing 4 Afghans
working for security contractors hired to guard the
convoys, Hussain said.

Also in Ghazni, NATO said Saturday its forces
killed “several” militants in a gunbattle a day earlier,
seizing rocket-propelled grenades, AK-47s and body
armor. NATO offered no further details, but Hussain
identified the dead militants as eight Pakistanis.

The fighting in Ghazni comes amid a renewed
push by the Taleban as part of its spring offensive in
Afghanistan. The militants have used roadside
bombs, suicide attacks and other tactics in an attempt

BAGHDAD, 18 June—A car bombing rattled the
Iraqi capital of Baghdad late Friday, killing three
civilians and injuring eight others, a police source
said. The source, who asked not to be identified, told
Xinhua that the bombing was possibly triggered by
remote controller but failed to provide any further
information, noting that the incident was under
investigation.

Karrada, where the bombing hit, is a major affluent
District of Baghdad and has a mixed population with
the Shiite community as the majority. The District is
widely regarded as a relatively peaceful section in the
city. The police source said another car bomb exploded
Friday near a police checkpoint in the Garma area,
some 30 km northwest of Baghdad, killing one
policeman and wounding three others. Garma, which
is located in the central Anbar Province, was
considered the most violent area in Iraq from 2005 to
2007. Unlike neighboring Fallujah, it has no wall
around the city, enabling anti-American insurgents
to move freely in and out of the area.

US scientists test on-off
memory switch in rats
WASHINGTON, 18 June—US scientists said Friday

they have developed an on-off memory switch that
helped laboratory rats remember a behaviour that
they had forgotten.

The brain prosthesis marks the first time that
researchers have been able to duplicate the brain’s
learning process, restoring memories that test rats
were drugged to forget, and could offer hope for
people with dementia.

“Flip the switch on, and the rats remember. Flip
it off, and the rats forget,” said Theodore Berger of
the University of Southern California’s Viterbi
School of Engineering’s Department of Biomedical
Engineering.

Working with scientists from North Carolina’s
Wake Forest University Department of Physiology
and Pharmacology, Berger’s team focused on the
hippocampus, the section of the brain where
memories are made.

The communication between two regions of the
hippocampus results in a short-term memory being
converted into a long-term memory.

The team studied the signals sent between these
subregions as rats learned a task that involved
pressing a lever in order to get a reward. Through
repetition, the rats learned the behaviour as a long-
term memory.

When scientists drugged the rats to halt neuron
signals between the two regions, the rats forgot the
long-term memory.

But when they implanted an electronic brain
prosthetic that duplicated the signaling process
between the subregions, the rats could remember
again.

In normal rats, “the device could actually
strengthen the memory being generated internally
in the brain and enhance the memory capability,”
said the study published in the Journal of Neural
Engineering.

The team hopes to test the device in monkeys
next, in the hope it could one day help people who
suffer from memory loss due to dementia, stroke or
brain injury.

iPad App to replace flight navigation
charts?

  NEW YORK, 18 June—Days after
it announced plans to provide
passengers on select flights with access
to the Samsung Galaxy Tab 10.1, there
are reports that American Airlines is
also looking to ditch paper flight charts
in favor of a digital navigation map
powered by an iPad app.

According to AppleInsider, using
an iPad would save space: flight charts
generally weigh at least 35 pounds while
the iPad weighs just a pound and a half.
Additionally, AppleInsider claims the
switch will save the airline about $1.5
million in printing costs. However, it’s
unclear how that number was
determined, considering the starting
price of an iPad is $499 and American

would also have to spend some cash to
develop a navigation app.

The app will be tested on several
flights between Los Angeles and Asia.

In May, Alaska Airlines became
the first airline to start using this
technology through an app called
GoodReader, which is loaded with PDF
versions of maps, manuals, reference
materials, and other flight information.

But what about that pesky rule that
requires passengers to stow their devices
at the beginning and end of flights? The
Federal Aviation Administration used
to consider the iPad a “class 1” electronic
device, one that needs to be stored during
takeoff and landing by passengers and
pilots alike.—Internet

WASHINGTON, 18 June—A newfound comet
discovered by a telescope designed to hunt for
dangerous asteroids will make its closest pass by Earth
in 2013 and should be visible to the naked eye when it
draws near, astronomers say.

Hawaii’s Pan-STARRS 1 telescope detected the
comet, which is called C/2011 L4 (PANSTARRS), on
the night of 5 and 6 June, and the discovery was
confirmed by follow-up observations with a different
instrument a day later. The comet will likely come
within about 30 million miles (50 million kilometers)
of the sun in February or March 2013 — about the same
distance as the planet Mercury, researchers said.

During its closest approach to Earth in two years,
comet C/2011 L4 (PANSTARRS) likely to be visible
low in the western sky shortly after sunset, weather
permitting. Skywatchers interested in seeing the
newfound icy wanderer should look up then, because
they may never get another chance to see it.

“The comet has an orbit that is close to parabolic,
meaning that this may be the first time it will ever come
close to the sun, and that it may never return,” said the
University of Hawaii’s Richard Wainscoat in a
statement. Wainscoat helped confirm the comet’s
existence

The comet’s clunky moniker is slightly unusual.
Comets are usually named after their discoverers, but
in this case such a large team of researchers helped spot
the icy wanderer that it took the name of the telescope
instead.—Internet

MELBOURNE, 18 June—Australia, which began a
national human papilloma virus vaccination effort
for young women in 2007, has seen a drop in cervical
abnormalities, researchers say.

HPV, the virus that triggers cervical cancer,
cause cervical abnormalities — changes to the cells
in the neck of the womb that can be the precursor to
cancer.

Michael Quinn, professor of gynecology and
gynecologic oncology at the University of
Melbourne, says the study is the first to show falling
rates of high-grade (cervical abnormalities) in very
young women, The Guardian reported.

“Although this is likely to be due to the effects
of the vaccination program, further analysis of
information linking women’s smear history to their
vaccination history will be needed to prove that the
fall is entirely due to vaccination rather than other
factors,” Quinn says.

The findings, published in the Lancet, say the
proportion of girls age 17 and younger with high-
grade abnormalities fell by 0.38 percent — almost
halving the numbers, but there was no drop in the
numbers of women with cervical abnormalities who
were older than age 17. The study involved girls and
women ages 12-26.

Quinn says the findings are not surprising
because the vaccine is known to be most effective if
given before the girls become sexually active, The
Guardian said.—Internet

BERLIN, 18 June—German authority said on Friday first case of human
spreading deadly E. coli is detected, as death toll increases to 39 worldwide.

A woman working in a kitchen of a catering company was infected by E coli
from sprouts, though she didn’t fall ill immediately, said Harald Kehlborn, a
spokesman for the consumer protection ministry of German state Hesse.

Then she spread E coli unconsciously to another 20 people through the food she
prepared, said Kehlborn.

The woman later developed serious complication of hemolytic- uremic
syndrome (HUS), which causes failure of kidney and nervous system.

According to the data of the Robert Koch Institute, Germany’s national disease
control centre, the number of people who are infected has reached 3,408 in
Germany and 798 people have fallen into HUS, while the infection speed is slowing
down.—Xinhua

State University resear-
chers have discovered a
new species of mush-
room called Spongi-
forma squarepantsii ,
which look almost as
strange as its cartoon
namesake, in the forests
of Borneo.

Shaped like a sea
sponge, S squarepantsii
was found in 2010 in
the Lambir  Hil ls  in
Sarawak, Malaysia.

It is bright orange—
although it can turn
purple when sprinkled
with a strong chemical
base—and smel ls
“vaguely  f ru i ty  or
strongly musty,” accor-
ding to  researcher
Dennis Desjardin and
colleagues’ descript-
ion.

Under a scanning
electron microscope,
the spore-producing
area of the fungus looks
like a seafloor carpeted
in tube sponges, which
further convinced the
researchers to name
thei r  f ind  af ter  the
famous Bob.

Strange and rubbery ‘SpongeBob’
mushroom discovered in Malaysia

The new species is
only one of two species
in  the  Spongiforma
genus.

The other species is
found in  cent ra l
Thailand, and differs in
colour and odor.

Desjardin  sa id
Spongiforma are related
to  a  group of  mus-
hrooms that includes the
tasty porcini.

But the genus sports
an unusual look that is
far from the expected
cap and stem style.

BEIJING, 18 June—
Chinese scientists claim
to have produced
genetically modified
cows whose milk could
be a substitute for human
breast milk.

Researchers at the
State Key Laboratory of
Agrobiotechnology of the
China Agricultural
University introduced
human genetic coding
into the DNA of Holstein
dairy cow embryos. They
then transferred the
embryos into cow
surrogates, the China
Daily reported.

The scientist said that
after years of tests on
mice, they managed to
create in 2003 the first
cow that could produce
milk with the same
nutritional properties as
human breast milk “but
with a taste even stronger
and sweeter”. “The
genetically modified cow
milk is 80 percent the
same as human breast
milk,” said lead
researcher Li Ning.

“Our modified cow
milk contains several
major properties of
human milk, in particular
proteins and antibodies
good for health and able
to improve our immune
system.” Over 300 cloned
cattle are now at an
experimental farm in
Beijing. The researchers
said an affordable form
of the milk could be
marketed within three
years.—Internet

WASHINGTON, 18 June— There have been many
theories about the Nazis having a space programme,
but according to a Smithsonian space history
curator, the Third Reich only had a rocket
programme.

Michael Neufeld, the curator, said the two are
not the same, as a rocket programme dealt with
building weapons only.

“This is a typical misunderstanding. People
equate a  rocket  programme with a space
programme, and the German rocket programme
was about building weapons only,” Discovery News
quoted Neufeld as saying.

“That was the only reason Nazi Germany
supported rocketry. Their objective was to build
the V-2 and, if possible in the future, larger and
longer-range weapons,” he explained.

The Nazis held power from 1933 until the
German’’s surrender in 1945, and there had been
very little scientific activity that took place that
did not directly benefit the war effort.

Even if German scientists such as Wernher von
Braun dreamed of purely scientific space
exploration, the only outlet for their skills was in
the development of rocket-propelled weapons.

“They recognized the follow-on to the weapons
programme  would be space exploration,” von
Braun biographer Bob Ward said.

BEIJING, 18 June—China will finish
building a geographical disaster
prevention system by 2020 to cope with
increasingly serious natural disasters in
recent years, according to the State
Council, or China’s cabinet.

STANFORD, 18 June—Treating
insomniacs with cognitive-
behavioral therapy can reduce
thoughts of suicide, US researchers
suggest.

“This is the first investigation to
show that a sleep-targeted
intervention has a therapeutic impact
on suicide risk specifically,” lead
author Rebecca Bernert, a fellow at
Stanford University in California,
says in a statement. “This suggests
that a treatment focus on sleep
disturbances may have important
implications for the prevention of
suicidal behaviors.”

A growing body of evidence

ANN ARBOR, 18 June—Some asthma sufferers try to “boost” their immunity to
prevent colds via supplements and fortified foods, but US researchers say this approach
may be flawed.

Dr Marc B Hershenson of the University of Michigan said the researchers used mice
engineered to have a reduced innate immune response to the common cold. Their study
of the mice shows that, in the airways, the immune response to the common cold is
actually maladaptive.

The mice actually showed less, not more, airway inflammation and
bronchoconstriction, or airway spasm, following infection.

“You often hear that people want to boost their immunity to prevent and fight colds,”
Hershenson said in a statement.

“However, boosting the immune response could increase inflammation. Up to now
there have been no convincing data supporting the theory that the immune response
might be deleterious. In our study, we offer the first direct evidence that limiting the
immune response reduces the manifestations of rhinovirus infection.”

The findings, published in the journal PLoS Pathogens, may hold important
implications for individuals with asthma, who often experience life-threatening flare-
ups due to infections with cold viruses.—Internet

BEIJING, 18 June  — A
report released on Thurs-
day by China’s Ministry
of Civil Affairs said that
about 2.68 million Chi-
nese couples divorced in
2010, up 8.5 percent on
the previous year.

According to the report
on China’s social service
development in 2010, 2.01
million Chinese couples
registered their divorces
at civil affairs departments
and 668,000 couples
ended their marriage in
court.

The report also shows
that the divorce rate in
China has risen over the
past five years, with an
average annual growth rate
of 7 percent.

A total of 12.41 mil-
lion Chinese couples be-
come registered as mar-
ried in 2010, up 2 percent
on the previous year.
Among them, 49,000
marriages were between
Chinese Mainland citi-
zens and foreigners,
overseas Chinese or
Hong Kong, Macao,
Taipei residents.

Parents’ behaviour
‘can influence teen drinking’

LONDON, 18 June — Children who
see their parents drunk are twice as
likely to regularly get drunk themselves,
a survey of young teenagers has sug-
gested.

Poor parental supervision also raises
the likelihood of teenage drinking, said
the Joseph Rowntree Foundation. The
Ipsos MORI survey found the behav-
iour of friends is also a powerful factor
in predicting drinking habits.

The more time teenagers spend with
friends, the more likely they are to
drink alcohol, it suggested. In a survey
of 5,700 children aged 13 to 16, carried
out for the Joseph Rowntree Founda-
tion, researchers found one in five
claimed to have been drunk by the time
they were 14. By the age of 16, half of
those questioned said they had been
drunk.—Internet

GoAir places Airbus order as
Indian market expands

Wadia said GoAir may take 15 planes

NEW DELHI , 18 June
— Indian budget airline
GoAir has ordered 72 new
A320 Airbus aircraft in a
deal worth about $6.1bn
(£3.7bn) at list prices. The
carrier said it would start
taking deliveries of the
aircraft in 2015 as it im-
plements ambitious ex-
pansion plans for domes-
tic routes. A320s are priced
at $85m each, though
airlines traditionally
negotiate big discounts on
bulk orders.

In January, rival air-
line IndiGo ordered 180
A320s, worth $15.6bn.
“These are all firm orders
and the deliveries will start
in 2015. We may take as
many as 15 planes each
year,” said the company’s
manag-ing director Jeh
Wadia. India’s airline
market is booming as flights
become affordable to ever
more people.

There have been reports
that Indian airlines are
planning to an-nounce bil-
lions of dollars worth of
orders at next week’s Paris
Air Show. GoAir, launched
in 2005, currently serves
18 destinations with about
930 flights a week. The
airline is owned by the
Wadia Group, which has
interests in
petrochemicals, electron-
ics, property, and
consultancy.

Tombs in Suffolk studied with
aid of space-age science

LEICESTER , 18 June — The science of the space age
is being deployed to probe the secrets of the Tudor
tombs of the great Howard family. Laser imaging and
X-ray spectrometers are being used to scan the tombs
so they can be virtually deconstructed and reassembled
in their original guise. It is thought two of the tombs, in
the church of St Michael the Archangel in Framlingham,
Suffolk, were substantially remodelled after they were
moved from Thetford Priory in Norfolk in 1540.

The belief is that the salvaged tombs received a
Renaissance makeover, with new simpler additions or
replacements probably made in the 1550s. Other ele-
ments seem to have been abandoned at Thetford fol-
lowing its dissolution, where they were found during
excavations in the 1930s. These fragments will also be
scanned and thrown into the 3D jigsaw.

Chinese, British firms to
jointly develop new

drugs in coming decade
SHENZHEN, 18 June—Chinese and

British pharmaceutical companies are
planning to jointly develop 30 new drugs in
the coming decade, according to a partnership
proposal signed Friday.

The announcement was made by David
Wilkinson, who represents Britain’s National
Institute for Medical Research, at the China
Bioindustry Convention 2011 (BioChina)
in the southern boom city of Shenzhen.

Wilkinson said he was confident of this
“ambitious plan,” following Friday’s signing
of the proposal for a China-UK Partnership
in healthcare. The two sides will integrate
their different advantages in the
biopharmaceutical industry, he said.

The proposal, backed by both
governments, is estimated to involve nearly
1 billion yuan (154 million US dollars) of
investment. About 12 million Euro,
equivalent to about 17.13 million US dollars,
will come from the British side.

While most of the research and
development work will be done in Europe,
Wilkinson said he would increase the number
of staff working at China-based labs to 80
this year.—Internet

Fellow rider says Soler hit
curb before crash

GENEVA, 18 June —
Colombian cyclist Juan
Mauricio Soler hit a curb
near a traffic circle, tum-
bled onto a spectator and
smashed into a fence dur-
ing the crash that left him
with brain injuries and
multiple fractures, a fel-
low rider said on Friday.

Tour of Switzerland

Soler's team
Movistar said the rider re-
mained in intensive care
in "stable though serious"
condition, but that swell-
ing on the brain had re-
duced.

"All of a sudden there
was a footpath with a
(2-inch) edge dropping
down to the road level,"
Australian rider Baden
Cooke told The Associated
Press in an email. "(Soler)
had no time to brake at all."
The 28-year-old Soler hit a
fence about two feet away
from the road. "The fence
did not move at all so Soler
took the full impact,"
Cooke said.— Internet
