Iraqi forces arrest 16 suspected
 al- Qaeda members

BAGHDAD, 25 July—Iraqi security
forces have arrested 16 suspected al-
Qaeda members accused of being
behind more than 100 killings in the
capital, a senior security official said
Sunday.

General Ahmed Abu Ragheef,
the Interior Ministry’s head of internal
affairs, accused the men of carrying
out the high-profile assassination in
May of Ali al-Lami, a senior Iraqi
politician who helped purge
members of Saddam Hussein’s
banned Baath party from politics after
the 2003 US-led invasion. Militants
have stepped up attacks, specifically
targeting police and army officers, to
try to destabilise the government as
US troops prepare to leave by the

end of December, more than eight
years after the toppling of Saddam
Hussein.

“We managed to arrest the
terrorist group that was responsible
for the recent assassinations in
Baghdad,” Ragheef told reporters at
a news Conference.

Ragheef said the entire operation
to arrest the 16 men, including the
cell’s leader, had taken security forces
20 days.

He said security forces had also
uncovered the cell’s main weapons
cache and a factory in southern
Baghdad where silenced guns and
sticky bombs were being
manufactured.

Papua New Guinea rattled by 6.3
quake

PORT MORESBY, 25 July—The Pacific island
nation of Papua New Guinea was rattled by a
powerful 6.3-magnitude earthquake Monday, but
seismologists said the tremor was unlikely to have
caused major damage in the remote area.

Geoscience Australia measured the quake at
magnitude 6.3 and said it occurred at a depth of 39
kilometres (24 miles) in the New Ireland region
known for earthquake and volcanic activity.

“There would have been plenty of shaking
there and there could have been some damage
pretty close by, but these northern islands are pretty
sparsely populated,” Geoscience Australia
seismologist Hugh Glanville said.

“Being under 6.5, we don’t issue tsunami
warnings.”

The United States Geological Survey put the
quake at 6.2 magnitude and said it struck about 201
kilometres (124 miles) northwest of New Britain’s
township of Rabaul and 794 kilometres (492 miles)
from national capital Port Moresby.—Internet

EDINBURGH, 25 July — Scottish scientists say
pyrite, often called fool’s gold, is yielding insights
into a turning point that took place billions of years
ago in Earth’s evolution. Researchers at the
University of Edinburgh are recreating ancient
forms of the mineral — dubbed fool’s gold for its
metallic luster — that reveal details of past
geological events.

Detailed analysis of the mineral is giving fresh
insight into the composition of Earth before what is
called the Great Oxygenation Event, 2.4 billion
years ago, when oxygen released by early forms of
bacteria gave rise to new forms of plant and animal
life, transforming Earth’s oceans and atmosphere,
a university release said Friday. “Technology allows
us to trace scientific processes that we can’t see
from examining the mineral composition alone, to
understand how compounds were formed,” research
leader Ian Butler said. This enables better
understanding of geological conditions at the time
and how the oceans and atmosphere evolved, he
said.—Internet

Fool’s gold yields clues
about early Earth

Has warming put ‘Dirty Dozen’ pollutants back in the
saddle?

TORONTO, 25 July—‘‘Dirty Dozen” chemicals,
including the notoriously toxic DDT, are being freed
from Arctic sea ice and snow through global warming,
a study published on Sunday suggested.

The “Dirty Dozen” — formally known as persistent
organic pollutants (POPs) — were widely used as
insecticides and pesticides before being outlawed in
2001. They are extremely tough molecules that take
decades to break down in nature. They also bio-
accumulate, meaning that as they pass up the food
chain, concentrations rise, posing a fertility threat to
higher species. In addition, they are insoluble in water
and easily revolatilise, so can swiftly transit from soil
and water to the atmosphere in response to higher
temperatures.

The study, published in the scientific journal
Nature Climate Change, looked at atmospheric
concentrations of three chemicals — DDT, HCH and

cis-chlordane — monitored between 1993 and 2009
at a station in Norway’s Svalbard Islands and at
another in the Canadian Arctic.

But a more
complex and disturbing picture emerged when the
same data was crunched through a simulation of the
effect of global warming on POP concentrations.

It found a slight rise in secondary emissions, from
POPs that had been locked in Arctic ice and snow but
were now being gradually released because of
warming. “A wide range of POPs have been
remobilised into the Arctic atmosphere over the past
two decades as a result of climate change,” said the
study, led by Jianmin Ma of the agency Environment
Canada in Toronto.

‘Skipping’ drug
marks step forward

for muscular
dystrophy

LONDON, 25 July—An
experimental drug designed to fit a
DNA patch in a flawed gene has
cleared an important hurdle in tests
on boys struck by a tragic muscle-
wasting disease, a British study said
on Monday.

The condition, Duchenne
muscular dystrophy (DMD), occurs
among roughly 1 in 3,500 males.

It occurs because of a deletion in
a gene that makes a protein called
dystrophin, which helps provide a
protective membrane around muscle
fibres. Without this skin, muscle fibres
become damaged and eventually die.

By they time they are aged eight
to 12, boys with DMD become unable
to walk and usually face a shortened
life expectancy.

In DMD, the problem lies
specifically in sections of DNA called
exons that, like stepping stones,
provide the pathway by which the
gene makes dystrophin.

The new drug takes the approach
of “exon skipping,” or applying a
tiny molecular patch over the deletion,
so that the gene can produce a shorter

but still functional version of the
protein.

After successful tests on muscle
cells cultured in a lab dish and on
mice, the therapy was cautiously tested
for safety on 19 ambulatory patients
aged five to 15 at hospitals in London
and Newcastle.

July—About 4.5 million
US children did not
receive needed dental
care in 2008 because
their families could not
afford it, an Institute of
Medicine report says.

The majority of the
US population routinely
obtains oral healthcare
in traditional dental
practice settings, but
dental care eludes many
— including racial and
ethnic minorities, older
adults, pregnant women,
poor people and rural
populations, the report
says.

4.5 million kids can’t afford dental care
The report concludes

that the separation of oral
healthcare from overall
healthcare is a factor in
limiting access to dental
care for many Ameri-
cans.

However, with pro-
per training, non-dental
healthcare professionals,
such as nurses, phar-
macists, physician assis-
tants and physicians,
could screen for oral
diseases and deliver
preventive care services,
the report says.

Instead of having
each profession develop
its own set of

competencies, the com-
mittee recommends that
the Health Resources and
Services Administration
convene key stake-
holders to develop a core
set of competencies that
could apply to many
non-dental health pro-
fessions, the report says.

Over time, these
competencies should be
incorporated into
certification testing and
accreditation require-
ments to ensure adoption
by health professional
schools.

drought-stricken region since
November, after the rainy season
failed. Now she says it’s not enough
for donor countries to stump up some
cash for immediate food aid — there
needs to be long-term investment to
help farmers resist droughts and
international mediation to bring peace
to war-torn Somalia.

“When we have a declaration of
famine in the 21st century, we should
consider this immoral,” Amaral told
AFP in an interview as she prepared
for emergency talks at FAO in Rome
on Monday aimed at coordinating
the aid effort. Ministers, aid chiefs
and charities are meeting to discuss
ways of stepping up food supplies
and delivering them to the epicentre
of the famine in southern Somalia,
much of which is under the control of
militants. “Without access to south
Somalia, we’re only seeing the tip of
the iceberg — those refugees arriving
in Kenya and Ethiopia,” Amaral said.
“There are many more — we estimate
3.7 million — that need emergency
assistance,” she added.—Internet

M O N T P E L I E R ,
(Vermont) 25 July—At
the state maintenance
garage where Lori
Girard-Pion works, the
water cooler isn’t a
luxury. It’s a necessity,
especially for the
mechanics who maintain
the Vermont State Police
vehicle fleet.

So when the state of
Vermont said it was
doing away with bottled
water deliveries for state
government offices and
buildings in favour of
drinking water from the
tap, she wasn’t happy.

Without it, workers
at the Colchester garage
will have to get their
drinking water from a
bathroom wash tub
where mechanics wash

their greasy hands, she
says.

“Is that a lot to ask
for?” Girard-Pion, an
administrative assistant,

wrote in a complaint to
the state last month. “I
think we have good
reasons to keep our
water cooler.” Turns out

kicking the bottle is
harder than it looks.
Now, state officials who
touted the change as a
way to go easy on the
environment, save more
than $200,000 annually
on water purchases and
support municipal water
systems are scrambling
to salvage the plan.
Workplace sanitation
rules, tap water said to
be smelly or visibly dirty
and stiff opposition from
employees insulted by
the thought of having to
provide their own water
forced the administ-
ration of Gov Peter
Shumlin to postpone the
1 July adoption of the
new policy.

Group criticizes global forest
protection effort

BANGKOK, 25 July— Participants in a global,
landmark effort to save the world’s shrinking forests
are instead trading in illegally sourced timber and
razing jungles in an area of Borneo island inhabited
by endangered orangutans, a non-governmental
organization said Monday. London-based Global
Witness alleged in a report that some companies in
Asia, Africa and Europe are allowed to reap benefits
of associating with the World Wide Fund for Nature,
which authored the project, while continuing to
destroy forests and deal in illegally sourced timber.

The Switzerland-based WWF, one of the world’s
prominent environmental organizations, initiated
the Global Forest and Trade Network 20 years ago
to ensure that the increasing demand for wood is
supplied by companies engaged in the legal,
sustainable harvesting of forests.—Internet

23 Cambodian children die of dengue fever
so far this year

PHNOM PENH, 25 July—Cambodia reported 4,626 cases of dengue fever
which had claimed 23 Cambodian children lives so far this year, Ngan
Chantha, director of dengue control at the Ministry of Health, said Monday.

“Most of them were under 5 of age,” he said in a meeting on dengue fever
prevention.

He said that to prevent the disease, the center has spent one million US
dollars this year to buy Abate, a chemical substance, used to put in water pots
and other still water sources to kill larvae, and distribute it free-of-charge to
people in order to prevent the disease.

In Cambodia, dengue fever happens mostly in the rainy season from May
to October. Last year, about 12,347 cases of dengue fever had been reported
and killed 37 Cambodian children, he added.—MNA/Xinhua

US airlines fight prospect of higher security fees

WASHINGTON, 25 July—US airlines
are fighting the prospect of sharply higher
passenger security fees that could be
part of any deficit-reduction plan. The
approach is among a handful invol-
ving aviation that have swirled around
the ever-changing complexion of efforts
by Congress and the White House to
avert a debt default.

While those proposals would cover
only a fraction of any deficit remedy,
they represent flashpoints in relations
between industry and government over
aviation policy. Business aircraft
manufacturers, the powerful private pilot
and aircraft owners association and,
now, the biggest commercial airlines
have in recent days aggressively lobbied
issues around the debt talks that would

affect their members.
According to sources with

knowledge of the talks and documents
circulating on Capitol Hill, a proposal
would double the security fee paid by
airline passengers to raise at least $15
billion over 10 years. The current
maximum fee imposed on commercial
flights is $10 per round-trip ticket.
Nicholas Calio, who as president of
the Air Transport Association is the
top lobbyist for commercial carriers,
said any increase in security fees that
would bump up ticket prices would be
unacceptable.

“We should advance a tax policy
that encourages air service to grow, not
contract. Airlines are critical to the nation’s
economic health,” he said.—Reuters

Apple plans 5th store in
booming China market
BEIJING, 25 July—Apple is planning a third,

even larger Shanghai store, as well as dozens of
other stores throughout China, to cope with huge
crowds at its flagship store and a branch, according
to media reports Monday.

Apple says its Chinese outlets — two in Beijing

and two in Shanghai — are the four most heavily
trafficked Apple stores in the world. They also
generate the most revenue.

Apple’s push into China shows the depth of
the country’s fast-growing economy, and shows
that with products not so easy to counterfeit,
Chinese consumers are wil l ing to pay a
premium.

For the first three quarters of Apple’s fiscal
year, revenue in China and its Taipei, Hong Kong
was 8.8 billion dollars — six times that of a year
earlier.

China has become the second-largest market,
after the United States, for apps that run on the
smartphone and tablet, according to Distimo, a
Dutch company that tracks the popularity of apps.

In addition, Apple has been eager to team up
with state-run telecom companies, which looks
after mobile phone subscriptions.

S Korea, India sign nuclear
cooperation agreement

SEOUL, 25 July— South Korea and India signed
an accord Monday on nuclear cooperation, laying a
legal basis for South Korea’s efforts to export nuclear
power plants.

The bilateral agreement was signed after a summit
in Seoul between South Korean President Lee Myung-
bak and his Indian counterpart, Pratibha Patil,
according to the president’s office Cheong Wa Dae.

During a summit talks, Lee called for support
from the Indian government for South Korea’s efforts
to make inroads into the atomic power plant market
of India, a country with 20 nuclear plants, Cheong
Wa Dae said in a Press release.

India is currently building six nuclear power
plants and plans to construct some 40 more by 2032,
while South Korea seeks to become a major exporter
of its home-built nuclear power plants.

The state-run Korea Electric Power Corp
(KEPCO) struck a Memorandum of Understanding
(MoU) in 2009 with Nuclear Power Corporation of
India Limited, and has been seeking to tap into the
Indian market.—Xinhua

Uruguay beat Paraguay to win Copa America for

BUENOS AIRES, 25 July — Striker Diego Forlan scored twice to lead World Cup
semifinalists Uruguay to beat Paraguay 3-0 on Sunday for a record 15th Copa
America win. Forlan thus took his international tally to 31, holding tie with Hector
Scarone, and completed an incredible family story as he followed his father and grand-
father into the record books as a Copa America winner.

Liverpool attacker Luis Suarez, the player of the tournament, was also on target
on 12 minutes before Atletico Madrid star Forlan added the second three minutes from
the interval. Forlan, a former Manchester United player, then hit his 31st international

goal in the last minute after
being set-up by Cavani and
Suarez.

Uruguay, who knocked
out hosts Argentina in the
quarterfinals, claimed a first
continental crown since
1995 and broke their all-
time Copa title tie of 14
which they held with
Argentina.

Panda cub born in China’s
Chengdu panda base

CHENGDU, 25 July—A 19-year-old giant
panda on Sunday gave birth to this year’s first
cub in the Chengdu Giant Panda Protection and
Research Center in southwest Sichuan Province.

Nineteen years is an advanced maternal age
for pandas, compared with the average life span
of 25 years for the endangered animal. The
mother Li Li was given artificial fertilization with
sperm from Qiubang, a panda returned from
Japan, after her natural mating failed in March.

Weighing 161 grams, the new-born is a

healthy female cub. Both Li Li and the baby
are in good shape, according to veterinarians
at the center.

With the new cub, the total number of
pandas captive in the world’s largest panda
base reached 97. Dubbed as the hometown
of giant pandas, Sichuan has two panda
bases — one in Chengdu, and the other in
Wolong. A panda, nicknamed “Su Lin,” in
the Wolong panda base, gave birth to its first
panda cub of the year on 7 July.—Xinhua
